Allies SaM to Have Proof That 
Germany is Secretly Organ- 

izing for Revenge.

Failure o f  Prohibition W ay to 
Government Chaos—-Haynes

By United Press.
PARIS, Feb. 29.— “ Blow a whistle 

and the skeleton of Germany imme­
diately would recover its skin, mus­
cles, blood and nerves, the same as 
in 1914,” General Beorgeois, mem­
ber of the Maillot commission inves­
tigating conditions in the reisch de­
clared today in an interview with the 
United Press.

“ To abandon allied control of Ger­
many would be deadly imprudent,” 
he declared. “ Fortunately the allies 
have an understanding of the 
reisch,” he continued. “ They have 
undeniable proof that Germany is 
secretly organizing for revenge. 
Germany is instructing officers, has 
a reischwehr more numerous than 
the Versailles treaty permits and is 
furnishing them with the most mod­
ern and, complete armaments, includ­
ing rifles, machine guns, cannon and 
plenty of ammunition. The reisch­
wehr is the same as 21 Germany 
army corps. A whistle would call all 
the soldiers to join the existing com­
panies, which are deliberately wear­
ing the numbers of the old organiza­
tions to which they belonged.”

BERLIN ENJOYS 
PLENTY NOW BUT

By United Press.
BERLIN, Feb. 29.— American o f ­

ficials here believe that Germany's 
temporarily return to “ normalcy” is 
dangerously liable to be followed by 
a terrible smash.

Some of these authorities on whom 
the American government relies for 
its information as to German con­
ditions foresee that an era of starva­
tion— even in the agricultural com­
munities— can ensue. Their view is 
very pessimistic. They fear that un­
less an earlier reparation settlement 
comes, conditions similar to the fam­
ine in the Wolga district will arise 
within the German farming prov­
inces.

Less Planting Feared.
Farmers, they fear, may plant less 

for their next harvest than they 
have hitherto done. Such a course 
would naturally bring with it a fam­
ine in the cities, too, as Germany 
never has been able to produce 
enough grains and meats for her 
populace.

At the moment, Germany’s visible 
supply of meats and “grains is sur­
prisingly large. The food stores are 
crammed to overflowing with the 
plenty of the land.

But, it is explained, this plenti- 
tude is due to a dumping process on 
the part of the big land owners. For 
a time they held back their wares, 
as they did not care to accept fall­
ing paper marks.

Market Flooded.
With the introduction of the ren­

ter) mark they flooded the markets 
with their goods. But they killed 
too much cattle, it was claimed.

This pouring of cattle and grain 
on the city markets is destined—  
still in the opinion of American of­
ficials— to lead to a serious collapse 
probably only a few months hence. 
The reason for this excessive slaugh­
ter of cattle lies in the fact that the 
landlords were compelled to gather 
hastily money for new taxes.

It is foreseen, however, that the 
agrarians will reach a point where 
they say that there is no profit for 
themselves, but that instead their 
substance is eaten up by too heavy 
tax burdens.

If they reach this point, it is tb°n 
figured that they will adopt the 
scheme of the Russian peasants, 
namely, the planting of less acreage 
and the slaughter of fewer cattle. 
The results of such a policy would 
clearly be catastrophal.

WORK STARTS 
NEW COUNTRY 

CLUB K
Members Become Trench Dig- 

gers and General Day La­
borers for One Day.

Clear skies and a warm sunshine 
was dealt out to the members of the 
Ranger Country club this morning. 
Today marked the picnic of the club 
and the fine weather was quite to the 
liking of the men and women who 
gathered on the grounds to do the 
initial work on the new clubhouse 
overlooking Hagaman lake.

Some came in their business suits 
and others in khaki suits, overalls and 
any old thing* they could pick up in 
the closet. The chaps in their every­
day clothes were a shining mark for 
labor. The early arrivals and those 
in work clothes were quick to accom­
modate the “ street dressers” with 
shovels and spades.

Late Arrivals Assisted
Several were assisted to the trench 

in which the stone foundation will 
rest by a half dozen helping hands. 
The noon arrivals, those who reported 
at 8 a. m., declared, must work until 
the shades of nightfall, and ‘‘without 
shirking.”

A. B. Cameron, engineer with the 
Baltic Gasoline company, who laid 
out the site for the clubhouse, was 
staying on the ground with one single 
purpose. Men, who feared they would 
dig too deep, had to be assured by 
the engineer off and on that they 
had plenty of depth to dig.

“ I say men,” exclaimed F. G. Yonk­
ers, superintendent of the Chestnut 
and Smith corporation in Texas, as 
he came up to a group of men en­
gaged in a kidding match, “ what’s 
these overalls, a stall?” One man 
promptly picked up a spade and 
started in the direction of the trench. 
Yonkers peeled his coat off and fol­
lowed.

