back pay.

Jackson, who with several other
players, was thrown out of oirgan-
ized baseball following the White Sox
scandal in 1919, sued for back pay
on a three-year contract.

Judge Gregory set the verdict
aside and dismissed the case on the
grounds that Jackson’s testimony
“reeked with perjury.”

Jackson has the right to appeal to
the supreme court for reversal of
Judge Gregory’s verdict. The jury
of 10 men and two women answer-
ed all of the 10 questions of the
court in Jackson’s favor.

They decided that Charles A.
Comiskey, owner of the Chicago
White Sox, had promised to pay a
bonus in the 1917 pennant race. It
was determined that Harry Grabiner,
White Sox secretary, had represent-
ed to Jackson when he signed him to
a 1920 contract that the 10-day
clause had been eliminated and that
he had signed it with this under-
standing.

It vindicated Jackson ‘of conspir-
ing to “throw’” any games -of the
world series of 1919 to the Cincin-
nati club. It held that Claude Wil-
liams did not give Jackson $5,000
before any of the games of the 1919
series.

LET LAW AND JUSTICE
PREVAIL.

For many months there have been
ominous mutterings from the nation-
al capitol of irregularities in high
official places, and there has been
the indefinite promise that those ac-
cused would be called upon to an-
swer. Recent disclosures along sev-
eral lines indicate a decidedly un-
savory condition, and that the time
has come for a disclosure of the
truth, no matter how unwelcome the
revelations may be, or what political
organization may be enmeshed. It
has been known for years that specu-
lative, or vested commercial inter-
ests know no party—one is as good
as another so long as the ‘goods were
delivered.” Honesty nor dishonesty
are qualities on which no political
party holds a monopoly. From the
disclosures there seems to be plenty
of both. ¢

There have been investigations
.and more are promised, but what the
‘people are particularly interested in
is that public officials who are ac-
cused of fast and loose methods,
guilty of breach of trust or incom-
petency, should be brought to ac-
count in a proper court.

If . this republic shall endure
among the civilized nations of the
earth: upon the fundamental princi-
ples that underlie our government, it
must' be because the citizenship of
the country have a respect and an
admiration for law, even though the
law.be wrong. We live by example.
If those in high official life disre-
gard our laws, in spirit or in letter,
what can one expect of the common
people?

"~ No man, or woman, or school boy.
finds fault with a square deal—but
in this twentieth century all of them
know when they get it, and when
they do not.. The varnishing of a
sore spot does mot heal the wound.
The time has come when representa-
tives of the people, regardless of
party, must “come clean” or make
room for worthier men.

TOO MUCH LAW.

The modern lawmaker seems to
think it his chief duty to introduce
new legislation. It does not seem
to occur to him that the power to re-
peal ‘is almost as frequently advis-
able to put into effect as the power
to enact, nor does he realize the dan-
gers and inconveniences of a cum-

" bersome legal system. Usually he
fails utterly to comprehend the fact
that in a republic the best govern-
ment is that one which is operated
by the aid of the least law. One
prolific cause of too much legisla-
tion is the disposition. of legislators
to assist one another by a trade of
votes. ' Representative Jones votes
for representative Smith’s bill, re-
gardless of its merits, on the under-
standing that Smith will vote for

~ Jones’ bill. + This is an everyday
practice in all parliamentary bodies
of this country.

A remedy might be found, if we
ceased designating bills introduced
by the names of their authors. It
flatters Representative Jones to have
his name attached to a bill, and if
his introduction of it did not cause
that ‘name to go thundering down
the corridors of time, very often he
would not introduce it.

Under present conditions it is

Aero-Propeller Shaft Installations

ESIGNERS and builders of aero-
propeller-driven craft, such as sleds
and boats, are often handicapped by the
lack of a suitable but cheap mcthod .af
mstaﬁlnv the proveller shaft.  If
vantage is taken of ‘standard automo
parts, however, a very neat and clos
coupled arrangement, which will give
good service and operate efficiently, can
be made at a minimum of cost and labor.
Front and rear-wheel hubs from a light
car are used to form the main parts of the
installation together with a special shaft
and a couple of sprockets. The shaft de-
sign is a combination of that of a front-
axle spindle and the outer end of a rear-
axle spindle or shaft. Between the two
parts is a pad or shoulder for the seat pf
the driven sprocket. %
The shaft must be carefully and a.ccu-

The front wheel hub, minus the outer
flange, 1s then slipped on, the ball cones
adjusted so as to allow the shaft to run’
freely without any shake, and the locknut,
tightened and fastened with a cotter pin.
The regular hub cap is used, filled with
good grease, just as in the car.
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rately turned from a solid piece of good
machinery steel; the rear end is turned
and threaded to the same’ dimensions as
the front wheel spindle of the car from
which the hub is taken, and the seats for
the ball races must be held very carefully
to size. The front end is turned to fit the
rear-wheel hub, threaded for the nut, and
kevseated. The seat for the sprocket may
then be turned, keyseated, and the thread
for the locknut cut.

The hub that carries the propeller is a
rear-wheel hub, as stated above, and 1t is
fitted with a second flange, made out of
another hub, which is machined away
until a flange is left that will pass over the
turned portion of the hub proper.

The propeller hub is drawn up on the
tapered portion of the shaft, as in the car,
and locked by means of a nut, washer,
and cotter pin. The propeller is clamped
between the flanges by six through bolts

of %-in. diameter, the sliding flange allow-
ing for a wide variation in the thickness
of propeller hubs. A hub cap is screwed
on the forward side of the hub, to present
a neat and finished appearance.

The key that holds the sprocket should
be large and set deeply, as it carries all the
motor torque.

Two heavy wooden uprights; mecting at
the top to forra an inverted vee, are
bolted to the sills of the frame, and
straddle the body of the front-wheel hub
as shown. Four %-in. bolts hold the tops
of the uprights firmly to the hub. Angular
braces, made of 2-in. pipe, are also fitted,
the ends being flattened and drilled fo1
the bolts. The propeller should be
balanced before installation, to insure
vibrationless running.

grease to insure perfect lubrication, and
refilled at frequent intervals.
