The Lew. Teatsorth No. 1, on the
c¢ity ‘of Eastland land, one mile east
of the city limits of Eaetland touch-
ed the sand yesterday at 1, 397 feet

After a shot with nitro the hole began
to fill with oil and some time during
the night the well began flowing by
heads.

Teatsorth’s Hargus No. 1, the dis-
covery well in this pool, came in
about three weeks ago for a 25-barrel
well, on the city of Eastland’s land.

1t now seems almost certain ‘that this
acreage will develop into a real oil
field and that the city will have its
sources of revenue increased greatly.
