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SIXTY-NINTH CONGRESS OPENS ITS SESSION

President Addresses Farmers, 
Urging Co-operation, Op­

posing Price Fixing.

■ - By United Pres;-;.
CHICAGO, Dec. 7. —  President 

Coolidge today defined the present 
tariff as an aid to the farmer, warn­
ed against government price fixing 
as a panacea for agricultural ills and 
lauded co-operative marketing.

Addressing the American Federa­
tion Farm Bureau, the president 
enumerated the steps by which he 
belives agriculture can be put on a 
sound and independent basis. This 
includes extension of storage facili­
ties, co-operative marketing, infor­
mation and advice from the agricul­
tural department and farm loan bank 
credits. Without discussing many 
of these in detail, the President de­
voted most of his speech to exposing 
alleged falacies of government mar­
keting panaceas and lauded the bene­
fits from a protective tariff.

Leaders of the co-operative move­
ment in the agricultural department 
have prepared a co-operative farm 
bill embodying his principles, he 
said. He opposed government co­
operation which would directly fix 
prices by buying arid selling because 
this would create a bureaucracy, de­
stroy co-operation and farmers’ in­
dependence and stimulate over-pro­
duction ending in a complete col­
lapse.

Labor statistics were produced, by 
the President to show that the pres­
ent tariff rates benefit the farmer 
and should not be revised, He said 
there remained only 12 per cent of 
imports upon which the agricultural 
industry pays any part of the pro­
fits.

‘ ‘The total average dost to _ the 
farmer on account of the ^ r iff  is 
only between two and three per cent 
cf his purchase, and, on the other 
hand, protection is a great neriefi; 
to agriculture as a whole,”  said the' 
President. “ The $780,000,000 of 
agricultural produce imported last 
year had to pay $269,000,000 for 
the privilege of coining in to com- 
pi te w'tih our production. Protec­
tion greatly aids diversification and 
therefore, " eliminates unprofitable 
surplus. A study of dairy products, 
flax, wool and other _ commodities 
will demonstrate that is does.”

The President said that in aiding 
industry the present tariff ( aided 
dairying and agriculture because 
prosperity in industry is more valua­
ble to the farmer as a whole than 
the export of foodstuffs. Instead 
of tariff revision and price fixing, the 
President saw hope in farm loan arid 
intermediate credit banks.

APPELLATE COURT GIVES
DECISION RELATING TO FEES

BRECKENRIDGE, Dec. 7. —  De­

cision in favor of Stephens County 
were handed down Friday by the 
Eleventh Court of Civil Appeals at 
Eastland in the cases of Stephens 
County ws. T. C. Hefner, county tax 
assessor, and G. T. Adams, ex-tax 
collector, of Stephens County.

During the year 1923 a bill was 
passed amending the fee law. The 
county maintained that during 1923 
the tax assessor and collector were 
still under the jurisdiction of the 
fee law while the office holders 
maintained that they were not, it 
was explained.

The matter was taken into com;!: 
and the 90th District Court ruled that 
the assessor and collector were un­
der the jurisdiction of the fee law 
Until June 14, 1923.

Both- sides appealed the case, arid 
Friday the 11th Court of Civil Ap­
peals handed down a decision, rul- 

j ing that the tax collector and as- 
; sessor were under the fee law dur- 
j  ing the whole of 1923, but that the 
j assessor was entitled to his regular 
! salary of $2,250 per year, the ex- 
ipenses of his office, and one fourth 
of all the surplus abov^ this figure, 
attorneys said. Hefner, as tax as­
sessor during 1923, is alleged to 
•have received a total of $23,000. 
The tax collector was said to have 
received a smaller figure than this.

In case the decision of the Court 
of Civil Appeals is upheld, the rul­
ing will involve a judgment of from 
$9,000 to $11,000 in favor of the.

It was the Coolidge congress rolled 
in by the tremendous majority of the 
chief executive in the election last 
year which today assumed legislative 
control of the nation.

The parliamentary clatter of gav­
els at noon stilled the buzz of con­
versation in the chambers of the 
seriate and the house and officially 
opened the regular session.

The familiar faces of many states­
men who died or were defeated were 
absent, but in their places were the 
ambitions of a younger generation.

Alleged Big Fraud j Hangs in Balance

NEW YORK, Dec. 7.—Grand jury 
investigation into the alleged $7,000,- 
000 fraud involving Thomas W. Mil­
ler, former alien property custodian, 
is to be reopened, according to well 
defined reports in the federal build­
ing today.
