Monday night, when the hijackers for 
the third time failed to obtain any money, McCarty was told to 
take up a “ collection” from among all members of the crew on 
the well, both day and night towers, and leave not less than $50 
on the stump of a tree near by, outside cf the circle of light 
which surrounds the well during the dark hours. Unless this 
demand was met, the hijackers threatened, they would lurk at 
night i'n the thickets around the well and “do a little sniping.”

furnished.

Other similar cases came to light 
after the night towers on No. 1 and 
No. 3 Humble wells, south o f  town, 
were hijacked three times, the last 
time M onday night. Three men were 
in the holdup crew, as was the case 
when M cCarty was threatened.

The night tower on a G ulf well 
nearby also was held up on three d if­
ferent occasions, two nights succes­
sively.

The night tow er on the Ibsen well 
was held up on Sunday and again on 
Monday night.

Brush O ffers Opportunity.
These are only a few  o f  the in­

stances that have aroused the indig­
nation o f the workers. Most o f  the 
outrages take place in the more out­
lying districts, where the wells are 
thinly spaced and outside o f  the cir­
cle o f  light around the derrick there 
is a wilderness o f  brush in which per­
sons could lie in hiding an d ’ pick the 
crews o f f  without being heard or 
leaving a clew.

There have been several instances 
o f  workmen being badly beaten up 
during the holdup proceedings, and 
this has added to the ire o f  the oil 
fraternity. Their feeling has becom e 
so intense that, as one prominent op­
erator expressed it, “ they are liable 
to do a little night-riding around here 
i f  the authorities do not take some 
action.”  The sh eriff’s department 
says it is doing all within its power to 
stop the outrages, but no arrests have 
been made, as there is little chance 
o f  identifying the highwaymen unless 
they are caught in the act.

H ijacker Bumped O ff?

Trucks in Rumania!

By Associated Tress
BUCHAREST, Rumania, Get. 28.— If 

Americans feel that theil* subways, rail­
roads and trolley cars are Crowded, con­
ditions in Rumania and other parts of 
the Balkans are worse. Railroad traffic 
today in Rumania is so great thfff pas­
sengers ride, on the roofs of every train 
by the hundreds. 'When the tops of tin- 
trains are so crowded that, they can hold 
no more, the passengers cling to the run­
ning boards, ride on the. bumpers and 
even dp the under-framework of the car. 
The fare is the same whether the pas­
senger rides in a compartment or on the 
roof of ttys car. Accidents are frequent. 
Often when a train has entered a tunnel 
a number of passengers have been swept 
off the roof to their death.

The congested traffic is due to the 
small number of locomotives and coaches 
available and to insufficient trackage. 
Most of the country’s rolling stock was 
carried off by the Germans or destroyed. 
Borne of the locomotives and cars have 
been replaced, but the number is far 
from adequate. A large American loeo- 
lotive concern has contracted to send 

number of .engines here, taking in pay­
ment a quantity of oil.

Short on Locomotives.
There are at present less than 3.000 

locomotives in Rumania, . including the 
newly-acquired provinces of Transyl­
vania and Bessarabia. About half this 
number are in order. Most of them are 
of German or Hungarian construction. 
There is such a< shortage of passenger 
coaches • that box ears are often used 
for the conveyance of the public.

The total trackage in Rumania is 
about 10,500 miles. This has lo serve 
an area of nearly 300.000 square miles 
and a population of 18,000,000. Many 
of the. Steel rails are almost entirely worn 
out and the road beds are in need of ma­
jor repairs.

Rumanian railway officials say that 
American railroad meh and engineers 
would do \yell to investigate business 
prospects in Rumania, Railroads must 
be constructed and others double tracked. 
The country will require an enormous 
amount of railroad supplies to re-equip 
and reconstruct^ the lines that suffered 
during, the war. Bridges also must be 
built, canals cut and harbors extended.

If he 
is to preside to any degrece of satisfac­
tion to himself and the Senate he must 
have the confidence of not only the ma­
jority, but the minority, by reason of 
bis judgment and impartial conduct. If 
he were to sit in the cabinet the minor­
ity Senators would look upon, him, not

as the President of the Senate, but as 
' representative of the Administration.

"What should be done—at least until 
j we can reach the English system— is that

A
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Albanians Free to 
Rile Selves First 

Time in History
SOUTARI, Albania, Oct. 27.— With 

the withdrawal o f  Italian troops 
from  Alvona and the cessation o f 
hostile invasions by the Serbs and 
M ontenegrins, Albania is free o f 
foreign occupation fo r  the first time 
in her turbulent history. A lban­
ians feel that they have at last 
reached the goal o f  their national in­
dependence. Their undying love 
o f  liberty which has persisted 
through all their centuries o f  strug­
gle against Turk and Christiana, is 
particularly quick and hopeful to­
day. The people hope that the great 
powers will protect them from  fu ­

ture designs on the part o f  selfish 
foreign  countries.

Perhaps never before was there 
such a state o f  tranquility within 
the borders o f  the little Albanian 
state. In the streets o f Scutari one 
sees the Albanian colors displayed 
fo r  the first time, and listens to pa­
triotic demonstrations by local groups 
o f citizens and societies. Enthusi­
asm and patriotic fervor are at a 
high pitch. Even the native tribes, 
who usually are engaged in factional 
combat am ong themselves, are liv­
ing in a state o f peace. This peace 
is based upon nothing more than a 
word o f  honor given -with the ap­
proval o f  the people between two or 
more chiefs.

The Albanian’s word, which he 
calls “ bessa,”  is absolutely binding. 
It is customary fo r  fam ilies within 
a tribe, fo r  tribes and fo r  laib'e 
groups o f tribes to arrange between 
themselves a “ bessa” ; that is an 
agreement by which all matters o f 
personal vengeance are suspended
