“Ranger will have a federal 
building from the next building 
appropriation bill that passes 
congress,” Thomas L. Blan­
ton, congressman from this dis­
trict, declared here this morn­
ing. Every congressman is 
entitled to two federal build­
ings for th'eir district, he added 
and I think Ranger will be en­
titled to one of the two which 
I will have at my disposal.

Congressman Blanton stated, how­
ever, that he did not expect a build­
ing bill to pass congress within the 
near future. He is in Ranger in the 
interest o f  Governor Cox’s cam­
paign fo r  president.

From here he will "o  to Dallas 
to speak before  the Chamber o f 
Commerce at that place tom orrow 
night. From Dallas Congressman 
Blanton will make a stumping tour 
o f the state in defense o f  the Demo­
cratic party, the administration and 
the league o f nations.

Confident of Party Victory.
A t  is his belief that in the No- 

■«R ber election the Democratic party 
M  elect the next president by a 
W g e  m ajority. In discussing the 
matter he declared that with 200 
stump speakers over the United 
States who would properly explain 
the league that issue alone would 
carry the country in a landslide fo r  
Governor Cox. The league is a vital 
issue, he added.

In discussing federal buildings, 
the' congressman said that no build­
ing appropriations had passed in 
three years and until they were made 
reasonable he would continue fight­
ing such bills. In the past, Mr. 
Blanton explained, i f  he had ob­
tained two $100,000 buildings fo r  
his district he would probably have 
had to vote fo r  $5,000,000 structures 
in some o f the larger cities o f the 
country where they were not needed, 
and he did not believe in spending 
the people’s money in that fashion. 
If the next such bill that is offered  
is reasonable then he would vote fo r  
it and from the fronds thus secured 
Ranger would receive a federal build­
ing, Mr. Blanton assured citizens.

while passing through Rome 
on his way home.

“While the story of a mon­
key biting King Alexander 
is true,” Dr. Vidal is quoted 
as saying, “ the mbnkey was 
suffering from rahi'es with 
which it has been artificially 
innoculated. Hence a veri­
table attempt against the 
king’s life was committed.”

FAVORABLE ANSWER 
WITHIN FIFTEEN DAYS 

DEMANDED DY C. C.
Chamber’s Directors Flatly Reject Proposition 

That Ranger Provide Funds By 
Buying Land.

The Texas & Pacific railroad has fi'fteen days in which 
to deliver to Ranger a final answer as to what it proposes to 
do in regard to a new station here.

The proposition, as outlined by Mr. Mitchell, was that 
Ranger must furnish the money, if a new station was to be 
built here. He proposed that the citizens do this by purchas­
ing land holdings of the railroad in the city, valued at $75,000, 
and the purchase money would be used in erecting the station. 
Otherwise, Mr. Mitchell said, the railroad would be financially 
unable to alter present condi'dons.

“ Dope peddlers” and addicts are 
crowding into Ranger in increasing num­
bers during the past few days, accord­
ing tc members of the police force. This 
immigration they say is caused by the 
unusual activities of federal narcotic 
men a1 Breckenridge and other oil towns. 
At Breckenridge, it is said, that the il­
licit dealers in narcotics had gathered 
and formed themselves into an organiza­
tion whose out posts and probable head 
was located in Kansas City. This or­
ganization has been scattered and partly 
broken up during the past, two weeks by 
federal officers who have maintained 
headquarters at that place. Members of 
the band, local officers say, are coming 
to Ranger to seek refuge, and they are 
preparing to begin a relentless war upon 
them Among the number are many wo­
men. also addicts, and small dealers in 
the drug, the police say. This fact, they 
point out, is the answer to the petty 
thefts of women’s silk underclothing that 
has been noticeable during the past week 
or ten days.

Pay in Stolen Finery.
While it has not been established as a 

fact it is a theory supported by circum­
stantial evidence that at present in Ran­
ger is a woman who supplies the drug 
to women and in lieu of money she will 
accept expensive silk garments as pay. 
Driven by the cravery for the narcotic, 
women .“dope heads” steal wherever they 
can lay hands on silk. At no time are 
skirts and waists stolen, because of the 
ease with which they could be identified.

The police department last night ar­
rested one woman who had a small 
amount of the morphine in her posses­
sion. The womaii gave her name as Ed­
na Morris. Because of the small amount 

narcotic found in her posses ion it is 
d tliat she is more than an addict.

This same woman the police know for­
merly used paregoric as a sedative, and 
it Is thought that the mildness of this 
drug no longer produced the desired ef­
fect and she changed to morphine.

During the congregating of the nar­
cotic users in Breckenridge and other 
towns the petty thievery that was for­
merly so common in Ranger had alto­
gether ceased. With their returning it 
has commenced again. This fact alone 
is a clear guide to the police department 
that the narcotic users are again mak­
ing Ranger their headquarters.

