Johnnie Miles, now in the East- 
land county jail, hasi made a confes­
sion that he killed Jack Campbell at 
the “ Stone house,”  two miles east of 
Eastland last Sunday night, accord­
ing to reports from  the county at­
torney ’s and sh eriff’s department.

Miles is quoted as saying that he 
tiad heard that the road house would 
be raided by hijackers on the night 
that Campbell was killed, and that 
upon Campbell’s return from  East- 
land, he told him o f  his fears. The 
dead man, hef said, told him to stay 
in the east room and not allow any­
one to come in. While he stayed in 
the room Campbell and John Myers 
went to the second stoi’y o f the 
house. A ll the lights were out and 
directly a man came running into 
the east room and caught Miles by 
the shoulders with both hands. Miles 
thought the man who had hold o f 
him was a robber, he is reported as 
saying, and he shot him. When the 
body o f  Campbell was found there 
were no powder burns on his clothing 
as there probably would be if  he had 
been shot at close range.

Miles is one o f  the men who were 
arrested in Ranger follow ing the 
death o f  Campbell. A  man named 
Myers and a woman were also ar­
rested at the same time. A ccord ­
ing to reports at the time o f the 
killing Campbell came from! East- 
land to the road house, o f  which 
he was the proprietor, about 12 
o ’clock Sunday night. He walked 
into the house and started into the 
east room when he was shot through 
the heart.

MEXICO CITY, Oct. 1G.—Mexico is 

anxious to comply with all her internat­
ional obligations and extend a hearty 
welcome to all foreigners, Provisional 
President De la Huerta told a corres­
pondent of the Associated Press today 
He declared the Mexican government 
has not received from Washington any 
intimation of conditions upon which a 
possible recognition of the new regime 
by the United States would be based.

“Our one desire,”  De la Huerta assert­
ed, “ is to form part of a concert of all 
civilized nations by respecting all es­
tablished principles for development of 
a free people. Mexican laws are not 
confiscatory and 1 formally declare it 
lias never been our intention to give 
them such an effect. Nothing is more 
untrue than the statement that Mexico 
has been forcibly depriving foreigners ot 
their property.”

* Locklear’s Stunts 
Will Be Copied by 

irvice
CHICAGO, Oct. 16.— The reckless 

aerial acrobatics with which Omer 
Locklear startled the world until they 
resulted in his death recently in Cali­
fornia, have not been in vain, ac­
cording to air mail service officia ls 
here, fo r  they report Locklear’s 
“ stunts”  have opened the way fo r  
important developments in commer­
cial aviation.

Locklear’s stunt o f  changing from  
one plane to another several thou­
sand feet above the earth will be 
copied in the air mail service and by 
commercial aviation companies in 
changing sacks o f  mail, packages or 
pilots from  one ship to another, thus 
enabling aerial liners to make long 
journeys without landing, officia ls 
say. Some believe that within a short 
time airplanes may even take gaso­
line and supplies in the air.

W hen one o f the mammoth air­
planes which aviators believe soon 
will be common, flies over the con­
trol station, a smaller plane will come 
up to meet it, the o fficia ls explain, 
and, by means o f a rope, mail sacks 
or other packages will be lowered 
from  the lai’ge to the small plane. 
By means o f  a long hook the large 
ship will take on baggage from  the 
smaller ship and speed on to its des­
tination.

Eventually, it is expected that this 
plan will be perfected so that fuel 
supplies can be transferred from  one 
plane to another, making a non-stop 
coast to coast trip possible.

Pilots will change planes in mid­
air by means o f a rope ladder low ­
ered from, one machine to the other, 
just as Locklear did, it is explained.

The governm ent has been conduct­
ing tests along this line fo r  some 

♦time, offic ia ls here say, and; one 
commercial aviation company is re­
ported to be planning to put the 
scheme into e ffe ct  within a few  
months in transferring mail.

JAPAN TURNS 
VODKA LOOSE 

ON RUSSIANS

SAN FRANCISCO, Oct. 16.— The 
greatest enemy of the Russians has been 
turned loose by Japan and is silently 
surely spreading out from Vladivostok 
into the interior of Siberia. It is vodka.

