He Buys Lambs, Fattens Them
On Forage and Sells Them
On Market.

RBeing interested in the raising of |
sheep and desiring to make a study
of that industiy, a number of East-
land county farmers and stockmen,
accompanied by County Agent R. H.
Bush, a few days azo made a visit
to the farm of C. M. Carroway near |
Comyn in.Comanche county on which
sheep has been fed for the past five
vears. As a result of this visi¢ come
of ithose that were in the party have
already announced their intention of
raising or feeding sheep, and others
said thev were favorably impressed
with” what they saw and learned on
their trip.

The methods used by My, Carro-
way, who has made a decided suc-
cets of buying and feeding lambs for
the market, were carefully studied
by the Eastland farmers and Mr.
Bush with the view of adopting at
least some of them in  Eastland|
county, which Mr. Bush states is bet-
ier suited for raising or grazing
sheep than is the section where Mr.
Carroway is located, because of the
fact that the soil is better adapted to
the growing of the crops needed for)
the sheep.

Mr. Carroway, according to Coun-
iy Agent Bush, does not raize his
sheep for the reason that he is not
experienced in that'line and says it
would not bLe vrofitable for him to
raise: then. Jute he buys lambs,
turning them in on his ecrops  ef
naize, kaffir corn, peanuts and peas
and allows them to graze them down;
never harvesting anv of those crops.
in planting crops for' this purpose
Mr. Cavroway alternates his grain
with a row of peas or peanuts.

After the crops are grazed out the
iambs are. penned and fod a mixture
of one-half cotton seed meal, one-
feurth peanuvt meal and one-fourth
peanut hay in self-feeders; which are
always kept well filled.  This feeding
is: done for about two wecks before
the lambs are sold,

If the lanitbs are sold when they
are: taken off the fields and before
they are fed, they would be e¢lassed
as ‘“‘stockers,” Mr. Bush states, and
would not bring the prices they bring
after heing fed. Myr. Carroway. Mr.
Bush states, nets $3 per head on his
iambs and -has purchased two farms
within the past few wears and paid |
for them the second vear after buy-|
ing: them with proceeds from the!
zale of lambs grazed on:them. |

The Carroway farms are all ter-

raced in order to save all manure,
which Mr. Bush states, is worth $10
per acre to the land. Fields that.age
to be sown in ecrops for sheep later
are sown in wheat or something
of the kind in:the late fall or early
spring and registeved cattle are
arazed on it.

It would seem akin to a reflection
cn the good judgment of the gover-
nor that a newspaper would refuse to
publish the full text of an execufjive
proclamation, fearing libel. Tt _ is
the privilege, however, of each news-
paper publisher! ?o;cxcrcisc his own
judgment in every instance and re-
fuse publication of any document
which he fears might hurt the good
name or reputation of any person.
The governor of Texas is said to have
bheen incensed because some news-

papers refused.to publish the pro-
~ elamation in full, but such anger

was hardly dignified, even though
such refusal might be onerous to the
executive.
