BULGARIA 
FLOODSTAKE 

HEAVY TOLL

SOFIA, Bulgaria, July 5.— Railroad 
bridges and crops in the Struma Val­
ley were ruined today by the flood 
of the River Struma which inundat­
ed the valley for almost its entire 
length of 150 miles. Thousands of 
head of cattle were drowned arid 
railway traffic throughout Southern 
Bulgaria interrupted. In some places, 
whole Sections bf railroad tracks 
were swept a wav.

Eastward of Sofia1, twelve towns 
Were cut o ff of railway, telegraph 
and telephone commications. In the 
north several persons were reported 
drowned.

Not only is the entire region around 
Sofia suffering, but other sections as 
well. The region of the Danube also 
is underwater. The recent heavy 
rains and earth trejn'ors have snre> 
devastation throughout the Balkans, 
Roumanfa is suffering as well as Bul­
garia.

The American Red Cross and other 
similar agencies are rendering all the 
possible in the stricken areas.

EUROPE NOW COUNTING
UP COST OF FLOODS

LONDON, England, July 5.— Eu­

rope today began to count the cost of 
a fortnight of floods, while heavy 
rainfall still was reported throughout 
Europe and Asia.

Cloudbui’sts continued in Budapest, 
where it has rained every day for 
four weeks. In Svolno, Hungary, the 
rain weary and flood flayed inhabi­
tants have petitioned the government 
to order all radio aerials taken down 
on the chance that they may in some 
way be responsible for the unwelcome 
condition.

OIL MAN DEAD 
ANOTHER HELD 

FOR HOMICIDE
CISCO, July 5.— Frank Maier, vice 

president of the Corona Petreleum 
Company of Cisco, died in Cisco Sat­
urday night, ■ following gunshot 
wounds in the body alleged to have 
been inflicted byi A. H. Wolfin, pre ri­
de nt of the Milton Oil Company of 
Fort Worth'. Wolfin was stated to 
have been arrested and placed in jail 
at Albany following the affair while 
J. L. Ferguson, said to be an em­
ploye of Wolfin, is also held and said 
to be an accomplice.

The shooting . occurred, according 
to authorities, over . some business 
dealings between the parties relatii g 
to the Milton Oil Company of which 
Maier had acted as receiver. Some 
papers were involved in the dispute 
which led up to the quarrel and Wol­
fin is alleged to ’have demanded these 
from Mlaier as the latter sat in his 
car in Cisco.

Maier, it is stated, told Wolfin that 
he had given the papers to Wolf in’s 
attorney and hard words followed, 
during which Wolfin is alleged to 
bjave drawn a gun and fired five 
times.

The auto in which Maier was sit­
ting backed over forty feet during 
the firing, and when it was stopped 
Maier was dead. The deceased was 
unmarried and his body will be kept 
at Cisco to await the arrival of his 
mother from New York.

ANNIVERSARY DEATH OF HUBS : 
MAKES RELATIONS CRITICAL

PRAGUE, July 5. —  Throughout 

tomorrow’s nation-wide commemora­
tion of the anniversary of John jjJusT 
death, nothing will be left undone by' 
the authorities to prevent anti-Catho- 
lic demonstrations which might lead 
to a revival of the grave conflict be­
tween Czecho-Slocakia and the Vati­
can.

Although peveral million citizens 
throughout the country will partici­
pate in these celebrations, it is hoped 
to avoid incidents which renew the 
Holy See’s disfavor.

It is more than a year since the 
Czecho-Slovakian Government decid­

ed to proclaim the death-anniversary 
of John Huss a national holiday. The 
Vatican, indignant at this tribute to 
the forerunner of Protestantism, 
promptly recalled the papal nuncio, 
Marmaggi, from Prague.

The Czecho-Slovakian Government, 
considering the Vatican’s attitude as 
improper interference in the domestic 
afafirs of the country and as an af­
front to the national hero, recalled 
the Czecho-Slovakian envoy, Pallier, 
from the Vatican.

Immediately, furious, mediaeval 
conflict broke out between the ortho­
dox Catholics, notably in Slovakia,

Smith W. Brookliart, out in Iowa.

