Appendicitis
Must Be Given

(Written for the United Press)

CHICAGO.—More than  15,00(
people die from appendicitis annual-
ly.. The death rate is not so far short
of the numbar killed in automobile
accidents each year. And the great-
cr number of deaths from appendi-
citis occur in early adult life when

est usefulness ahead of him.

The reasons for this largely pre-
venable mortality are these: failure
of the individual to appreciate the
seriousness of his pain; failure to
understand the damage which may
be done bv taking a cathartic when
in abdominal pain; delay in operu-
tion.

“Just why is it dangerous to take
a cathartic at this time?” is a ques-
tion most laymen do not understand.
This mav cause a “blowout” through
the walls of the appendix where it
has Leen weakened by inflammation.
If this happens, the covering of the
"intestines becomes soiled with in-
testinal contents and peritonitis re.
sults.

i It is rare to find a broken append-
ix when a ecathartic has not been
taken beforchand. Rarely in an
adult does an appendix break within
twenty-four hours from the onset of
pain, even when a cathartic has been
taken. FEarlier rupture cof the ap-
pendix may happen in children.
{ * When the diacnosis of appendicitis
has been made, it is dangerous to de-
jlay operation. This is because, by
the most exact method of investiga-
tion, the doctor is unable to predict
accurately whether rupture of the
vall of the appendix is imminent.

Some cases of acute appendicitis reg

ILOVGI without operation; many die.
The operation for append1c1tls if
|undertaken before the appendix
breaks, has a death rate of only a
fraction of one percent, If operation
11s undertaken after ihe appendix has
jruptured, about one out of ten may
be expecied 1c die. When the opera-
tion is undertaken after rupture has
taken place and spreading peritonit-
is sets in, the chances for recovery
are one out of two.

Since only a few hours in the
progress 'of the disease may make a
huge difference in the number of re-
coveries, it is quite apparent why im-
mediate operation is safest, once the
diagnosis of acute appendleltls hag
been made.

CHICAGO.—Cancer s the causs
of one out of every ten deaths over
the age of twenty. It may Geeur at
any age, but occurs most freauently
between the agas of forty and sixty.

Through the leadership of the
medical’ profession together with the
md1v1dual and united efforts of the
public i the fight against the in-
fectious« diseases such as measles,
scarlet fever, whooping cough, diph-
theria, typhmd fever and tubercu-
losis, the 'deaths from these causes
have been reduced about 50 per cen‘:
during the past 20 years. Thig has
given an average proi iongation of live,
Lut lfgab carried more people into the
cancer age, This must ,therefore, be
at least ore cause for- tne inerease of
rearly fifty percent in'cancer deaths
during the same twenty years.

Cause’ Not Known.

The exact cause of cancer is not
known, but we do know that cancer
does not B*egm in healthy tissue, and
that. if the tissues are kept “in a
healthy condition,
likely to develop. 'Toward this end
all warts, moles (especially if under-
going change), chrenie sores, and re-
curring crmts should be removed or
properly treated.

In the mouth. white patches or any
sore or ulget oh the lip, = tongue
cheek, or throat that does not begin
oo heal thhlp two weeks should re-
ceive skilfnl medical treatment. Any
tu'mor\nay be cancer, ¢cr may change
into (cancer.

Indigestion which recurs frequent-
ly should be carefully investigate:d
and properly treated. An\/ unnatur-
.al discharge fron the body should
arouse suspicion and should be defin-
itely proven not to be due to canc-
¢r. Cancer does not indicate any
Lloed taint. involves no disgrace, is
not contagious, and is not painful-at
the beginning.
