Baird District Meeting 
Pronounced One o f Best
The district convention of the West 

Texas Chamber of Commerce at 
Baird was one,' of the best ever held 
and one of the largest attended, ac­
cording to C. C. Patterson, who led 
the Ranger delegation of 35 including 
the band of the high school.

C00LIDGE LENDS APPROVAL
TO BIG LEGION CONVENTION

WASHINGTON, March 24.— Presi­

dent Coolidge approved and wished 
full success to the American Legion’s 
convention in Paris, France, next 
September in an informal conversa­
tion with National Commander How­
ard P. Savage at the white house, it 
was announced today. Accompany­
ing Commander Savage to the white 
house was Milton J. Foreman, past 
national commander; General John J. 
Pershing, Major General Charles P. 
Summerall, chief of staff; Rear Ad- 
biral Hugh Rodman; James A. Drain, 
past national commander; John J. 
Wicker Jr., national travel director of 
the American Legion; John Thomas 
Taylor, vice chairman of the Amer­
ican Legion’s national legislative com­
mittee; Hanford MacNider, past na­
tional commander and assistant sec­
retary of war, and Dwight F. Davis, 
secretary of war.

In addressing the distinguished 
guests, the spokesman for the white 
house said: “ You took care of your­
selves when you were over before and 
1 know you v/ill take care of your­
selves. again this time.

Wishes Success.
“ I am glad to learn that the pil­

grimage is assured and will be a suc­
cess. It is entirely fitting that this

pilgrimage should be made; and I 
heartily approve of it. The French 
people Mtve a very high regard for 
our former soldiers and they will wel­
come you again. The government has 
beeto doing everything it can to assist 
this worthy undertaking. If you be­
lieve that there is anything further 
that the department of state, the 
shipping board, or I can do to aid you, 
do not fail to call upon us and it will 
be done.”

Commander Savage told the presi­
dent that latest reports indicated the 
absolute success o f  the trip and the 
white house spokesman expressed 
himself as delighted.

General John J. Pershing, who is 
honorary commander of the legion for 
life, expressed himself very enthusi­
astic concerning the pilgrimage and 
said that he would certainly be there.

The white house was informed that 
hundreds of special trains, 55 ocean 
liners, hundreds and hundreds of au­
tomobile busses, 30,000 bedrooms in 
Paris, would be required to handle, 
the pilgrimage, which is the greatest 
peace time trans-Atlantic movement 
in the history o f  the world. The 
white house representative showed 
keen interest when the tremendous 
plans for moving the army of men 
were explained.

Chinese Given Till 11 
O ’Clock Tonight To 
S ta r t  Negotiations

WASHINGTON, March 24.— The 

United States government has sold the 
Diaz conservative government of 
Nicaragua 3,000 rifles, 200 machine 
guns and 3,000,000 rounds of ammu­
nition to prosecute its battle against 
the Sacasa liberal revolutionary 
forces.

The war munition Urgently needed 
to maintain law and order in the 
country and to suppress revolt ac­
tivity were sold Feb. 25, at a price of 
$277,718, and have already been de­
livered to Nicaragua, state depart­
ment officials said today. The war 
department furnished the munitions.

_ Continued oil development in the 
country south, southwest, east and 
north of Carbon has brightened the 
future prospects of that town, and 
already a number of new enterprises 
have located there.

cantile business in the city. Whether 
this deal will finally he consumated, 
or Higginbotham will establish an­
other store of this kind is not known.

Consederable interest is being- 
manifested in the new well of the 
Independent Oil and Gas company, 
on the Snyder tract in the Morgan 
pool about 5 miles southwest of Cai*- 
bon, which is making 275 barrels fol­
lowing a shot. This well is one-half 
mile north of production, and proves 
considerable territory. i

The Abies well in the Morgan pool; 
is nearing the pay and possibly will 
be drilled in in the next few days.

Four miles east of Carbon Cranfill 
and Reynolds has a 3 Vs million foot 
gasser at a depth of 879 feet on the 
Mrs. Collins tract.

The Higginbotham No. 1 well of 
the Texas Pacific Coal & Oil com­
pany in the Ramsower pool now is 
drilling in the gray lime around 3,- 
725 to 3,730 feet and pay is expected 
to be struck within the next few feet, 
according to information furnished 
by the offices here.

Should this well prove a producer, 
it will extend the Ramsower pool, 10 
miles northwest of Ranger, about a 
quarter of a mile. This well is one of 
the offsets to the Gordon producer.

Reports were current on the streets 
of Ranger early today that the Hig­
ginbotham No. 1 was flowing by 
heads, but this was stoutly denied by 
the office here.

New Record Set

At Baytonia Beach

joining forces with the British, 
American naval officers at Nan­
king issued an ultimatum to the 
commanding officer of the Canton­
ese forces, notifying him that un­
less all foreigners are brought 
safely to the British and American 
warships by 10 o’clock tomorrow 
morning, they will open fire on 
Nanking and treat as a military 
area. Advices to this effect were 
received by the navy department 
today. £

j The advices were received f rom Ad­
miral C. S. Wililams, commanding 

'American forces there. Word of the 
ultimatum followed a report from 
Williams that American civilians had 
been killed or wounded at Nanking. 
He feared the number was great.

