Albert J. Beveridge, former United 
States Senator from Indiana and na­
tional figure in politics, died today. 
The former senator died at 0:30 a.m.

Death was due to heart disease, 
members of the family said. The 
former senator has been suffering 
from heart disease for several years. 
In recent months he had been con­
fined to his home with the ailment.

Beveridge rose from plow boy, 
teamster and railroad section hand to 
1 he United States senate after a re­
markable career, even in his demo­
cratic country where ((success from 
humble origin is more or less com- ; 
mon. In the early years of this cen- j 
tury, he was. one of the outstanding j 
mei'. of the senate, famed for hisij 
oratory. He participated in much 
important legislation.

About 10,000 persons are expected 
to be made homeless by the dynamit­
ing of the levee but Governor Simp­
son said that buvness men of New 
Orleans would make efforts to com­
pensate them for their losses.

New Orleans is to pay a two mil­
lion to four million ransom to the 
Mississippi river to save itself from 
cue of the worst threatened floods' 
in history.

The 303 cities with an aggregate 
population of 23,592,095 showed a

A more striking re­
duction in the number of persons 
killed by fire is shown for the same 
cities. The average total number of 
fatalities for the five year period, 
1921-1925, 663, was reduced in 
1926 to 473. A slight reduction in 
injuries due to fire was likewise 
shown.

MEMPHIS, Term., April 27.—

The Mississippi valley region to­
day is one vast valley of desolation.

Beneath the sodden rain clouds 
that a driving wind whips low over 
the great waste of waters, over 50,-
000 people are homeless and one who 
is so minded can hear the ghostly 
hoof-beats o f three of the Four 
Horsemen of legend, riding on a mis­
sion of famine, pestilence and death 
down a thousand-mile pathway that 
cuts through the heart of the con­
tinent.

For mile on uncounted mile the 
horizon has dissolved in a gray waste 
of water. The Mississippi has be­
come an ocean; its tributaries have 
burst their bonds, and towns, vil­
lages, plantations and homesteads are 
dissolving before their waves by 

! wholesale.
A  Great Disaster.

The rest of the country does not 
grasp ’the extent of the flood’s devas­
tation and the imperative need for 

| relief work.
It does not realize that southern 

; financiers estimate it wall take at 
| least five years for the south to re- 
] cover from this blow; that the flood 
j probably will be the greatest in his- 
y tory; that the reconstruction problem 
the valley will face when the flood 
subsides— and bear in mind that the 
waters have not yet reached their 
crest— will be as serious as anything 

, the south has faced since the recon- 
j struction days following the civil 
war. Dire poverty for several years 
faces thousands who have lost every­
thing in the swirling flood waters.

Fully 3,000,000 acres are under 
water today. The property damage 

j probably will be at least $100,000,- 
j 000. The death toll of storms and 
j floods already is close to 150.

Five states lie directly in the path 
j of the ghostly riders of desolation.
1 The Mississippi and its tributaries 
have inundated western Kentucky,

j southeastern Missouri, the eastern 
i half of Arkansas, western Tennessee 
j and western Mississippi.

On W ild Ram page.
In most of these states the flooded 

j area extends 25 miles inland for the 
! full length of the Mississippi. In 
1 Arkansas a strip of 50 square miles 
| known as the St. Francis, basin is un- 
i der water.

The Mississippi in its wild rise has 
j abandoned its old channel, in many 
! places, and is ruthlessly cutting out a 
’ new one, miles removed. Tt is making 
islands of whole cities. It is cutting 

i some towns in half. Tt is transfer- 
i ring farms and plantations from one 
j state to another.

Lands prepared for spring plant- 
j ing are under water. Thousands of 
; farms will be totally unproductive 
I this year and next. A huge section 
I of the south will have to live on 
credit for many, many months— pos­
sibly a few years.

, and houses and corn cribs. The bad 
: cotton year had already taxed banks 
I in this region to the utmost. Nearly j 
every farmer in the affected neigh-: 
borhood was ah’eady in debt, either j 

j to the corner store or to his bank, b e -; 
fore the flood came. Bank after j 
bank has been forced to close its 
doors; when the flood is over many 
more will have to follow suit.

Fifty years of progress have been! 
knocked out by the rising waters, 

j Charity is needed, badly; but more 
than charity will be required in the 

' Mississippi valley this summer.. Out- 
' side capital must pour in if the whole 
region is not to sink into one of the 
worst slumps in history.

“ When the flood goes down” — that 
is the phrase on everyone’s lips. But 
the crest has not even been reached 
yet; and one gets the impression, in 
going through the devastated region1’, 
that the waters, somehow are not go- 

, ing to recede. It seems as if na­
ture, dissatisfied with the Mississippi 

I valley, had undertaken to make it 
over completely, turning valley into 
lakes and hills into islands, and wip- 

j ing out the results of decades of slow 
toil.

A  Contrast— Only the Red Cross.
One wonders, too, what the coun­

try at large would do if it could be 
made to realize the extent of the 
damage.!

In Nicaragua something like a 
thousand Americans faced possible 
property loss, and upwards of 5,000 , 
marines and bluejackets were hur­
ried to the scene to protect them.

In China American lives and prop­
erty were menaced by civil warfare 
and a whole fleet, with three regi­
ments of marines, went there as fast 
as they could be sent.

But here, in the heart of the con­
tinent. more than 50,000 people have 
lost tlieir homes and every bit of

daylight. And the Red Cross is the 
only national organization on duty!

Freak W eather.
The worst of the story , has not 

been told. The Missouri river is ris­
ing, giving alarm to a section as yet 
unvisited by the flood. Countless 
small, unheard-of streams are being 
transformed into miniature Missis- 
sippis, each spreading tragedy and 
ruin over the countryside. St. Louis 
and Kansas City are beginning to 
cast worried glances at the gauges 
that tell the water levels. What the 
next few days may hold no one can 
tell.

This spring has brought some of 
the freakest weather in history. Tor­
rential rains, as great as 14 inches 
in 10 hours, have increased the flood 
menace. One is reminded o f the 
biblical torrents that fell for 40 days 
and 40 nights. The skies have re­
mained leaden, day after day. In 
other parts of the country there are 
cyclones and tornadoes with prema­
ture “ heat waves,”  quickly followed 
by almost zero temperatures.

PRESIDENT BICKEL AT PRESS * 1 
DINNER PRAISES SERVICE

By United Press.
NEW YORK, April 27— High trib­

ute to the efficiency o f the American 
press association was paid by Karl A. 
Bickel, president of the United Press, 
in an address at the twentieth anni­
versary dinner of the United Press 
association here Monday night.

In introducing President Coolidge 
who made the principal address of 
the evening Bickel referred to the 
fact that the president’s words would 
be broadcast over one of the greatest 
radio hook-ups in history.

“ Twenty years ago this month the 
initial steps were taken in the organ­
ization o f the United Press associa­
tion, and you have been good enough 
to gather with us here this evening 
to give some passing recognition to 
that event,”  said Bickel.

“ Twenty years are but a moment 
in the world’s history, but no two 
decades of modern times have wit­
nessed so many events of vital conse­
quence and far-reaching effect as the 
momentous years between 1907 and 
1927. Indeed looking back through 
the intervening years, from the con­
vulsion of the world war in the west 
to the dawn of a new civilization in 
the. Far East, 1907 seems to belong 
to another era than our own.

“ So the development of the United 
Press has come in a time of unprece­
dented change, when to be young and 
therefore to have less to forget, has 
not been a disadvantage. Surviving 

the stress and' strain and the at­
