GULF COMPANY WILL LAY TWO-
HUNDRED MILE PIPE LINE

Tentative plans have been made by the Gulf Pipe Line company fox
the construction of a line to connect the West Texas fields up with the
Ranger storage tank farm, according to information received from au-
thoritative sources today. The line will be approximately 200 miles long
and will serve the ficlds of Eastland, Callahan, Taylor and intermediate
pools.

It is proposed to utilize the 19 55,000,-barrel storage tanks on the

tank farm of the company near the Ranger (mmtx v club. “These tanks
will be put into excellent condition and will be USed for storing the pro-
duction of West Texas as well as North Texas. There is a strong prob-
ability of additional storage b(lnu provided to handle the oil of this sec-
tion and West Texas.

The Ranger pump station will be thoroughly overhauled, work to be-
gin at once, and much heavier machinery installed to handle the incereased
output., This means the utilization of much labor and will he beneficial
to both Ranger and Eastland.

Should the pipe line plans carry tlnouLh work will begin at once and
latge forces put to work laying the line after the right of way has been
secured.

The Gulf officials believe strongly in the future development of the
oil industry in West Texas and the intervening fields between Midland
and Eastland. Just how many improvements are contemplated in and
around }-dn"el upccxal]y at the camp and tank farm is hard to say, but
before the proposed pipe line is laid, there will be several thousand dol-
lars spent for that purpose.
