NEW YORK, July 7.— The second 

day of the New York subway strike 
opened with the announcement of the 
strikers that the employes of the ele­
vated lines will join their ranks, arid 
would leave their trains today. Simul­
taneously, the IntepboroUgh Rapid 
Transit company proclaimed a “ war 
to a finish.”

The public in the meanwhile joined 
in another unhappy scramble to work, 
getting downtown by a round-about 
way, or by the Interborough Rapid 
Transit services which the company 
said was functioning at about 50 per 
cent normal.

It is reported that 650 men have 
qualified for the posts left vacant by 
motrmen and switchmen. The com­
pany is training more non-union men, 
125 of whom arrived from the west­
ern cities last night.

INDIANAPOLIS POLICE
PREPARE FOR TROUBLE

EXPLOSION
IS CAUSE

FREDERICK, Okla., July 7.— An 
explosion of 300 quarts of nitro­
glycerin at Burkburnett, Texas, fifty 
miles away caused the earth tremors 
yesterday, which at first were diag­
nosed as “ seismic” disturbances, it 
was learned today.

The explosives were stored in the 
farm of A. L. Sullivan, four miles 
from Burkburnett, where it was to 
be used in blasting oil wells.

Earth tremors resulting from the 
blast of nitro were distinctly felt in 
a radius of fifty miles of Burkbur­
nett.

The Parsons pool, near Eastland, 
was proved yesterday afternoon when 
Gulf Petroleum No. 1 J. D. Parsons 
came in flowing 100 barrels, accord­
ing to estimates of scouts on the 
ground. This well is an off-set to 
the discovery well which came in a 
few weeks ago opening up this field.

The new well flowed according to 
the gauge about 27 barrels for the 
first twenty minutes flowing, with 
the prospects of a much larger flow 
later cn. Sand was found at 1,543 
feet.

Rumors
These operations which are four 

miles southeast of Eastland caused 
a rare flutter among oil men in East- 
and last night and persistent rumors 
were about the town that the well 
was flowing 1,000 barrels a day but 
company officials said that this was 
not so.

Prospects for a big drilling cam­
paign was heard on all sides and it 
was stated that there are about 
twelve locations already made for 
drilling here. Gulf Petroleum have 
three other locations made close to 
the original well.

Scouts Busy
The develpoment of the Parsons 

pool is not only attracting consider­
able attention of the talent in the 
Ranger district, but also is causing 
a large number of the scouts of the 
big companies to advocate a general 
drilling campaign.

It is expected that the Cheney 
area, where they know gas is found 
in abundance to get a big play. The 
Cheney area and the Webb place are 
expected to be the next big ^cls. 
Considerable progress is being made 
in th drilling on the Webb place, 
about two miles from the famous 
Barney Carter pool. Should that 
well and the one on the Wells ranch 
prove up, another hip- rush tis ex­
pected here, wtih the big companies 
in control.

In the meantime-, independents are 
getting busy in the Mlingus section, 
where White & Heath brought in a 
good gasser at a shallow depth. 
Leases are beginning to bring a good 
price in that sector.

Several off-sets will be drilled, one 
at an early date not more than ap­
proximately 200 feet from the gasser.

The Gholson, always a rendezvous 
for oil men, today looked as though 
they might be staging a home-coming- 
week. Driven in doors by the rain 
groups were reminiscencing with each 
other.

The organization of the Eastland 
Mineral Water company was com­
pleted at a meeting of shareholders 
in the office of Dr. R. C. Ferguson, 
Eastland, last night. Dr. Ferguson 
was appointed temporary chairman 
of the meeting.

Dr. Fergson in opening the meet­
ing which was well attended, said 
that the water had received a good 
deal of publicity and that during 
the past few weeks persons from all 
over the state had been to the wells 
for the water. Some of them were 
from Dallas, Fort Worth, Abilene 
and south as far as San Antonio, 
while county people had taken the 
water away by the gallon. From all 
these people there had not been one 
unfavorable report, he said.

A meeting of the Ranger city com-*- 
mission with 10 or 12 of the most in­
fluential and successful business men 
of the city, and with M. H. Smith, a 
representative of Brown-Crummer 
company of Dallas, yesterday after­
noon, may result in $382,000 of the 
city’s present bonds being refunded 
and renewed with 40-year bonds, in­
stead of 30 years as they now stand.

This meeting will be of far reach­
ing benefit, not only to the present 
generation, but will follow, as it will 
not only cut down the yearly pay­
ments, stretching them oyer a 10-year 
longer period, but will enable the city 
to doseme improvements in the way 
of street paving and water and sewer 
extensions;

It also was agreed that a charter 
amendment election will be called for 
sonie time in the near future.

