Mrs. Christiana Stovle, who killed 
her 10 year old daughter when she 
found her with a new born babe in 
her arms, was found guilty today 
of manslaughter by a jury which had 
deliberated approximately 19 hours. 
She was sentenced to 10 years in 
prison.

The case of the mother who- shot 
her daughter to avoid the disgrace 
and humiliation which she thought 
herd been brought on. the family was 
disposed of by the court in less than 
four days. The trial lasted part of 
three days and the jury deliberated 
from 1:40 p. m. yesterday to abc-ut 
9:40 a. m. today, over the question 
of whether Mrs. Stovle was insane 
at .the time of her act.

There has been no dispute over the 
act. Although the woman claimed 
her mind became a fog- after 
foumi Rosa on the cellar floor hold­
ing her baby in her arms and re­
membered nothing more until she 
found herself in jail.
