WASHINGTON, April 12,—Being
the son of a president of the United
States is not always what it is erack-
ed up to be.

The freedom of his life is held up
to the average citizen a% an.enjoyable
game but young John Coolidge, the
son_of the president has more to
worry about than the pursuit of
happiness.

A secret - service man follows his
every step; college [professors are
under orders to make him feel he is
an average citizen; his schoolmates
fear he may become possessed of an
idea that he is son of President Cool-
idge and girls can’t keep their hearts
from fluttumg at the thought of a
possible marriage to the son a presi-
dent. These forces over which he
has no control have not made life
any more enjoyable for young Cool-
idge.

Recently, he spent his Easter va-
cation in Washington, but instead of
riding around in the presidential car
or giving parties for his friends, he
went to the naval hospital to get his
teeth fixed and read books at home
of evenings.

President Coolidge, is just as im-
portant a ferce in his own house hold
as he is around the White House. He
does not ohject to movies but last
summer he prevented young John
from attending them because he felt
ithat the boy could spend his time tfo
a better advantage reading at home.
He is not opposed to dancing but he
feels that his son can benefit more
by other occupations than “black-
bottoming” through life.

Young John, would like to dance;

anyone- else does and his youthful
desire for pleasure measures up to
that of the ordinary 20 year old
American boy.

But the thought that he is the son
of a president, that every move he
makes will be of interest to millions
of persons and that a secret service-
man must guard him gives him a de-
gree of caution that might mark an
clder man.

Two years ago he tried riding
around with the White House chauf-
feur carrying bundles and letters as
a means of occupying himself. Some-
t'mes he even was permitted to drive
the car himself but always he was
subject to the restrain that a son of
the president of the United [States
is subject to.

He can’t do the things that most
boys do in college; he can’t attempt
the fun they have on their vacations
and always he must be the son of the
president cof the United States.

Some boys may envy him but most
of those who knew him here believe
he fhas more handicaps that they
would wish.

AN OPPORTUNITY.

One of the greatest opportunities
that has ever come to the south and
southwest is the gradual, though
quite marked exodus of people from
the northern regions of the United
States to the sunshine, open air and
moderate temperatures of this sec-
tion.

Of course Texas doesn’t want what
happened in Florida and because of
Florida’s misfortune Texas should be
in position to profit by that experi-
ence. Texas wants no wild, excited
land boom for there is always a ter-
ribly painful calm that must follow
every wild boom.

But there are millions of acres of
uncultivated land in the state of
Texas that should be placed at the
disposal of newcomers at a reason-
able price. This is the only way to
insure quick and certain develop-
ment—the development that Texas
needs. Probably the greatest indus-
trial need in Texas today is the in-
tensive cultivation of its hundreds of
thousands of acres of idle land.

As a rule the farmer who comes
from the northern and eastern sec-
tions of the United States can give
the Texas farmer some very valuable
lessons in agriculture. He can do
this for the very simple reason that
he has been schooled more thorough-
in the art of intensive farming and in
diversified farming. His training has
been such that he has probably been
able to raise as much on a 20 or a
40-acre tract as the average Texas
farmer can produce on a quarter sec-
tion.

Of course it is a mighty easy thing
to tell the Texas farmer how to run
his farm. Far be it from us to at-
tempt any such thing, but it is a well
known fact that Texas is not famous
for its larger crop of scientific farm-
ers. Diversification has never been
given a fair chance over much of the !
state and intensive farming has never
been practiced to any appreciable de-

But that is the kind of farming
that Eastland county and every other
county in this section of Texas needs

vated lands of this section of the
state should be given an opportunity
to produce what they will. |

The Texas farmer is not altogether
to blame for the situation. Condi-
tions are not of his making. One
trouble is that land is too plentiful,
and the natural result of this condi-
tion is that farmers attempt to cul-
tivate too much land.

There can be little argument to the
statement that 40 acres scientifically
and intensively cultivated can be
made to produce as much as twice
that amount under the old methods
of farming.
