HIT BY TORNADO

Iowa and Illinois Are 
Swept By Storms That 
Do H e a v y  D a m a g e

By United Press.
ST. LOUIS, April 20.— The en­

tire Mississippi basin today was. 
struggling toward relief for the 
thousands made homeless by com­
bined flood and storm.

Upward of 30,000 persons have 
been forced to find homes and at 
least two score people have been 
killed as the result of overflowing 
livers and death-dealing winds. The 
property damage has been tremend­
ous. The river through this district 
today continued at flood stajje and 
several towns are virtually deserted, 
over a wide area.

The town of Breaton, Illinois, 
just recovering from the flood wa­
ters of last fall was hit again today. 
Climaxing- a weel; o f terror for resi­
dents along- the Mississippi river and 
its tributaries, yesterday found tor­
nadoes and driving rain storms doing 
additional damage throughout the 
country.

Almost a score o f cities were in 
the path of two tornadoes which 
ripped through Illinois. Early re­
ports indicated that at least 23 per­
sons had been killed.

Some of the wind victims were 
school children who were pinned to 
the ground when the heavy winds, 
smaslied their school houses. High 
winds were general throughout Illi­
nois and Iowa yesterday but reach­
ed their greatest force in sections of 
Iowa, reports show. / Trees were 
torn down, telegraphic communica­
tion disrupted ancl many house;) 
wrecked.

Because of conditions in Okla­
homa, Kansas, Iowa and Missouri 
and a continued rise in the Mississip­
pi and tributary rivers, the weather 
bureau issued new flood warnings 
today.

It was said that in parts of 
Kansas and Missouri the worst flood 
conditions in 25 years prevailed as 
torrents swept away levees, inun­
dated countless acres of farm lands 
and invaded thousands of homes.

Many rivers are rising for the third 
time. Railroad and automobile 
transportation have been entii'ely cut 
o ff in many places.

“ every knock is. a boost,”  and that 
opposition to any movement creates

Texas land men have not failed to 
take advantage of this opportunity so 1 
graciously afforded by Commissioner 
Smith’s opposition.

What Texas wants is reliable, ca­
pable farmers-—m^n, who upon inves­
tigation can determine the value of 
land both as to productiveness and 
market availability. It wants fanners 
who will buy farm land at a reason­
able figure, then settle on that land 
and develop it. It has neither need 
nor desire for land speculators. Peo­
ple of this state are now familiar with 
conditions in a sister southern state 
Where speculation ran rife for a few 
years and they dcAt want the same 
conditions to exis®in Texas a few 
years hence. V

Briden Well Now 
Drilling at 2725,

Is Logging High
The Briden well o f T. G. Shaw and 

others of Fort Worth which is being 
drilled northwest of Ranger and over 
the lino in Stephens county is drilling 
now at a depth o f 2,725 feet with a 
wet hole and should be completed 
within the next 10 days or two weeks. 
The nearest production to this test is 
a mile and a half to the east where 
the old Tucker well has been produc­
ing for eight years.

Tiie "Briden well is logging consis­
tently, though considerably higher 
than the old Lone Star well onUhe 
Smith, a mile to the southwest which 
made a good producer at below 3,200 
feet but was ruined in an attempt to 
shoot it. The Briden well is 66 feet 
higher in elevation than the' Smith 
well.

Anticipating a raid on potato 
patches by the Colorado beetle and 
on the cucumber and melon vines by 
lice, County Agent J. C. Patterson 
announced the following remedies! 
for those evils. The remedies are 
recommended by the Agricultural 
and Mechanical college officials.

The Colorado bettle is a striped 
black and yellow insect that is found 
on potatoes and tomatoes. The best 
control consists o f spraying the 
plans with lead arsenate using 
about three pounds in dry form in 
fitfy  gallons of water. This is hard 
to mix unless the following method 
is used:

Take the required amount of poi­
son and add to it a very small 
amount of water which stirred into 
the dust. Additions of water should 
be made until a paste is formed,

which will then readily mix with 
water. t

It does not dissolve, but will set­
tle standing; consequently the mix­
ture must be kept well agitated dur­
ing spraying, so that an even appli­
cation is made Make application 
with some kind of spray pump. If 
this is not available the material can 
be supplied with a whisk broom, al­
though with great waste. The foliage 
of the plant should be thoroughly 
covered.

The same material may be dusted 
on t'he plant, preferably while the 
dew is on to make it adhere. This 
may be done by means of a cheese 
cloth bag or by means of a can with | 
the lid perforated with fine holes. 
In dusting or spraying calcium ar­
senate may be used in the same pro­
portions as the lead arsenate. Paris 
green may be used, but it is apt to 
injure the foliage. If used as a 

i spray only about one pound of Paris 
green in 50 gallons of water should 
be used,.an equal amount of hydrat­
ed linre being used. Used as a dust, 
Paris green should be ‘diluted with 
five or ten parts of hydrated lime or 
cheap flour according to the facil­
ities at hand for making a light or 
heavy application.

This material 
is not generally available but may be 
made by the grower according to di­
rections to be obtained from the ex­
tension service of the A. & M. col­
lege. The proportions are five 
pounds of nicotine sulphate to 100 
pounds of hydrated lime. This is) 
applied to the plants on a very warm 
day and while the air ,is quiet so the 
dust cloud remains about the nlant.

It has been found practical io ap­
ply the dust under a cover for very 
small plants. This probably will not 
be practical for plants after they: 
have begun to run on account of the 
amount of covering necessary. In 
this case dusting without cover will 
ordinarily obtain the results desired.

Crude Price Now 
Is Below Actual 

Producing Cost
The price of crude oil is below the 

cost of production and the develop­
ment o f new territory must cease 
for some ✓ 'ne, according to the opin­
ions o f several of the leading pro­
ducers in the central West Texas 
field. The cut of the Magnolia yes­
terday presages a cut by the other 
companies, although'none has been 
made, despite the fact that the Mag­
nolia has sliced 25 cents o ff a barrel 
within the past few weeks.

It is the consensus of opinion that 
the other lai-ge companies will make 
a slice of a quarter a barrel to get 
in line with the Magnolia. The 
cause is overproduction in other 
sections of the country. The devel­
opment of new fields in and around 
Palestine, Jacksonville, up in the 
Panhandle and plains, and in the 
Seminole area in Oklahoma.

Now would be a good time to buy 
crude oil as well as gasoline for stor­
age, according to a few of the deal­
ers. “ It’s always a good buy, when 
commodities are selling under the 
cost of production as is the case with 
oil and gasoline,”  remarked one of 
the big men playing the game in and 
around central West Texas.

The wholesale gasoline market al­
so displays weakness and is quoted a 
shade lower. Natural gasoline has 
been selling tank wagon prices at 
Fort Worth around 4 1-2 cents de­
pending upon grade, today it is 
quoted around 4 3-8 cents. Meta­
file! gasoline also shows weakness 
with no decided change in prices to

be noted. However, a decline is soon 
expected, and possibly a cut in the 
retail price, althoug-h none has been 
made in this immediate vicinity. The 
consumption of gasoline, according 
to manufacturers is showing an in­
crease and large quantities are be­
ing stored because of the decline in 
the market puts the price under the 
cost o f production.
