FFFORTS TO BREAK BOULDER

SENATE FAILS AFTER 27 HOURS

WASHINGTON, Feb. 23.—An ef-
fort to break the Boulder Dam fight
failed in the senate this afternoon
and that body moved into thé twenty-
seventh continuous hour of its hectic
session deadlocked more tightly than
cver.
