Two Eastland county men com-
pleted last night a remarkable in-
vention to poison boll weevils and
all other pests of the farm after six
years of work. 'The invention is the
product of the brains of J. P, Mar-
tin of Eastland, and J. L. Coldiron.

‘Mr. Martin is a real old timer in
Texas, and. came to Eastland cecun-
ty over forty years ago, where he
Las farmed most of that time.

Some years ago when boll weevils
were plaguing the farms of the Mid-
«dle West, Mr. Martin conceived the
plaa for the extermination of the
pest. He built one or two machines,
none of which he was satisfied with,
until this last invention which he
showed Thursday to Ed Castlebury,

_one of the leading farmers in East-
land county. Castlebury expressed
himsélf as being satisfied that tle
machine will accomplish all that it is
claimed to do.

{ Easy To Manipulate

. The invention is a double header
“affair, well built and taunch. On
‘the front end of the machine there
is mounted a large tank which is fill-
ed with the poison spray. This tank
is worked from the wheels of the
truck conveyor which forces com-
pressed air into the tank. This air
drives the poison.spray through two

_ taps, one on each side of the conveyor |
' the fore of the air tending to cover

several rows of cotton. The idea is
unique in that a boy can manage the
machine which it is claimed can
cover forty to fifty acres a day and
do the job well. This machine it
was also claimed will also spray fruit
trees and bushes with equal ease.
