To Senate Rural 
v School Measure

Miss Beulah Speer, Eastland coun­
ty .school superintendent, is in re­
ceipt of a letter from L. D. Borden, 
chief supervisor of rural schools for 
the department of education at Aus­
tin, in which he points out some of 
the objections the department 'has .to 
the senate rural aid bill, which re­
cently passed that body. He also 
speaks of the Wallace bill in the 
house, .which department of educa­
tion endoi'ses.

Miss Speer is very much opposed 
to the senate bill and says that should 
it become a law there is only one rur­
al school in Eastland county that 
would be able io secure state aid.

Following is part of Borden’s let­
ter to Miss,.Speer:

“ The senate has just passed a rur­
al aid bill which eliminates some of 
the most valuable provisions for 
which the county superintendents 
over the state and the state depart­
ment of education have been working 
in order to raise the standards, of 
our rural institutions of education. 
One of these is for industrial educa­
tion. It also, provides that a school, 
before it can employe two teachers, 
must have an enrollment of at least 
f)G- scholastics, and before the school 
can he entitled to three teachers it 
must have at least 96 scholastics.

“ The* bill throughout is as im­
practicable as these provisions just 
stated. It further practically places 
Hie distribution q(  the funds in the 
hands of the county superintendents.

“ Mr. Wallace of Teague has, in­
troduced a bill which the department 
endorses mid which looks to the fur­
ther betterment of the rural schools. 
Tills bill will be brought up for con­
sideration very soon.”

You may not like the editor and 
the editor may not love you any too 
well— but the paper he is responsible 
for does just as much for you as the 
service rendered others. There is 
nothing personal with it, it is here 
for a purpose and that purpose is to 
do what good it cap in every way it t 
can and the greater the support of 
those it undertakes to serve the bet­
ter service it can render. It takes 
the people to make a good newspaper 
and without the help of the people 
no one can run a successful news­
paper. It requires money to operate 
any kind of business— even the 
churches and the papers are no ex­
ception and for this reason they must 
have the financial support of the 
business interest as well as the good 
will. .

Few newspaper publishers make 
more than a comfortable living and 
scarcely one is reported wealthy from 
money made in the newspaper busi­
ness. They deserve to be trusted and 
to be understood by the people— it 
is the editor and not the plant that 
makes a newspaper useful in a com­
munity, though a liberal patronage is 
necessary if the paper is to be a 
credit to the town.

1 more thoroughly trapped and bunk- 
I ered than Oakmont’s new fifteenth.
! Along this stretch which has been 
| lengthened to 475 yards, hazards lurk 
j everywhere for those whose direction 
I is the least faulty.

In the new sixteenth, Oakmont has 
conceived one of the most difficult 
short holes in the country. A carry 
o f 234 yards to the green, they must 
be well nigh perfect to avoid trouble.

A bunker adroitly placed in mid­
fairway will engulf short tee-shots. 
Pulled’ drives will be enmeshed in 
deeply corrugated traps at the left of 
the green. Push shots will catch two 
deep traps or roll down a decided 
slope to the right.

On this hole, it must he in mere or 
trouble plenty will result.

Aside from these changes the Oak­
mont course where the open will be 
held is practically the same as when 
Dave Herron ascended the amateur 
throne in 1919 and when Bobby 
Jones defended the same title? in 
1925.

The Oakmont layout now measures 
6,965 yards and is about as long and 
har'd as the law allows. Par on the 
course, however, remains- at 72.

Nearly all of the country’s head­
liners have at some time or other, 
however, grappled with the Oakmont 
traps and none will journey to the 
open under-estimating' the task cut 
out for them.

G ERM AN  H ORSES.

NEW YORK— What’s good for the 

Some­
times! Men have proven that trous­
ers are the most comfortable apparel 
for one’s lower extremities but wom­
en have found knickers so revealing 
and unbecoming as to contradict the 
effect of comfort.

Trouser-skirts, the latest style af­
fected by sportswomen, have more in 
their favor than knickers since they 
are trousers and skirts combined so 
ingeniously that one cannot detect 
the trouser portions. Knickers fa il­
ed to appeal to the refined woman be­
cause they were so generally worn by 
factory girls and housemaids on holi­
day hiking tours.

There are numerous ways of mak­
ing the new trouser-skirts, all of 
which seem decidedly modest when 
compared to mannish knickers.

