WELL DONE.

The first important move in get-
ting a new courthouse for Eastland
county was taken Tuesday when the
commissioners’ court ordered an elec-
tion to be held on July 9 for the pur-
pose of determining whether the
county should issue $300,000 of
bonds i for the erection and furnish-
ing of an adequate courthouse tor the
county, -

We believe the movement will meet
with a general vounty-wide support.
As we see it there is'no good reason
for the slightest opposition and there
is no indication that there will be any
opposition. The county needs a
courthouse just about as much as any
county could need one. The present
structure is thoroughly inadequate
and it has been pronounced decidedly
unsafe by engineers and architects
who have examined it.

Members of the commissioners’
court are to be congratulated upon
their action and the 700 or more
voters who signed the petition asking
the court to call an election for the
purpose are to be complimented.

The time is now ripe for every
voter in the county to get busy work-
ing for the courthouse hond election.
It is a county-wide project and the
citizens of four corners of the coun-
ty should show just as much enthusi-
asm for the movement as should the
people located in the center of the
county. The new courthouse when
built will not belong to Eastland. It
will belong to Eastland county and
there are at least two other towns in
the county that probably will con-
tribute more to the building of the
structure than will the town of East-
Jand.

But the matter should not be con-
sidered in this light even. Eastland
county should view the project as a
unit and should vote on it as a unit.

SCIENTIST PICKS SEATTLE
AS FUTURE METROPOLIS

By United Press.

NEW YORK, May 21—The Pacific
Northwest is destined to be the fu-
ture center of world prosperity and
culture, according to a survey of the
“geientific probabilities” made by Dr.
J. Russell Smith, professor of eco-
nontic geography at Columbia univer-
sity.

Discussing his conclusions in an
interview published by the American
Magazine, Dr. Smith explains:

“The more one studies the factors
that have produced flourishing civil-
izations, the more unbounded be-
comes his confidence in the future of
the area extending 400 miles along
the Pacific coast of Oregon and
Washington, and including the cities
of Seattle, Portland, Tacoma, Ever-
ett, Bellingham, Vancouver and Vie-
toria.

“Basing my assertion on past his-
tory and an economic and industrial
conditions of today, it is here that I
expect American civilization to reach
its maximum. I expect this area to
outstrip New York, overcoming soon
the advantage which the metropolis
has had of an early start.

“TIn the northwest of which I speak
I anticipate that, man for men, Amer-
icans will eventually realize their
greatest achievement, almost certain-
ly their greatest physical achieve-
ment, perhaps their highest montnl{
achievement in science, literature and
the arts.”
