Eddie Gets His Reward

T
Hatcher Says He Will 

Favor Big Reduction 
C ites G asoline Tax

By United Press.
AUSTIN, July 16.— An attempt to 

cut the ad valorem tax rate to “ the 
bone,” will be made by W. Gregory 
Hatcher, state treasurer and mem­
ber of the automatic tax rate fixing 
board at the meeting of the board 
Tuesday, it was announced Satur­
day.

The board is composed of Gov­
ernor Moody, Comptroller'S. H. Ter­
rell, and Treasurer Hatcher and wiil 
go into session Tuesday to fix the 
ad valorem tax rate for next year.

Upsetting former predictions that 
the board would find it necessary to 
raise the present tax rate from 23c 
to the constitutional limit of 35 cents 
Hatcher said he was going to cast a 
vote in favor of reducing the present 
tax to the “ lowest it has been since 
the administration of Tom Campbell 
in 1909 and 1910 when it was 5 cent.§, 
and 4 cents respectively.”

“ Since last year the legislature 
has raised the gasoline tax to three 
cents, adding more than $10,000,000 
to the state’s revenue, one-fourth of 
which goes to the school fund,” said 
Hatcher.

“ Certainly this increase in taxes 
collected from ali people demands 
reduction of the tax burdens.” .

Former Chief 
Police Gets 

Life Sentence

CANTON, Ohio, July 16— Seranus 
A. Lengel, former chief of police of 
Canton, today was found guilty of 
murder in the first degree for his 
part, in the assassination of Don R. 
Melletf, editor of the Canton News.

The jury recommended clemency, 
which saved Lengel from the electric 
chair, but he will be sentenced to 
life imprisonment which the verdict 
makes compulsory under the Ohio 
law.

VIENNA, July 16.— Sixty per­

sons were killed and between 300 
and 400 wounded in yesterday’s riots 
betwen socialists and police, it was 
estimated today. , The dead and 
wounded include many police. Some 
estimates place the dead as high as 
80.

Except for minor rioting in Vien­
na and at Neustadt it was quiet 
throughout the country during the 
night.

The general strike, called in sup­
port of the socialists retaliatory 
rights over the acquittal of Austrian 
fascists accused of murder affected 
the entire country.

The cabinet met last night and 
decided to convoke parliament as 
soon as possible. The socialists were 
demanding a reorganization of the 
government. It was believed a coali­
tion parliament might be formed with 
socialists participating.

Moscow Now Has 
72,000 Licensed 

Receiving Sets

MOSCOW.— There are 72,000 
radio receiving sets now licensed 
in Moscow and it is officially esti­
mated that many more than that 
number are illegally and surrep­
titiously enjoyed without payment 
o f a license tax,

The city authorities maintain 
loud speakers in more than 20 
parks and public squares, which 
bellow speeches and music almost 
without interruption from dawn 
to darkness. At this season of the 
year, dawn begins at 1 a. m. and 
darkness doesn’t come till mid­
night.

Captain Erwin To 
Test New Gasoline 
For Hongkong Trip

By United Press.
DALLAS, July 16.— A new gaso­

line lighter in weight than ordinary 
gasoline, perfected at Tulsa this week 
will likely be used by Captain Wil­
liam P. Erwin, "When be hops from 
Dallas. August 12 on an attempted 
flight to Hongkong. Erwin said to­
day he would make several tests of 
the new gasoline as soon as he re­
ceives the plane he will use in the
10.000 mile flight. The plane he will 
use is under construction in a Wichi­
ta, Kansas, airplane manufacturing 
plant.

“ If this new gas weighs half a 
pound, per gallon less than ordinary 
gasoline it will enable new records in 
long-distance flying,” Erwin said.

Erwin’s proposed flight will cover 
much the same route covered by 
Smith and Bronte, civilian flyers 
who completed a flight to Hawaii 
yesterday. He contemplates stops at 
San Francisco and at Honolulu or 
Manila. The flight must be com­
pleted within 144 elapsed hours with 
not more than two stops in order to 
win the $25,000 prize offered by 
William E. Easterwood, Dallas mil­
lionaire.

Francis De Villard, Hollywood, 
California aviator also plans to hop 
off from Dallas August 12 on the
10.000 mile flight.

Unconfirmed Report Says Italy 
. Demands Passage of Trains 

Over Austrian Bord­
er Immediately.

