MEMPHIS, April 30.—Since the
Beginning, man has gathered at the
river. It has enriched his soil,
watered his flocks and herds, and
transported his goods to the market

Men crowded in along the Nile and
settled there, they moved in along the
Rhine, and the Tiber and the Dan-
ube; and more than 1900 years ago,
when Caesar’s galleys swept up the
gloomy Thames, they were there,
peering out from the underbrush
with startled eyes.

The river has always called with a|
lure like that of the sea, and man has|
always built his_proudest cities on|
their bluffs. |

Today, there are more than 150,-
000 people in this vast section from|
whom the Father of Waters has taken i
away. Their lands have been rav-|
ages, their homes wrecked, and their

valued possessions - sent bobbing
along the current like corks on a mill
pond.

. To understand what has hanpened !

to this fertile valley of the Missis- |
sippi, -one must understand what was
there before. l
" From Cairo to Bicksburg, the Mis-|
sissippi coils and uncoils lazily, kiss-
ing the banks on: either side with a
rough affectionate kiss. It winds
along by pleasant meadows, and
through green-leafed groves; ‘it laps
softly at the landing places.

From the river back there stretch
vast fields which lose themselves in
the purple smudge hanging over the
timber line far away. In the spring,
these fields are ruffled with great
furrows where the gelid soil has been

7 turned up; in the summer, they shine

like white fireflies as the cotton
bursts into bloom.
. Powderpuff clotuds hang wmotion-

less in blue skies, and a genial
warmth fills the land. Down in the
creek beds where giant cypress trees
orow, birds of brilliant plumage flit
from tree to tree, and sing the song
of spring. ¢ S

And scattered throughout this vast
domain of King Cotton are many
small outposts—pleasant little towns
of what houses and nicket fences; a
hank with an ambitious plate glass
front, two _or three .general stores
where gathers the village forum to
thrash out mighty problems.

Rose bushes and big vards, and
white painted churches with mellow
bells, lean: horses with drooning
heads at the hitching posts, and hogs
that root about contentedly. A
pleasant, genial, soft-speaking peo-
ple, who live leisurely.

Roads are under water, and there
is heard mno lumbering of heavy
wagon, no crack of the whip, or
clucks of the driver. A vast silence
everywhere, with drear skies and
gray, wind-driven clouds.

Now mnarrow levees, where once
double teams could be driven, stick
up - like lean backbones—narrow
ridges, on many of which there
stand refugees, driven up from the
lowlands, waiting to be taken off.

They come down to the boat land-

ings in droves, and stand there in the

midst of their household goods,
peering at the bend <up the rivert
urning their heads to hear the first
blast of the rescue boats, they turn
back once—women with a last|
thought of their flowers and gardens,
lean-faced men with last thoughts of
land under water, stock and possibly
that new radio set gone—then climb
wearily aboard and settle themselves
for the trip to the refugee camps.

They have toiled in the fields and
in the gardens; they have built well;
they have gathered at the river to
water their stock, and ship their
commerce and build their cities; to
take from life, and give to this coun-
try a civilization.

If the river is inexorable, if it is
grim, if it is relentless, then these
people are an inexorable, a grim, a
relentless people, too. They will not
quit; many of them are refusing to

America’s Opportunity.

As all these affairs concern China
vastly more than they do ourselves,
every American should endeavor to
see them from the - Chinese stand-
point. The southern Chinese believe
they are fully justified in their con-
tention against the capitalistic gov-
ernments. They do mnot believe any
other self-respecting government
would endure what China has submit-
ted to through the years.

Here in America we find many
who are in sympathy with this view.
There are those who believe that the
United States government is making

a great mistake in sending troops to:

China. In Charlotte, N. C., a few
days past a representative gathering
of business men voted 80 per cent
against such action. There are num-
bers who think our government
would do well to simply get Ameri-
cans where they can be protected,
and leave China to fight out her own

unwilling to leave their posts then let!

If, however, the United States can
hold aloof from the conflict she will
be able, as no other country, to play
a great and useful part in bringing
peace among the conflicting forces.
TheThe Chinese as a rule are a pa-
tient people, ready to listen to rea-
son. The United States up until re-
cently, at least, has been held in
higher esteem than any other nation.
