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' FARMER-TRANSPORTATION

«While in point of time develop-
ment of transportation facilities has
brought the farmer closer to his m?.r-
ket, geographically it has carru_sd
him farther and farther from  it.
Even for perishables the significance
of time and distance has been great-
| 1y reductd by refrigeration. These
very factors which have enabled the
farmer to reach more distant markets
have made possible the expansion of
those markets through concentration
of industrial population, This, in
turn encouraging the use of more and
more remote areas for agricultural
production, The result has been to
attenuate if not to destroy the farm-
er’s contact with the consumer.

#Not only was the field of compe-
tition extended by the opening up of

new regions to commercial agricul-
ture, but its force was intensified byi
improved technique of production, |

which tended to outrun increasing
demand. To relieve this situation,
the farmer is compelled more and
more to turn his attention to distri-
bution,. seeking to cheapen the pro-
cess, shorten the route, economical-
ly if not physically, and renew his
contact with the consumer,
' “An essential step toward these
ends is standardization of products.
In the common language of stan-
dardized grades is found the meet-
ing ground with marketing - agen-
cies and consumers of which he. has
been deprived by geographic remote-
ness.  Moreover in standardized
grades is found' a meeting ground
with othér agricultural producers,
affording the fundamental basis for
competition. Through this medium
the essential factors of a market can
be brought together on a scale com-
mensurate in extent with that of
production and consumption without
assémbling those factors  physically.
The market can be brought to the
farmer. when he can no longer carry
his ‘produce to it.

‘“While this step in distribution is

being brought upon the farmer by the !

same economic. forces that have in-
duced manufacturers to establish
nationally advertised brands and
trade-marks and ‘to. put up package
* goods which are carried sealed from
factory to consumer, the farmer’s re-
sponse hasg been somewhat different.
In manufacturing industries these dis-
tributive devices have been made
possible by concentration of manage-
ment and by production in large-scale
units. Because of the nature of one
of its raw. materials, land, agricul-
ture must remain relatively decen-
tralized in operation.

“Many of the advantages of large
scale organization for studying the
technique of production are already
available to farmers through the
service of Federal and State depart-
ments of agriculture and agricultur-
al colleges and experiment !stations.
Benefits of grading and large-scale
marketing operations are secured in
some instances by cooperative organi-
zations - among farmers. There re-

mains for others, however; the need |’

for control of quality and mainten-
ance of standards such as are provid-
ed for manufacturers by large-scale
organization.

“Grading of produce is a natural
step in the effort of cooperative or-
ganizations to market against compe-
tition from individual producers,
and much has been done anyong their
memberships to raise standards of
quality. Rather than to develop their
own grades, however, the tendency
is for cooperative marketing associa-
tions to adopt United States stan-
dards, where such standards have
been established, because of the wide

recognition accorded them in the
trade. :

“There are, on the other hand,
some outstanding 'instances where
cooperative associations have estab-
‘lished their own grades as well as

brands, and by means of extensive
advertising ‘})\ave secured for them re-
cognition not only in this country but
abroad.

‘““As yet grading even by such as-
' sociations is largely on the basis of
cxternal characteristics = similar  to
those found in government stanaards.
Whether greater refinements in stan-
dards of quality are possible for many
farm products and can be secured by
growers’ organizations, and whether
the market will support them if they
can, is still to be seen. Even along
the line of present attainments, the
movement toward standardizing
grades of agricultural produets,
whether issuing in governmental ac-
tivity or producer control, is bound
to have a great influenee upon fu-
ture developments in the agriculture
of the country.”

NEW YORK, Aug. 17.—Ever
since. Jack Sharkey disappointed
those who had picked him to beat
i Jack Dempsey and those who had
bet on him as the winner,  stories
have been circulated that he can’t
take it and that he is yellow.

. It is true that he can’t take it but
no’ other fighter with the stoutest
heart in the world could have taken
the body punishment he took from
Dempsey and stand up under it. The
inference that he is yellow is unwar-
ranted and grossly unfair.

The records do show that Sharkey
claimed fouls in a number of fights
but. it is no trait of cowardice and it
is no crime to claim anything if you
can get away from it.

It did appear in his fight with
Tiempsey that he curled up and step-
red back but he couldn’t do any-
thing else under the punishment he
was forced to take.

Skarkey is not yellow and he
 doesn’t lack a fighting heart.

He couldn’t have been yellow when
he went after Harry Wills. The big
inegro heavyweight had been dodged
by every heavyweight in the division
for years. The impression always
will remain that Dempsey was afraid
of him but that also is untrue. Demp-
sey never fought Wills because the
match couldn’t be staked for some
reason that can only be guessed at.

After the Tunney-Dempsey battle,
Charkey decided that his time had
come and he told his manager, John-
nv Bucklev to get a mateh with Wills.

future would be ruined. ' But Shar-
key showing the courage of a fight-
er, carried the fight to Wills and
beat him up so badly that he sneak-
ed out on a foul.

| Sharkey also fought and beat
George Godfrey when he was con-
sidered bad news by all the other
fighters. A good many smart man-
agers regard Godfrey now as one of
the best heavyvweights in the division.

Sharkey didn’t have to fight Demp-
sey. It is well to consider that.

After he had won a decisive vie-
tory of Jim Maloney, Tex Rickard de-
cided that he was ready for a big
shot but he had doubts about his
drawing power against Tunney.

When Dempsey decided to return
to the ring, Rickard suggested the
match to Sharkey.

Sharkey against the charge that he
lacks courage is William A. Mul-
doon, veteran member of the New
York boxing commission.

Muldoon, although a great admir-
er of Sharkey, would not let his opin-
rion be influenced by sentiment.

“It is unfair and almost damnable
