Secretary M e 11 o n Has 
Issued Orders To Rid

WASHINGTON, Sept. 10.— 1The 

United States dry service is to b_- rid 
of its chief flatly called “ crooks.”

Assistant Secretary of the Treas­
ury Loman’s charges that the serv­
ice is “ rampant with bribery” is be­
ing followed today by the most sen­
sational house cleaning in prohibi­
tion history.

Secretary of Treasury Mellon has 
given the order to free the organiza­
tion of grafters. The intelligence 
unit of the internal revenue bureau 
is investigating the entire dry per­
sonnel from administrators down.
•» A special tr  usury decision has 

been issued to allow internal revenue 
slueths to work within the prohibi­
tion bureau. '

; LoWman and Mellon it is said, be­
lieved the investigations and spy 
work sho.uld be done by detectves 
not connected with prohibition work.

Wets and drys today seized upon 
assistant secretary of the treasury, 
bowman's startling charges of brib­
ery in dry work, and his prediction 
of fifty years to make prohibition ef­
fective.

The anti-saloon league through its 
general superintendent, F. Scott Mc- 
Bruee issued a statement charging 
that there would have beer, fewer 
“ crooks”  for bowman to discover 
now if “ only sincere believers in 
the policy of prohibition had been 
appointed”  to the enforcement rank.

Sheriff Allen Seale of Dallas had 
received an order from District 
Judge W. R. Chapman of Abilene to 
keep Conaster in custody until fur­
ther orders. Judge Chapman said he 
did not think it would be safe to re­
turn Conaster to Roby at this time.

Louis J. Wortham 
Answers Final 
Call In Greenville

G REEENVILLE, Sept. 10.—  

Col. Louis J. W ortham, 67, one o f 
the most colorfu l veteran journal­
ists o f Texas, died in a  local hos­
pital late today, follow ing k week’ s 
illness. He was one o f the found­
ers o f  the Fort W orth Star and 
later became editor in chief when 
the Star was consolidated with the 
Fort W orth Telegram.

He began his journalistic career 
as a printer. In later years he was 
at various times an author, news­
paper publisher and M exico City 
correspondent for  New York news- 
sapers.

BISHOP SAYS

Nurse In Her Cell Sa.ys “ Let 
Bailey tell it— Preachers 
A lw ays Tell the Truth.”

ENID, Okla., Sept. 10.— The Rev. 

Charles. Bailey, rector of St. Mat­
thews Episcopal parish, tonight faced 
a shrouded Sabbath while church and 
state reached out for explanations 
for deaths of his wife and daughter, 
gone mysteriously in the shadows.

In the county jail, refusing food 
and defiant, remained Miss Mary At­
kinson, 26-year-old nurse, confidante 
and convert of the minister’s house­
hold and accused by his children.

U the crypt of the rector’s church 
Sunday will rest the bodies of his 
wife and his 18-year-okl daughter, 
Mary Jane, victims of sudden paraly­
sis while being attended by the nurse 
and two of the minister’s family of 
six to suffer a strange illness.

While Bishop Cecil Seaman con­
ducts the last rites Sunday, a path­
ologist in Oklahoma City will bo /ex­
amining the viscera of the daughter 
to obtain a chemical analysis for 
what the state now labels “ poison­
ing.”

Arriving today, Bishop Seaman ex­
pressed belief that his fellow' church­
man would be observed of any blame 
in the case.

Tonight the bishop was to visit the 
nurse in her cell where she defiantly 
commented, “ Let Bailey tell it; 
preachers always tell the truth.”

North Carolina’s first evolution 
trial, a consolidated libel action for 
$60,000, brought by Rev. Dr. James 
R. Pentuff, Baptist clergyman of 
Concord, against Publisher John A. 
Park of the Raleigh Times, and for­
mer editor Oscar J. Coffin, has been 
won by the defendants.

Twice this controversy, growing out 
of the Poole biil to prevent the teach­
ing of evolution in state-supported 
schools, has been in the state courts. 
The Times, its publisher and its edi­
tor were sued in October last year, 
but Judge A. M. Stack presiding at 
the trial non-suited the plaintiff, Dr. 
Pentuff, on the ground that the edi­
torial animadversions upon him did 
not constitute a cause of action.

Dr. Pentuff speaking on the Poole 
, bill before the 1925 general assembly, 
was characterized by Editor Coffin 
as an “ immigrant ignoramus,” as 
“ unmannerly in debate” and “ un­
charitable in his conduct tov/ard 
members of his denomination.” The 
editorial assault on the cleric was 
twice made.

