commercial men, teachers 
others.”

Hindenburg— was erected during the 
war at the end of Berlin’s avenue of 
Victory.

It was to be covered with nails, 
driven one by one by patriotic Ger­
mans, who, for the privilege of put­
ting a bit more iron into the field 
marshall, were to pay a small contri­
bution to German war charities.

The idea flivvered. Long before 
the war ended what was at first pop­
ular pilgrimage had tried Berliners, 
tmd the -statue remained, its wood 
work rotting in huge uncovered pat­
ches and its scattered r*ash of nails 
rusting.

Breckenridge Is One Which 

Has Salary Boosted to 
$3 ,200 -$6 ,000 .

WASHINGTON, June 17.— Post­
master General Hayes today an­
nounced a large number of postof­
fice changes in Texas, with conse­
quent readjustment of salaries of 
postmasters. Seven second class of­
fices were raised to first class and 
the salaries of their postmasters 
hereafter will be between $3,200 
and $6,000 instead of between 
$2,300 and $3,200 as heretofore. 
These offices are Breckenridge 
Burkburnett, Brownwood, Cisco, 
Denton, Palestine and San Angelo.

Farmersville was dropped from 
second class to third class, decreas­
ing the salary of the postmaster. 
Bluffdale, Francitas, Ochiltree and 
Onalaska dropped out of the presi­
dential class altogether and hereaf­
ter will be fourth class postoffices.

Twenty-three postoffices were 
raied from third to second class and 
their postmasters* hereafter will re­
ceive salaries of from $2,300 *to 
$3,200. These postoffices are: Al­
pine, Anson, Atlanta, Chillicohte, 
Clifton, Conroe, Desdemona, Eagle 
Lake, Fredericksburg, Harlingen, 
Haskell, Hico, Hubbard, Kennedy, 
Merkel, Nocona, Paducah, Post, 
Santa Anna, Schulenburg, Silsbee, 
Texas City and Wolf City.

Hughes Says Separate Peace 
With Teutons Is One 

Pr?me Requisite.

WASHINGTON, June 17.— With 
congress moving slowly toward a 
declaratory state of peace, Secretary 
Hughes today was understood to be 
studying the question of a treaty 
with Germany.

TIGHE’S SLAYER MIGHT 
BE TRIED AT FT. WORTH

FORT WORTH, June 17.— Should 
anyone ever be indicted for the mur­
der of Mike R. Tighe, Texas & Pa­
cific conductor, shot Tuesday while 
trying to keep a negro from break­
ing into the express car near Tiffin, 
he may be tried in Tarrant county.

Ranger and ride the vestibule near 
the express car and who said there 
were two white men aiso on the ves­
tibule. *

Reports to Fort Worth are th* t 
five negroes are being held at East- 
land for investigation, but it has not 
been learned if any of them bear 
scars about their heads.

PRISONERS MAKE

PORTLAND, Ore., June 17.—Roy 
Gardner, mail car bandit, who was

OKLAHOMA 1$ 
BUZZING WITH 

HARVEST TUNE
Threshing Outfits Creeping 

North and West in Wake 
of Fallen Grain.

By Associated Press.
OKLAHOMA CITY, Okla. June 16 

—Harvest season has turned: Okla­
homa into a hive of industry and 
along the highways and byways the 
hum and throb of harvest life hold 
forth.

Spots of gold that only a fortnight 
ago blended with the Tighter, even 
yellowish, shades of green in scat 
tered wheat fields of southwest Ok 
lahoma, have spread fanlike to the 
north and west until now the wheat 
belt of the state, located in the cen 
tral, northern and northwestern sec­
tions, is a huge mantle of golden tex­
ture, covering the rolling prairie with 
its billowy folds. The blue denim of 
the harvester adds contrast here and 
there over the fields, while the rhyth­
mic whirr of the binder and header 
fills the air from dawn until dusk.

Wheat and oats that were cut 
nearly a fortnight ago in the extreme 
southwest portion have been threshed 
and slowly the threshing outfits are 
creeping northward and westward in 
the wake of the falling grain. An­
other ten days to two weeks and the 
harvest wave will have crossed the 
state line into Kansas, from whence 
it will push, always northward, into 
Nebraska and the Dakotas.

