T0 SUPPORT GOX

Repudiates Message Delivered
at Democratic Dinner by
Former Secretary.

By United Press.

WASHINGTON, April 14.—A mis-
understanding between Woodrow Wil-
son and his former secretary and close
friend, Joseph P. Tumulty, is causing
a tremendous stir in Washington po-
litical circles today. Repudiation of
a message delivered at the recent
Democratic banquet at New York and
purporting to come from Wilson is
given as the cause.

The dinner was so directed as to
launch a boom for Cox in 1924. Cox
was the chief speaker and the mes-
sage purported to be from Wilson and
delivered by his former secretary was
taken as an indication that he would
support Cox. The repudiation is the
first difference between Wilson and
Tumulty that has ever become public.
When Wilson’s close friends and even
cabinet members were falling away
from him in 1920, Tumulty stuck loy-
ally with the chief executive. What-
ever may have been the secretary’s
private thoughts as to the wisdom of
Wilson’s course, he was ever ready in
public to support them.

Authenticity Doubted.

The message delivered by ‘Tumulty
at the banquet was that the former
President would support “any man
who stands for the salvation of
America.” The New York Times pub-
lished a story casting doubt 'on the au-
thenticity of the message Wilson
wrote the Times:

“I write to say there is no doubt
about the matter. I did not send any
message to the dinner or authorize
anyone to deliver a message.”

When informed of Wilson’s ‘state-
ment, Tumulty said: “If Mr. Wilson
said the message was unauthorized, I
can only say that I simply regret the
misunderstanding that has arisen be-
tween us. 1 cert#inly would not have
delivered the message if I had not be-
lieved I was authorized to do so.”

Democratic opponents of Cox look
upon Wilson’s statement as the balk-
ing of an attempt to tie Wilson up
with a Cox boom.
