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TRIALS

Future of Coal Barons and
Union Workers Hangs
- on QOutcome.

CHARLESTON, W. Va,
April 24.—Two hundred coal
miners, mostly of sturdy moun-
taineer stock, today are here to
face charges of murder, treason
and lesser crimes, arising out of
the Logan county mine war of
last summer. They call them-
selves crusaders against the rale
of the West Virginia coal barons.

The prosecution calls  them
traitors, slayers and insurrec-
tionists.

At the outset of today’s court
proceedings, Attorney Houston,
the white haired counsel for the
United Mine Workers, asked the
court to quash certain indict-
ments and dismiss some of the
cases. He planned to insist on
dismissing a number of the de-
fendant miners. The prosecu-
tion apparently is planning to
proceed first with the treason
cases, but so far has refused to
tell the defense what cases to
prepare for. This has angercd
the defense counsel, as they say
it is dictated by the coal barons
and is an injustice to the men
facing trial.

Outwardly, what is being
tried here is a group of miners
who engaged in the march on
Logan county last year, but be-
neath the murder and treason
charges is a fight of broader
consequence to the state and na-
tion as .a whole—a life and
death struggle between capxtal-
ism and unionism.

mission of economic reconstruction..

In all quarters were heard words of
praise for efforts of the Italian lead-
ers to re-establish harmony so that

MINERAI, WELLS, April 24—
Every gauge test taken on the Jack
Dalton well, newest Texas oil sensa-
tion, has shown an increase, accord-
ing to the drillers. There seems to be
little doubt in the minds of the most
conservative oil men that the Dalton
is a true sand well and not, a l¥me
well, as first reported The bit is
only four inches in the sand and just
what the normal flow will be when the
well is drilled deeper can not be esti-
mated.
Representatives of many large oil
interests who are here say that the
well is already one of the most im-
portant ever drilled in the north Cen-
tral Texas fields. The flow of the big
gusher has been turned into tanks
which were feveriéhly erected and a
double crew is working night and day
to make a conneetion with the Prairie
pipe line. In spite of the inclement
weather, thousands of automobiles are
crowding the highways leading to the
well. Several companies have opened
offices in this city and many new in-
dustries having to do with oil rushes
are opeaing up. Acreage as far as
two miles from the well is bringing
kandsome pricas. [t 's said thac the
Jack Dalton Oil company owns 1,000
acres surrounding the well and have
been offered a flat $500,000 for its
holdings.

Not ConSIdermg' Offer.
Mark Dalton said today that they
were not considering this offer, which
is understood to have come from the
representative of one of the largest
companies.

Two townsite projects near the well
are under way. The original theory
of scouts and operators that the Dal-
ton well was an extension of the Pro-
ducing Harf field to the southwest
has been thoroughly exploded. The
Hart field is producing from a depth
of 3,200 feet dfrom a black lime for-
mation, while the Dalton is producing
from a sand at 8,963 feet.. This seems
to be accepted by oil men as indis-
putable evidence that the Dalton
opens an entirely new producing stra-
tum and is the forerunner of a new
and distinect North Texas field. An
official of the Dalton interests said
today that the oil had been contracted
for at a premium of $1 per barrel.
This would give a price of $3.25 per
barrel at today’s market.

Renewed Activity.

Renewed activity in other fields
contiguous to Mineral Wells has re-
sulted from the Dalton discovery -and
operations are increasing in almost
every direction. The Brazos field is
represented in the city by several oil
firms, offices having been opened
here.

The bringing in of the Little Caddo
syndicate’s No. 2 in the Hart field for
a reported 200-barrel flow would in
itself have been a sensation in the
community had it not been for the
Lvershadowing enthusiasm caused by
the Dalton. The, Costello, near the
town of Pickwick, is nearing the pay
and is expected in in a few days.

EARLY BOOST IN
(RUDE PRICES

ARDMORE, Okla., April 24.—The
hesitancy which has prevailed among
oil men in this section on predicting
quotations on the crude oil market is
showing a decided change and the
consensus of opinion at the present
time reveals that the fraternity is
looking for a rise in price in the near
future with a record figure in effect
by the end of this year. These pre-
dictions are indicated by the present
status of the industry, oil men say,
with facts and figures in substantia-
tion. Chief reasons advanced for the
expected rise are the slump in the
biggest areas of production, the con-
stantly increasing demand and the
great amount of crude in storage,
which is constantly increasing. Dur-
ing the past it has always been a sign
of a coming advance when the big
companies filled up their storage and
began strong competition with one an-
other for the purchase of the oil, as is
now the case, it is said. Latest fig-
ures issued by the American Petro-
leum institute at New York show the
pipe line and domestic crude oil stocks
held in the United States to have in-
creased 10,905,000 barrels in March.
The buyers in all fields in this area
are engaged in a tank-building cam-
paign, indicating that they intend to
continue their buying.  They are zeal-
ously competing with one another in
seeking connection with producers in
new fields.

An important factor which is
gradually relieving the United States
of a big hindrance, oil men point out,
is the fact  that the expected drop in
importations is in evidence, the report
of the institute showing imports of
both crude and refined products for

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WOMAN CAUSE OF
TRIPLETRAGEDY
ONTRIAL TODAY

NEW YORK, April 24.—Trial of
another woman for murder in Brook-
lyn was set for today as a sequel to
a tragedy that already has cost three
lives.

It is the case of Mrs. Lillian Raiz-
en, who shot Dr. Abraham Glickstein,
Breooklyn physician, to death in his
cffice last December. It follows close
on the heels of the trial of Miss
Olivia M. P. Stone, graduate nurse,
who recently was acquitted of a
charge of murdering Ellis G. Kin-
kead, former corporation counsel of
Cincinnatin, in Brookyn last fall.

Indeed, the cases have points of
similarity.

She will be freed,
too. All she will have to do is to
say she was insane.”
