FLOOD’S CREST
PASSES DALLAS
ATEARLY HOURS

DALLAS, April 27.—The crest of
the Trinity river flood passed Dallas
at 5 o’clock this morning, reaching a
maximum depth of 32.3 feet, accord-
ing to the report of the weather bu-
reau. The waters were within six
inches of the. street car line connect-
ing'Dallas and Oak Cliff. The board
reported that the waters will con-
tinue to fall throughout the day un-
less hard rains fall north of Dallas.
It will rise to about forty feet at
Trinidad, below Dallas, within the
next few days, according to a warn-
ing sent out by the bureau.

Scattered showers occurred all
over the state last night with the ex-
ception of the west coastal region.
The steady downpour in Dallas from
6 o’clock to midnight last night had
little effect on the river stage.

Representatives of the sheriff’s de-
partment this morning said there are
1,600 homeless at Eagle Ford, six
miles west of Dallas, in the flooded
area. Three hundred homes have
been abandoned there.

At the same time memorial serv-
ices were being held here, President
Harding was participating in similar
exercises at Point Pleasant, Ohio, the
birthplace of the Union leader.

A half holiday was granted federal
employes. The public schools closed.
The city was bedecked in flags and
bunting. Men and women were mar-
shaled from all sections of the coun-
try for an imposing parade in homage
of the memory of General Grant.

Vice President Coolidge and Sec-
retary of War Weeks were on the
program for the principal addresses,
while Chief Justice Taft and his as-
sociate justices of the supreme court,
members of congress and other high
officials, were present.

PRESIDENT GIVEN BIG
' OVATION AT CINCINNATI

CINCINNATI, April 27.—President
Harding, back in his home state for
the first time since his inauguration,
was given a real “home coming” wel-
come by the people of the state here
today. Probably 50,000 people lined
kthe streets and gave the President a
continuous ovation of cheers as he
rode in a flag-draped carriage from
the station to the Gibson hotel.

There, “streets were jammed in for
a block ‘in every direction’ with more
of his “home folks” seeking to force
their way into the hotel to shake
hands with “Warren.”

and join hands in an organization
with no past to hamper it. And with
the strength and vigor which is the
heritage of the young, this new or-
ganization can put greater energy
into its activities.

In forming the new chamber, its
backers announce there is no inten-
tion of rivalry with the Retail Mer-
chants’ association, and no antagon-
ism toward it. Rather, there is a
genuine feeling of gratitude for what
the Merchants’ association has done,
and a sincere desire to co-operate
with it.

FORD SAYS BOOK
ABOUT HIM WAS
UNAUTHORIZED

DETROIT, Mich., April 27. — A
dispatch from Washington to the De-
troit Journal says:

Henry Ford has never seen the
book entitled “The Truth About Hen-
gy Ford,” nor did he authorize its
publication, consequently he feels no
responsibility for its circulation or
statements it may contain.

This is the Detroit automobile man-
ufacturer’s answer to the letter which
Secretary of the Treasurer Mellon
wrote him several weeks ago, in-
quiring about a statement in the book
to the effect that Mr. Ford had re-
turned war prdﬁts amounting to
$29,000,000 to the government of
the United States.

When the book, which was writtea
by Sarah T. Bushnell, first appeared,
it caused considerable comment in
Washington for it contained the di-
rect statement that Mr. Ford had re-
funded all his war profits to the gov-
ernment. It was said that this re-
found amounted to $29,000,000.

The treasury department promptly
announced that there was no record
of any such payment and naturally
there was considerable interest in the
matter.

Secretary Mellon finally wrote di-
rectly to Mr. Ford for information as
to how the alleged $29,000,000 dona-
tion to the government stood from
his point of view.

EX-CONVICT FINDS
BOY HE WAS SAID
TOHAVESLAIN

MANILA, P. 1., March 15.—(Cor-
respondence of the Associated Press).
—A Filipino boy for whose ‘murder
Frank J. Burns, an American, was
sentenced to life imprisonment, is
alive in Taehloban, Island of Leyte,
according to advices just received at
the office of the governor general.
Nearly two years ago Burns was ar-
‘rested at Pambuhan, island of Samar,
on 8 charge of setting fire to a house
in order to obtain revenge on a busi-
ness rival. A number of natives were
asleep in the house and the govern-
ment alleged that, the Filipino boy,
who could not be found after the fire,
perished.

Burns was sentenced to life impris-
onment and his property confiscated.
Petitions were presented to the gov-
ernor-general asking for Burns’ par-
don, and after a long investigation,
Charles E. Yeater, acting governor-
general, granted. the pardon last Au-
gust, holding that sufficient evidence
was not presented to warrant the con-
viction.

The pardoning power of the gover-
nor-general, however, does not carry
with it the power to restore property
which has ‘been confiscated. 'Burns
estimates that his property is worth
approximately $20,000. Burns, who is
now in Tacloban, telegraphed the gov-
ernor-general’s offxce that he had seen
the boy, ‘who 'iIs now employed on a
coasting Vessel.

KEEPER AND HUGE APE
'BATTLE IN CAGE AT Z00

TOLEDO, 0., April 27.—Tony, the
giant ape of the Walbridge Park zoo,
after a savage attack on his keeper,
was beaten down in the open park by
employes armed with shovels ‘and
pickaxes and finally killed with a re-
volver shot. Louis Scherer, veteran
chief keeper of the zoo, is in Mercy
hospital, fearfully mangled by the
ape’s attack.

Specialists are examining the brain
of the ape to determine whether there
is danger of hydrophobia. ' The man
and the animal fought for life in the
cage until their struggles brought
them out into the open park.
