TWELVE DEAD IN AUSTIN STORMS
School Girl Butchered
H I ARMY ROUTS 
CHANG FORGES 
AND SEIZE PEKIN
Chang’s Flight and Retreat of 

Army to Tien Tsin May 
End Hostilities.

Head Beaten to Pulp, Stabbed 
Thirty Times, in Field 

Near Kirven.

PEKIlN, May 5.—General Wu Pei 
Fu was in control of Peldn at noon 
today. General Chang Tso Lin, whose 
forces were routed in the battle yes­
terday, is reported to be fleeing to­
ward Mukden and his army retreat­
ing in disorder toward Tien Tsin. It 
is believed that the sudden collapse of 
Chang’s army will bring an end to the 
hostilities. This city is virtually iso­
lated by the destruction of railroad 
communication.

The total casualties in the fighting 
yesterday is reported between 5,000 
and 7,000 dead and wounded.

Admiral Strauss, commander of the 
American Asiatic fleet left this morn­
ing in an automobile for Tien Tsin. 
As the car is expected to cross the 
lines, it bore a white flag.

AMERICAN MARINES TO CHECK 
VIOLENCE AT TUNG CHOW

WASHINGTON, May 5.—A de­
tachment of American marines has 
been dispatched to Tung Chow, about 
fifteen miles from Pekin, to guard 
against possible violence by the Chang 
Tso Lin troops, American Minister 
Schurman at Pekin notified the state 
department today. While it is not 
known whether there is> American 
property at Tung Chow, it is assumed 
the marines were ordered to the town 
because of its nearness to the capital. 
The marines reported quiet.

I MEXIA, Texas, May 5 — Led by 
| bloodhounds, an enraged mob today 
j is searching for the murderer of Eu­
la Ousley, 13-year-old school girl, 
near Kirven, fifteen miles east of 
here. Eula’s body was found yes­
terday 400 yards from the road, with­
in a mile of her home. Thirty dis­
tinct stab wounds had slashed her i 
body to ribbons. Her throat was cut ! 
from ear to ear. Her face was beat- i 
en to a pulp, officers believe to ham-1 
per identification.

The body was [discovered when | 
search was instituted after the girl ; 
failed to return to her home, three 
miles from the school. Her horse 
was found on the road and there 
were evidences of a struggle nearby, 
where it is thought she had been 
dragged to the grojjaid. The search­
ing party combecUthe fields and her 
body was found lying in the field in 
a pool of blood, with her clothing al­
most entirely torn off.

News of the discovery spread like 
wildfire and the whole countryside 
gathered for the manhunt. Officers 
were mystified, as the assailant left 
no clew.

Eula was better known as King, as 
she had assumed the name of her 
grandparents, with whom she lived.

OKLAHOMA GUN

BRISTOW, May 5.—Press Fanning 
notorious bandit, and Andrew Payne 
of this city were killed and Lee S. 
Fourlour of Hastings, Neb., was bad­
ly wounded in a free-for-all fight in a 
road house near here early this morn­
ing. Fcurlonr was taken to the coun­
tv jail, where he refused to talk. Fan­
ning and Fourlour both are said to be 
wanted at Treslas, Ivan., for the rob­
bery of a bank there. Fanning also 
was wanted in Dallas for a $10,000 
holdup in 1920. He is one of the most 
notorious bandits of the Southwest.

A free-for-all fight began at the 
road house about 2 o’clock this morn­
ing. All the men had been drinking, 
and after attacking each other with 
fists, guns were drawn and the bat­
tle followed. About a dozen shots 
were fired.

THREE MEN HELD.

WACO, May 5.—Advices from Kir- 
ven say that two white men and one 
negro have been arrested as suspects 
in the murder of Eula King yesterday 
afternoon and the officers are hunt­
ing for another negro.

Hundreds of enraged men are 
searching the bottoms near Kirven 
for the negro now suspected of the 
murder of Miss Ousley and it is said 
that the evidence against him is 
strong enough to insure his death at 
the hands of his captors in the event 
that he is caught.

It is reported that the bloodstained 
clothing of the negro was found in a 
house on the farm owned by the girl’s 
uncle.

MAN CAUGHT MOVING 
BODY IN SUIT CASE

BRADFORD, Ont., May 5.—Cap­
tured with a suitcase containing parts 
of a body which he was removing 
piecemeal from his rooms, Harry 
Dent is charged with the murder of 
Peter Yeghiazar, his landlord.