Who Said “ Political Jobs”
Someone made an observation that 

several had “political jobs;” field 
boss or overseer, they are called in 
the oil fields. These men were with 
the teams and trucks gathering up 
timbers and stone for the structure, 
and still others were marking off 
new road from the Mineral Wells 
road to the clubhouse.

The “ laborers,” however, were giv­
en the quieting news that they might 
be allowed to exchange their “hard­
working jobs” with the “political 
jobs,” during the afternoon, if such 
work lasted.

The trench was dug about 1 1-2 feet 
deep and one foot wide the entire 
dimensions of the clubhouse, which 
are 60x30' feet, at noon. All of the 
timbers needed, were either on the 
grounds or on the way at the noon 
hour, L. L. Rector, said.

Between 12 and 15 women were on 
the ground at 12 o’clock, making cof­
fee in the open and preparing the 
basket dinners for serving.

A total of 22 automobiles and four 
trucks were counted on the grounds 
at noon by a newspaperman. The 
majority of the trucks and teams, 
which were obtained by J. W. Sand­
ers, were in Ranger or on the way out 
to the grounds. 1

IN CLEVELAND
CLEVELAND, O., Feb. 29.— Lead­

ers of the national conference for 
progressive political action expect to 
name here in July the presidential 
candidate who will be inaugurated in 
Washington, March 4, 1925.

The national conference has been 
called for July 4. It is expected that 
both republican and democratic con­
ventions will have named their can­
didates by this time. If not, the con­
vention will mark time until the 
democrats finish at New York. The 
local conference, which will represent 
the national leaders in the farm or­
ganizations, labor unions, railroad 
brotherhoods, etc, is expected to cov­
er the farmer-labor independent vote.

City of Ranger $190,000 water­
works bonds were sold Thursday for 
94.24 cents, the highest figure ever 
paid for a local bond issue, Brown- 
Crummer company, Wichita, Kan., 
purchased the entire lot. A Fort 
Worth bond house offered approxi­
mately 94 cents and J. L. Arlitt of 
Austin 93 cents.

The Brown-Crummer company 
holds about $40,000 worth of bonds 
against the Ranger Waterworks com­
pany and the company has agreed 
to call in all of these bonds before 
maturity date. The commission went 
on record as desirous of having a 
clear title to the system when taken 
over by the city and instructed M. 
H. Smith, representative of the com­
pany, to call in the bonds.

The waterworks bonds sold at a 
higher figure than any previous bond 
issues, C. A. Love, city secretary, 
said today. These bonds brought a 
little above two cents more than the 
city hall bonds, which brought 92 
cents.

At the purchase price of 94.25 
cents, the city will get $179,060. 
The cash price for the waterworks 
ystem as agreed upon between the 

owners and the city was $126,000, 
which will leave $53,000 for im­
provements. The pipe replacements, 
new reservoir, new pump and engine 
and filtration plant will be paid for 
out of the $53,000 balance.

Last evening a telegram was re­
ceived from the R. E. Campbell & 
Co. bond house of Los Angeles, to 
hold the sale up that a bid might be 
telegraphed in Friday. The company 
asked that particulars of the sale be 
forwarded by night letter. The tele­
gram was received at 6:07 p. m., 
four hours after the bids were clos­
ed, and accordingly was turned 
down.

A representative of the city will 
go to Dallas next week with the 
bonds to receive the money. It now 
seems certain the city will be able 
to take over the plant’ and distrib­
uting system the latter part of next

CHICAGO, Feb. 29— Carrying out 

his promise to fight, Attorney Gen­
eral Daugherty has selected two at­
torneys to defend him against at­
tacks by senators who seek to oust 
him from office. A half hour after 
Daugherty had left on the train for 
Florida to join his wife, the district 
attorney’s office made public a 
telegram from Daugherty to Sena­
tor Willis, in which the attorney gen­
eral said:

Palmer Says Did 
Nothing Contrary 

To Legal Ethics

WASHINGTON, Feb. 29. —  A 
Mitchell Palmer, attorney general in 
the cabinet of President Wilson, de­
nied before the senate oil committee 
today that he had tried to impede 
the oil scandal by any unethical 
means.

Palmer declared the work he did 
for Edward B. McLean, publisher of 
the Washington Post, was entirely 
in accord with legal ethics. Palmer 
was called because his name appear­
ed frequently in telegrams between 
McLean and his employes here in 
connection with efforts to prevent 
the committee calling McLean as a 
witness. Senator Dill of Washington 
examined Palmer.