Narcotics Make Thieves.
It is a fact known to officers that 

drug fiends once they have become users 
of “dope” quickly lose their ambition to 
get on in the world and center their 
bruin power on how to keep themselves 
supplied with the article so necessary 
to peace of mind. To this end, though 
they may not be natural thieves, they 
soon become such. But once the deadly 
grip of the narcotic is upon them they 
no longer have the ambition or twain 
power to plan a large steal. They skulk 
about in the night, seeking small articlesi 
that can be readily pilfered and sold. 
Their sole aim is to keep a supply of th/ 
drug on their person against futi 
needs.

BEREA COLLEGE, FAMOUS SCHOOL 

FOR KENTUCKY MOUNTAINEERS
By Associated Press

BEREA, Ky/, Or-t. 22.— Boroa college, 
which hay enabled thousands of mountain­
eers of the South to earn an education, 
will inaugurate « new president here 
today. The successful administration 
of William Goodell Frost, president of 
Berea for twenty-eight years, ended last 
June. Hi's successor, William James 
Hutchings, comes to this position from a 
distinguished career at Oberlin college.

President Frost made Berea famous as 
“ the mountain college of the South” 
where no one is turned away because of 
ignorance or poverty. The studies range 
from A. B. C's of the "foundation school” 
to the A. B. course in .college. All ex­
penses can be met with $140 a year and

all can earn part of this by labor, the 
college reports. Students’ earnings exceed 
$50,00(1 a year.

Mori1 than 2.100 of the 2.500 students 
at Berea last year came from the moun­
tains of Kentucky, Tennessee. North 
Carolina. Bouth Carolina. Virginia, West 
1 irginia. Alabama and Georgia.

The predominance of mountain students 
is reflected in the inauguration program, 
today and tomorrow "pageant of the 
mountains" will be staged on the cam­
pus picturing the historical significance 
of "Appalachian American.” and on Oct. 
25 a conference on mountain problems 
will be held by experts in rural educa­
tion and by other educators.

AMERICAN COWS NOT 
WANTED BY GERMAN 

FOOD CONTROLLER

• By Associated Press
BERLIN, Oct. 22.— Food Controller 

Hermes’ opposition to the admission in­
to Germany of the 5,000 cows donated by 
American farmers and against the impor­
tation of flour from America is said to 
have been offered by New York bakers 
has aroused the Wrath of some of the lib­
eral Berlin newspapers.

They charge the food controller with 
interposing objections which have compli­
cated the negotiations with the Ameri­
can (Company which is assembling the 
cows donated by the American farmers 
and declare that the ministerial pedantry 
which threatened for a time to deprive 
Germany of the American gift of cows 
will be made the object of interpellation 
in the Reichstag.

The food controller demurred to ac­
cepting the cows on the ground that their 
transportation across the Atlantic was 
not feasible and that there was a shortage 
of fodder for them here.

Hi scritics say that if the Americans 
could send across the ocean 1,500,000 
soldiers with fighting equipment and food, 
they ought to be able to move 5,000 cows 
across. They add that the cows will only 
take the place of those delivered to Bel­
gium and France which would have been 
fed in Germany.

The food controller’s opposition to un­
controlled importation of American flour

rwas based on fear that it would disrupt 
arrangements already made to ration the 
people. The Berlin bakers are anxious to 
have the American flour sent here in the 
hope that it will break the monopoly now 
held by German farmers.

SOLDIERS BARRED
FROM IRISH DANCES

DUBLIN, Oct. 22.— In many parts of 
Ireland frindly relations prevail between 
the soldiers and the people, and nowhere 
are they regarded with the bitter hostil­
ity displayed toward the police, and par­
ticularly toward the recently imported 
English police known as the Black and 
Tans. But a change has been noted of 
late.

At Omagh a dance was being held at 
which several men of the Kings Royal 
Rifles and the Inniskilling Fusiliers had 
paid for admission and were enjoying 
themselves when a note was handed in 
by a masked man to the effect that, if 
any English soldier was allowed to take 
part in the dance, drastic steps would 
be taken.

THE COTTON CRISIS.

There is a reign of terror throughout 
the cotton belt. Gins are being destroyed 
or closed under threat of destruction un­
less operations cease. The price of cot­
ton has dropped in the last thirty’ clays 
f'om SO. to 17 cents, planters arg des­
perate. Commission houses that have ad­
vanced money on the ci‘op, which now 
con neither be marketed nor prepared for 
market, are seriously involved. Producers 
and middlemen have joined in appealing 
to the government for relief, but no prac­
ticable method has as yet been proposed.