Vodka shops have been reopened at 
Vladivostok, according to Leonard Mar­
tin, Y. M. C. A . worker, who returned 
on the China Mail liner, Nile. The 
vodka shops have bee nauthorized by the 
civil government that nourishes under 
the flag of the rising sun and the Jap­
anese bayonets that rule Vladivostok. 
Through the ruin that vodka will wreak 
upon the Russians the Mikado hopes to 
control much of Siberia, Martin declares.

Th'b Japanese have also enlisted an­
other means of subduing the Russians 
Martin says, and that is the starting of 
massacres by the opposing Russian fac­
tions. Intense hatred, has been fanned 
to flames by the officers of the Mikado 
among the Russian factions in the hope 
that they will destroy each other, leav­
ing the Nipponese in command. The

WATERMELON CROP 
IN TEXAS SENT 

ALL OVER NATION

WASHINGTON, Oct. 15.—'Texas did 
its part this year in supplying the na­
tion with rich red watermelons—the sort 
that groAV only in Texas soil— the Unit­
ed States department of agriculture to­
day reported.

Up to the last of September this year 
the Lone Star state liad shipped 4,662 
carloads of melons, a big increase over 
last year Avhen 3,007 were shipped. 
Most of the Texas melons Avere shipped 
in July and August, August shipments 
amounting to 911 cars. Late melons 
shipped in September reached a total 
of 106 cars. California Avas the sec­
ond melon shipping state Avith 3,100 
cars and Missouri came third with 2,998 
It Avas a big drop to Alabama in fourth 
place Avith shipments amounting to 
1,033 cars, ;

Texas also shipped 48 cars of sweet 
potatoes in September, bringing the to­
tal for the year upt to 78 oars, with 
shipments just getting under way. The 
year’s shipments are expected to sur 
pass last year’s 492.

Up to Oct. 2, Texas had shipped 88 
cariA of pears and promised before the 
end to pass last year’s mark of 109 ears

Slate Seeks Half 
Million Penalty in 
Well Plugging Case

Alleges Mascho and Maxwell 
Failed to Follow Com­

mission’s Rules.

EASTLAND, Oct. 16 —The State of 

Texas, by County Attorney G. G. Hazel, 
has filed suit in the district court 
against A. Mascho and S, A. Maxwell for 
statutory damages in the sum of $5,000 
for. each day since May 17th. The pe­
tition alleges that the defendants drilled 
an oil Avell on the Earl Nabors tract 
of the J. L. Schooner survey and that 
the Avell Avas a dry hole. It also alleges 
that the Avell Avas abandoned and that 
the state railroad commission gave the 
defendants repeated notices and personal 
requests to plug the Avell under the rules 
of the commission, and that the defen­
dants have failed and refused to plug 
the well in the manner laid doAvn by the 
rules of the commission. It is shoAvn 
that the plugging was not done in a man­
ner so as to confine the oil, gas and 
Avater in their respective strata. It is 
also alleged that Avhen the defendants 
attempted to plug the avcII on or about 
May 17th they did noc give the notices 
to the commission or its field agent ac­
cording to the rules of thfe commission. 
It is set up that on July 17t,h the agent 
nf the commission gave Avritten notice to 
the defendants advising them just exact­
ly how the Avell should be plugged, and 
that the defendants, failing to comply 
with their duty, have become liable un­
der the laAv: to pay to the state the penal­
ty of $5,000 for each day the Avell has 
remained in its present condition.

Attorney General 
Throws Light on 

Mew Voting Laws

AUSTIN, Oct. 16.—An opinion on tin 
ncAV poll tax laAV for men and women 
nassed by the special session of the legis­
lature recently, has been rendered by W 
W . Caves, assistant attorney general ol 
the state. The opinion is confined to 
the administrative provisions of the act 
and does not attempt to pass upon the 
validity of the laAv.