Not that there wasn’t a lot of se­
cret rejoicing over the Coolidge ad­
ministration’s bereavement, but ev­
erybody was so sorry, personally, for 
Senator Cummins. _ -

The latter accepted his nolitical de­
mise gamely, but all his fellow sena­
tors knew how it must have hurt him. 
After 18 years as one of the biggest 
men in the upper house of congress, 
to be shoveled under so uncere­
moniously !

Cummins always has been very 
popular in the senate, as it proved 
by picking- him for its presiding offi­
cer during President Coolidge’s frac­
tional first term in the white house, 
when there was no regularly elected 
vice president. • j

He’s a kindly, considerate man and j 
as scrupulously fair and polite toward j 
the opposition as with those of his ( 
own party. j

her he was showered with words of | 
sympathy. Members of the progress­
ive bloc were especially warm in ex­
pressions of their personal regret at 
his defeat, though for them, of 
course, Brookhart’s success was a vic­
tory.

U T IC E L L O

WASHINGTON, July 5.— A “ feel­
er” proposal that the 1928 demo­
cratic convention be held at Monti- 
cello, Va., home of Thomas Jefferson 
was made today by Clem Shaver, 
chairman of the party’s national com­
mittee in a letter to the democratic 
womans league of San Joaquin coun­
ty, California.

Shaver’s letter said only that he 
“ wished it were possible to hold the 
gathering at Jefferson’s old home to 
give inspiration to our party and 
country as well.”

Monticello is regarded as being un­
able to handle the housing and lodg­
ing system incidental to as large a 
gathering as this is expected to be.

Chicago, St. Louis, Denver and. Bal­
timore are understood to be under 
consideration for the convention.

A large number of the leaders 
seem to favor Baltimore, although St. 
Louis is not without its backers. Be­
cause of the victory of Wilson after 
the Baltimore convention, it may be 
carried there. However, rifow, since 
Missouri is somewhat doubtful, it 
may be taken to St. Louis.

In the meantime Denver is going 
to be a strong bidder and 'will make 
strenuous efforts to land it.

Chicago also is in the running, be­
cause, it is the general belief that a 
national convention in Chicago with 
the trend of events, and the fact the 
administration has been given a black 
eye in the recent primaries, may 
throw Illinois in the democratic col­
umn.

Demand For Increase 
Cause; 400 Go Out In 
Indianapolis, Indiana

NEW  YORK, July 5.— Arbitrary 

efforts failed today to postpone a 
strike called for  midnight tonight 
on the subway lines o f  the Inter­
borough Rapid Transit.

Seven hundred motormen and 
switchmen seeking wage increases 
will walk out at that time, crip­
pling New Y ork ’s transportation.

NEW YORK, July 5.— The threat­
ened strike of the subway and elevat­
ed workers which wouid pat’alyize 
New York transportation will crystal- 
ize at midnight, thereby becoming ef­
fective, or through' settlement, by ar­
bitration.

Officials of the Interborough Rapid 
Transit Company which operates the 
principle subway and elevated lines 
of Manhattan and Brooklyn will an­
nounce at oon their decision on a 
proposal to arbitrary demands of the 
motormen and switchmen for increase 
in wages.

Mayor Walker, who is remaining 
in New York over the holidays be­
cause of the emergency, perfected 
elaborate plans to relieve the threat­
ened congstion. His program calls 
for th commandeering of additional 
buses being used for pleasure pur­
poses, thereby organizing a system 
of transportation along the Hudson 
and North Rivers, and diverting all 
street car traffic in north and south 
directions.

In addition, police vacations were 
cancelled and a program outlined for 
calling on. reserves and recruits in 
case of necessity.

400 INDIANAPOLIS STREET
CAR EM PLOYES ARE OUT

INDIANAPOLIS, Ind., July 5. —
A strike of 400 Indianapolis street 
car employees who are members of 
the Amalgimated Association of 
Street and Electric Railway Em­
ployees, started at 4 a. m. today.

The strike was ordered by an al­
most unanimous vote of the 400 men 
involved at union headquarters at 3 
p. m.