The Chinese were given till 11 p. 
m. to appear on board the B.rilfsfi 
cruiser Emerald to start negotiation^. 
The British and American forces de­
mand immediate protection of all for­
eigners and foreign property and all 
foreigners must be brought to the 
water front under escort by 10 
o’clock tomorrow morning.

Firing is still going on at Nanking* 
from both banks of the river against 
the American ship and the British 
cruiser, Admiral Williams reported.

Outrages are continuing in spite of 
every possible effort on the part- of 
American officers to get in touch 
with some responsible Cantonese of­
ficer to assure safety to foreigners.

Admiral Williams further reported 
that the fate of American women and 
children totaling 155 still in Nanking 
to be uncertain. There is grave fear 
as to their safety.

American refugees rescued by Brit­
ish and American land forces from 
the Standard Oil house in Nanking*, 
are being forwarded to Shanghai to­
night.

American in the interior of China to­
day were advised by United States 
Consul General Edwin S. Cunning­
ham immediately to evacuate the 
area.

SPRING CLEAN-UP.

The time is here when municipali­
ties should begin to lay plans for 
spring clean-ups. From all outward 
appearances most of the towns in the 
Mid-Texas oil belt are in good sani­
tary condition, but there is scarcely a 
one of them that could not profit by 
a little house cleaning each spring.

Always there are some filthy nooks 
and comers and it is not infrequent 
that an unsightly alley can be found 
somewhere in most any town. Im­
mediately these should receive the at­
tention of sanitary departments. Va­
cant lots too, are frequently unsight­
ly places and unless they are given 
early attention every spring they may 
become unsanitary as well as un­
sightly.

Within the corporate limits of 
many towns there are small streams 
that are often allowed to become a 
source of trouble. After the spring- 
rains, stagnation usually sets in 
along such places. Thus follows the 
mosquito, the deadly germ carrier.

Whatever spring town cleaning is 
necessary should soon be looked after 
by those responsible.

NEW YORK.— Not one American 
appears on a list of the 10 greatest 
thinkers of all time which has been 
prepared by Will C. Durant, authbr 
of the “ Story bf^Philosophy.”  Here 
is Durant’s List, published by the 
American Magazine: Confucius,
Plato, Aristotle, Thomas Aquinas, 
Copernicus, Francif? Bacon, Newton,

Voltaire, Kant and Darwin.
As to nationalities, England is rep­

resented by three names and Greece 
by two, with one each for China, 
Italy, Poland, France and Germany.

A list of 10 “ runners-up” , consti­
tuting a “ second team” of world 
thinkers, still has no American repre­
sentative: Democratus, Epicurus,
Aurelius, Abelard, Galilee, Spinoza, 
Leibnitz, Schopenhauer, Spencer and 
Nietzsche.

Durant explained why neither list 
included , such familiar names as 
Shakespeare or - Lincoln.

Define* Thinker.
“ How shall .we define a thinker?” 

he asked. “ Presumably the word will 
embrace philosophers and scientists. 
Shall we include men like Dante, \ 
Shakespeare or Goethe? No, we shall 
bow humbly to such great names and 
class them, despite the reach and 
fathom of their thought, as only sec­
ondarily thinkers, as artists first and 
above all. Shall we include such im- j 
mensely religious figures as Jesus, 
Buddha, Augustine or Luther? No; 
these great founders and renewers of 
religion would overlap our term; it 
was not only thought and reason, but 
also feeling, noble passion, mystic vis­
ion and unyielding faith that made 
them move the world.

“ Shall we admit into our council 
great men of action like Caesar, Na­
poleon o;r Lincoln? No; if we spread 
the word thinker to catch such heroes 
in its net, we shall deprive it of its ; 
distinctive meaning, and shall fail to 
catch the significance of thought.”

Durant discussed his 10 thinkers in 
turn, showing how each won an en-

during place “ by the originality, 
scope, veracity and depth of his 
thought, and by the extent and per­
sistence of his influence.”

Difficulties.
He admitted that the selection of­

fered considerable difficulties. Study 
showed whole civilizations which rose 
and fell without providing any domi­
nant name or powerful secular per­
sonality voicing and forming its peo­
ple. It was so, he observed with India 
and with the Jews— even with Egypt, 
“ perhaps the most lasting and mar- 
celous civilization ever known.” 
Among the nomad races of Asia 
Minor, he found an Isaiah, a Jesus 
and a Mohammed, but no world-scien­
tist, no world-philosopher.

Classical Rome also failed to get a 
place in the list. Lucretius, first and 
finest of the Latin thinkers, was dis­
missed “ because his philosophy was 
not >his own, and because his influ­
ence was esoteric and sporadic, touch­
ing only the topmost minds.” Other 
Roman philosophers were rejected 
“ because they were echoes of the 
Greeks.”