Raise Valuations.
It was further agreed that tax 

valuations would necessarily have to 
be raised to about six or seven mil­
lions valuations, but if this was done, 
it would be possible to reduce the tax 
rate. In this connection it was point­
ed out that Cisco has valuations as­
sessed at 18 million dollars, Eastland 
about six million while at present 
Ranger’s assessed values are around 
four and one-half million dollars.

M. H. Smith, a former citizen of 
Ranger, was present and represented 
his company, Brown-Crummer of Dal­
las, who now hold the city’s present 
bonds.

Payments Kept Up.
Up to the present time, all bonds 

and interest payments have been 
made but it was thought best by the 
business men of Ranger, and the men 
who are in charge of its financial af­
fairs, to re-fund these bonds and re­
place them with bonds that will 
stretch out over a period of 40 years, 
beginning with February first, '1927.

The first bonds were made in the 
hectic days of 1919. There was 
plenty of money here and it looked as 
though the golden shower of dollars 
and oil would continue forever. It 
was deemed best then to make the 
bonds of shorter duration and to pay 
them off quickly while money was 
plentiful. Then the bonding com­
panies were leary of oil field towns. 
They knew their history and did not 
wish to be tied up in long contracts, 
so that was another reason for the 
shorted lived bonds.

During the seven years since the 
first bonds were made, a great deal 
has been paid on them, as the interest 
and principal were heavy. Conditions 
are now more stable, although big 
money is less plantiful, but the bond­
ing companies now offer a market for 
40-year bonds in towns like Ranger. 
They recognize that Rnager is on a 
stable basis, and that its mushroom 
growth has gone forever, and are now 
contemplating coming back into Ran­
ger on an entirely different basis, 
which will enable Ranger to expand 
as' her growth and citizenry demand.

Strangulation 
By Medieval ’ 

Garrote Used
By United Press.

HAVANA, July 7.— Strangulation 
by the iron collar of the medieval 
garrotte has been fixed as the pen­
alty to be paid by Salvador Aguilera 
for the murder of his aunt.

Aguilera protested innocence of the 
crime, which was committed in Au­
gust, 1924. Despite his pleas, the 
strangling post has bee î set up in the 
Santiago, Cuba, jail and Sam Fran­
cisco De Paulo Romero, a long term 
convict, has been selected for the job 
of twisting the collar screw.

It is not a pleasant job, but some­
one must do it and Romero will re­
move several years from his prison 
sentence by doing the work.

Execution probably will take place 
today or Thursday and the convict 
executioner and the garrote will re­
main in Santiago for some time there­
after, for the supreme court has just 
confirmed the death sentence on Her- 
mon Cortez, another murderer.

Nears Brooklyn

With Its Dead

NEW YORK, July 7.— The subma­
rine S-51, raised Monday after nine 
months on the bottom of the ocean, 
was reported drawing near Hell Gate 
at daybreak today, having spent the 
night in steady progress down Long 
Island sound.

Towed by tugs, it was maikng 
about four knots an hour. At about 
10 o’clock this morning, it was plan­
ned to bring it through Hall Gate and 
thence to the Brooklyn navy yard 
where it should arrive during the 
afternoon.

At the navy yards, the hull will be 
cut open and the officers are expect­
ed to find at least 20 bodies of the 
men who went down with the ship in 
its collision last summer with the 
steamer, the City of Rome.

SUBMARINE AGAIN
HAS HARD LUCK

NEW YORK, July 7. —  At fwhat 
seemed th 3 triumphant end of one 
of the greatest salvage operations 
ever undertaken in these waters, the 
Submarine S-51 in tow for the Brook­
lyn navy yards went aground today 
on a Man-of-War rock within the 
confines of greater New York City.

TAXES, SCHOOLS AND POLITICS.
Governments are supported by 

taxes paid by its citizens and prop­
erty owners. It is absolutely neces­
sary that they be paid and paid 
promptly to insure efficiency in gov­
ernment. They must be paid. The 
free school system is maintained by 
taxes. The free schools of the na­
tion are the bulwarks of liberty, and 
the payment of taxes to support them 
is as necessary as it is fo f a man to 
eat food to live. Where school taxes 
are paid promptly and fully, the best 
school systems prevail. The man who 
tries to evade and does evade pay­
ment of taxes, especially school taxes 
is jobbing his children and his nation 
of future good citizens.