INDIANAPOLIS, Indiana, May ? 
— The campaign for the prevention 
of such diseases as tuberculosis does 

j not permit the unfit to survive thus 
1 resulting in the breeding of an infer- 
! ior race, declared Dr. H. S. Jennings,
I director o f the  ̂zoological laboratory 
'.of Johns Hopkins University in an 
address before the National Tubercu­
losis association here today.

Dr. Jennings challenged the claim 
that propagation of so-called unfit 
individuals could be stopped by limit­
ing public health work, and by per­
mitting preventable diseases to con­
tinue unchecked in order to elimi­
nate defectives through a process of 
survival of the fittest.

Dr. Jennings described how sub­
stances existing in the parents be­
fore the birth of a child, called 
“ genes.”  by their action and inter­
action are responsible for the physi­
cal and mental characteristics of the 
offspring These may often remain 
in abeyance in one generation and 
reappear in another.

“ The method of allowing the in­
dividual’s own defects to destroy 
him,”  said Dr. Jennings, “ is not only 
hideously repulsive to our instincts, 
but a knowledge o f heredity and 
genetics show it to be ineffectual; it 

I does not get rid of the defective 
I genes. Most gene defects are re- 
I ressive: they are therefore carried by 
ten times as many health individuals; 

i not showing the defects, as* by indi­
viduals in which the defects are mani­
fest The children o f such healthy 
individuals receive defective genes, 
as do the children of defective indi­
viduals. To merely cut out the de­
fective individuals themselves; par­
ticularly to do that only weakly,' 
haltingly, death overtakes them— as 
would result from withdrawal of 
public health measures— that will not 
touch the root of the trouble.

There can be little dought that, 
other things being equal, some gene­
tic constitutions are more readily at­
tacked bv plague, by smallpox, by, 
typhoid, by pneumonia, by tubercu-! 
iosis, than are others. Certain consti- 
tutions yield more readily to extremes ' 
of temperature to exposure to the 
elements to unfit food. Certain com -1 
pination o f genes are more likely to 
come o ff victorious in a struggle with 
a wild cat; or to survive a bite from 
a rattlesnake. Under such emer-

Motor car drivers last year paid 
taxes, averaging 2.38 cents per gal­
lon, on almost 8,000,000,000 gallons 
of gasoline. The aggregate of this 
tax was $187,000,231.

In addition, they paid $288,282,- 
352 in motor vehicle registration and 
license fees. About 95 per cent of 
gasoline taxes and 93 per cent of 
motor vehicle registration fees, went 
to building and maintenance of 
highways.

If to this total be added special 
luxes imposed on buses and trucks; 
property taxes on automobiles; the 
taxes paid by the petroleum indus­
try and the automobile manufactur­
ers, a total far above $1,200,000,000 
is reached. That is, the people who 
buy, operate and manufacture mo­
tor cars, and who produce, buy and 
burn gasoline, are considerably more 
than paying the nation’s good roads 
bill ,which now runs according to the

Federal Bureau of Public Roads, just 
about $1,000,000,000, annually.

Gasoline taxes are now assessed in 
forty-five states and the district of 
Columbia. The only ones which do 
not impose this tax are Massachusetts, 
New York and Illinois. A number 
of states increased the gasoline tax 
within the past year, but none re­
duced it. The tax ranges from l 
cent per gallon in Rhode Island and 

f Texas to 4 cents in Arkansas, Flor- 
i ida, Nevada and North Carolina, to 
I 4 1-2 cents in Washington and 5 
i cents in Kentucky and South Caro­
lina.

A jinx appears to follow pitchers; 

who go the route in record-breaking- 
extra-inning- games in the majors.

Will- this jinx cast its spell over 
Bob Smith of the Boston Braves and 
Guy Bush of the Chicago Cubs, he­
roes of recent (overtime contests be­
tween those two clubs?

On Saturday, May 14, Bush pitched 
18 innings to beat Boston, 7-2. 
Charley Robertson, who had perform­
ed superbly for the Braves for 17 in­
nings, was derricked in the 8th un­
der a barrage of base hits.

The two clubs were scheduled to 
play the following Monday, but it 

| rained. On Tuesday, May 1.7, the 
I same clubs battled for 22 innings be­
fore a decision was reached, Chicago 
again winning. This time, 4-3.