LONDON, July 16.— An Innsbruck 

message to the Berlin correspondent 
of the Exchange Telegraph reported 
today that Italy had sent an ultima­
tum! to Austria, demanding passage 
of Italian railway trains through Aus­
tria.

If the trains are not permitted to 
pass the frontier tonight the report­
ed ultimaturm said Italian railway 
staff troops will force them through.

The message further stated that 1,- 
000 Italian soldiers are being rushed 
to a point near the frontier.

The United Press is without any 
confirmation of the report from 
either it’s Rome or Vienna bureaus.

i Fifty-Two R,e porited  
Dead, Many More Are 
Seriously W o u n d e d

BRATISLAVA, Checho-Sloviaka, 

July 16.— Renewed rioting was re­
ported from Vienna late today. In­
formation reaching Checho-Sloviaka 
border said that clashes had continu­
ed in the outlying districts of the 
Austrian capital at 3 p. m.

Crowds were said to have attacked 
policemen who fired and wounded 
several persons, killing one woman.

The conference by which the lead­
ers of solicalist and nonsocaiist hope 
to resolve the differences which yes­
terday led to rioting ended only by 
machine gun fire from police and 
guards were ruptured when premier 
Seitel and Mayors Veitz, confessed 
themselves unable to agree.

Telephone and telegraph service 
was cut off because, the workers left 
their posts and refused to resume 
their duties until the government re­
signed.

To file this dispatch the writer was 
forced to leave Austria and cross the 
Checho-Sloviaka frontier 30 miles 
from Vienna.

Casualties number 52 dead, 250 
seriously wounded and several hun­
dred slightly wuonded.

Among the latter were members of 
the police who quelled the rioting 
in front of the place of justice yes­
terday only by turning machine 
guns on the surging mobs. =

Suburban Sections and Shaw­
nee Get Brunt of Storm, 
Three Reported Dead.

KANSAS CITY, Mo., July 16.—  

Accompanied by a dazzling- display 
of lightning high winds swept sub­
urban section of Kansas City late this 
afternoon, inflicting a hea#y toll in 
property damage. Three persons 
were reported dead at Shawnee, 
Kansas near here.

The wind at Shawnee demolished 
a score or more of houses and of­
fice buildings and nearly 50 persona 
were reported injured.

Communication to the small com­
munity had not been established and 
it was not possible to obtain ac­
curate information.

Highways were strewn with debris 
delaying traffic.

' was apparently the most seriously 
j affected by the wind from early re- 
j ports.

He emerged from 
the doorway drank contents o f  a 
bottle tossed it away, and without 
showing signs o f pain walked to 
side o f  his w.ife where he died.

TREND OF THE TIMES
The chaplain of the Texas state 

penitentiary handed in his resigna­
tion the other day giving as his rea­
son that he either couldn’t stand to 
see people killed or didn’t want to 
see them killed. Probably, too, he 
reckoned that he could do more good 
trying to save souls than he could by 
trying to comfort them after the 
state had condemned them to death.

More and more, a greater number 
of people are gradually coming to 
the same view of capital punishment 
that this Texas minister has shown. 
The trend of the times is away from 
capital punishment and some day 
this relic of barbarism will be viewed 
in the proper light by everybody.

Only a few short years ago Texas 
substituded the electric chair for the 
hangman’s noose, because death by 
electricity was regarded as less brutal 
and the chair as more humane than 
hanging. Also it used to be that the 
sheriff of each county had to carry 
out his own executions, but that has 
been changed too, with all executions 
transferred to the state prison.

These are nothing- but slow, sure 
stages of development away from 
capital punishment. It may take 
years , yet to completely abolish capi­
tal punishment in this Christianized 
enlightened country, but some day it 
will be a reality. We who regard our­
selves as highly intelligent people 
shudder when we look back over the 
pages of time at the brutality prac 
ticed in days gone by. Years from 
now our grand children or perhaps 
our own children will shudder when 
they are reminded of the barbarism 
that is being legalized today.

People submit to capital punish­
ment today only because it has been 
handed down to them as a legalized 
form of punishment for crime and 
not because they regard it as moral­
ly right. If every man and woman 
in this country who has arrived at 
the age of accountability were forced 
today to cast a ballot either for or 
against capital punishment we doubt 
very seriously if there would be any­
thing like a majority in favor of this 
method of punishment. If each of 
us was forced to take an active hand 
in the executions we sanction there 
would not be near so many death 
sentences. If we were forced even 
to witness all the executions that we 
permit in our state we would soon 
turn against capital punishment.