When the several anti-evolutionist 
! organizations in the summer of 1926 
] undertook to elect a legislature 
I which would outlaw evolution, Dr. 
Pentuff entered the fight and came 
to Wake county 25 miles from 
Raleigh, where he lectured on the 
subject of evolution and his meetings 
pledged war on the evolutionists. It 
was here that Editor Coffin twice at­
tacked him and twice was sued with 
his associate Mr. Park.

The supreme court sitting on the 
first litigation reversed the judgment 
of the October court and held action­
able per se the words of the Raleigh 
Times. Nevertheless, the newspaper 
men went to trial Aug. 25, and with­
out1' offering testimony, reiterated 
their allegations against the minister. 
The paper refused to print a retrac­
tion and to avail itself of the libel 
laws mitigating damages. Without 
putting on its own witnesses, the pa­
per went to the jury after having re­
peated its charges against the clergy­
man, and in two hours it won a ver­
dict holding that its words assaulting 
the minister were time and that the 
damage to his character was exactly 
a cipher.

The Mexican official said his gov­
ernment had been experimenting 
with distance flights over mountain 
ranges to test the practicability of 
proposed aid mail and passenger 
service with Mexican-built planes.

125 Room Structure

The news that all Eastland has 
been waiting for was given out last 
night by representatives of the Jes­
sie H. Jones interests of Houston and 
W. C. Hedrick, owner of the Hotel 
Connellee to be constructed in East- 

.land. They announced that co.i- 
j tracts for the -ve been let
and that actual work will start im­
mediately. Work has been delay­
ed due to the fact that all papers 
could not be cleared up and that un­
til these things were cleai*ed it was* 
not advisable to begin construction.

' The contract for the work has been 
let to the Bellows-McClay Construc­
tion company of Dallas, the lowest 
bidders on the work. Several con­
tractors of note sent in bids on the 
new iiote lbut the award was given to 
Bellows-McClay, both for their low 
bid and time promised for comple­
tion. Contract calls for completion 
in six months.

The contract as let calls for a 
modern, beautiful and imposing 
structure of eight stories. The 
building will be of reinforced con­
crete and brick and will consist of 
125 rooms, approximately, with 
baths. A spacious lobby, for which 
the oil men of Eastland have long 
waited, will be one of the features* 
of the building. Rooms will be well 
ventilated and furnished with at­
tractive and practical furiture. The 
hotel, will face on West Main, just 
one-half block off the square.

Mr. Brown, foreman of construc­
tion, says several carloads of mater­
ials are already enroute to Eastland 
and that work will be started imme­
diately. A crew of men have been 
at work this week tearing out the 
wooden and concrete foundation that 
were left standing when work stop­
ped some years ago. It will be neces­
sary to excavate several feet deeo- 
er in order to place reinforced foun­
dation for the building. A large tool 
and cement bouse has already been 
constructed and is. located just west 
of the hotel site.

The Hotel Connellee is the culmi­
nation of the work of many promi­
nent citizens who have long realized 
the need of Eastland for a good 
hotel. They have been endeavoring 
to get construction on the hotel for 
some time and it is assured them 
that work will be rushed as fast as 
possible.

The local committee in charge of 
handling the work consists of John 
D. McRae, T. L. Overbey, J. E.
Lewis and Cyrus B. Frost.

. Since Lindbergh spanned the At­

lantic three other planes have suc­
cessfully made the flight from Amer­
ica to Europe and four have made the 
flight across the Pacific from Cali­
fornia to Honolulu. But while these 
seven planes have been successful, 
seven others apparently have gone 
down at sea.

It seems now that all hope has 
been abandoned for the recovery of 
two planes in the Dole air race and 
a third’ plane, Dallas Spirit, which 
went to search for the lost Dole 
flyers. Seven people were lost in 
these three planes. Another lone 
flyer, Paul Redfern has been missing 
for weeks and thei’e seems little 
chance that he will ever be found. 
Three persons in an attempted cross­
ing of the Atlantic from. England to 
America have been lost and now two 
planes in an attempted flight from 
New Foundland to England or other 
European countries are lost at sea 
with little chance of their ever being 
rescued.

But how the people of this coun­
try have an entirely different atti­
tude toward flying, especially long 
overseas flights. Effoits are being 
made to stop every proposed flight 
from this country to points that will 
take the planes beyond the most rea­
sonable bounds of safety. The army 
and navy are doing everything in 
their power to discourage long dan­
gerous flights and the backers of-in­
dividual flights are doing the same 
thing. Backers of the Royal Wind­
sor flight have called o ff the flight 
from Windsor, Ontario, to Windsor, 
England. And now every effort ap­
parently is being made to bring press­
ure to bear on the around-the-world 
flyers, Brock and Schlee, to have 
them abandon the idea of trying to 
cross the broad Pacific.