Labor Plentiful.
With a plentiful supply of labor, 

enhanced by such speed machines as 
combines, which cut and thresh the 
grain simultaneously, Oklahoma was 
expected to complete its harvest 
quickly. Approximately 3,050,000 
acres of wheat and 1,600,000 acres of 
oats will fall before the sickle, ac­
cording to John A. Whitehurst, pres­
ident of the state board of agricul­
ture. The condition of both grains 
had improved materially during the 
two weeks preceding harvest, he said, 
owing tb plentiful moisture, and only 
unfavorable climatic conditions ' at 
harvest would reduce an estimated 
yield of about 36,000,000 bushels of 
wheat and 50,000,000 bushels Of oats.

Last year, the 2,900,00 acres of 
wheat harvested in Oklahoma pro­
duced 42,000,000 bushels of grain, 
while the 1,500,000 acres of oats 
yielded 48,000,000.

INDIANS IN
AMERICA ARE 

NOT SCARCE
Report Shows More T h a n  

Third of a Million 
Here Now.

By Associated P re«*
ST, PAUL, Minn., June 16.— The 

American Indians are not decreasing 
in numbers, according to Dr. Elmer 
E. Higley of Des Moines, who was 
recently appointed superintendent of 
Indian work of the Methodist Episco­
pal church, who is here attending the 
conference of American Indian mis­
sionaries.

“ There are more than one-third of 
a million Indians in the United 
States,” added Rev. Higley, “ and fif­
ty-seven distinct languages are spok­
en.

“A survey among the Indians has 
just recently been made by the cen­
tenary officials and shows that not 
only the full blooded Indians are in­
creasing, hut also the mixed bloods, 
with better homes, medical attention, 
and better care of Indian babies and

with the missionaries taking the gos­
pel of soap, sanitation and salvation, 
■the increase of the number of Indians 
will continue. __

“ Two-thirds cannot understand me 
American language. Thirteen per 
cent of the Indians are afflicted with 
tuberculosis, and 80,000 suffer; from 
trachoma. Three out of every five 
Indian children die before the age of 
five years.

“ There are 430 Protestant mission­
aries and 275 Catholic, with 616 
church buildings with a membership 
of 42,000 Protestants and 51,000 
Catholics.

“ Fully two-thirds of the whole In­
dian population is yet without gos­
pel privileges whatever, either Prot­
estant or Catholic. The Methodist 
centenary program plans large enter­
prises among the red men.”

The following letter from Commis­
sioner of Indian Affairs Charles H. 
Burke, to the Rev. Higley, was road 
at the conference:

“ The progress that has been made 
in the civilization of the Indians and 
their present development would have 
been impossible if it had not been for 
the missionaries that were the pio­
neers in laying the foundation for 
the religious and educational welfare 
of these people, and it is my hope 
that we may have the assistance and 
co-operation of all missionary soci­
eties in our endeavor to hasten the 
time when all of the Indians in the 
country may become respectable, 
self-supporting, Christian citizens. _

A second conference of Indians will 
■be. held at Salem, Ore., on June 27.

j BRITISH GOVERNMENT
! N SELLS ADVERTISING 

ON OFFICIAL PAPERS

LONDON, June 16.—A new depar­
ture in government transactions is 
the disposal, for a cash consideration, 
of advertising space on census papers; 
a proceeeding which the official mind 
would formerly have looked upon with 
horror.

Even now, a proposal of an enter­
prising advertising agency to pay the 
government 11,000 pounds for the use 
of the backs of 11,000,000 forms to 
be used in the forthcoming national

census, was at first summarily re­
jected by Dr. Christopher ,Addison3 the 
health minister. f

Sir Alfred Mond, first commissioner 
of works, and a keen business man, 
saw the advantage of drawing revenue 
from this source and persuaded the 
minister to consent to the innovation.
Some time ago, the same advertising 

firm offered 50,000 pounds for the 
use of empty space on ration books; 
but the authorities would not listen to 
the proposal.

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MEETING FARM NEEDS.

M. R. Newnham spoke straight 
from the shoulder the other night 
in telling the public forum of trade 
conditions as he saw them. More es­
pecially were his remarks pungent in 
dwelling upon the farm trade which 
Ranger formerly drew from a vast 
scope of territory.