Mrs. Dent was held on a similar 
charge.

The torso was found in Dent’s 
room, while the head and arms, which 
Dent admitted he had carried away, 
were found in the canal.

Dent said he was removing the 
body at the request of a friend.

DALLAS KUKLUX 
TO TALK ABOUT 

DOFFING MASKS

DALLAS, May 5.—The Ku Klux 
Klan of Dallas may unmask tonight. 
A meeting of the klan is scheduled 
for tonight at the fair grounds here.

It was learned on good authority 
that the question of unmasking will 
be taken up. Rumors are that many 
klansmen favor the plan to have the 
klan come out in the opm and wear 
a button designating membership in 
the order. Grand Goblin George B. 
Kimbrough Jr., of Houston, recently 
declared that the klan would unmask 
soon. It is reported that the sugges­
tion that buttons be worn b y ‘ klans­
men will be the main discussion at 
the meeting scheduled for tonight.

WASHINGTON, May 5.—Govern­
ment action to determine the cause 
of the present coal strike, with a 
view to averting future strikes and 
bring about lower coal prices, is pro­
vided in the Biane bill, approved to­
day by the house labor committee. 
This bill would call for a government 
investigation into the reasons for the 
present strike and create a feueral 
fact-finding commission with r w-r 
to compel arbitration.

The commission would consist of 
ten members, representing the min­
ers, the public and the government 
agencies directly connected with coal 
mining, including the geological sur­
vey and the bureau of mines. A re­
port to congress is required within 
two years. Chairman Nolan saiu that 
every effort will be made to get the 
bill before the house before the end 
of the present session.

GREENVILLE, Texas, May 5.—  
Local officers today are trying to 
solve the mystery of the disappear­
ance of L. H. Patton, 40, of Alba, 
from his burned auto on a country 
road five miles from here, about 2 
o’clock this morning.

John Patton, 19, his son, appeared 
here at 4 o'clock and called for help 
Yourg Patton said he'was asleep in 
the car while his father and a strang­
er were repairing. the motor. Offi­
cers hurried to the scene and found 
the burned car but there was no sign 
of the elder Patton or the stranger.

J. B. Patton, brother of the miss­
ing men, has advanced the theory of 
foul play. A five-gallon oil can in 
the car has been punctured by a bul­
let, he said. Young Patton declared 
he had heard no shot.

No condemnation proceedings 
have been instituted and none 
are contemplated at this time by 
the city in connection with the 
continuation of Pine, Elm and 
Mesquite streets west of South 
Hodges street, to provide en­
trance to the new City-County 
hospital site, it was learned yes­
terday afternoon at the city 
offices.

The statements that are be­
ing made to property owners in 
this section by certain individuals 
seeking to purchase small houses 
End shacks for a song, are there­
fore without foundation, it is 
stated. It was reported yester­
day that a would-be purchaser 
has visited several of the houses 
in that section and informed the 
occupants that the ground 'Sn 
which their home stood had been 
condemned and that they would 
have to move and to have made 
small offers for the houses.

At a recent commission meet­
ing City Engineer Redwood pre­
sented dedication data for the 
streets for the commission’s ac­
ceptance, but no action was taken 
at this time. Condemnation of- 
the land needed for the streets 
has never been discussed. In the 
opinion of City Secretary George 
Hemmingson, the property along 
the routes will not be condemned 
if the owners do not see fit to 
agree to its use for streets. A 
sufficient number of property 
owners have already agreed to 
the dedication of the land for 
street purposes to provide the 
continuation of one or two of 
the streets, it is said.

It is understood that several 
of the house owners approached 
by the individual circulating the 
erroneous reports of condemna­
tion proceedings will lay com­
plaints before the authorities.

H U T A  F IL S  POLICE CHIEF 
M S  BUCK GARRETT'S EX-DEPUTY

W ICHITA FALLS, May 5.— Former Deputy Sheriff Bud 

Ballew was shot and killed this afternoon, five shots being fired 
and one taking effect in the head, causing instant death. Fol­
lowing the shooting, J. W . McCormick, chief of police and for­
merly state ranger, surrendered to Captain Tom Hickman of 
the Ranger force.

WASHINGTON, May 5.— Negotia­
tions are now under way between the 
United States and Germany looking 
to the organization of a mixed claims 
commission to pass on seizure of 
property in the United States and in 
Germany and upon the claims filed 
by American citizens as the result 
of the sinking of the Lusitania.