“ Were you McLean’s friend or ac­
quaintance?”

“ I have been an acquaintance, but 
I acted as his counsel.”

“Just how were you employed by 
him?”

“ Mr. Major came to see me.”
“ Do you know what date?”
“ I think the 26th or 27th of De­

cember.”  i**| ! #S
Palmer produced a telegram which 

he said authorized his employment 
by McLean. It advised Major to tell 
Palmer that the only thing that 
would connect McLean to the inquiry 
was the loan of $100,000 to Fall in 
1921. The telegram was given to 
the committee by Palmer.

“ Was this the first notice that you 
were to be his attorney.”

“ Well, I think that Major came to 
see me and said that McLean want­
ed to retain me.

Diseased Animals
au

By Expert Riflemen
OAKLAND, Calif., Feb. 29— The 

California hoof and mouth disease 
situation was increasingly encour­
aging today. During the last 24 
hours, with the slaughter of infect­
ed herds under way, only three cases 
of infection have been reported to 
federal and state officers.

Rifle squads are engaged in the de­
struction of the stricken animals. 
They are killed as miercifully as pos­
sible. Long trenches are dug and 
the animals driven to the sides of the 
trenches, one by one. Then mem­
bers of the rifle squad kill thorn, tak­
ing care that a single well-placed 
shot brings death. The carcass is 
then dropped into the trench, covered 
with quicklime and buried to a depth 
of four feet.

GENERAL LUDENDORF 
TAKES WITNESS STAND 

IN HIS OWN DEFENSE

MUNICH, Feb. 29— The appear­
ance of General Ludendorff himself 
upon the witness stand to testify in 
his trial with nine others for treason 
in connection with last November's 
“ Putsch” failure aroused tremendous 
interest in the case today.

At the same time it was rumored 
that the former dictator, Von Kahr, 
General Lossow and Colonel Seiss- 
ner, who were at the head of the Ba­
varian government, army and police 
at the time of the “ Putsch,”  would 
be arrested next week.

Organized Baseball Rales.
As determined upon at the OUen 

meeting, Feb. 14, the league will be 
run under strictly organized baseball 
rules, although there will be one ex­
ception and that is permission will 
be given to use the spitball. A num­
ber o f special regulations will also 
govern the conduct o f clubs in ad­
dition to organized baseball rules.

Some o f these regulations are: 
Club’s roster must be in hands of as­
sociation secretary by Aug. 1; no 
player under contract and drawing 
salary for present season from the 
Texas league can participate in one 
game or a series o f games; no club 
shall enter into negotiations with a 
player of another club without first 
broaching such a proposal first to 
the management of the club having

the player under contract; that all 
clubs file pre-season roster with sec­
retary before April 5.

This is the 
opinion of many on both sides of the 
English channel, and is backed up by 
insurance companies, whose rates by 
air are only half the railway and 
boat costs.

The most valuable airplane cargo 
ever carried across the channel, a 
hundred pounds of platinum, has 
been delivered safely in Paris, from 
Croydon. Shippers use the air route 
to transport precious metals and jew­
els, not only because it is cheaper, 
but because it minimizes the liabil­
ity of robbery and accident that 
would cause its loss.

Majority Poor Among Strang­
ers Feel Sting oi Sad 

Privation.

ST. LOUIS, Mo., Feb. 2 '.  — The 
average Methodist minister, after 
long and valued servire to tbe • hiirch. 
comes down to poverty and want at 
last, and usually among strangers 
who care nothing- for his devoted 
ministry of the past, his present need 
or future welfare, according to Dr. 
Luther ,E. Todd, secretary of the 
board o f Finance of the Southern 
Methodist church, who has obtained 
the complete record of all guperan- 
mwTed oreachers o f that church.

The board is directing the $10,000,- 
00o superannuate endowment move­
ment, which is to care for the minis­
ters after they are too old or infirm 
to be o f further use to the church. 
Nearlv eight millions of the amount 
have been officially pledged by indi­
vidual churches of the denomination.

“ The average Methodist, according 
to the compiled facts,” says Dr. Todd, 
is recognized dui-ing his active years 
as of distinct value to the communi­
ty. His is a full life of constant ser­
vice to all, lifting burdens, giving 
comfort, inspiring to better things.