In the meantime, Europe needs our 
cotton badly. It is said Germany alone 
wants 2,000.000 bales. She cannot buy 
it. 'HhATaeks money had credit and war- 
t;me restrictions still obstruct trade. So 
the great cotton crop which was grown 
1 artly in response to the earnest en­
treaty of European spinners last winter, 
cannot be utilized to meet the urgent 
needs of ragged humanity, 'M

Responsibility for this dreadful coitffi- 
tion is chargeable largely to the stupidity 
and damn-th e-eon sequences policy of the 
senate’s refusal to ratify the peace 
treaty. Had the treaty been ratified 
promptly the world would still be con­
fronted by problems of magnitude; hut 
at least the deadly stagnation which now 
exists would have been lifted.

The senatorial cabal that set out to 
down Wilson has measurably accom­
plished its purpose, but it has done it at 
a staggering cost. Here in St. Louis we 
shall presently feel that cost. A consid­
erable part of our trade and prosperity 
depends on cotton. The cotton belt is 
St. Louis territory. It buys vast quanti­
ties of goods here. It will be out of the 
St. Louis market to a great extent unless 
means are found for reopening the legiti­
mate channels of commerce by which Eu­
rope can buy our cotton.

The world needs peace. The' United 
States needs peace. It is not a senti-' 
mental need. It is not only a moral, but 
an economic need— a stern bTead-and- 
butter need. St. Louis can see that need 
clearly from the top of a cotton hale.— 
St. Louis Post-Dispatch.

Our benevolent imperialism in the Car 
iblmaii has never been shown in a worse 
light than in the report of Major-Genera’ 
Barnett, belatedly and reluctantly given 
out by Secretary Daniels, on the conduct 
of the American marines in Haiti. When 
a former commandant finds it necessary 
to report that “ the Marine Corps has been 
sadly lacking in right and justice” tin 
public may surmise that the case is not 
understated. The statistics given by Gen 
eral Barnett indicate that it is not. Three 
thousand two hundred and fifty native! 
have been killed and counted by the ina 
rines and by native gendarmes commanded 
by marines during the five years of Amcr 
loan occupation. How many more were 
killed and not counted, how many won 
wounded, and how many of the wounded 
died can only be conjectured. More than 
half of the total number were killed in th* 
bandit attack on Port-au-Prince and the 
operations immediately folloiwng. In five 
years the marines lost twelve men killed 
and twenty-six wounded.

This is not warfare. It is. as Genera) 
Barnett calls it, “ practically indiscrimi­
nate killing.” The evidence indicates that j 
hundreds of Haitians, conveniently de- ! 
scribed as bandits, were killed by our I 
troops with not much more risk than is | 
involved in going into the Maine woods j 
during the deer season or crossing Fifth 
avenue on a busy afternoon.

Secretary Daniels had knowledge of the 
situation a year ago. Yet no later than 
nine days ago he had the effrontery tc 
state, in a foreword to the whitewash re­
port rendered by General Le.Teuno, that 
“ with a very few exceptions the officers 
and men carried out in letter and spirit 
the order to set an example in helpfulness 
and kindness in the discharge of a difficult 
duty.”  The method adopted is character­
istic of Washington officialdom. The sec 
rotary aud his subordinates first issued 
orders which put a stop to the “indiscrim­
inate killing,”  and then tried to hush tl^ 
matter up. They might have been suc­
cessful had it not been for the exposures 
made by the New York Nation— publica­
tions which Secretary Daniels well de-1 
scribed as “ calculated to produce the im- j 
pression that the marines had been cruel, 
and inhuman.”

General Barnett’s naive assertion that 
the marines probably killed fewer natives J 
than would have been killed by bandits 
had the marines not been there need not 
be disputed, nor need the question of be­
nevolent imperialism In general be entered 
into. The damning fact is that these 
crimes were committed by men in the pay I 
of the American people, but without the! 
American people’s knowledge or consent j 

long as our Caribbean exploits are j 
done in the dark we may expect, from J 
time to time, the same results. Full, free j 
and unremitting publicity is the only 
remedy. If the present administration) 
will not give it perhaps Mr. Harding’s ad-1 
ministration will.—New York Globe.

WICHITA, Ivan., Oct. 22.— The is­

lands which lie in the Red and Arkansas 
rivers are not the property of the United 
States, according to the voluminous testi­
mony taken in half a dozen cities all over 
the United States in the Red River con­
troversy, which has been raging between 
the government and the states of Oklaho­
ma and Texas for months. Oil is behind 
the long-standing quarrel.

Late developments in the testimony in­
dicate, however, that half a dozen states 
might be drawn into the dispute. For the 
Arkansas and Red rivers take their 
course through Colorado, Kansas. Oklaho­
ma, Arkansas. Texas and Louisiana.

Some believe the United Sttees never 
received the islands from Spain when it 
obtained the land encompassing the rivei 
beds.