A, summary of the o\>vjt n, also pre­
pared hy Mr. Caves, folloAvs :

“ Nothing is required of either men or 
vomen Avho have paid their poll tax 

or possessed certificates of exemption 
prior to February 1, 1920. Those who 
failed to do so, if, otherAvise qualified 
to vote, obtain a receipt or to obtain 
certificates of exemption, Avithout pay­
ing penalty, interests or costs.

“ The poll tax receipts and certificates 
are authorized to be issued under the 
larv before Oct. 22, 1920. but relate only 
to the 1919 poll tax and the right to) 
vote at electionij held prior to Feb. 1 j 
1921. Feb. I, 192.1., will be, required toi 
pay the poll tax and get their receipts 
for that year not later than Feb. 1 
1921. This also is true as to those re­
quired to have certificates of exemption 
for 1921.

“Beginning wi*li Jan. 1, 1921, avouu'u 
and men alike are subject to assess­
ment for poll tax and avi 11 be required 
the same as a tax regardless of whether 
they may desire to vote.

“No changes Avere made in the quali­
fications of voters such as age, resi­
dence in county and state or other gen­
eral requirements.

FEDERAL AID 
FOR FARMERS 
MAY BE GIVEN

Reserve Board to Announce 
Policy on Farm Credits 

Soon.

WASHINGTON, Oct. 16— The Feder­
al Reserve board expected to announce 
the future credit policy of the institution 
today, Gov. Harding having told repre­
sentative!-] of agricultural interests who 
appeal to him for more liberal credits to 
the farmers, that a statement dealing 
with the whole credit situation is being 
prepared by the board. In a conference 
of agents of the various reserve banks. 
The committee of agricultural representa­
tives in convention here is still in Wash­
ington today hopeful that the reserve 
board Avould grant relief to farmers of 
the country.

In case the hoard’s statement of policy 
is not favorable to the farmers the com­
mittee is expected to consider suggestions 
that a general conference of Congress in 
December and the American Bankers' as­
sociation Avhich holds its annual conven­
tion here next week, also is likely to be 
asked for aid for the farmers of the na­
tion.

WAS DEATH 
BY LIGHTNING

DENVER. Oct. 16— May the death of
a man killed by lightning be regarded
as accidental?

This is the pivotal question in a con­
test between the Hassell Iron Avorks and 
the Ocean Accident and Guarantee In­
surance company and Elizabeth Hrutkai, 
John Hrutkai, Theodore Hrutkai and the 
state industrial commission.

The Hassell company and the Insur­
ance company are seeking to set aside 
findings by the state industrial commis­
sion to the effect that the death of John 
Hrutkai, avIio it is alleged AAras killed hy 
lightning at Shiprock, N. M., Sept. 9, 
1919, Avas ^accidental.

The industrial commission finding set' 
forth that Hrutkai Avas working on a 
steel bridge for the Hassell Iron works 
in Shiprock, N. M., when an electric 
storm came up. He Avas struck by a bolt 
of lightning and died from the effects of 
his injury.

The industrial commission gave Eliza­
beth Hrutkai, John Hrutkai and Theo­
dore Hrutkai a monthly award of $34.72.

The Hassell company and the insur­
ance company allege that the industrial 
commission's aAvard is not supported by 
the facts.

FARMERS FIRST.

Farmers of America will be disappoint­
ed and aggrieved at the reaffirmed re­
fusal of the reserve banks of the country 
to assist in financing this year’s crops* 
especially cotton and grain, which expert 
investigators assert are now selling be­
low the cost of production. The board 
bases its refusal on the ground that; il 
cannot allow special credit privileges to 
any one branch of industry.

Perhaps the conclusions of the board 
are based upon sound logic. At first 
glance it would appear so, just as on 
first glance it appears that all men 
should be free and equal. Then again, 
there may be technical matters such as 
the proportion of gold to currency, on 
which the layman is not entitled to ex 
press an opinion, which would make fur- 
thei extension of credit hazardous to the 
nation’s finances.