Efforts were started by uttion 
leaders to bring the 15,000 eployees 
of the streets car company into the
ranks of the strikers.

HONOR TO 56 MEN. •

One hundred and fifty years ago 
the United States of America came 
into being.

Then 13 sparsely settled colonies 
on the eastern fringe of this conti­
nent threw off the dominion of a for­
eign power and took their place'as a 
united and independent nation among 
the nations of the earth.

On July 4, 1776, the continental 
congress adopted the declaration of 
independence.

It was no light thing those 56 men 
did that day when they adopted the 
declaration, pledging “ their lives, 
their fortunes and their sacred hon­
or” to maintain it. A

Standing at this point of time, amid 
a nation of 115 millions of people 
settled on a rich continent and en­
joying a power and prestige chief 
among the nations, it may be diffi­
cult for us to appreciate the dangers 
and hardships which faced the signers 
of the declaration. Perils of war con­
fronted them. Punishment for trea­
son, death, awaited them if their ef­
forts failed. And there were the suf­
ferings and sacrifices which by their 
act they decreed for their com­
patriots.

The bitter struggles of six years of 
war, ending with the hard-won tri­
umph over Cornwallis and his troops 
at Yorktown in 1781, hear witness to 
the daring of the step which these 
fathers of the nation took that day 
in Independence hall. Eternal vigil­
ance is the price of liberty attained; 
death and privation, the Delaware and 
Valley Forge, the price of liberty as 
it is being won.

It is well that the nation should on 
this 150th anniversary of the first 
Fourth celebrate the act which gave it 
birth and place among the nations. It 
is well that we should' honor those 
who took the step. It is well that we 
should pay tribute to the people of 
that generation who at home and on 
the battlefield, in the face of dis­
couragements and reverses oft-re­
peated and severe, made good the in­
dependence then proclaimed.

The American Legion, we who 
fought in the greatest war of all 
time to defend the nation ushered 
150 years ago. into being, and to ad­
vance throughout the world that 
cause of liberty for which our colon­
ial forefathers suffered and died, join 
proudly and reverently in this com­
memoration. Legion posts all over 
the land ai'e holding simultaneous 
ceremonies this day at the hour tra­
dition fixes for the adoption of the 
great declaration, 4 o’clock (eastern 
standard time).

The roll of the 56 men who affixed 
their signatures to this document 
which has caught the imagination q̂ id 
fired the souls of men everywhere 
from that distant time to this, js being 
called. At each of these community 
meetings, spanning a continent, the 
audience is joining in one gi-eat vow 
of consecration, repeating the Amer­
ican’s creed of pride in and duty to 
America. ,

In no more fitting way can we db- 
serve this anniversary day of Amer­
ica’s independence than by a new 
consecration, a new dedication of ev­
ery American citizen in heart and 
mind and soul to democracy, justice 
and freedom.

Uncle Sam Gives 
Plumbing Advice 
Timely For Season

By United Press.
WASHINGTON, July 3— Plumbing 

often gets out of order and little re­
pair jobs can often be taken care 
of by householders with the aid of 
a few simple tools, according to Un­
cle Sam.

“ Loose or rough edged washers 
cause vibrating or rattling noises, 
worn washers cause leakage,”  he ad­
vises in a governental buleltin in the 
subject. “ Replacing washers, after 
the water is turned off from the 
main, is a simple.”

Rust and dirt in water pipes are 
more or less successfully removed 
as follows:

“ Tie a piece of small, stout cord 
to each end of a two foot length of 
small chain. Each piece of cord 
should be a litle longer than the 
piece of pipe to be cleaned. Attach 
the free end of one of the cords to a 
stiff steel wire and push the wire and 
cord through the pipe. By means 
of the cord pull the chain back and 
forth through the pipe and then 
thoroughly flush the pape with clean 
water under strono- pressure.

“ Other methods successfully used 
are flushing with a powerful hand 
pump swabbing with wire brush, or 
pouring ordinary commercial muriatic 
acid in pipes, allowing time for the 
acid to act and then flushing out the 
acid and dirt with clean water.”