Roman Collapse.
After the collapse of the Roman 

empire, Durant found the re-birth of 
pure thinking in Thomas Aquinas, a 
monk of the Catholic church. “ It is 
true,” he sa id ,/‘that the world does 
not follow Aquinas now, preferring a 
doubting Thomas to a dogmatic one, 
but there was a time when every 
philosophy took his work as its prem­
ises. Even today, in a thousand col­
leges, his thought is reverenced as 
sounder than science, and his philos­
ophy is the official system of the 
largest church in Christendom. We 
may not love him as we love the

rebels and martyrs of philosophy, but
because of his vast influence upon 
millions and millions of mankind, we 
must place him on our rosary of 
genius.”  '

Voltaire was included by Durant 
among the supreme thinkers of all 
time, although many believe that his 
thought was borrowed rather than 
original, and that his influence was 
destructive.

Voltaire One.
“ But,” said Durant, “ which of us is 

original except in form? Granted that 
Voltaire lighted his candle at every 
man’s torch; it remains that he made 
the torch burn sd brightly that it en­
lightened all mankind. Never did one 
man teach so many, or with such, ir­
resistible artistry. The influence of 
Voltaire persists. As all contemporary 
Europe bowed to his pen, so the great 
leaders of the mind in later centuries 

j have honored him as the fountain- 
jhead of intellectual enlightenment.
| Voltaire himself retained a sincere 
belief in a personal deity, but his fol­
lowers went beyond him, and when he 
died materialism pursued every rival 
philosophy from the field.”.

The inclusion of Darwin will likely 
cause some stir among the followers 
of the evolutionist controversy who 
read Durant’s article.

“ We cannot know now what Dar­
win’s work may finally mean in the 
history of mankind,” said the author. 
“ If Darwin was wrong, the world will 
forget him. If he was right, men 
will have to date from 1859 the begin­
ning of modern thought. Copericus 
reduced the world to a speck among 
melting clouds; Darwin reduced man 
to an animal fighting for his tran­
sient mastery of the globe.”

Production Of 
Electric Power

Shows Increase
A report on production of electric 

power by public utility power plants 
in January, just issued by the United 
States geological survey, shows that 
Texas in that month produced 143,- 
062,000 kilowatt hours which is an 
increase of 23 per cent over the cor­
responding month last year.

The west south central states show­
ed the largest percentage of increase 
in the whole country.

Texas plants used 1,783,601,000 
cubic feet of" natural gas as fuel in 
January which is more than was used 
in any other state for that purpose 
and almost one-half of the amount 
used in the entire United States.

In January the electric power 
plants produced in the United States 
as a whole 6,714,000.000 kilowatt 
houi’s of electricity which is an in­
crease of 10 per cent over January 
of last year.

Shoshone Indians 
Ask for Damages 
From Government

OMAHA, Neb., March 24— Historic 
Ipdian treaties, early western sagas 
and memories of colorful pioneer 
characters, covered wagon days and 
massacres will be revived in one of 
the largest Indian suits ever filed 
against the United States government 
when two Omaha attorneys within the 
next few weeks will file a damage 
suit in the federal court of claims for 
the Shoshone Indians of Wind River 
reservation, Wyoming.

A tract of land approximately 1,- 
400,000 ‘acres', a great deal of which 
is potential oil land, is at stake.

The suit will total $5,000,000 to 
$7,000,000, and it was made possible 
by the Shoshone, claim bill, recently 
passed by congress and signed by j 
President Coolidge.

The attorneys filing the suit ai'V 
William M. (Big Jeff) Jeffries, well* 
known politician and former congress- j 
man, and George M, Tunison, former 
president of the Overland Trail and , 
Crown Rubber companies.

The claim, which hinges around an 
alleged violation of the historic Fort 
Bridger treaty, signed by the United 
States government to make peace

with the then warlike Shoshones, 
seeks to collect damages for the half 
of Wind River reservation which the 
suing red men claim was confiscated 
from them for the use of their bitter 
enemies, the Arapahoes.

If the Indians win their suit it will 
make them the richest tribe in the 
west. They are about 1,000 in num­
ber, and already have promise of 
great wealth from potential oil de­
posits.

Before 1868, the Shoshones occu­
pied what is now the southwestern 
portion of Wyoming, North park in 
Colorado and a part of Utah. By the 
Fort Bridger treaty of that year, they 
relinquished their claim to part of 
their land for perpetual ownership, of 
the present confines of Wind Ilivor 
reservation.

According to the treaty, which v- •< 
ratified the following year, the 
United States guaranteed to the red 
men that “ no one except authorized 
agents and such as the Indians may 
themselves admit shall ever- be per­
mitted in the territory. No treaty 
unless signed by a majority of the 
adult members of the tribe can void 
this one,” document concluded.

The Indians allege that in October, 
1887, Washakie, their famous chief,