To insure good schools and effi­
cient government it is necessary to 
elect business men instead of profes­
sional politicians to office. Govern­
ment is a big business and efficiency 
is needed in the affairs of govern­
ment more than anywhere else. 
Where business methods have been 
tried in the affairs of government 
they have proved efficient. This has 
been demonstrated to a great degree 
in the nation. Under the business ad­
ministration of Mellon and the adop­
tion of the budget system, a balance 
is shown on the ledger of the nation.

For some people tax-paying is a 
hard proposition. To make them pay 
taxes is like pulling eye teeth, and 
some by underhand methods are tax 
dodgers. These tax dodgers should 
be taken care of and made to pay. 
The value of efficiency and the use 
of business methods in handling the 
affairs of a city have been demon­
strated in Fort Worth, where back 
taxes are being collected. The result 
already has been shown.

The same methods could be used in 
state affairs. Public institutions 
should be placed on a business basis. 
Government is big business and 
should be run as such instead of as an 
institution for the grafter to line his 
pockets.

Right here, we wish to remark, that 
this editorial is written for the pur­
pose of making folks realize the' ne­
cessity for paying taxes in order that 
the schools may be supported. We 
have been informed that vast sums 
are due the schools of Ranger. Ran­
ger needs and should have the best 
Schools in the state. Ranger has 
good schools, but to maintain those 
schools it is necessary for citizens to 
pay their school taxes. If the back 
school taxes of Ranger were paid, we 
venture the assertion there will be 
plenty of money to run the schools 
and probably a balance left in the 
treasury.

Steps should be taken by the school 
board to collect these back taxes, if 
necessary suit should be brought to 
collect them. Sentiment should be 
laid aside and those who are in ar­
rears made to pay up.

Without taxes, Ranger can’t have 
good schools.

Schools should be taken out of poli­
tics. The free schools and the state 
institutions of higher education in 
Texas are suffering from too much 
politics. They are being used as a 
handball by the wily politician to 
play with and as a result Texas stands 
way down in the column of states in 
literacy and school advantages, al­
though Texas is one of the richest 
states in the union and the public 
schools and higher institutions have 
large funds.

Payment of taxes are necessary to 
insure good government, good schools 
and good citizenship, so pay them 
and have all three, and select busi­
ness talent where possible to office.

Wholesome Advice 
On Cultivation of 

Cut Flowers
By United Press.

WASHINGTON, July 4.— The task 
of pioneering and bringing the land 
under the ploy has virtually been ac­
complished and people now demand 
that their homes be surrounded by 
trees, shrubs and flowers.

Tne rose, chrysanthemum and 
dahlia are closely identified with the 
progress of western civilization and 
as decorative plants have no equal, 
according to the agriculture depart­
ment.

“ Roses may be divided into three 
classes according to the purposes for 
which they are used. As for lawns 
and borders, for arbors or trellises, 
for cut flowers and for other orna­
mental purposes,” Uncle Sam says.

“ Native species and those last modi­
fied by man’s crossing and selection 
are most suitable for lawn and bor­
der planting. Climbing roses used for 
arbors and trellises may be handled 
either to give abundance of bloom 
or to produce shade; they cannot do 
both satisfactorily.

“ Cut flower roses need clean cul­
ture, severe pruning and special care, 
therefore they should be planted by 
themselves in secluded beds and 
should not be used to beautify the 
grounds in place of roses appropriate 
for lawns and hedges.”

Chrysanthemums are hardly peren­
nials and stand out above most other 
flowers so that they form the back­
bone of any scheme of herbaceous 
planting. They can be grown with 
success almost anywhere except in 
the extreme north.

Although chrysanthemums may be 
grown from seed, they are usually 
raised from cuttings or divisions of 
established plants. These like the 
seedlings come to full maturity and 
flower profusely in a single season, in 
turn they furnish material for propa­
gation the following year.

The plants require for the best de­
velopment a rich, well drained soil, an 
abundance of light and air, sufficient 
room to develop into good bushes and 
annual division and replanting in 
newly fertilized soil.

Dahlias are important in the gar- 
den during the late summer and fall. 
The forms and color variations of the 
flowers furnish so great a range that 
almost any personal taste or fancy 
can be gratified, Uncle Sam believes. 
Dahlias are obtained from nurseries 
as dormant roots or as growing 
plants which have been raised from 
cuttings.

After a season’s growth the plants 
are dug, the tops cut off and the 
roots dried off and stored in a dark, 
dry frost-proof cellar until the fol­
lowing spring. They, are then ready 
to be started into growth and divided 
into as many pieces as desired or as 
there are new shoots starting.