Bob Smith, Boston’s crack right 
hander went the entire route for 
Boston. Bob Osborne, working the 
last 14 innings for Chicago, held the 
Braves runless.

Will these two record-breaking 
performances of 40 innings in two 
consecutive games have any detri­
mental effect on the pitchers who 
officiated?

O ld-Tim e R ecord
Back in 1906 J o h n  Coombs battled 

Joe Harris for 24 innings before the 
former was returned the victor for 

j Philadelphia, 4-1. The Boston Red 
Sox was the opposing team.

While Harris didn’t go all the way, 
that record game of the American 
practically spelled his finish as a big 
leagure. His arm weakened under 
the strain and he was of little use 
ever afterward.

Jack Coombs paid the penalty for 
a time with a lame arm, but it later 
recovered its full strength and he put 
in many years o f service.

Fifteen years later, on May 1, 1920 
Brooklyn and Boston of the National 
League went 26 innings to a tie de­
cision, 1-1. In that game two husky 
right handers, Leon Cadore of Brook­
lyn and Joe Oeschger of Boston went 
the , entire route.

This game stands as the longest 
extra-inning affair ever staged in the 
majors.

This gruelling struggle of 26 in­

nings, practically three games, mark­
ed the finish o f Cadore and Oeschger 
as major league stars, for both began 
to slip immediately afterwards.

Strain o f  Long G am es Severe
Leon Cadore, after being- cut loose 

by Brooklyn tried to stick with sev­
eral other clubs in both leagues but 
just couldn’t deliver. The heart was 
there but the long stx-ain of that rec­
ord game had taken the fire out of 
his arm.

Joe Oeschger managed to stick 
around a trifle longer. Cadore is out 
o f baseball entirely, but as late as 
this spring Oeschger was trying to 
make the grade in the Southern 
League. I believe he failed.

It is a matter of baseball record 
that practically every pitcher who 
took part to any extent in these re­
markable games, started on the down 
grade immediately following- the su- 
per-Qitching feats.

Will Bob Smith, who toiled 22 in­
nings for Boston in one game, and 
Charley Robertson, who worked 17 
innings in another, pay the penalty

by having the lame arm jinx camit 
on their trail? Will Guy Bush, who 
pitched 18 innings and Bob Osborne, 
who performed in 14 sessions for 
Chicago, pay the penalty with a bad 
arm?

It is to be hoped that..these four 
crack pitchers will suffer no ill e f­
fects, but precedent sets the odds all 
against them.

Medical Exhibit

LONDON.— The “ cocktail girls”  of | 
England will probably ruin Great 
Britain’s chances of getting prohibi-' 
tion at some future date if the gov­
ernment carries out its intention of 
giving “ votes to flappers,” according! 
to 5>r. Alfred Salter, labor membei , 
o f parliament.

Dr. Salter, one of the best known i 
o f the dry forces in the commons, i 
recently stirred up. a national contro­
versy as a result of his charges on i 
the floor of the house that members j 
were attending the session while in a ! 
doubtful condition of intoxication.

“ Prohibition is not a live issue in , 
England,”  Dr. Salter told the United 
Press, “ and I do not think that an 
extension of the franchise to women 
of 21 and over will have the slight­
est effect in the matter. Although 
many people know of the misery thatj 
drink brings, I do not think that girls 
of over 21 would bo interested in the! 
least unless they have drunken moth­
ers or fathers.

“ On the other hand there are many 
young girls of that age who are in

search of ‘life’— the cocktail girls— 
who drink themselves and enjoy it 
and their support for the abolition 
of the evil of drinking can certainly 
not be counted on.”

From a group of opinions gather­
ed by the United Press, both among 
members of parliament and in pro­
hibition and anti-prohibition circles, 
it would appear that both sides are 
looking upon the government’s pro­
posal to give the voting franchise to 
girls over 21 with a great deal of 
doubt so far as their causes are con­
cerned.

Both sides freely admit that the 
modern girl with a vote would be a 
doubtful factor, both in domestic 
politics and national issues.

H. B. Wilson, secretary o f the pro­
hibition organization of England, the 
United Kingdom alliance, told the 
United Press, “ The young girl today 
who really wants the vote is engaged 
more, in a ‘battle of the sexes’ rather 
than in a calm reflection of how she 
could best use her vote for the bet­
terment of the 'country. If the flap­
per gets the vote, she will be a doubt­
ful factor so far as national issues