The actual executioner is not to 
blame for the taking of a man’s life. 
He is the servant of the state that 
does our bidding. The responsibility 
does not rest with the judge- on the 
bench, the attorneys in the court nor 
the jury in the box. They too are 
our servants, paid by us to do as we 
say. We sanction capital punishment 
through the government that is of 
our own making.

We do not believe in being tender 
-with criminals. We believe they 
should have proper punishment ad­
ministered to them but we doubt the 
moral right of capital punishment 
the practice of taking the life of an­
other.

We know too there are instances 
where anything short of the death 
penalty looks like a miscarriage of 
justice. But even in these rare in­
stances it may not be the proper 
thing to do to take a man’s life, 
i The trend of the times is away 
from capital punishment and some 
iday it will be entirely abolished.

HONOLULU, Territory of Hawaii. 

July 16.— “ We didn’t sin against the 
ethics of the sea when we sent out 
SOS,” Emory Bronte, navigator of 
the plan, “ City of Oakland,” told the 
United Press today.

It was his answer to criticisms for 
having summoned ships to his aid 
with distress signals.

“ We thought we were going down. 
Ernie Smith pumped gas by hand for 
two hours before the plane finally 
rose. We certainly wouldn’t have 
sent those signals if he 'hadn’t been 
in danger. We were prepai*ed to 
take our chances in the sea. The 
radio was working imperfectly. We 
knew we would have to get out a 
report of our position or we were 
lost.”

Bronte repeated his feeling of pain 
to think that his actions were criti­
cised.

“ One last moment of terrible sus­
pense ended the flight,”  Bronte said 
“ It was a question of landing the 
plane against a tree or in the mud- 
bole. We couldn’t clear the Kiawe 
forest. We knew the mudhole might 
hold death. Smith had to make his 
c-ecision fast and he took to the 
bush.”

Bronte turned the conversation 
back to the signals which plainly 
distressed him.

“ We never guessed when we sent 
those signals that we would ever 
make land. The motor wasn’t work­
ing right and we were afraid we 
were out of gas. We wanted to keep 
going as long as possible but it look­
ed as though there wasn’t a chance. 
Smith worked with his gas pump 
w'hile I tried to fix the antena. It 
was really a surprise when Smith 
got his motor working again and the 
plane rose.

“ After that the radio wouldn't 
work and we couldn’t report our re­
covery. We hurried to a radio sta­
tion as soon as we could to report, so 
that ships answering our call for 
help might give up their search.”

Cant. Lowell Smith, leader of the 
lound t'he world flight, joined the 
two pilots during the conversation 
and repeated his praise for the feat

Meanwhile all Hawaii was contin­
uing its praise for the daring avia­
tors.

The army, whose own flyers com­
pleted the trans-oceanic flight to 
Hawaii, insisted on claiming Smith 
and Bronte as guests over the week­
end.

W AR CHIEFTAIN’S COLOR
BECOMES W OM AN’S STYLE

NEW YORK.— Abd-El-Krim, the 

fierce Riff chieftain who for years 
kept the armies of France and Spain 
at bay, will be the model this fall 
for one of the latest modes in wom­
en’s wear.

Some of the robes found in his 
possession at the time of his sur­
render have recently been shown in 
Paris and so rich and colorful were 
the embroideries that fashion design­
ers conceived the idea of adapting 
them to the haute couture. Accord­
ing to a dispatch from the Woman’s 
Home Companion representative in 
Paris, the Arab embroideries will be 
a fall seasonal rage.

French Colonial officials in prom­
ising couturiers af plentiful supply 
of the embroidery, have turned its 
use into a powerful factor for peace 
among the desert tribes. For cen­
turies embroidering was carried on 
chiefly as a pastime but following the 
discovery of the rich varieties by 
fashion designers, the government is 
encouraging embroidering as a trade, 
thus creating a lucrative industry for 
the natives as a reward for living at 
peace with the outside world.

Soft, white, all-wool materials dec­
orated with Arab embroidery, are re­
commended as best preserving the 
original note found in Abd-El-Krim’s 
picturesque garments.