The whole thing presents a very 
sudden and a complete change of 
mind toward flying, all within the 
space of a few weeks time.

or to control it with thermostats,*’

Back in the early 90’s a prospect­

or claimed he had a map that would 
locate a silver lead in Eastland coun­
ty, near the present town of Olden. 
A company was formed, composed 
mostly of Eastland men, and min­
ing for silver was carried on from 
1892 to 1894, Moss Hollow, across 
from the old Butler place, about a 
mile this side, of Olden.

A smelter which can still be seen 
by passengers of the Texas and Paci­
fic trains, if they know just where 
to spot it, still stands as a mute senti­
nel over the blasted hopes of the 
once thriving Silver Pass Mining- 
company.

Olden was not then Olden or any 
other place for that matter. When 
the railroad came to West Texas, the 
engines of the Texas and Pacific 
trains, were fueled with wood and 0. 
L. Scarborough, an uncle of Mrs. M. 
H. Hagaman, had the contract for 
furnishing the road with wood. A 
switch was built to the wood yard, 
and it was called Duroc for an Eng­
lishman that was connected with the 
railroad, but when Olden was slated 
for a postoffice the name was chang­
ed to Hillis for J. A. Hillis, roadmas- 
ter of the road, who now lives in 
Ranger, however, that name did not 
meet with the approval of the post- 
office department, nor did the name 
of Silver Pass, so R. F. Olden, post­
master then at Eastland, followed a 
suggestion that it be called after 
himself, wrote the department to 
that effect, and the new mining town 
received its name in that manner.

Great Excitement.
A great deal of excitement follow­

ed the. search for silver. Stores and 
residences, sprang up and a depot was 
put in at Olden.

The search for silver or the mines 
as they were hopefully called, were 
on what is known as Moss Curve. 
Shafts were dug far back into the 
lulls and ore was shipped away to be 
assayed. A padlocked door still 
bars the world from one of the 
shafts, and the secrets of the unpro­
fitable mine. For it evidently did 
not “ pan” out. Reports on the tests 
were not favorable and like many a 
mining city, it faded away almost as 
quickly as it sprung into existance.

Mr. M. H. Hagaman of Ranger, 
sent a test of the ore to Raleigh, Mo., 
for examination, but the report was 
not favorable, so he did not take any 
stock in the company.

Most of the stockholders were 
Eastland men. G. R. Whittington, 
father of Mrs. M. H. Hagaman, O. L.

Scarborough, George Brice, J. P. 
Shannon, father of 0. K. Shannon of 
Foi't Worth and then in the general 
merchandise business- in Eastland, 
were among those interested.

The excitement that centered 
around the Silver mine ran its short 
course in less than, two years. All. 
that remains now to tell the story of 
the efforts of men to find the silver 
lead of the old prospector, is an old 
boiler and engine and the remains of 
a smelter, that stood ready to do its 
part in taking care of the bullion the 
mine was expected to yield.

* FOR RANGER AS OIL TERRITORY

Frank Kell, builder of failyoad 
but always a grain man, spoke to a 
large num W  of Ranger citizen.?, Fri­
day afternoon at the Gholson hotel, 
when he stopped in Ranger for an 
hour on his return trip fom Dublin, 
the terminal of his newly acquired 
railroad, the Wichita Falls, Ranger 
and Fort Worth.

Mr. Kell was accompanied by L. M. 
Bassett,' vice president and general 
manager of the Wichita Falls and 
Southern, 0 . G. Womack, auditor, 
F. 0. Shell, master mechanic, and 
R. H. Schultz, traffic manager.

A committee of twelve Ranger 
men met the party at the station. At 
the Gholson hotel, a large crowd of 
Ranger business and professional 
men listened to Mr. Kell talk for il- 
most an hour.

Mr. Kell, who perhaps is Texas’ 
greatest railroad magnate, told of 
the time when he and his father came 
to Ranger from Breckonridge, where 
they were then located in 1876, 
touching thus on the past

In regard to the present Mr. Kell 
took up the subject of the Federal 
Reserve Banks and what they had 
done to help promote general pros­
perity and advised business men to 
expand their business as far as its 
capacity would permit. He said that 
he saw no reason why every institu­
tion should not develop but there had 
been times when he had not been so 
optimistic and had advised business’ 
men to retrench and not expand.

Except for the speculative flurry 
of two vears ago, which sene rubber 
tc over a dollar a pound, there has 
been no real test of the power of the 
act, in limiting the world’s supply of 
new, high-grade rubber.

In the first place, when the British 
Malayans established the figures 
known as “ standard production,” in 
1921, before passing the law. they 
obtained production figures from 
every grower. And the growers, in­
spired by a perfectly human desire to 
appear “ as" big as the other fellow,” 
inflated their figures considerably, 
so that when export was established 
under the Stevenson law on “ standard 
production” it was not actual at all, 
and cutting off ten per cent from 
time to time from figures fictitious­
ly large did net seriously affect the 
supply, though the publicity and spec­
ulative fever that accompanied the 
move did bring up the price marvel­
ously for a time.