This farm trade was lost to Ran­
ger for several reasons after the 
coming of oil, said Mr. Newnham. 
Principal among these, perhaps, was 
the fact that every farmer expected 
to be enriched and suspended farm­
ing. Then there was the condition of 
the roads. Then, it must admitted, 
boom day prices here were higher 
than they were in towns not so over­
flowing with trade. - Naturally the 
farmer went to those places. Lastly, 
the merchants here, most of them 
coming with oil developments, looked 
only to supplying the oil trade and 
did not carry the. articles that the 
farm trade demanded.

The farmer* are coming back to 
the Ranger territory. There are ten 
this year to one last year. Next year 
there will be 100 to this year’s ten. 
That increase in farmers means a 
tremendous increase in the volume of 
farm; trade, if conditions are satisfac­
tory.

Ranger should waste no effort In 
establishing an entente cordiale with 
its farm population. Its merchants 
should solicit their trade, both with 
prices and with the commodities they 
demand and by doing things to help 
the mutual interests.

The day is gone when all a mer­
chant had to do was obtain a stock 
of something or other and' open his 
doors. Trade today must be catered 
to with prices and commodities and 
.service, just as has always been the 
case in normal communities. Perhaps 
Ranger merchants are doing those 
very things today. . If so, a cam­
paign of education should make those 
facts known. If not, the situation 
should be studied and steps taken to 
cater to the farm trade as well as 
other lines.

Let the steamship companies re­
sponsible for the presence of a sur­
plusage of immigrants at our doors 
be compelled to continue their re­
sponsibility. There is no reason why 
the United States government, nor 
any organization of citizens, should 
have saddled off on it the thousands 
of Europeans whom steamship man­
agers jnduced to rush to America in 
the hope of getting here before the 
new bars' against immigrants were 
put up.

It is said that 5,000 Italians are 
now aboard ships in New York har­
bor, unable to gain admission to this 
country and in danger of suffering 
dire hardship because they have no 
means of self-support. Very well— 
they need only stay where they are. 
The boats on which they are passen­
gers cannot avoid caring for them—  
or taking them back home.

The great rush of emigrants from 
Europe in recent months was pro­
moted in large part by steamer lines. 
The owners of ships catering largely 
to steerage business enocuraged and 
urged Europeans to hasten to Amer­
ica— the jand of hope. It was not the 
future of their victims which inter­
ested the steamship managers— it 
was merely the money these restless 
dwellers in a starving old world 
would be willing to pay for getting 
transported to the new world. A 
profitable charge for the passage of 
the emigrant, a few days of caring 
tor him at sea, and then his shunt­
ing ashore to shift for himself among 
strange races—this was the program 
of the ocean lines.

They should not be permitted thus 
easily to escape obligations they as­
sumed when they took aboard peo­
ple who, the steamship managers 
knew, might not be able to gain en­
trance to American ports. Let the 
shipping interests continue caring 
for their unfortunate passengers— 
let those interests plan a way out of 
the dilemma for their patrons. It 
will be a proper penalty for the sor­
did business course of the promoters 
of European emigration.— St. Louis 
Times.

If a prize is offered for the most 
foolish legislative act of the year, 
will it not be deserved by the au­
thors of the Utah anti-cigarette law? 
The states run each other hard in 
the matter of asinine sumptuary leg­
islation, and there is always the ex­
ample of congress; there are the Vol 
stead act and the worse Mullan-Gage 
law in New York; but it is difficult 
to recall a statute better calculated 
to encourage hypocrisy and provoke 
public resistance than the Utah law 
making it a punishable offense to 
sell or give away cigarettes, or to 
smoke tobacco in any form in pub­
lic places.

Such a law is obviously impossible 
of enforcement. Its first, effect has 
been to incite its open violation by 
orderly citizens. “ Bankers who 
never smoked a7cigarette in their 
lives are now smoking them” and do­
ing so “ because of the law against 
it.” No arrests are made, and in the 
event that they are made, convic­
tions are improbable. If New York 
cannot convict bartenders of violat­
ing the prohibition law, there is lit­
tle enough likelihood that the Utah 
courts will deal harshly with smok­
ers.