The commission will be composed 
of three men, one American, one Ger­
man and a neutral. Following the 
completion of the treaty providing 
for the commission, it will be rushed 
to the senate for approval and en­
abling legislation. It is not expected 
however, that the treaty will be 
brought up at this session

The first performance of the Ro­
tary vaudeville show went over' big 
last night before a crowded house at 
the Majestic theatre.

COLLEGE BOY 
IS HURLED 300 

FEET BY WIND
Two Distinct Tornadoes in

AUSTIN, May 5.— The death 
list in yesterday’s tornado was 
brought to twelve at noon to­
day with the finding of the body 
of an 8-year-old negro girl at 
St. Elmo, a settlement four miles 
south of here. Another vi*tim 
added to the list was Andrew 
McGregory, a student at St. Ed­
wards’ college, whose body was 
found at 11 o’clock this morn­
ing in a clump of bushes. It is 
thought that the hurricane 
picked up McQregory on the col­
lege grounds and hurled him 
through the air into the bushes, 
300 feet away.

SEVEN DEAD FROM 
NATURAL STRYCHNINE 

IN WILD PARSNIPS

WASHINGTON, May 5.—Pella­
gra, a mysterious disease which has 
caused widespread illness and taken a 
heavy toll of life in the United 
States and many countries of Europe, 
is caused primarily by lack of ani­
mal protein in the diet, and is both 
preventable and curable, by proper 
quantities of animal protein being in­
cluded in the diet, according to the 
report of an inquiry conducted by the 
United States public health service.

Drs. Joseph H. Goldberg and W. 
F. Tanner, surgeon and pmst assist­
ant surgeon respectively of the health 
service, reporting the results of many 
years’ study of the disease, assert 
that forty grams per day of beef or 
milk proteins in the diet, will for 
practically all normal individuals, 
prevent the contraction of pellagra. 
The necessary forty grams of animal 
protein are contained in about a 

| pound of beef or thfee pints of milk.

AUSTIN, May 5.— Two tornadoes 
which swept the outskirts of Austin 
late yesterday afternoon took a toll 
of ten lives and injured fifty, several 
of them seriously. Property dam­
age in excess of $500,000 was done, 
according to a check early today. Ef­
forts are being made to communicate 
with the district south of the city, 
which was cut off by the storm.

Accompanied by a downpour of 
rain and hail , the funnel-shaped 
clouds formed shortly before dark. 
Penn aviation field and Oak Hill, a 
suburb, ware hard hit. Nine are 
known dead at Oak Hill and one at 
Penn field. They are:

Mrs. J. R. Padgett, mother of the 

infant killed, is believed to be the 
most seriously injured. Others prob­
ably fatally injured are Mrs. W. F. 
Woodman and J. S. Mussett, Jr. 
They were injured at Penn field. 
The dead, with the exception of the 
Padgett baby and Scales, occupied 
the Bargsley home at Oak Ilill. The 
house was torn to fragments by the 
twister.

Seven of the eight large buildings 
at Penn field were demolished and 
the eighth seriously damaged. They 
had been recently purchased by the 
Woodward Manufacturing company. 
Employes, who saw the funnel-shaped 
cloud approaching, ran into the open, 
where they threw themselves upon 
the ground. Those injured were 
struck by flying debris. Padgett 
his wdfe were among them.

Students at St. Edwards college 
were rushed into the basement by the 
priests in charge. Five were injured 
and the college buildings were badly 
damaged. The gymnasium was de­
stroyed.

Several residences in T r a v i s  
Heights were demolsihed, but the oc  ̂
cupants escaped injury.

North of the city one storm 
swooped down on the state school for 
colored deaf, dumb and blind. Two 
inmates were injured and several 
buildings damaged.

Hundreds of persons stood near 
the state capitol building and watched 
the progress of the two storms. Both 
were moving southwest at the same 
time, about six miles apart. Debris 
was seen plainly as it was lifted and 
hurried through tne air.

Firemen and volunteers worked all 
night searching the ruined buildings 
for victims.

Meager reports frrm the outlying 
districts say there was heavy prop­
erty loss but no additional deaths are 
imported.

Binson, a small settlement on the 
I. & G. N., five miles south of here, 
was struck by one arm of the storm 
and two negroes are reported miss­
ing. Houses, barns and trees were 
twisted into fragments. One family 
of ten escaped mhurt, although the 
house they occupied was torn to 
pieces. The cyclone crossed the I. & 
G. N. tracks twice in its rush from 
Austin to the suburb of Oak Kill. Its 
path was about '500 yards wide.