But he grew old and had to he sup­
erannuated. Probably few, if any, of 
his sometime parishioners knew of 
the hardships he suffered in the dis­
tant village, where, among strangers, 
he settled down to spend the evening 
of his life. He tried to get work, 
hut no one wanted an old man. He 
tried to sell insurance, to be a book 
agent, to till the ground, but failed in 
all. His aged wife, the former mis­
tress of the parsonage, became the 
laundress of welLto-do neighbors, 
and he assisted her at the washtub. 
So it happened to the average Meth­
odist preacher, and so it continues to 
happen to others who follow after 
hi.m He begins as a minister and 
ends at the washtub or in other lowly, 
back-breaking toil in which there is 
little pay.”

Dr. Todd points to hundreds of 
cases where ministers, once promis­
ing and held in high esteem by mul­
titudes o f friends, have been turned 
out o f the pastorate and left to the 
charity o f strangers. The highest 
provision the church has made here­
tofore is about $200 and many o f 
them fell below that figure. The re­
sult, in the days of high prices, is 
want and suffering.

Those Home Chores
By VINCENT WILCOX

In an intei-view at his country 
home in Sudbury, Mass., Henry Ford 
who employs more men than any 
single institution in the world, as­
serted that if he had his way a cer­
tain group o f international bankers 
would be put into jail at the out­
break o f any war, and that_ would 
end the trouble. He said his atti­
tude against the Hebrew race had 
been misinterpreted and that he at­
tacked only those who fostered war 
for personal advantages. He was 
opposed to tax-free bonds because it 
was a means for wealthy men to 
shift to the shoulders o f the rest of 
the nation the burden of taxation 
which they should bear themselves.

Congressman McFadden, of Penn­
sylvania, has proposed a radical 
change in the national banking laws. 
His hill would enlarge the scope of 
rational bank activities by permit­
ting them to open branch banks in 
any city where state banks are now 
operating, to buy and sell investment 
bonds, permit them to loan up to 
one-half their time deposits, to han­
dle perpetual trusts, engage in safe 
deposit business and rediscount 
notes. If it were possible to add 
some additional safeguards for de­
positors, like a government or in­
sured security, so that no man would 
lose because of long-chance specula­
tions, or official speculations, the 
banking business would naturally 
double.

The history of that lad, along with 
others, had proved to the satisfaction 
of the probation officer that the boys 
never worked at the ages of 15 to 21 
because they never had learned to 
work at 10 and 11.

It is easy to emphasize the value of 
play. And abundant play is needed 
and should be provided. But all play 
and no work, you know— Let Johnny, 
Alice, Mabel and Mervin learn how to 
work and that it is necessary that 
they should work.

The system of keeping Johnny and 
Mary usefully occupied begins in the 
earliest years. Every child wants at 
first to d^ as. father or mother does. 
So let the child have useful toys. A 
small broom or rake is always a joy ( 
and the idea of helping effort should 
be emphasized. A set of dishes for 
cooking, a set of garden tools—all of 
these and many more are helpful in 
promoting the idea of work and its 
needs. This will mean growing 
through doing.

As soon as the children are able to 
understand directions, simple duties 
should be assigned as a part of the 
day’s program. It may mean a little 
extra work for the parents at first, 
perhaps the lowering of the closet 
hooks so they can hang their clothing 
there rather than thi'ow it on the 
floor; the providing of playroom boxes 
instead of shelves where the toys are 
to be put away after use. It may be 
an inmaled towel in the bathroom 
that must he hung on a certain rod. 
Regularity in home life makes for 
comfort because it means every one 
profitably busy.

Home chores and homely tasks are 
not to be despised. There are dishes 
to wash, wood to bring in, the furnace 
to tend, the lawn to mow, rooms to 
dust, the stockings to mend. These 
are easy, yet they are of real educa­
tional value in after life because of 
their building discipline. A genera­
tion ago the boys and girls did these 
things as a matter of custom; what 
good reason has arisen for discarding 
the plan ?

EGG LAYING CONTEST 
SHOWS SEVERAL BREEDS 

MAKING HIGH RECORDS
STILLWATER, Okla., Feb. 2 .—  

One white hen leads all the rest of 
more than 400 entries at the turn of 
the first quarter of the one-year egg 
laying contest at Oklahoma A. & M. 
college.

In three months she has laid 82 
eggs. She is a Rhode Island hen 
owned by T. A. Layton of Kingfish­
er, and is known only as “ Hen 388 
of Pen 38.”

Behind the leader in the race are 
grouped, almost egg for egg, seven 
more white hens, of three different 
breeds. One has produced 74 eggs 
in the quarter, two have laid 73 
each, one has laid 70 and two 67, 
by records kept by Professor R. B. 
Thompson, head of. the poultry de­
partment.

The Kingfisher owner is credited 
not only with entry of the leading 
hen, hut also with ownership of the 
two hens holding third place in the 
race. The hen in second place is 
owned by the Fortune poultry farm 
of Boernej Texas.