Whether the United States ever did 
and does now own the islands in the Red 
and Arkansas rivers apparently hangs 
upon the significance of a tiny punctua­
tion mark in tjfie treaty drawn up between 
America and Spain more than a century 
ago. A mere comma mav decide it.

Conun a May Decide Dispute.
It is the comma which follows‘the word 

Satihie, in the following quotation from 
the treaty of 1819 between the United 
States government and the government of 
Spain, rspecting the boundary between 
the territories of the two countries :

"There belongs to the United States all 
islands of the Sabine, and the Red river 
and the Arkansas river,” etc.

This is the; exact copy of the treaty 
wording. The significance of the punctu­
ation mark and the rather unusual word­
ing was brought out in testimony before 
a United States commissioner appointed 
by the supreme court. The witness was a 
young woman of Spanish extraction in 
the University of Texas. Testimony has 
been taken in Oklahoma City, Lawton, 
Wichita; Falls, Austin, St. Louis, Wash­
ington and various other points along the 
Red river.

The treaty of 1819 was written in both 
Spanish and English and the originals 
are on file at Austin, Texas. The young 
woman referred to was called upon to 
read and interpret the Spanish copy. She 
asserted that the comma deprived the 
United States of title to all islands in 
the Arkansas and Red rivers, but gave it 
title specifically to the islands of The 
Sabine river.

Attorney-General S. P. Freeling of Ok­
lahoma. who was present and who 
questioned the young lady at length on 
the rules of punctuation, declared that 
there was no doubt that the English copy 
of the instrument specifically granted to 
the United States the Red and Arkansas 
islands. The testimony is now part of the 
record of the case now being prepared for 
submission to  the United States supreme 
court.

Testimony Concluded.
The taking of testimony in the river­

bed controversy was concluded recently 
in Washington, and the 
the commissioner is preparing it for sub­
mission. by Nov. 15. The chief purpose 
of the testimony at the present time is 
to establish the boundary in law between 
Hie states of Oklahoma and Texas; A 
decision is expected by .Tan. 1. after which 
proof will be submitted touching the mat­
ter of boundary in fact.

Tlw> testimonv in the case is of such 
length that it fills nearly 2,000 typewrit­
ten pages of manuscript besides docu­
mentary evidence and exhibits which were 
submitted.

The testimony touches principally upon 
the exercise of jurisdiction over the bed 
of the Red river by Texas and Oklahoma 
in the last 50 years. The Oklahoma side

LONDON, Oct. 22.— Business men out­

side Russia are prone to be over-optimis­
tic regarding immediate trade prospects 
in that country, according to a statement 
made to the Associated Press correspond­
ent who recently crossed Russia, by the 
only foreign business- man who was thou 
in Siberia for the purpose of developing 
trade relations with the bolsheviki.

This man, Henrik Tornbloni, a Swede, 
who 'represented* American and Swedish 
concerns in Omsk, Siberia, for eight 
years previous to the Russian revolu­
tion. returned to soviet Siberia during 
the past summer.

His plan was to arrange for the ex­
change of Swedish farm machinery for 
vast supplies of wool, flax and furs 
which the bolsheviki stated had been 
gathered for shipment at Omsk. Arriv­
ing in Omsk he found the amount of 
goods available for export far below what 
he had expected, and that the goods 
available had been stored for years, many 
of tin* bales of hides having become 
worthless because of improper handling.

Ten thousand tons of raw material, 
mainly wool and hides, available for ex­
port from all Siberia, was Mr. Toru- 
blom’s estimate aftSr his investigation 
at Omsk.

Storks Exaggerated.
“ Raw materials must be the basis of 

foreign trade iu Russia and Siberia!”  
said Mr. Tornbloni to the Associated 
Press correspondent, "but the stories sent 
broadcast through Europe and America 
of the vast supplies of raw material 
stored along the Trans-Siberian railway 
all ready to be shipped to foreign coun­
tries in return for mahufactured goods 
are -myths.

“ War, revolution and the resulting 
chaos of the last three years has resulted 
in nearly all the products of the country 
being put to use by the military leaders 
who have overrun the country from time 
to time.

“ Potentially, of course. Siberia remains 
one of the world’s great sources for raw 
materials. For mineral wealth, for wool, 
flax, hides and valuable furs, the country 
to the east of the Frar- cannot be sur­
passed. but there is little to export at 
the present time.

“After normal conditions are restored 
in Russia and Siberia, foreign experts 
will need to spend much time and money 
reconstructing and developing commercial 
enterprises before Siberia's pre-war ex­
pert figures again cau be realized. Prac­
tically all of the great enterprises con* 
ducted by foreigners in Siberia before the 
revolution, mines, dairy exports and farm 
machinery concerns, practically have 
b“cn destroyed. The work of rebuilding 
them will be a matter or years.”