/  But when one cogitates upon whether 
l there should he privileged classes in in 
f dustspy, he must inevitably Come to the 
coirektsitm that the prdSfflefity of those 
engaged in agriculture, is the basis for 
the prosperity of the nation. If the vast 
agricultural activities of the country 
prove remunerative, the flood of wealth 
resulting wells out and re-invigorates all 
of the varied and sundry indusnie- 
which make up America’s complex eco­
nomic structure. Agriculture and mines 
furnish the money .with which automo­
biles and clothing and the many other 
articles are purchased, and if sales can 
be made l'or cash, these industries can 
go ahead without the necessity of finan­
cial props. I t  was remarked the othei 
day, by the way, that the reason for the 
recent slump in the motor car indus­
try was not that the demand for cars 
has fallen off, but the people did not 
have the money to buy them and could 
not borrow it. If the farmers— that is, 
the people in general; for money for one 
means money for all— have the money, 
the automobile plants will take care of
themselves.

m
It would appear, then, that from a 

standpoint of practical expediency, the 
farmers and other producers of new 
wealth should have first call upon the 
credit resources of the nation, when tem­
porary conditions or manipulation drive 
the prices of their products below a mar­
gin of reasonable profit.

The purpose of the federal reserve 
hoard, in seeking to reduce prices to a 
normal level by putting commerce on a 
cash basis and eliminating the inflating 
effect of borrowed money is praisewor- 
tny. But it should not be so strictly 
carried out that support Is withheld from 
a basic industry when credit would pre­
vent loss. Prices are too high, but they 
should come down gradually and in uni­
son. Qtherwise there will be a crash, 
and the very condition will come about 
that the federal reserve banks were or­
ganized to prevent.

EXCESS OF STEPHENS OIL 
OVER PIPE LINE CAPACITY 

CAUSES FLURRY IN FIELD

Bubble Companies

By Staff Correspondent 
BRECKENRIDGE, Oct. 16.—That

some solution of the condition now oper­
ative in Stephens county under which 
pipe lines arc unable to carry the produc­
tion of the field, must soon be achieved, 
is the demand of operators in this terri­
tory who are now energetically engaged
in effort toward that, end. At the present 
time pipe lines arc c-apable of carrying 
only 85.000 barrels out of here daily.

Production already has exceeded that 
amount, and continues to grow daily. So 
keen lias become interest in an effort to 
solve the problem, a mass meeting has 
beeivcalled for the court house on Friday 
night at which operators, refinery and 
pipe line men will discuss the problem 
and suggest remedial means.

Rumor Started Movement.
The movement found its inception some 

time ago in a widely circulated though 
not rs yet authenticated rumor that the 
larger companies were going to curtail 
production cast of the Gonzales creek, 
an area of big producers, until the new 
loop pipe line of the Texas company 
from Ranger is completed fifteen days 
hence.

Such a step immediately aroused the 
opposition of the smaller independent 
operators, who contended that such a 
move would work o hardship on them of 
an exceedingly severe sort. Many of their 
wells, they declared, are now near the 
pay and anything tending po retard 
completions would react to theiiV finaucial 
detriment. Not only would many of them 
be forced to (dose down operations, but 
they would, in many instances, suffer 
from caving in of holes, they protested.

Plans Are Divergent.

MEXICO CITY. Mexico, Oct. 10.— 

Scores of young men, some of them little 
more than boys, with both hands cut oft', 
are living reminders of the barbarities 
practiced during the recent revolutions in 
Mexico. They are condemned to a life 
o: beggary, and are among the multitudes 
of beggars soliciting alms in the streets 
of this city and elsewhere throughout the 
country.

They were mutilated by bands of bri­
gands calling themselves revolutionists. 
The most active of the bandit-rebels in 
the work of mutilation, it is said, were 
the . Zapatistas.

It was the usual thing to hang cap­
tured members of an enemy force. The 
men whose hands were cut off were us­
ually laborers engaged in the work of re­
pairing damage to the railroads and oth­
er property wrought by the rebels.

When the railroad track was torn up 
the government would send bands of lab­
orers to make repairs.