Uncle Sam says a small leak in a 
water pipe can be stopped in emer­
gencies by placing a flat rubber or 
leather gasket over the leak and ham­
mer a stiff piece of metal, such as a 
picture hook, to fit over the gasket. 
Then secure both to the pipe with a 
vise or clamp.

Cracks in slate, soapstone or ce­
ment laundry tubs are made water 
tight with a mixture of litharge and 
glycerine or a specially prepared com­
mercial cement. Where a leaky joint 
can not be tightened with a wrench 
it can sometimes be plugged and 
calked with lead, tinfoil or a com­
mercial iron cement.

Asked who, officials who have their 
thumbs and fingers on the passenger 
pulses of the three great trunk sys­
tems sarving Colorado, Californ' i 
and the Pacific Northwest answered:

“ Good roads and the automobile.”
Where before the great American 

father, tourist de luxe, took family, 
bag and baggage and entrained or 
his summer playgrounds, waving 
goodbyes from the rear platform in 
the train shed, today he dons the 
duster, throws in a camp chair or 
two and drives the open road, they 
observe.

They point out that not many sea­
sons ago, mud held its terrors for 
the vacationing motorist. A rainy1 
season once meant the return of the 
family flivver to the garage and ;he 
substitution of time tables and road 
maps.

It is not so now, they said. A 
ribbon of concrete stretches ovt 
where the West begins its filling sta­
tions, rest camps and small town ' j- 
tours. Daily the engineer waves to 
thousands of motorists on the Union 
Pacific Highway and the Santa Fe 
Trail many his former fares, railro.' 1 
men contend.

and the puritanic Hussites of ancient 
Bohemia. Charges and counter­
charges were made, heated discus­
sions penetrated into parliament and 
religious lhonuments even met de­
struction in the ensuing controversy.

It has been recalled at Rome that 
John Huss, more than 500 years ago, 
had instigated the powerful Reform­
ation, aimed against Rome and sub­
sequently crushed by the armies of 
the Holy Roman Empire under Haps- 
burg leadership. It was not forgotten 
that Huss, branded as an insurrec­
tionary heathen, had been burnt at 
the stake. In the opinion of the Holy 
See, the Prague Government’s ac­
tion in proclaiming the Huss national 
holiday rubbed fresh salt in these 
ancient wounds.

But Prague adopted a different 
view. Although nearly 80 per cent 
of the population of Czecho-SIovakia 
is itself Catholic, this bv no means 
interfered with the reverence accord­
ed John Huss, not only as a martyr 
to his faith, but as the first exponent 
of Bohemian nationalism. It was 
remembered that from his early days 
as professor at Prague university, 
Huss nurtured the proud national 
spirit which centuries later led t'he 
Czecho to cast their lot with t le 
Alleis against the Hapsburg dual 
monarchy.

But in the vernacular of hair­
splitting diplomacy, the Prague gov­
ernment experienced difficulty in 
convincing the Vatican that it whs 
honoring John Huss, the national pa­
triot, and r.ot John Huss, the anti- 
Catholic. It was the failure of 
Prague to dispel Rome’s misgivings 
on this point that led to the breach 
between the Holy See and the govern­
ment of President Masaryk.

At tomorrow’s festivities, the 
Czeeho-Slovakian government will 
again participate in the immense tri­
bute to Huss, but this time its offi­
cials share in the celebration will be 
less conspicuous than last year. It 
is hoped thereby to assuage the sen­
sibilities of the Vatican and dispose 
of the ill-feeling which led to last 
year’s rupture of relations between 
Prague and Rome.

An official spokesman of the 
Czeeho-Slovakian government, inter­
viewed by the United Press, express­
ed the belief that tomorrow’s festivi­
ties would pass so peacefully and with 
such dignity that the Vatican’s pres­
tige would remain unimpaired and 
the path would be opened for a for­
mal and cordial settlement of the 
Prague-Rome dispute within a few 
weeks. It was suggested that the 
reinstatement of the popal nuncio at 
Prague and of the Czeeho-Slovakian 
envoy at the Vatican might be ex­
pected soon.