Avoid Insanitv

CHICAGO, July r— Of every 1,000 
children who survive the dangers of 
birth, infancy and early childhood, 

| 10 are definitely feeble-minded, 40 
will become insane, 80 will enter pri- 

j sons and other correctional institu- 
I tions, and an incalculable number o f  
j others are destined to become nerv­
ous invalids, Cranks, eccentrics, de- 

, pendents and misfits of various kinds, 
j Upon the more -normal remainder de- 
I pends the preservation cf civilization 
and the support of the less fortunate.

I The Gorgas Memorial realizes that 
! much of this burden of misery is 
! avoidable through early recognition 
of the signs of abnormality and the 
institution of proper prevention and 
remedial measures.

The abnormal child can sometimes 
be recognized by. his physical appear­
ance alone. Thus his head ay be out 
of proportion with the rest of his 
body, overlarge o'r too small. A pro­
truding, swollen tongue, dry wrinkled 
skin and unusual distribution of fat 
characterizes a condition of defective 
mental and physical development due 
to absence or deficiency of the tyroid 
gland. In these children cure may 
follow proper treatment.

Extreme and persistent irritability 
and fretfulness even in babyhood in- 
decate an unstable nervous system, 
often including mental defect. On 
the other hand, the extremely good 
baby who lies quietly all day long 
without interest in his surroundings 
may, by this inertia, show his de­
ficiency.

Every year 50,000 individuals en­
ter our state hospitals for the ins me! 
Fifty thousand in one year; one mil­
lion in twenty years while an untold 
number remain outside who, while 
perhaps not actually insane, are a 
burden and a vexation to themselves, 
a worry and a source of sorow to 
their families and friends.

Of this multitude of people, in one 
generation, destined to lose so much 
of the fullness of life, many can be 
saved through early recognition of 
their tend*:: :t« followed by ;: oper 
preventative measures.

Habitual perversity, the tendency 
to do always the opposite thing, and 
to resist simple and sensible direc­
tions is significant. Bullying and its 
opposite of self-depreciation and self- 
consciousness both “have hteir origin 
in a sense of inferiority, a mental 
state which presents serious dangers 
to mental equilibrium.

Tantrums are of serious import. 
Violent likes and dislikes, strange 
fears, a constant' craving for excit • 
merit, disregrad for the rights ai d 
feelings o.f others, lack of proper 
affections, sleep-walkinf. night-ter­
rors, pilfering, persistent and useless 
lying and cruelty, are all conditions 
which require attention.

A. lively imagination is a valuable 
asset, but when the child loses its 
sense of reality in his imaginings and 
occupies himself etiher in seclusive 
day-dreaming or in useless and fan­
tastic fabrication, the problem is a 
serious one.

WASHINGTON, July ’ .— Gone are 
'days when lobbyists sat around the 
Ralls of congress, button-holeing sen­
ators and representatives upon pend­
ing legislation.

The crudeness of those times has 
been replaced by high finesse of the 
legislative agents now in Washington 
to emphasize the viewpoint of their 
employers on bills before the con­
gress.

In the olden days highly paid work­
ers fraternized with senators and con­
gressmen and1 reports of money ex­
changes were frequent and persistent. 
The late Senator Robert M. Lafol- 
lette, Sr., has told in his book how 
he heard a vote bought in the cloak­
room of the house of representatives 
one night for $500. But all that is 
gone now.

In these days very big group of in­
dustrialists has a public relations de­
partment and a legislative agent. The 
duties of these agents ostensibly are 
merely to keep the home office in­
formed1 of the progress of legislation 
in congress. When hearings are held 
upon bills in which they are interest­
ed they appear and present the side 
o f their employers. Their profession 
is highly respected.

The good legislative agents know' 
the first name of every senator and 
every congressman who is interested 
in subjects in which they are inter­
ested. There' ip no hint, of corrup­
tion. There are no stories of vote 
buying. One of the reasons may be 
that there rs no heed to try. There 
is at least one senator or congress­
man who represents the viewpoint 
that the agents desire to express and 
that senator or congressman is only 
too anxious to champion that view­
point to such an extent as he may de­
sire, without pecuniary aid.

There - are stories founded or un­
founded as they may be going around 
that when an agent washes to reward 
a senator.for aid given, that the stock 
market may sometimes be used as a 
channel. He may give the senator a 
tip on a certain stock and a small in­
vestment might net a valuable person­
al return.

The mere information that a cer­
tain big corporation is against or for 
a certain, bill is however now of suf­
ficient importance to accomplish the 
same results .as were'accomplished in 
the days by lavish use of funds for 
entertainment and interest.