In 1767 J. J- Rousseau, French 
Philosopher’ and author, born in Ge­
neva in 1712 wrote in one of his 
volumes “ Its often the abuse we make 
of life, which makes it burdensome 
to us” but those words did not strike 
the eye when written as they do now, 
although they still are applicable to 
the human race. In three rare vol­
umes of the works of Rousseau, own­
ed A. E. Firman, Ranger Attorney, 
the “ s” we use today looks like fin 
“ f ” only barred halfway and the 4c” 
and “ t” are combined in one letter.

The three volumes came into the 
possession of the Ranger attorney 
fifty years ago, when his sister, Mrs. 
Annie Firman Jack, one of the fam­
ous actresses of her day, hunting 
through an old second hand store 
found five- volumes of Rousseaiti, and 
knowing that her brother, then a 
lad of 18 was studying the History cf 
the Republican government, bought 
and gave them to him. Two were 
borrowed and never returned. The 
books have had usage and are in still 
almost perfect condition as far as the 
text matter is concerned, although 
the bindings are somewhat worn.;

One volume states on its frontis­
piece ‘Miscellaneous works of Mr. J. 
J. Rousseau, Vol. IV, London
MDCCLXVII.”

V olume III is “ An epistle from J. 
J. Rousseau, citizen of Genoa, to Mr. 
D’Alembert, member of the French 
Academy, etc., concerning the article 
in the seventeenth volume of the En- 
eylojpedia and particularly on the 
project of establishing a play house 
in that city.” -

This volume also has a letter to 
Archbishop of Paris, one Christopher 
de Beaumont, to which is prefixed 
the mandate of the said nrelate and 
also the proceedings of the Parlia­
ment of Paris relative to the new 
treatise pn< education, entitled 
“ Emilius.'V

His letter “ From a Mountain”  
takes up political economy, an essay 
on music, two plays and letter to 
Voltaire, his contemporarj''.

Farmers Raising 

Large Feed
Eastland county crop conditions 

generally have been improved by the 
recent rains, according to County 
Agent J. C. Patterson. Peanuts, of 
which there is a large acreage, and 
small grains of various kinds were 
greatly benefitted by the rains. Cot­
ton, however, will not be helped soi 
greatly as the rains are beneficial to 
the weevil which is doing much dam­
age to the cotton.at present.

The corn crop, the largest front 
the standpoint cf production, ratsdd 
in the County for some years, is vir­
tually made. Wheat and oats, th© 
yield of which was light, has been 
harvested.

The feed crop as a whole in the 
county is sufficient to furnisli the 
farmer’s demands for the next two 
years, it is estimated.

WASHINGTON —  senator /. 
Boomboom McWhorter is among 
those elder statesmen Who believe 
President Coolidge is net taking full 
advantage of his vacation opportuni­
ties for publicity.

Sooner or later, the senator re­
marked the other day, presidents' 
must accept the latest trends in 
press-agency.

“ Now the trouble with the pres­
ident,”  he asserted, “ is that he’s too 
conservative. Mind you, I don’t say 
re ne rvation isn’t a good thing, and 
I am second to no nan in my lnyxity 
to our president, but everybody who 
reads the papers must realize that the 
thing that gets the public these days, 
is something sensational.

“ Mr. Coolidge puts on a ten-gal­
lon hat when he reaches South Dako­
ta. Well, what of it? Everybody out 
there wears a ten-gallon hat and how 
does anyone expect to attract atten­
tion nr get good publicity by put­
ting on another?

More Originality Needed 
‘ “ The president of the future, up 
to the mmute in every respect, will 
wear a night cap around all day— 
there’s ten columns of newspaper 
type in a night cap like that to 
every one for a cowboy hat.

“ Our present president gets his pic­
ture taken with the Indians. That’s 
the oldest stuff in the world. Colum­
bus and Cortez pulled that one as 
soon as they had. landed on these 
shores— look at your school history 
books’

“ Now, if I was press-agenting this 
show I’d have a whole tribe of Es­
kimos down from the Arctic with 
evidence found among their Punic 
ruins that one of his early ancestors 
was one of their chiefs. The public 
would believe that the president had 
Eskimo blood in him— and wouldn’t 
get over it for months. We could get 
the Eskimos cheap.

Sooner or later some president’s 
advise will fix it for him to be sued 
for breach of promise and he will he 
magnificently vindicated after a 
great trial and firmer than ever in 
the public’s eye. What the party 
needs is a Broadway press-agent for 
its presidents and presidential candi­
dates.”