When the speculators were sated 
and the tire making, selling and using 
public disturbed, the price receded, 
until it is now down to about where 
the planters wanted it raised to, 
when they made overtures to Ameri­
can manufacturers before passing 
the Stevenson Act.

However, demand, the use of rub­
ber, has grown marvelously in the 
last five years and the need for this 
strange and most useful substance 
has increased— so that it is now up 
to and beyond the artificial standard 
production figures of a few years 
ago.

Meantime the Malayans raised the 
minimum price per pound that would 
cause less restriction, to 42 cents a 
pound. Rubber is lower than that 
now, consequently more restriction 
of export goes into effect, at once. 
Exports from British Malaya for the 
rest of 1927 will be less tnan 17,000 
tons a month, compared with an aver-

HAS 37,000,000 MEMBERS

GENEVA.— Organized labor thru- 
out the world now has a total mem­
bership of over 37,000,000 according 
to statistics completed by the Inter­
national Labor bureau here.,

Of this number, only about one- 
third or 13,000,000 are affiliated 
with the International Federation of 
Trade Unions which has its headquar- ’ 
ters in Amsterdam.

Of those countries where the bulk 
of organized labor is aligned with 
the Amsterdam organization, Germ- ( 
any heads the list with 4,582,366 i 
members, while England comes sec- j 
ond with 4,365,619.

These are the only centers that to­
tal over a million members. Among 
next larger ones are Australia with 
800,000 workers; France with 600,-; 
000 and Belgium with 550,000.

Special mention is made in the 
report of Argentine with its 82,000 
workers who are affiliated with the 
Amsterdam International as. one of 
the. over-sea countries that has made 
the most remarkable progress in this 
respect. |

PARIS.— When he is at Paris, 
Marshal Foch leads an active life as 
president of the allied military com- 

o f  •Versailles, the organisation 
Which controlled the disarmament of 
Germany, until the recent transfer 
of that question to the League of 
Nations.
r Foch arises at an early hour, and 

about 9 o’clock goes to his head­
quarters, Boulevard Des Invalides. 
He immediately goes into conference 
with his chief of staff, General Bar- 
attier and then goes over the pile of 
letters that is found every morning 
on his desk.

As in the case pf the mail of all 
world figures, Foch’s letters contain 
many curious requests. Most numer­
ous are the simple requests for au­
tographs. There are m an/ letters 
ffom women. One of these ladies 
asked Foch to pin the Sacred Heart 
on the French flag. One enterpris 
ing American business man asket 
Foch for authorization to parade the 
former Kaiser in an iron cage across 
the United States.
’ After he has finished his mail, 

Foch turns to the morning newsna- 
pjers tq acquaint himself with the 
news of the world. He reads careful­
ly the news, and at times he shrugs 
his shoulders with a movement of 
displeasure when he remarks publish­
ed error concerning his own work.

Foch has'a thorough contempt for 
all forms of praise. *

“ Write whatever you l ik: con­
cerning me,” he said one day to 
a newspaper man, “ it will effect me 
about as much as if I were that 
bronze statue that you see on the 
mantel-piece.”

: Until noon, when he is not occu­
pied with the deliberations of the 
lied military, committee or the con­
ference' of ambassadors, Foch re­
ceives visitors who have sought aud­
iences with him.

After lunch, the marshal is back at 
his office reading :or writing reports. 
He frequently presides at various 
ceremonies. Every Thursday without 
fail, Foch goes.do the session of the 
French Academy, where he holds a 
seat as one o f ’France’s “ immortals.” 

At the end of the day, leaving his 
vast office, decorated with beautiful 
furniture of the French empire peri­
od, Foch returns home, where he 
spends the majority of his evenings, 
surrounded by his wife, his two 
daughters, his son-in-law Captain 
Tournier and his grandchildren. The 
marshal from time to time plays bil­
liards, at which he excels.

Foch’s home, near the Place des 
Invalides, is an old mansion which 
the French government put at the 
marshall’s disposal. In Foch’s pri­
vate office-library at home one sees 
his desk charged? with papers, but 
kept in the greatest order. On the 
walls there are portraits of the great 
Napoleon, the Kings of England and 
Belgium, Marshal Douglas Haig, the 
marshal’s loyal friend General Wey- 
gdnd his-marshal’s baton, carrying 
his name and the inscription “ Gloria 
Belli Decus Pacis.” There are sabres 
one of a German prince killed during 
the war, helmets, etc., relics of the 
world Conflict and wars of other 
days.