All that the law will accomplish 
will be to make hypocrites of citi­
zens and meddlers of public offic­
ials. Its enactment will simply tend 
to discredit all law in Utah and in­
spire contempt for th elawmakers. 
Are state legislatures so intrenched 
in public respect that thye can af­
ford thus to jeopardize thier dig­
nity? Utah had so much to lose and 
so little to gain by this attempt to 
restrict personal liberty that the 
monumental act of folly it involv­
es seems incomprehensible.— New 
York World. *

NEW SOUTH WALESTO 
ENDOW MOTHERHOOD
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BAKER’S BREAD CALLED DISGRACE 
BY THIS CENTURY-OLD HOUSEWIFE

CHICAGO, June 15.—Mrs. M. A. 
Ryan, who has just entered her hun­
dredth year, is not going to let any 
one catch her coming home from the 
grocery with a loaf of bread under 
her , arm. That is her idea of dis­
grace.

“ I wouldn’t be caught coming home 
with bread,” she said. “ I was a col­
leen and I intend to keep right on 
baking it until I die.

“Nine loaves I baked yesterday and 
I did all the stirring and mixing my­
self. I’d like to see the woman of 
today do all I’ve done in my life. 
Raised a big family, made even my 
son’s clothes until he was 17 and then 
I cut out his suit and sent it to the 
tailor to be stitched; did my own 
werk, gardening, raising chickens and 
cows, and! I guess I’m stronger now 
than most of them.”

Her granddaughter, Mrs. Frances 
McGraw, continued her story of 
strength.

“ She lifts*one trunk on top of an­
other; she walks down town twice a 
week, that’s several miles.”

Mrs. Ryan was born in Tipperary, 
Ireland, and came to America when 
she was 6 years old. She has lived in 
Chicago forty-three years.

“ I have never missed a chance to 
vote,” she said, when telling of her 
interest in politics.

“ I want to see good men in office 
and so I vote for them. Last time 
I voted, the election judge and clerk 
gave .me two votes on account of my 
age.”

She attributes her health and long 
life to God and nature.

“ I go to bed at 8 o’clock and get 
up at 4:15 in the morning.” she said. 
“ I have done it all my life. I don’t 
ride on street egrs and I am afraid of 
infections. I havfi never been sick in 
my life. I don’t let anybody do any­
thing for me.”

HOW KANSAS CITY POLICE, ONCE 
MOST CORRUPT IN U. S., ‘CAME BACK*

ST. LOUIS, June 17.—The inside 
story of how Governor Hyde’s pre­
election promises of a thorough clean­
up of crime in Kansas City were re­
deemed was related before the inter­
national police chiefs by Charles Ed­
wards, present chief at Kansas City 
by appointment of Commissioners 
Matt Foster and John E. Wilson, 
named by the governor.

Raymond Fosdick, chairman of the 
Fosdick Commission in charge of 
training camp activities during the 
war, in his book on “American Police 
Systems,” referrede to the Kansas 
City department as the most corrupt 
in the United States.

Mr. Edwards referred to that quo­
tation in opening his address herd 
and then said:

“ I heartily agree with Mr. Fos- 
dick’s conclusions. That most cer­
tainly was the condition at the time 
when the book was written. The city 
was more politically corrupt than any 
other I have ever heard of.

Refused to Be “Tool.”
“ The citizens were forced to or­

ganize the Citizens’ Protective League 
to furnish themselves the protection 
which the police department had fail­
ed to give.

“ I had been an inspector in the old 
police department, but resigned eight 
years ago when I was given a list of 
persons and told that they were to 
be protected and that I was to over­
look violations of law when commit- 
ed by the persons on that list.

“ Twenty thousand special privilege 
cards had been issued to persons re­
siding in Kansas City. These cards 
permitted minor infractions of city 
ordinances or state laws without in­
terference from the police.

“ The situation was so bad that a 
policeman on the beat did not dare 
make an arrest at an immoraUresort 
without consulting the morality 
squad, which knew who was being 
protected. The pickpocket squad would 
not think of arresting a burglar nor 
would the robbery squad consider the 
arrest of the pickpocket.

Cancels Privilege Cards.
“ The first order I issued after be­

coming chief of the department in 
March was that the 20,000 special 
privilege cards should be cancelled.

No more were issued. Then I call­
ed on all the police officials and told 
them that we were going to clean up 
Kansas City.