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THE W ATER PLANT
The citizens now investigating the 

proposal that the city buy the water 
distributing plant appear to be going 
about this duty in earnest, and with 
an eye to all details, in order that 
they may conscientiously reach a con­
clusion which they can stand behind 
and which will have the support of 
reasonable people.

A majority of this committee, as do 
a majority of all citizens, probably 
holVthe theory that municipal owner­
ship of waterworks is bes-t. Never­
theless, the thoroughness with which 
they are going about their task indi­
cates that they have taken the laud­
able viewpoint of theoretical opposi­
tion to the present proposal. That is 
right and proper. For the opponents 
of a proposition will ne more able to 
recognize defects in it, than can those 
already committed in its favor. And 
the committee, must not only con­
vince itself, but it must convince oth­
ers of many things, if the proposed 
bond issue can hope to be carried by 
vote.

There is not only the present ac­
tual value of the plant, which is a 
matter of mathematical determina­
tion :

Thbre is the question of whether 
citizens can be convinced that the wa­
ter can be made potable at small cost. 
That might necessitate another chem­
ical analysis.

There is the question of operating 
costs, and linked therewith the rates 
to the consumers. As .a. rule— and 
exceptions are negligible—municipal 
operations is considerably more ex­
pensive than private operation. How 
then, can the city hope to reduce 
rates almost one half— and make not 
only interest on sinking funds— and 
at the same time lose the taxes on the 
plant— when the water company in 
effect claims that it cannot reduce 
rates, though all it has to make is in­
terest and taxes and allow for a 
slight depreciation.

Also, there is the report of the 
state fire marshal’s office, now on 
file, which says that the present six- 
inch mains should be eight-inch, and 
the four-inc h mains increased to six- 
inch, before there will be adequate 
fire protection. Have conditions 
changed in this regard, or would the 
city be buying a plant which it would 
ultimately jiave to junk because it 
was insufficient?

These are questions the commit­
teemen should ponder. And having 
satisfied themselves that the merits 
of the proposal outweight the objec­
tions, they should by a logical presen­
tation of the facts make it clear for 
all to see

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Holding Bendy’s Prisoners Would Have - Been H igh Handed Act, Lawyers Declare
Judge George L. Davenport of the 

Ninety-first district court would have 
been guilty of a high-handed and il­
legal judicial act, had he not, in view 
of the facts before him, released the 
three federal prisoners at the habeas 
corpus 'hearing on May 14, in the 
opinion of thirty-five members of the 
Eastland county bar who met on May 
1 and approved resolutions outlining 
the facts as found by a special com­
mittee atid defending Judge Daven­
port from the criticism of Federal 
Judge Wilson.

Judge Wilson, acting on a motion 
of the federal district attorney, refer­
red the release of three men arrested 
by Prohibition Agent Bendy on liquor 
charges, to Governor Neff for inves­
tigation.

The finding of the committee of the 
bar association, who -investigated the 
case, is to, be presented by a special 
committee to Judge Wilson and an- 

»ptber copy of the findings and resolu­
tion submitted to Governor Neff.

Rights Violated?
Setting forth that the' three fed-

eral prisoners, Rollen Keller, Manley 
Keller and Duke Madison of Brown 
county were arrested by Bendy at 
Pioneer on the night of March 11 and 
remained in jail at Eastland until re­
leased by the court on the afternoon 
of May 14, the resolution declared that 
such a practice is wholly repugnant to 
both the federal and state bill of 
rights for any citizen to be confined 
upon the ipse dixit or mere word of 
any peace officer.

On the afternoon of March 14, the 
committee states, Joe Burkett inquir­
ed of Judge Davenport when it would 
be convenient to hol'd a habeas corpus 
hearing, stating that the three men 
were held without authority. The at­
torney was requested to get in touch 
with the prohibition agent and ascer­
tain from him when it would be con­
venient to hold the hearing.

The prisoners are thereupon said 

to have agreed to remain around1 F*e 
courthouse until the westbound tram 
should arrive at 6:55 but that unless 
Mr. Bendy was on that train they* 
would return to their homes.

The committee declares^that after 
,the prisoners had been confined to jail 
.Sunday at Eastland, no complaint was 
made until Monday, when the commis­
sioner at Abilene was communicated 
with by wire or telephone and request­
ed to file charges against the men. 
Bendy did not go to Abilene in person, 
it is claimed.