East-Bound Ships Lighter Than 
Those Going West

Scientific experiments to ascertain the 
possible effect of the direction in which a 
ship is going upon its weight-carrying ca­
pacity, recently made by a prominent 
scientist, resulted in his conclusion that 
a 2,000-ton vessel traveling east offers 400 
pounds less resistance to the water cur­
rent than it does when west-bound. 
This calculation, it is said, is based upon 
the influence of centrifugal force, which is 
greater when a body is riding with the 
tide in the direction in which the earth 
revolves, than when headed the other way.

Safeguarding the Aerial

Frequently a single-wire aerial is strung 
between the house and a near-by tree, and 
the swinging of the tree in a storm often 
breaks the wire or pulls it out of the sup­
port at the other end. A good method 
of overcoming this trouble is to place an 
ordinary screen-door spring between tlje 
end of the aerial and the house. This wd3

keep the wire taut and at the same time 
prevent its being broken easily. In 
some cases it may be desirable to have 
springs at both enas of the. aerial.

Snow Scraper Attached to Rake

A serviceable snow scraper can readily 
be made by attaching a piece of gal­
vanized iron to an ordinary garden rake, 
as shown in the drawing. The metal 
should be at least in. thick and should 
be cut to the dimensions given in the 
upper detail. Short cute are made -at the 
points indicated and the strips between 
these cute bent out as shown in the lower 
drawing. The loops thus formed should 
be made so that the tines of the rake 
must be forced into them, thus preventing 
the scraper from falling off the rake. A

Rain water is ideal for use in auto­
mobile radiators, as it is free from most 
of the scale-forming chemicals' and salts 
present in well and hydrant water. Two 
convenient methods of storing rain water 
in readiness for use are shown in the draw­
ing. The upper figure shows how a half 
barrel may bo arranged on a shelf inside 
the garage, at a height that will permit 
the water to flow into the radiator. A

and a small tap pipe from the gutter Is 
brought through the wall as shown, so 
that the water will drain into the barrel. 
A short length of pipe, fitted with a valve, 
is fitted through the side near the bottom 
and a length of rubber hose is attached as 
shown. An overflow pipe is also provided. 
In garages where there is not enough 
space to permit the installation described 
above, a barrel may be mounted on a 
stand outside of the garage as shown in 
the lower figure. In both cases a fine 
sieve must be provided in the pipe leading 
from the gutter, to catch any foreign 
matter. The inside of the container 
should be washed out occasionally.

Drying Clothes in Cold Weathei;
During cold weather clothes hung out 

on the line to dry become stiff, due to the 
frozen moisture in them, and in attempt* 
ing to remove them they are frequently 
torn at the comers. This danger can be 
eliminated by hanging the clothes on 
wire coat-hangers of the kind used ex­
tensively by cleaners. The clothes are 
hung on the hangers, which are hung on 
the line. To keep them separated evenly, 
a number of old yardsticks or laths are 
used, holes being drilled in them about 
3 in. apart, and the hooks of the hangers 
passed through the holes before they are 
hung on the line. The clothes are brought 
in on the hangers and allowed to thaw out 
before taken off.

O nly 12c M ore W ith  

Cotton 35 Instead o f  25

COLLEGE STATION, Feb. 29.— 
The fallacy in the argument o f fin­
ancial and industrial interests that 
the advancing- price of cotton is de­
moralizing* the cotton goods business 
h’as been indicated by figures com- 
piTbd at the A. & M. college o f Texas. 
The information is given by Profes­
sor J. B. Bagley, head of the depart­
ment of textile enginering, that one 
pound of cotton will make several 
yards of gingham and that middling- 
cotton loses by waste about 15 per 
cent in spinning. In December, 1922, 
cotton was* quoted at 25' cents. Fig­
uring 15 per cent for waste the pound 
of spun cotton would cost 29 cents 
and this would make seven yards of 
gingham. Or in other words the ac­
tual raw cotton in a yard of gingham 
brought the farmer only 4.2 cents. 
With cotton at the peak o f 35 cents 
and allowing- 15 per cent for waste 
the farmer would sell 40.2 cents worth 
of, cotton for seven yards of ging- 
ham o f would get for the cotton in 
ea'ch yard 5.8 cents. Thus in the rise

of cotton from 25 to 35 cents the ad­
ditional cost o f cotton in a yard of 
gingham nets the cotton grower only 
1.6 cents. If we take eight yards as 
an average requirement for making 
the farmer’s wife a house dress, the 
cotton grower gets only 12.8 cents 
more for the raw product in that 
dress when cotton was selling at 35 
and when it was 25 cents.