Because of the difficulties of railway 
transport in Russia, if was decided that 
the exchange of goods, principally wool 
flax and furs, for Swedish farm machin­
ery, is to bp undertaken by the water 
route from central Siberia. Raw mate­
rial: gathered at Omsk have b<l<'n loaded 
on river barges and shipped down, the

Irtish and tie  Obi to the Kara sea, 
where the goods will be transferred to 
ocean-going schooners, and taken to Swe­
den by way of the Arctic ocean.

GLEN, FALLS, N. Y„ Oct. 22.— V 
«trauge case of religious fervor and “con­
viction of sin’’ has developed in the 
South Glen Falls Methodist church, 
where, at the close of prayer meeting, M. 
B. Linindoll, a merchant of that village, 
arose from his pew, strode to the altar 
and, flinging himself on his knees before 
it, confessed that he was guilty of a 
crime for which he was tried before a 
jury in Washington Cemetery and ac­
quitted.

Linindoll accompanied his startling 
demonstration with a downpour of tears 
and remained on his knees in prayer and 

^lamentation for one hour, while the con­
gregation gathered round him and wrung 
his hands in sympathy. It. was 11 o’clock 
that night before the prayer meeting 
broke up. The pastor of the church, the 
Rev. C. P. Hogle, declares that never in 
his experience as a minister has he wit­
nessed so sincere an expression of peni­
tence and religious emotion.

In 1909 Linindoll conducted a second­
hand store in Fort Edward, Washington 
county. A freight car was one night bur­

glarized in the railroad yards in that 
village. A quantity of women’s fur-lined 
coats was among the loot. The police 
later found the coats in Linindoll’s store. 
He was indicted for receiving stolen 
goods.

The jury before which he was tried 
found him not guilty. The Judge who 
presided at the trial and the District at­
torney who prosecuted Linindoll are both 
dead. The lawyer, Erskine C. Rogers, 
of Hudson Falls, who defended him is 
now the County Judge.

When it was suggested to Linindoll 
that his confession might lead to a pris­
on term he replied:

“ What is ten years in Dannemora to 
eternity in hell?”

At one time Linindoll called himself 
by the title of “ Reverend.” He conducted 
a “ rescue mission” in this city several 
years ago. “Cottage • prayer meetings” 
were frequently led by him.

After his acquittal, in 1909, he went 
through bankruptcy. Then he disappear­
ed from this section and returned about 
si c months ago, when he opened a store 
in South Glens Falls.

Arsenic in Soup
POPLAR BLUFF,, Mo., Oct. 22.— 

Muriel Gatewood, 15-year-old negro girl, 
is being held in I he Butler county jail 
awaiting th| actipu of (he circuit Court 
iu Jauuar.v, charged with' murder in the 
first degree. The case (nfs attracted wide 
attention.

She is charged with having placed ar­
senic or rough on fats in soup being made 
by Mrs. Carl Abington in the Abington 
home here on September 17 which result­
ed in the death of George Abington, 83 
years old. and the serious illness of Mr. 
and Mrs. Carl Abington, Mrs. Florida 
Curry , mother of Mrs. Abington, Ed L. 
Abington, Mr. and Mrs. W. W. Norton.

A few days before the poisoning the 
Gatewood girl, then employed as a maid 
iu the Abington home, had been dis­
charged by Mrs. Abington following the 
theft of $20 and several other articles. 
It is said that she admitted taking the 
money but promised to repay it if per­
mitted to hold her job. This was refused, 
the girl returned several times begging 
reinstatement, the last time on the day 
of the poisoning. “The girl went away

very angry, when I refused to re-employ 
her,”  said Mrs. Abington.

At dinner that evening the home-made 
soup was served and Mrs. Abington sent 
some of it to the Horton family, who are 
neighbors. Immediately after eating the 
soup everyone became violently ill. A phy­
sician was called and before he could ad­
minister to all the patients, George Abing- 
tou collapsed. He died in a short time. 
Mrs. Curry and E. L. Abington were 
rushed to St. Luke’s hospital in St. Louis 
and placed iu the care of a specialist.

Iu the preliminary hearing before Jus­
tice Hershner Dr. G. II. Bristow, pro­
fessor of chemistry in St. Louis uni­
versity, testified that he had analyzed a 
portion of the soup and found arsenic 
“ in a very considerable quantity” in the 
soup.

In the testimony neighbors of the Ab- 
ingtons testified that they had seen the 
Gatewood girl go into the Abington home

“LEAVE GOVERNMENT TO MEN,’’
SAYS DUCHESS OF WESTMINSTER

Declares She Is “ Old-Fashioned” Enough to Hold the Opinion 
That Men Should Run Government of England 

or Any Other Country.