Dr. R. M. Bethke, conducting the 
study, is. using three goroups of baby 
chicks, a hundred to a group. Each 
group iS; housed and fed exactly alike 
— the ojply difference being in the 
sun porphes attached to each of the 
three houses.•

One shin porcri is covered with win­
dow glass; a second with a substitute 
for glass, and the third with an ordi­
nary wii-e screen. Results carefully 
kept and recorded by Dr. Bethke have 
revealed that the group of chicks kept 
under the wire screen and the glass 
substitute, are even in size, and all 
healthy jjand scratching.

But the group securing its share of 
Old Soils rays strained through ‘the 
window "glass, is a sore and motley 
crew— some, larger,, some smaller 
than others, many of them sickly, 
puny weaklings, and almost all of 
them afflicted with “ stiff-legs” or 
rickets, jfeusing them to fall over 
themselyfls as they,walk.

The l&son to be found from these 
tests, Dp! Bethke points out, is that 
window -glass prevents the pasasge of 
the all-ippportant ultra-violet rays, 
necessai|| to life and health.

Bethke advises mothers, “ should have 
one section of some other substance 
than glass through which the sun’s 
rays can’-reach the infant direct.

’ WASHINGTON. —  Republican in­
surgency— described by the socialistic 
Congressman Berger as “ the ele­
phant’s tail”— has reached such pro­
portions in the last week or so that 
one of two things appears likely to 
happen:

1— -Either the tail will shortly be 
wagging the elephant, or else

2—  It is quite among the possibili­
ties that the tail will detach itself 
from the elephant and undertake to 
be a party on its own account.

To appreciate how formidable the 
elephant’s tail— insurgency— has be­
come, it is first necessary to consider 
the question:

What is a political insurgent?
The answer seems to be that he is a 

member of a political party who is 
out of harmony with its leadership to 
some extent.

Now President Coolidge, by virtue 
of his office, at least theoretically is 
the republican at the present time. 
Any republican who. bolts one of his 
essential policies becomes an insurg­
ent automatically.

No Coolidge policy is more abso­
lutely an essential one than his policy 
toward agriculture. It is to this policy 
that the recent startling spread of re­
publican insurgency is due.

Just how extensive it is throughout 
the country remains to be seen. Even 
as to the house of representatives 
there may be a little uncertainty, the 
lower house is so unwieldy.

But the senate is easy to size up. 
If the senate is an index, the elephant 
and his tail are near the parting of 
the ways.

English Composer
Decries Jazz Music 
Of the Present Day

By United Press.
LONDON, July 7.— Jazz music is 

carrying the present generation back 
to the instincts of cavemen and sav­
ages, Dr. Henry Coward, prominent 
English composer and musical au- 
throity, told the United Press in an 
interview today.

Dr. Coward declared that modern 
dances such as the exaggerated fox­
trot and the Charleston, which fol- 

i lowed the introduction of jazz as a 
| “ fixed standard” of music, have 
| “ turned back pages of progress to tne 
! drunken revelry or lesser breeds.”  
i “ It is not the noise, lack of rhythm 
or the ugly cleverness of jazz that T 
object to,” Dr. Coward said, “ but it 
is the exploitation of this class of 
ambitious gaiety which has bo'm in­
jected upon all people as a “ fixed 
standard” of music for all occasions.

“ The jerky rhythms; the hooting, 
out-of-tone saxaphones; the plong- 
plong beats of the banjos and the 
grotesque howling and boisterous 
banging of toys and kitchen utensils’ 
is degrading to all artistic sense and 
possesses atavistic tendencies in 
carrying civilization back to the first 
stages of music.

“ The antics of bodily movement 
which have been devised to fit these 
humdrum sounds can only be com­
pared with the oddity of the dances 
of the plantation slaves of 80 years 
ago.. Jazz music and jazz dancing is 
the outgrowth of a degarded tam;e 
for. art in the better class of people, 
with the result that the lesser classes 
sav/ the acceptance of jazz by people 
who should know better and felt that 
they should immediately accept this 
form of orgy to be ‘proper.’

“ The effect of such wild revelries 
which have followed in the wake of 
this sc-calied music, upon the thought, 
life, action, dress, morals and speech 
of the young people of today is dif­
ficult to conceive, especially upon a 
stage of civilization which should be 
very much above such a plane.

“’The sooner we return to the 
music of our grandfathers, the sooner 
will we be able to maintain a better 
standard of art, of morality such as 
many a parent now wishes for a sqn 
or daughter.”

Dr. Coward’s recent criticisms of 
modem music has brought him to the 
fere as a protester against “ jazz.” 
He visited the United States with his 
famous Sheffield Choir of 220 per­
sons in 19*08 and again in 1911. Dur­
ing these tours programs were given 
at Chicago, Detroit, Rochester, N. 
Y., Columbus, O., Cleveland, Cincin­
nati, St. Paul and Minneapolis.