CONFERENCE MEETS TO DISCUSS 
PRESERVATION PACIFIC PEACE

HONOLULU, T. H., July 15.— A 

group of 91 distinguished men and 
i women, representing count ri s bor­
dering the Pacific, gathered today 
at historic Punahou college for the 
second conference of the Institute of 
Pacific Relations.

The conference is headed by 
President Ray Lyman .Wilbur of 
Stanford university. Other national 
groups in attendance represent 
China, New Zealand and Canada.

There are representatives from 
“ big business” interests in the United 
States, officials of labor groups, ex­
perts in international law, Y. M. C. 
A. and Y. W. C. A. heads, socio­
logical and economic world, social 
leaders from Catholic groups, prac­
tical politicians and delegates from 
education institutions are present at 
the sessions.

The program of discussison covers 
four general subjects. The first 
group will consider culture, religious, 
education and social institutions. The 
second group will discuss resources, 
industry, commerce and finance 
while the third section will give its 
attention to race and population. The 
final group will consider political in­
stitutions and functions, laws and 
judicial procedure and international 
relations.

Some of the sessions will be open 
to the public and formal papers will 
be read. In the main, however, most 
of the sessions will comprise “ round 
table”  meetings where privacy and 
frankness will prevail. The results 
will be gathered up in general for­
mal sessions, it is stated.

Some of the topics announced 
cover such a range as resources and 
aspirations of Pacific countries, in­
fluence of finance and commerce on 
Pacific relations, present concessions 
and spheres of influence in China, 
race migration and assimilation, mis­
sions and their accomplishments, mis­
takes and relations to inter-racial at­
titudes; the Oriental view of laws, 
face prejudice and racial reaction in 
various countries, the Pacific islands, 
inter-pacific communication, radio 
and cable concessions to western 
powers.

H. Blakeslee, professor of history 
and international relations at Clark 
university, Worcester, Mass.; Ivy L. 
Lee, publicist and economist of New 
York; Dr. A. Lawrence Lowell, 
president of Harvard university; Mrs.

Who will win the pennant in the 
National league?

At present, four clubs are strong­
ly in the running, Chicago, Pitts­
burgh, St. Louis and New York.

About 100 points separate the first 
and fourth team, a margin that can 
Be quickly cut down by a slump on 
the part of the leaders.

Bill Killefer, in going over the 
chances of the four clubs in the pen­
nant fight, believes Chicago has by 
far the best chance to come through.

Bill Killefer, if you have forgotten 
for years managed the Chicago Cubs. 
Last season he helped Rogers Horns­
by pilot the St. Louis Cardinals to a 
pennant and a worlds championship.

All of which makes him very com­
petent to express, an opinion on the 
outcome of the 1927 race in the Na­
tional league.

Killefer likes the Chicago Cubs 
best because he believes that team 
will get consistently good pitching 
throughout the season.

Pitchers A re Strong.
In my spring rating of the Nation­

al league clubs, while I liked Chica­
go for a first division berth, at least 
two, possibly three clubs looked stron 
ger, making fourth place the resting 
spdt of the Cubs.

In discussing the National race 
with Killefer the other day, I com­
mented on the fact that the Cubs 
didn’t look overly strong on paper.

f  Chicago has a good club that has 
the. possibilties of developing into a 
great one,”  said Killefer.

“ I admit the lineup isn’t impres­
sive as you peruse it in the papers 
but it has plenty of power, which is 
very necessary these days. Four or 
five players on the club are liable to 
break up any old ball game with an 
extra base hit.

‘■However, it is the pitching staff 
of the Cubs that I like best, in con­
sidering the chances of the club to 
win the pennant. It is a young staff 
that has definitely arrived and can 
stand plenty of work.”

When I asked him if he didn’t 
think Pittsburgh and St. Louis had 
better all-round machines than Chi­
cago, he answered by getting back to 
the all important feature— pitching!

W hy He Likes Cubs.
“ In a man for man comparison, 

pitching excepted, the Pittsburgh 
club would probably rate as strong as 
any _ club in the majors. The St. 
Louis Cardinals wouldn’t be very far 
behind.

“ Since pitching is the most essen­
tial asset these days, it is wrong to 
say these clubs are so much better 
than the Cubs in drawing a compari­
son.

“ My dope is that the excellent 
pitching staff of the Cubs more than 
outweighs the advantage some of the 
others have over Chicago in the in­
field and the outfield.

“ Root is one of the best pitchers 
in the game. Bush is not far behind, 
Blake is a good man and the rest of 
the staff is above the average. Best 
of all, it is a young staff that can 
stand work and should he good for 
many years.