The job \yas to be completed in 
sixty days. I told the officials that 
if it was not they could look for 
other jobs. Then I started using 
the ax. In those sixty days *1 had. 
discharged nine captains, nearly all 
the sergeants and about 200 patrol­
men. But we modernized and Chris­
tianized the Kansas City police de­
partment.

“ Now we have police booths con­
veniently located in the outlying dis­
tricts. Persons wanting an officer 
can step inside the booth and a po­
liceman will arrive on a motorcycle 
within from three to five minutes.

“ We have had our trouble with the 
professional bondsmen but we now 
have them on the run. We have re­
leased a number of unimportant pris­
oners rather than let the bondsmen 
get their hands on them. In other 
cases when a man is arrested for a 
specific crime we change the charge 
to ‘investigation’ and hold the man 
twenty-four hours to prevent his im­
mediate release on bond.

Bondsmen Up in Arms.
“ Now the bondsmen of Kansas 

City are raising a $10,000 slush fund 
to be used in an effort to force an 
ordinance through the city council 
which will compel the release of 
prisoners to bondsmen as had been 
the practice in the past.

“ When a ward politician conies to 
my office seeking favors I tell him 
I have never heard of him. When 
they argue that the police depart­
ment is harming the party my reply 
is, “ To hell,with the party, I’m run­
ning a police department, not a po­
litical party.

“ My wife and I have been threat­
ened with death. When those letters 
were received I called in the crooks 
I thought responsible and told them 
that the day I or my wife were 
harmed Kansas City would be taken 
over by the American Legion.

“ My advice to the department is 
to bring in criminals caught com­
mitting crime on a ‘slab.’ Any per­
sons who shoot a citizen down de­
serves death, and they’ll get it in 
Kansas City.”

PEACE OF WHOLE NEIGHBORHOOD

little pups, of course, and in the 
eagerness to possess one of the cun­
ning things, many life-long friend­
ships were severed forever.

During the day when the pups can 
enjoy the companionship of their hu­
man foster-parents, they are simply 
adorable. They romp and permit 
ihemsMves to be fought over by the 
little ones of the family. They will 
soon be at the age when cunning 
little tricks will show them off to 
advantage and make those sad nei­
ghbors who are minus such a house­
hold attraction green with envy. But 
as yet just their baby fascination is 
quite sufficient.

The Nightly Concert.
But at night! Ah, then is when 

these ambitious little dogs develon 
those piercing, houndish yelps that 
mark them the rest of their days.

“ Catch your fire-fighter while young” 
is the motto of William F. Wood, chief 
engineer of the Portsmouth file de­
partment, who has initiated a plan 
w! ich promises to develop a g?od crop 
of recruits for the force within a few 
years. After consultation with state 
and city fire department and educa­
tional officials, he has set up a fire 
training school for boys.

The first company has been formed, 
composed of fifteen boys ranging in 
age from 13 to 17 years, who have 
been permitted to choose a captain 
and a lieutenant. In addition to regu­
lar periods of instruction at the fire 
stations the boys have been made 
regular “call firemen.” They will not 
be used on fires in buildings, but will 
respond to all calls for help on grass, 
brush and woodland fires.

He didn’t find it in his stocking, buu 
in a couple of big bo-xing gloves that 
Tommy Burns never forgot. John­
son met Burns at Sydney, N. S. W., 
and so thoroughly pummelled the Ca­
nadian’s features that police jump­
ed into the ring during the 14th 
round and put a stop to the punish­
ment.

From the statft the negro battler 
led the way. He floored Burns for 
nine counts in the first round and 
sent him to the canvas again in the 
second round but the champion 
bounded back on his feet immediate­
ly.

In the latter part of the fight 
Johnson rained rights and lefts up-, 
on the face and body of Burns, 
whose mouth and eyes were badly 
distorted from the shower of blows. 
A swollen jaw added to his misery.

He was in no state of mind to en­
joy Johnson’s humor, a character­
istic of his race that never left the 
negro even in his defeat years later. 
Always he smiled and frequently he 
uttered mock encouragement to the 
man he was whipping. He talked 
continually, taunting Burns and 
daring him to attack, the defiance 
ever softened with a grin.