LONDON, Oct. 22.— “ I am old-fash­

ioned enough to hold the opinion that the 
government of this or any other country 
should be left to the men.”

So speaks the Duchess of Westminster 
with an emphasis that may .come as a 
shock both in America and in England 
where the right of women to help govern 
has been so widely recognized.

She is even more emphatic in opposition 
to the woman’s party idea advanced by 
Mrs. O. H. P. Belmont.

“ I do not believe there should be toe 
many women in parliament,”  she said 
“ One or two, yes, but an opposition of 
women— no ! And I shudder to think of 
the chaos that would result from’ a ma­
jority.

“ Personally I feel that the women ol 
today have rather lost their sense of pro­
portion. They feel that because they did 
men’s work during the war and drew ab­
surdly high wages they ought to continue 
to do so.

“ Although no one is a greater admirer 
of the work done by women during the

great emergency than I am, I  think that 
they should—to use a slang term— ‘get 
back to earth.’ ”

The duchess prefers that her govern­
ment be composed of sound common-sense 
business men and public men whose trav­
els and training generally fit them to gov­
ern.

“ Though I am not in favor of women 
in parliament I realize that there are 
many considerations and arguments both 
for and against it.

“ But I feel that, although our first 
women M. P., Lady Astor, is the mother 
of children, if women ever enter parlia­
ment in any great numbers they will for 
the most part be the type of woman whe 
will not be married.

“After all, liow can an unmarried wom­
an really understand the lot of the all too 
many poor mothers who exist in England 
today? I venture to say that, in spite 
of the high wages which are today ir 
Vogue to meet the cost of living, there are 
many married women who do not receive 
any more housekeeping money than they 
ever did.

“ A parliament* of women could never 
govern this country, and the best that

can be said is that a. leavening of women 
in a mostly male parliament will help the 
male element in legislating for the women 
of the country. ►

“A mother in parliament can help poo* 
women by using her influence iu legisla­
tion1 to relieve their lot.

“ We might, of course, have a separate 
house consisting entirely of women tc 
legislate, under control of the present 
parliament, on all domestic subjects. But 
women can more with the vote than by 
entering parliament.

“ Let them combine to purge the politi­
cal atmosphere of its present impurities 
and, above all, not take the elections a? 
jokes, but seriously.”

For seven years Miss Eva Hotzen- 
puller, of South Bend, Ind., has been 
business manager of the official magazine 
of the Fraternal Order of Eagles.

BOLSHEVISM INFECTS 
FOREIGN WORKMEN IN 
U. S.5 SAYS HUNGARIAN

BUDAPEST, Oct. 22.— Bolshevik doc­
trines are spreading among the Russian 
and Polish and Magyar workmen in the 
United States, says Charles Huzzar, for­
mer premier of Hungary, avIio recently 
returned from America, which he visited 
to induce his countrymen there to con­
tribute toward the repatriation of Hun­
garian war prisoners still suffering in 
Siberia.

The American workers seem to be 
largely free from the bolshevik infection," 
said Mr. Huzzar, “ hut there is a certain 
influx of dangerous bolsheviks from 
Prague and Vienna. On hoard the ship 
in Avliich I crossed the Atlantic, 1 met 
some notorious reds going to the United 
States. I saAv indications that there Avill 
be trouble from immigrant Avorkmen hut 
I believe the American government Avill 
be able to localize and suppress it.”

Discussing the reports in foreign news- 
papers that Hungary Avas making war­
like preparations, the former premier 
characterized this as nonsense and said 
that “whoever gets a true glimpse into 
the feelings of the population knoAvs it 
to be entirely pacific.* The Petite En­
tente (Czeeho-Slovakia, Jugo-Slavia and 
Rumania) is being or pretending to be 
anxious about Magyar invasion. They are 
much more haunted by the daAvning know­
ledge that they are too Aveak to retain 
their neAvly-Avon territories.”

Farmers Reported Rallying to the Movement Since Crop Prices 
Began to Toboggan.

SOUTH AMERICAN TRADE 
TURNING BACK TO EUROPE
BUENOS AIRES, , Oct. 22.— American 
trade has sot, unfortunately, afforded to 
South America the facilities tile latter 
avhs accustomed to receive from Europe in 
the Avay of long credits and strict com­
pliance with contracts, says La Epoca. 
government organ, commenting on the ef­
forts being made by the United States 
government and business men to retain 
the South American markets obtained 
during the Avar .This is the reason, the 
newspaper continues, Avliy the majority 
of merchants here are turning again to 
European markets.

Institution of a body of commercial at­
taches avIio Avill get first hand knoAvIedge 
of rta<lc conditions in these countries and 
who will serve in the state department 
at Washington is expected to help retain 
the hold American commerce has obtained 
here, the ncAvspaper adds.