Dissenting votes to Killefer’s opin­
ion can he heard emanating from 
John McGraw, Rogers Hornsby, Don- 
ie Bush and Bob O’Farrell.

PHILIPPINES WILL RENEW 
INDEPENDENCE DEMANDS

Legislature Has Convened for Continuous 
sion of Three and Half 

Months

MANILA, July 16.—-The Philippine 
Legislature convened today for a con­
tinuous session of three and a half 
months.. Senate President Quezon’s 
personality dominated the opening 
session as it has for five years.

The fight against the Nacionalista 
leader within his own party and the 
Democrata, or opposition party, has 
been waged with extraodinary vigor 
since the adjournment of the last leg­
islature on November 9.

General Aguinaldo, head of the 
Veterans’ Association, l ook a leading 
part in the attempt to overthrow 
Senator Quezon. JTis fall was fre­
quently predicted during the last six 
months, but he remains firmly in the 
saddle and will continue his policy of 
fighting for “ absolute and immedi­
ate independence.”

For the first time in six years, 
the legislature met with the Govern­
or-General absent. The customary 
message from the executive to the 
legislature wasp delivered by Acting 
Governor Eugene Gilmore, who stal­
ed that its contents had been pre­
pared by Governor Wood or adhered 
strictly to the latter’s recommenda­
tions. General Wood is in the United 
States on vacation.

The legislature meets this year in 
an atmosphere unusually tense with 
nationalistic sentiment and resent­
ment against what is considered a 
“ reactionary policy” in Washington. 
The veto by President Coolidge of the 
bill passed by the legislature provid­
ing for an insular plebiscite “ yes or 
no” on the question of independence, 
is particularly sore point.

The President’s letter to Governor 
Wood, upholding, the latter’s veto of 
the plebiscite bill, includes the Wash­
ington administrtion’s case against 
immediate independence. Speakers 
addressed the. session today denaunc- 
ing the veto and declaring that means 
would be found to hold an»“ unof fa­
cial'’ plebiscite.

In general the legislators meeting 
here today feel that their movement 
for separation from the United States 
faces a serious crisis. Clear and strik­
ing signs that American capital is 
turning its attention to the unexploit­
ed wealth of the Philippines and un­
mistakable indications that this fact 
is influencing opinion in Washington, 
have combined to convince most Fili­
pino leaders that they must act vig­
orously or see the independence 
movement crumble.

The principal problem before the 
present legislature is the control of 
$150,000,000 worth of government 
owned enterprises. The dramtic fight 
between Senator Quezon and Govern­
or General Wood which has spread 
economic turmoil and confusion 
throughout the islands for more than

a year, concerning the right to vote 
the government’s stock in these en­
terprises, has been settled for the 
time being in the governor’s favor.

Under the terms of a decision by 
the insular supreme court, the gov­
ernor was upheld in abolishing the 
old board of control, consisting of 
himself, Roxas and Quezon and in 
assuming the sole right to vote the 
government’s stock and thereby con­
trol the national enterprises.

various plans for taking this priv­
ilege away from t*he governor are 
ready for submission at this session 
of the legislature.

Other problems on Senator Que­
zon’s program for consideration at 
this term are the development of 
Mindanao, Chinese immigration and 
whether the National Supreme Coun­
cil, (a virtual consolidation of all 
political groups for the purpose of 
concentrating the fight for separa­
tion) shall continue to function or 
not. It has had a stormy life.

Captain Wilkins, prior to his Arc­
tic attempts, seriously considered the 
practicability of .air exploration in 
the Antarctic. Commander Byrd has 
frequently indicated his personal in­
terest in a future South Pole hop, and 
is said by his friends to have studied

pi oration began with the southward 
drift of ,hapless navigators seeking to 
round Cape Horn, in the seventeenth 
and eighteenth centuries.

Historically, it may be marked in 
the 1772, when bold Captain James 
Cook in the “ Resolution” and Captain 
Tobias Furneaux in the “ Adventur­
er” were the first to sail south cf 
the Antarctic circle. They reach lat­
itude of 67 degrees 15 minutes South 
before stopped by the ice.

The next great name in Antarctic 
exploration is that of James Weddell 
of Great Britain, who in the brig 
“ Jane” in 1823 reached 73 degrees 
15 minutes South before the lateness 
of the season forced him to turn 
North. Weddell Sea is named in his 
honor.