Now and then Johnson cast aside 
his smile and attended strictly to 
business. It was so in the ''fourteenth 
round at Sydney. As soon as his 
distressed opponent left his corner, 
the negro flew at him like a tiger 
and, using both hands unmercifully, 
soon had the champion tottering. 
The police then jumped in and 
stopped the fight and the referee de­
clared Johnson the winner.

STANLEY KETCHEL WAS 
FIRST “WHITE HOPE”

TO TACKLE JOHNSON
Anybody who wasn’t afraid of Jack 

Johnson and who packed a stinging 
wallop in either fist was known as a 
white hope after the Texas negro be­
came heavyweight champion of the 
world. The first important white hope 
to tackle Johnson was Stanley 
Ketchel, whose triumphs had been 
among middleweights.

He was no match for the powerful 
Johnson who knocked him out in 
twelve rounds at Colma, Calif., Get. 
16, 1909. Ketchel weighed only 177 
pounds while Johnson’s total displace­
ment was 198 pounds.

Only once in the twelve rounds was 
there an opportunity for the Michigan 
fighter to win. This was just a mo­
ment before the finish when Ketchel 
sent the champion to the floor -with a 
left swing to the jaw. Johnson top­
pled over on his back and made sev­
eral attempts to rise before he suc­
ceeded. Whether he was purposely 
staying down for a yest, no one ever 
learned.

Seeing that Johnson appeared 
dazed, Ketchel rushed at the negro 
as spon as he arose. Johnson calmly 
awaited the attack and jammed a 
right and then a left against the 
challenger’s jaw.YThese terrific swats 
not only sent Ketchel sprawling on 
his back, but their force overbalanced 
Johnson and he, too, fell down. Both 
men were on the floor when the ref­
eree began calling the seconds. John­
son got up, but Ketchel remained 
prostrate and was counted out.

COMING SOU! 
W ILL DRAW 
RECORD ‘GATE’

Fifty Dollar Pasteboards All 
Gone, But Plenty Others 

Left.
By Associated Press.

NEW YORK, June 17.— The 
Dempsey-Carpentier boxing bout for 
the world’s championship at Jersey 
City , July 2, will draw the greatest 
“ gate” in the history of sport:

A month before the fight., Pro­
moter “ Tex” Rickard announced 
that the seat sales totalled $650,000. 
Since that day, the sale of all seats 
has gone on briskly except for 'the 
$50 pasteboards which are exhaust­
ed, and the general admission seats, 
to be placed on sale the day of the 
fight: Rickard estimates that ap­
proximately 65,000 persons will pay 
$1,000,000 to view the ring action 
at Boyle’s Thirty Acres.

Those figures will eclipse by far 
all previous records for ring con­
tests or any other sport in this coun­
try. T h e Willard-Dempsey battle 
at Toledo, Ohio, which established 
the previous record drew $451,000 
at the box office, a puny figure as 
compared with what the coming 
spectacle will attract.

The HarvardrYale football! game 
and the Indianapolis speedway races 
are annually reckoned among the 
largest and most widely patronized 
sporting events in this country.1 Last 
fall, 79,000 persons were jammed 
into the Yale Bowl when Harvard 
met t(ie Bulldog and the total re­
ceipts were approximately $250,000 

> about one-quarter of the amount 
which will be paid for the coming 
fight. The attendance at the In­
dianapolis speedway event usually 
ranges between 100,000 and 125,000 
but total receipts fall short of what 
Rickard and his assistants will have 
gathered in when the gong sounds 
for the first round of the Jersey 
City battle.

Tex’s Career.
“ Tex” Rickard started his career 

as a promoter of championship bouts 
on a large scale when Joe Gans met 
Battling Nelson in Goldfield, Nev., 
in 1906. The receipts for that mem­
orable battle were $69,715. That 
figure was topped when Jack John­
son fought Tommy Burns in Aus­
tralia, on Christmas day, 1908, but 
Rickard again established a high 
mark in 1910 when boxing fans from 
all over the country''paid $270,775 to 
see the Jeffries-Johnson conflict at 
Reno, Nev. Figures for the Willard- 
Dempsey bout at Toledo, July 4, 
1919, supplanted even that lp-ge to­
tal and Rickard, in the coming Jer­
sey City match, has entered the se­
lect circle of “ million-doSar business 
men.”