LINCOLN, Neb., Oct. 22.— The possi­
bility of 60-cent corn in Nebraska, which 
raised this year the largest crop in its 
history, has given such impulse to a 
“ third party” movement that has been 
limping along through the campaign, that 
Republican and Democratic party man­
agers are fearful it will result in the loss 
of governor, a congressman in the third 
district, two state officers and control of 
the legislature.

This “ third party” movement is en­
tirely divorced from any national organi­
zation. It Avas fostered by the Xonparti- 
sar. League, which has 25.000 male mem­
bers in the state, aud originally began as 
a combination with labor. Faced as the 
fat mers now are with Avheat much below 
$2 and corn away under a dollar, the 
appeal of the combination lias met with 
a tremendous response in the last few 
Aveeks, a response entirely lacking in the 
early days of the campaign.

As many as 5.000 farmers and their 
Avives have turned out to the political 
rallies held in the interest of this ticket 
in the last few weeks. These have been 
held on the farms, because of tOAvn op­
position that had its origin during the 
Avar Avlien the league, because of its large

German membership, Avas an object of 
suspicion as to their loyalty. In Omaha 
the labor unions have organized so thor­
oughly that in a three-cornered contest 
they are likely to carry the city. Home 
league candidates for the legislature Averc 
named on both party tickets, and all the 
other vacancies are being filled by peti­
tion candidates.

The appeal to the farmers had fallen 
flat in a considerable measure previous 
to the time when crop prices took the

toboggan, hut now they are “ madder 
than hornets,”  declaring it to be the Avork 
of market scalpers and speculators. The 
low price of December options they as­
cribe to failure of the railroads to give 
them cars now when they desire to sell. 
Last winter the bankers beat a co-oper­
ative farm bank bill in the legislature, 
and now that the farmers cannot get 
bank loans to help carry their crops in 
an effort to force up prices by Avithhold- 
ing them from market, they are easily 
reached by the argument that the Repub­
lican and Democratic state chairmen are 
both bankers, as is the Democratic can­
didate for governor.

Combination's Proposed Program.
H ie program of the League-Labor com­

bination is to have the state build or buy 
a terminal elevator, flouring mill, pack­
ing plant and sugar factory to compote

with private ownership on the theory 
that this will break prices. The -farmers
have offered, if labor will back the ticket, 
to give labor the eight hour day, take the 
teeth out of the new industrial court 
constitutional amendment, recognize col­
lective bargaining, pass laws giving 1 aIg. 
as security, better factory inspection( 
tax exemption for workers’ homes, 
return they want exemption of farm 
provoments from taxation ; grain-gradii 
law Avith food value as the basis; full 
opportunity for co-operative enterprises 
to develop, and Iuavs that Avill prevent 
ownership of more than half a section of 
laru.

Together they appeal for the soldier 
vote by promising a compensation law 
Avhieh Avill give soldiers a bonus and 
take it out of the pqi-kets of war 'prof­
iteers By taxation, and to the school 
teachers' by promising to raise wages.

POLICE IN KOREA WATCH 
CHURCHES OF CHRISTIANS
SEOUL, Korea, Oct. 22.—The semi- 

oihcial Seoul Pro ;s prints an interview 
with n police official asserting that some 
Korean places of Christian worship are 
stili used as meeting places by Korean 
political conspirators, and that, as tin* 
result of recent arrests, the authorities 
will liuve to keep an eye on Christian 
churches and chapels.

An official statement says the decision 
grew out of the arrests of Dr. Vi Wqu- 
sik, and eleven other Koreans on the 
charge of secreting seditious literature 
from Shanghai in the compound of the 
Chongkyo chapel at Doyomdong, which 
is in charge of the Methodist eliureh 
south. Subsequently, it is asserted, 1'i 
Wonsik took refuge in the chapel at In- 
sadong, in charge of the Bev. Mr. Clark 
of the North Presbyterian mission, and 
concealed in the chapel coal shed over 
1.000 copies of the Independence .Jour­
nal.

There is no charge against American 
missionaries, but the police apparently 
wish to have it known that Christian 
property in Korea will be watched.

CluTtnberlain’s sentence, ordered 
as the result of his courtmartial, was 
concurred in by Secretary Daniels, who 
reviewed the records. As in cases where 
dismissal is at issue, the case went to 
President Wilson.

Name House in Case.
The delay has added interest in view 

ing on the case is explained on the ground 
of 51 r. Wilson's shattered health, and 
the incident would probably not have 
come to light bad it not been that Cham­
berlain, in - speaking to the daughter of 
a high army officer, is said to have told 
her that he had been exonerated from the 
charges against him.

But ‘ ‘Regular Alger Hero” 

Ends Course in Bank­
ruptcy Court.