British Expedition
In 1940 the British Antarctic Ex­

pedition, commanded by Captain 
James Clark Ross cf the Royal Navy, 
made the most thorough scientific ex­
ploration in the Antarctic area yet 
attempted. They discovered the re­
gion known as Queen Victoria Land, 
and sighting twin volcanoes, named 
them after the vessels of the expedi­
tion, the “ Erebus” and the “ Terror.” 
These volcanos, one of which is a 
smoking cone, have been convenient 
vicinities for the basing of explorers, 
and may well serve as guide-posts 
lor future air navigators.

The first impprtant American Ant­
arctic exploration was that of Captain 
Charles Wilkes of the United States 
Navy, who commanded an official ex­
pedition for exploration of southern

waters in years from 1821-42. He 
claimed firsc discovery of the Antarc­
tic Continent.

H. M. S. “ Challenger,”  on Febru­
ary 16,1874, had the distinction to be 
the fiist steamer to cross the Antarc­
tic Circle. It carried a scientific ex­
pedition which made extensive sound­
ing and deep sea dredgings.

In 1898 an important Belgian ex­
pedition, under captaincy of Geofges 
Lecointe went to the Antarctic oft 
the “ Belgica.”  Aboard as mate was 
Roald Amundsen, a Norwegian, who 
thirteen years later was to conquer 
the South Pole, and some years after 
ward io organize the first trans-polar 
Artie airship cruise.

W ave of Interest
A wave of interest in Antarctic 

exploration following many cruises 
of lesser importance, led to the or­
ganization of the British National 
Antarctic Expedition of 1901, aboard 
the “ Discovery,”  under command of 
Commander R. F. Scott of the Royal 
Navy. This expedition wintered at 
77 degrees 49 minutes South lati­
tude, and established a base from 
which the first extensive land explor- 

j ation was undertaken.
I Captain Scott, Lieutenant Shackle- 
I ton and Doctor Wilson, with dog- 
; sledges, made a heroic polar dash of 
| SS0 miles in 59 days, reaching farth­
est south on December 30, 1902, at 
82 degrees 17 minutes South. News 
of this dash afterward thrilled the 
world and led to the organization of 
numerous exploring expeditions in­
cluding German and Scottish parties.

The next great spectacular achieve­
ments in Antarctic exploration were 
those of an expedition headed by 
Lieutenant E. H. Shackleton, which 
left Lyttleton, New Zealand, aboard 
the whaler “ Nimrod” in 1908. This 
expedition was the first to employ au­
tomotive power ir. the Antarctic, its 
use of gasoline sledges being success­
ful chiefly at bases. It also employ­
ed hardy Manchurian ponies for ex­
ploration.

The successes of the Shackleton 
party were, first, the ascension of 
Mount Eeerebus, 13,300 feet in ele­
vation; second, the locating of the 
Magnetic South Pole at 72 degrees 25 
minutes South latitude, 155 degrees 
1*5 -minutes East longitude; and 
third, the polar dash led by Shackle­
ton in person.

A party of four reach 38 degrees 
23 minutes south, proving a great pla­
teau existent in the polar region. 
Their southermost point was at an 
altitude of 11,600 feet. When obliged 
to turn back by scanty food sup­
plies the Shackleton party was only 
ninety-seven miles from the south 
pole.

Roald Amundsen
Captain Roaid Amundsen, improv­

ing earlier experience, passed a win­
ter at the Bay of Whales, and then 
carefully arranged a series of ad­
vance depots and caches in the direc­
tion of the pole. He started from a 
depot at 80 degrees South in October, 
1911, with five men, fifty-two dogs 
and four sledges. On December 14 he 
arrived al the pole, where he remain- 
o-. f.-r r*oout throe days, making the 
Norwtgisr. flag and n- in.-.I the re­
gion King Haakon III Plateau.

Amundsen and party returned to 
Hobart, Tasmania, aboard his ship the

Tniriy-five days 
after Amundsen had reached the pole, 
Captain Robert F. Scott of the Bri­
tish Royal Navy with four compan­
ions arrived there, on January 18, 
1912, and found the marks and rec­
ords of their predecessors.

On the return trip Captain Scott 
and party encountered a terrible 
blizzard. Edgar Evans, petty officer* 
was first to die, on February 17.

Captain Scott, Doctor Wilson and 
Lieutenant Bowers died from exhaus­
tion and exposure on March 29th.