NEW FEDERAL DISTRICT 
COURT IS ADVOCATED

EL PASO, June 17.— Members of 
the El Paso Republican club, backed 
by D. A. Walker, of San Antonio, 
newly appointed United States mar­
shal for the western district of Tex­
as, have adopted resolutions calling 
lor the creation of a new federal dis­
trict court with headquarters at El 
Paso.

The resolutions say that the pres­
ent western district is composed of 
seventy counties, which in area are 
larger than the state of Ohio, and 
that due to the great number of 
cases here the “ wheels of justice 
have nearly stopped.”

CHEMIST SAYS RADIUM 
TO BE FOUND IN TEXAS

EL PASO, June 17.— Dr. Emrich 
W. Ritter, former chief chemist for 
the Great Southed Sulphur com­
pany, just before he was taken out 
of the county jail here and accom­
panied by federal officers to Wash­
ington, D. C., to be tried on charg­
es of worthless checks, declared ra­
dium is to be found in Texas and 
New Mexico in great quantities.

In his experiments in western 
counties of Texas where his com­
pany had holdings and also in New 
Mexico, Dr, Ritter declared he knew 
where radium could be extracted at 
one-sixteenth the cost of that taken 
from mines in Colorado. He said 
that after he was freed, even if con­
victed on further charges, he would 
return to Texas and start a com­
pany to develop radium deposits. Dr. 
Ritter was tried here on a charge of 
embezzlement, but was freed. Two 
charges still are pending against him.

HORSES AND 
IDLES LOSING 

OUT IN TEXAS
Census Report Shows Number 

Has Decreased Rapidly in 
Ten Years.

Special to the Time.'!.

WASHINGTON, J u n e  16.  --- 
They've emit running ranches in 
Texas towns.

No more does the lowing kine 
wend rllowly down the main thor­
oughfare. Old Dobbin, who pulled 
the heavy dray, "as lost his job to 
the automobile truck. They may 
have end-seat hogs in their street 
cars, but they haven’t any swine in 
their pig pens. There are not 
enough lambss for the Marys of 
Texas towns, and maybe that is why 
they display their calves.

All these things were shown in a 
report made public by the census 
bureal showing the number of do­
mestic animals in the corporate limits 
of Houston, Fort Worth, Beaumont,

Austin, Dallas, El Paso, Galveston, 
San Antonio and Waco.

The most important feature was 
the displacement of the horse in the 
last ten years. Fort Worth furnish­
es an example. In 1910 -  it had 
4,903 horses, and now it has only 
1,081. Houston did not do much bet­
ter. There were 5,337 horses in 
Houston in 1910 and only 3,295 m 
1920. And Beaumont, for which 
there is no 1910 record, had 397 
horses in 1920.

Mules, probably the first animal to 
grace the plains of the Lone Star 
strrte, in early days, showed the same 
degree of racial suicide in 1910 in 
Fort V/orth there were 502\)f 'em 
and in 1920 but 266, while in Hous­
ton in 1920 there were 1,352 and 
slightly more in 1910. Beaumont 
contained 74.

Other figures given show: Fort
Worth, dairy cows, 1920, 1,311;
1910, 1.716; all other cattle, 1920, 
1,850; 1910, 4,072; sheep, 1920, 
479; swine, 1*920, 330; 1910, 1,984.

Houston: all cattle, 1920, 4,826;
1910, 2^349; dairy cows, 1920, 400; 
1910, 615; sheep, 1920, 38; 1910, 
4; swine, 1920, 3,006; 1910, 410.

Beaumont, for 1920 only: all cat­
tle, 788; dairy cows, 544; sheep, 1; 
swine, 21.

IS UNDER WHY
Hi Johnson and Frank G, Low- 

den Are Being Groomed Al­
ready by Republicans.

BY BASCOM N. TIMMONS,
Times Washington Correspondent
WASHINGTON, June 16.— A new 

record for 1924 presidential boom- 
lets has been set by the persistent 
talk here of Frank 0. Lowden of Illi­
nois, and Senator Hiram Johnson of 
California, as possible Republican en­
tries.

Heretofore booms have waited 
until after the congressional elec­
tions in the middle of a presidential 
term. But the talk is going on now, 
especially Lowden talk. The former 
Illinois governor is known to be in 
receptive mood. He is traveling 
about the country, accepting speaking 
dates, meeting the state leaders and 
preparing for the lightning it it de­
sires to strike.