CHICAGO, Oct. 22.— Stephen Danko 
was a bell boy in the old Bismarck hotel 
in 1905. With nothing but his tips for 
capital, he decided to take a flyer in the 
hide business. Yesterday an involuntary 
petition of bankruptcy filed against him 
in the United States district court 
showed that he had raised his meager 
ante from nothing to more than $500,000 
in the last fifteen years.

The recent slump in woolens and hides 
was given as the Cause for the filing of 
the petition by Michael Gesas, attorney 
for the petitioning creditors. Dankos, 
liabilities are set at $200,000 and his 
assets at $40,000.

Seek to Regain $100,000.
The charge was made in the petition 

that Danko had distributed $100,000 in 
property and cash among his friends and 
creditors after the recent wool decline 
had made him insolvent.

“ We know where all these assets are." 
said Mr. Gesas, “ and they can be recov­
ered with the help of the court. Several 
weeks ago, when Danko saw his business 
was declining, he began to pay off pre­
ferred creditors. If this sum can be re­
covered it will leave only an uncovered 
liability of $00,000.

“ Danko's career reads like one of Al­
ger’s books for boys. Fifteen years ago 
he had nothing but his wages and tips 
as an employe in the Bismarck hotel. 
Six months ago it was estimated his cap­
ital was close to $500,000.”

BUILD A ‘WHITE HOUSE’ , 
IN EVERY COUNTRY, AS

MATTER OF SENTIMENT

PEKING, Oct. 22.— Americans travel­
ing abroad would one day have the grati­
fication of seeing a reproduction of the 
White House in every capital housing the 
American legation or embassy, if the 
dream of Representative Stephen G. Por­
ter of Pennsylvania, chairman of the 
House foreign relations committee, ever 
came true.

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Bermuda, Oldest Self-Governing 
British Colony Celebrates 300f.lt 
Anniversary; Once Part of Virginia

HAMILTON, Bermuda. Oct. 22.—Ber­

muda lias been celebrating the 300th an­
niversary of the founding of its House 
of Assembly, one of the oldest represent 
tative bodies in existence and coming 
next in age to the British parliament.

Bermuda shares with Virginia the hon­
or of the earliest representative insti­
tutions on this side of the Atlantic. Its 
history is closely linked with that of the 
Old Dominion.

The first general assembly for Vir­
ginia was held at Jamestown, July 30 
1619, while the first general assembly for 
Bermuda was convened at St. Georges 
the ancient capital of this colony, on 
August 1, 1620.

Virginia was settled in 1607 while Ber­
muda was settled in 1612, though the 
latter reached the stage of .self govern­
ment more quickly than their Virginian 
fellow colonists.

When Sir George Somers was wreck­
ed on the island in 1609, lie and his 
company of adventurers were bound foi 
Virginia to settle. But after their unex­

pected landing in Bermuda they decided 
to stay on here and later secured let- j 
tM's patent from the crown which in- j 
eluded the Bermudas in the limits of the j 
Virginia company.

The distinction of being the oldest self-1 
governing British possession is proudly j 
borne by Bermuda and its tercentenary j 
is one of the notable celebrations in con-1 
nection with the English settlement of j 
America recently hold at Plymouth an"' 
Southampton, England.

The ceremonies included meetings in 
old St. Peters church at St. Georges 
where the first legislature met 300 years 
ago, and in the former state house in 
that town. They are now concluded 
with the visit of the Prince of Wales.

The highest? French decoration, the 
Medaille Militaire, was recently conferred 
upon General Pershing. Among the few 
general officers who have received this 
high decoration during the world war 
are Marshals Joffre, Foch and Petain 
and Field Marshal Sir Douglas Haig.

Why India Exports

Seeming Cruelty of Move Re­

vealed as Practical 
Course.

vice, etc. Wheat is eaten only by the 
wealthy people, and is grown fargely for 
export, so that even in the face, of fam­
ine it is better to export the wheat, and 
to use the money received in buying 
coarser grains, which the poor people are 
accustomed to eat.

“There are always good crops in osme 
parts of India, and now with their mod­
ern railroad system,s the government is 
able to transport grain from one part to

another, thus in some measure alleviat­
ing the rigor of famine.

“Just now famine is due very largely 
to our old friend H. G. L. The cost of 
living in India has risen in proportion 
more than it has in America and the peo­
ple there are totally different economics 
basis, have had a frightful time of it. 
Until some readjustment in wages and 
living expense has been made, something 
akin to famine conditions is bound to

obtain. If India can sell its wheat, 
which is comparatively a high priced 
pioduct, to the outside world, the money 
obtained will help to solve the great 
problems there.”

Dr. Baker added he was “ convinced 
that the great mass of people in India 
are satisfied with British rule, and uh- 
der the new reform schemes, we are go­
ing to see India make tremendous ad­
vances.”