Talk of Lowden began to be heard 
here during , the Republican national 
committee meeting. A Tobias Iiert, 
national committeeman from Ken­
tucky, was reported to be leading the 
movement. It was Hert who, when 
he saw Lowden could not be nomi­
nated at Chicago, swung to Harding. 
Hert died here suddenly the day be­
fore the national committee con­
vened, but his death did not stop the 
Lowden gossip.

There are said to be seven mem­
bers of the national committee who 
do not believe President Harding 
can be nominated. Their belief is 
founded on the fact that there is a 
growing feeling throughout the coun­
try that there is "too much Daugh­
erty” in the administration.* Other 
members of the committee are of the 
opinion that the Presiderft will not 
seek renomination, being content 
with a four-year term.

Harding Not Anxious.
It is no secret here that Mr. Hard­

ing would have been glad to withdraw 
from the race after he had failed to 
get a majority vote in his own state 
last year. The present President is 
an easy going good natured man, who 
liked his friends and his leisure and 
shrunk from the terrible responsibili­
ties of the presidency.

But his friend, Daugherty, who 
had projected him into the race, and 
whtf himself had been defeated as a 
candidate for delegate, insisted that* 
Mr. Harding stay in. Harding con­
sented and the Wood-Lowden dead­
lock made him the nominee and then 
President. These facts have made 
certain leaders believe the President 
would be glad to get out at the end 
of the four years.

Some color has been let to this 
theory by the fact that Daugherty, 
the patronage boss, has handled jobs 
badly if he is expecting to renominate 
his chief. Rather he has handled it 
to reward his friends, and with little 
regards to the. desires of the state or­
gan izal ions. ,

It may be with a knowledge that

the President does not seel: re-elec­
tion that the Lowden men are be­
coming active and the Johnson sup­
porters are beginning to look around 
with an air of interest.

That Lowden’s speeches are being 
ready with interest at the White 
House there is no doubt. His famous 
Syracuse speech a few days ago in 
which he challenge^ the "Pollyanna 
prophets” of American business— in­
dustrial, commercial and agricultural 
— found its way to the White House.

Warns New York Men.
Lowden in this speech warned Cen­

tral New York men that American 
business has not turned the corner 
from depression to prosperity, and it 
can never turn it until agriculture— 
the basic industry of the nation is 
back— on its feet. All the “ Polly- 
annas” and “ pleasant prophets” in 
existence, Lowden asserted, cannot 
make black white, and the only gate 
to the high road of national pros­
perity is through the revival and 
stimulation of agriculture —  first 
through reduction of transportation 
cost and then through a comprehen­
sive, effective system of co-operation 
that will make agriculture a profit­
able, pleasant, stabalized industry.

The speech was followed by a 
White House announcement that 
business as a general thing would 
nave to work out its own destiny, but 
that the state of agriculture is1 such 
that it must have government aid.

Lowden is the one opponent of Mr. 
Harding aj; Chicago, who has held 
aloof from hjs successful rival. He 
declined a cabinet post and an ambas­
sadorship and has gone his way alone.

If it came about that President 
Harding did not desire a second term 
there is no doubt that the fire of the 
progressives would be centered on 
Lowden. The former Illinois gov­
ernor belongs to the old guard wing 
of the party, and it is to this wing 
that President Harding also belongs. 
The progressives were outnumbered 
at Chicago last year but they will be 
more alert in 1924.

Possibilities.
Were the President to definitely

get out of the way there are those 
here who believe that Senator James 

! W. Wadsworth of New York, and 
; Governor Lowden would come to the 
| front as the candidates of the stand- 
I patters. Hiram Johnson would prob- 
jably be the candidate of the extreme 
progressives. ,

Then there would be a good chance 
|that some progressive like Senator 
Lenroot of Wisconsin, who has the 

; confidence of many of the stalwarts 
i also, would romp away with the nomi­
nation.

If the President should seek a sec­
ond term there is likely to be an aito- 

jgether different lineup, but there is 
! certain to be the same opposition to 
his renomination as there was to Mr. 
Taft’s renomination in 1916.

But there is as yet no Theodore 
Roosevelt in sight. The next three 
years may see one.
