GREEKS INSTALL PRES.
FORMER HEAD 

AGAIN RULES 
NOTED NATION

Successful Revolution 
Ousts Dictator; Navy 
And Army are Factors

By United Press.
ATHENS, Greece, Aug. 23.— Ad­

miral Paul Coundouriotis, former 
provisional president of Greece, has 
accepted the presidency of Greece 
after a successful revolution in which 
the army and navy under the leader­
ship of General Georges Condylis 
overthrew the Pangalos government.

Arriving in Athens last night, 
Coundouriotis, who had been ousted 
from the presidency in a revolution 
which raised Pangalos to power re­
ceived the following message from 
Condylis:

“ I have the honor to inform you 
that the armed forces have abolished 
the evil tyranny which has been ex­
isting. I offer respects to the presi­
dent of the republic and pray that he 
will resume the supreme majesty 
which you held so worthily and glori­
ously for so long a time, and by the 
will of the people.”

Pledge Support.
Within a short time messages be­

gan to pour in from the army and 
navy at distant points pledging en­
thusiastic support to the new regime.

In a proclamation issued to the 
people, Gen. Condylis said:

“ The country’s armed forces have 
abolished the Pangalos tyranny and 

intrusted to me the government of 
the country in order to assure that 
the liberties of the people are re-es­
tablished and to apply the program 
contained in the army and navy mani­
festo.

“ Immediately after the arrival of 
Admiral Coundouriotis, the lawful 
president of the republic, I shall form 
a government of national confidence, 
and I will, communicate as soon as 
possible to the sovereign people a 
clear and detailed program which I 
shall apply closely.”

Manifesto.
The army and navy manifesto de­

clares that Gen. Condylis has been 
intrusted with the application of the 
following program:

“To reinforce the national forces; 
to establish a health national cur­
rency, with strict application of the 
fiscal laws; to free the people from 
unbearable taxes on articles of pri­
mary necessity; to establish popular 
liberty; to intrust the presidency of 
the republic to Admiral Coundouriotis 
and to proceed in eight months at the 
latest to free elections in order to 
confide the power of the chosen rep­
resentatives of the people.”

Prosecute Regime.
Gen. Condylis announced that penal 

proceedings would be taken against 
all the agencies responsible for the 
preceding regime, including Presi­
dent Pangalos. A  commission will be 
created to fix responsibility for the 
conduct of the Pangalos administra­
tion.

The downfall of Pangalos was 
looked for by close political observers 
since much and growing dissatisfac­
tion had been expressed with his am­
bitious dictatorship.

Mr. Williams came to the 
platform and led in prayer before he 
spoke a word, after which he spoke a 
brief word and thanked the city of 
Ranger for the invitation and intro­
duced E. H. Martin, song leader, and 
Miss Bessie Rice, pianist, without any 
words of either one of these workers 
the song and music started. The choir 
was well filled and the singing was 
above the average for an out-door af­
fair. At 8:30 just as Mr. Martin 
finished his song of special music, 
“ Don’t You Hear the Bells Now 
Ringing?”

Introduces Self.
Dr. Will Hogg came to the plat­

form and without a word spoken by 
anyone, he said to the large audi­
ence: “ I am mighty glad to be here.
I hope we will have a great meeting 
and see many souls brought to 
Christ.”

Tragedy Victims 
Known In Ranger

Mrs. Frank L. Adams, who was 
shot and killed by her husband, who 
then ended his own life, in Brecken­
ridge, Saturday afternoon, was for­
merly Mrs. Earl Roots of,Ranger, and 
Was employed at the Paramount 
Hotel as clerk at one time.

She had only been married to 
Adams for a few months and her lit­
tle daughter, who was in the room 
with her at the time of the fatal 
shooting had only been with her a 
short time, as she had been spending 
a part of the past year with her 
father’s mother, in Weatherford.

Mr?. Adams is said to have been 
raised near Strawn and it is reported 
that the funeral will take place there.

The Breckenridge American gives 
the following scory of the tragedy:

Frank' L. Adams, tool dresser for 
the T. P. Coal and Oil Company, shot 
his wife of a few months, to death 
and then ended his own life with 
three bullets from the same gun near 
Woodson about 5 o’clock Saturday 
afternoon, according to reports from 
that city late Saturday night.

Adams and his wife had been mar­
ried but a short whiie, according to 
reports, and had been living ai Wood- 
son only a week prior to the tragedy. 
A 5-year-old daughter cf Mrs. Adams, 
by a former husband survives.

The tragedy took place at the 
home cf K: k>. Dawes, where' the 
family had rooms. Tile Dawes fam­
ily was at home when the shooting 
took place.

WITH CHURCH
Efforts Will Re Made 

To Get Religious Laws 
Changed by Chamber

MEXICO CITY, Aug. 23. —  The 

Cathblics of Mexico today 'had a 
vision of peace and a compromise in 
the sruggle beween church and state 
which has spent its fourth week with 
opposing forces having at last reach­
ed a point of conference. So far 
their positions remain unchanged.

The government’s victory has been 
firmly established today and for that 
reason President Calles was unable 
to receive the church’s preliminary' 
advances for t'he elmination of some 
of the ellegd misconceptions pending 
the result of the bishop’s campaign 
for legal relief from what they de­
scribe as.“ anti-religious” laws.

Priest Registration
The president informed the pre­

lates that registration of the priests 
as required by the new regulations 
was only for administrative purposes 
and that the government did not in­
tend to interfere on the questions of 
dogma or religion.

The Episcopate accepted this decla­
ration and announced that as soon as 
the churches 'had fulfilled these legal 
requirements, there would be no fur­
ther objection to renewing church

100 CHRISTIAN SECTS 
OPEN CONFERENCE TO 

CONSOLIDATE BELIEFS

DENTISTS 
CONVENTION 
OPENS TODAY

PHILADELPHIA, Aug. 23.— A 

closer relationship between the sci­
ences of dentistry and medicine is ex­
pected to result from the delibera­
tions of the Seventh International 
Dental congress, which assembles 
here today.

Dentistry’s development as a fac­
tor in preventative medicine and its 
ever increasing importance -in disease 
diagnosis has done much to bring 
about this relationship, in the opinion 
of the 15,000 delegates from 21 na­
tions who are here for the sessions.

The present meeting is the first 
world assembly since 1914, when the 
sixth congress gathered in London, 
and its deliberations were summarily 
suspended at the outbreak of the 
world war. The last international 
congress in this country was held in 
St. Louis in 1904 coincidentally with 
the Louisiana Purchase exposition.

Dental science was expected to be 
accorded recognition as companion in 
the warfare against disease by fa­
mous medical scientists who are 
guests and speakers at the congress. 
Oral hygiene, in the hands of den­
tists, has been hailed by them as the

BERNE, Switzerland. Aug. 23.—  

Fifty religious leaders representing 
nearly 100 Christian denominations 
in every section of the world, met 
here today to perfect plans for a 
world conference to smooth out inter­
denominational differences.

Today’s gathering, known as the 
“ Constitution Committee,” expects to 
draft a program of topics to be dis­
cussed at the great world conference 
on faith and order to be held in 
August, 1927, at Lauzanne. Recom­
mendations and suggestions from 87 
nation-wide autonomous churches 
have been submitted to the commit­
tee whose chief duty will be to or­
ganize these views and prepare a 
program for the orderly procedure of 
the world conference.

“ The baneful consequences of pres­
ent divisions among Christians are 
clear to all and the hopeful feature of 
the situation is that Christians every- 
where are realizing this,” said the Rt. 
Rev. William T. Manning, Episcopal 
bishop of New York, a member of the 
committee, in discussing the aims of 
the movement.

It was made clear by spokesmen 
for the committee that there was no 
thought as yet of a formal or official 
union of Christian churches or that 
the program of closer, co-operation 
was expected to obliterate denomina­
tional lines. The chief aim of the 
World conference was said to be an 
endeavor to eliminate minor unneces­
sary differences among Christian 
churches and to strive for closer co­
ordination.

Five main topics of theology al­
ready studied by a sub-committee will 
be considered by the committee. 
These are “ The Nature of God,” 
“ The Church’s Ministry,” “ The Sac­
raments,” “ The Unity of Christen­
dom and the Place of Different 
Churches Within It.” The committee 
plans to organize these subjects into 
a program of discussison or recom­
mendations representing the opinion 
of the representatives there assem­
bled.

W  A SKINGTON.— Senator William 
E. Borah behaves exactly like a man 
conducting a presidential campaign.

Borcip didn’t adjourn when con­
gress did. His offices on Capitol 
Hill are busier, if anything, than 
ever. The senator isn’t always in 
them, hut his official staff remains 
on the job. When Borah iimself is 
away it’s because he’s making a 
speech somewhere.

If there isn’t something significant 
in all these speeches, all political 
Washington is mistaken.

They’re too numerous not to mean 
more than that Borah simply has 
something to say. Besides, the Ida­
ho senator has a whole tour of them 
laid out in advance. Why such un­
precedented activity at a time 'when 
he isn’t running for anything? His 
senatorial term doesn’t expire until 
1931.

A senator s speech making gener­
ally is confined mainly tc the senate 
chamber and his home state.

Occasionally he may get an invita­
tion, as a big man, to address some 
dinner or public gathering, but ordi­
narily he doesn’t make a political 
event of it. Neither does he keep 
hammering away at it, day in and 
day out, as Borah is doing.

During a campaign in which no 
candidacy of his own keeps him at 
home, looking after his own fences, 
he may also be drafted for a little 
party oratory, but he seldom wan­
ders far outside the general section 
of the country where he lives, for 
theie’s where it’s assumed he knows 
issues and local likings and dislik- 
ings best. •

Borah’s speeches aren’t party 
speeches. They’re strictly Borah 
speeches, and many of the views he 
expresses are not his party’s views 
at all.

Moreover, his tour is taking him 
all over , the United States.

NOTED SCREEN 
ACTOR TALKED 

ABOUT FISHING
Last Rites Given by The 

Priests Before Noon; 
Came As Immigrant

NEW  YORK, Aug. 23.— Rudolph 

Valentino, who came to this country 
as an immigrant and rose to heights 
of fame as a movie actor died in 
Polyclinic Hospital today.

Humbly born, t’he son of a farmer 
and former captain in the Italian 
army, who died with four skilled 
doctors at his bedside and witn 
country waiting at each word from 
the sick room, almost as they would 
watch on a president. Death1 came 
at 12:10 this afternoon.

Dr. Harold Meeker, one of the at­
tending physicians who was with the 
actor through the night and morning, 
said he believed almost the last con­
scious words were spoken at 3:30  
a. m. At that time Valentino, stilt 
thinking he was to recover spoke of 
things he would do in recuperating 
and asked about trout fishing.

“ Do you 'have plenty of rods and 
hooks?” t'he actor asked.

A t 4 a. m. he became irrational 
and talked mostly in Italian. Two 
hours later he was semi-conscious a.re­
lapsed into coma at 8 o'clock. From 
then on he occasionally opened his 
eyes, when his name was called. He 
died without pain,

Just before he died, Father De^- 
non of the Church of Saint Malacni 
arrived in the sick room.

Story of Life
Valentino recently gave the News­

paper Enterprise Association, of 
which this "aper is a member, the 
following story of his life.

I was born in the little village of 
Castellaneta, Italy, May 6, 1895, and 
was shortly thereafter christened 
Rodolpho Alfonzo Raffaelo Pierre 
Filibert Gugiielmi di Valentina d’An- 
tonguolla.

I arrived in New York just two 
days before Christmas, Dec. 23, 1913. 
The new land was very strange to me 
and I was very lonely. In order to 
find companionship I frequented the 
cafes. This took all my money but 
I did learn to dance, which was to 
be beneficial to nre later.

When my funds were all gone I 
got a job as superintendent of the 
Long Island estate of Cornelius Bliss 
Jr. This lasted only a short while. 
ms I showed an irresponsible nature 
and was courteously dismissed.

Next Job
My next “position” was as_ an ap­

prentice landscape gardener in Cen­
tral Park, New York City. After a 
month of this I went to the civil 
service bureau to get a regular job, 
but found I was not eligible because 
I was not a' citizen.

I had no job and no funds. I 
was forced from one lodging to an­
other. I went hungry and slept in 
Central Park. One hot summer day 
I walked five miles to the City look- 
in " for work. Unable to get it, I 
walked back.

After doing any little odd jo1' 
that I could get, I finally went to 
the head waiter at Maxim’s and got 
employment as a dancer. This was 
really the start of my professional 
career, for I later obtained dancing 
engagements with Bonnie Glass and 
Joan Sawyer.

But I didn’t want to ve a dancer.

SAN FRANCISCO. —  To prevent 
bequests of wealthy men from be­
coming ridiculous because of chang­
ing community conditions, fourteen 
wealthy San Francisco men propose 
to organize a foundation to which all 
charitable and public-spirited persons 
may safely leave their gifts.

It is hoped that by the first of next 
year the foundation may be organiz­
ed and ready to begin its work with 
a solid fund for working out its pro­
jects.

Charles W . Merrill, temporary 
chairman of the group, is to study 
other foundations. He pointed out at 
the initial meeting that the hand of 
the giver must sometimes be stayed 
after death to. prevent losses, ineffi­
cient handling of funds and thwart­
ing of the donor’s desires.

Changing community conditions 
sometimes make the gift useless, Mer­
rill said, as in the case of a wealthy 
man who bequeathed a fund to be 
used in distributing bread in a defin­
itely defined section of a city. This 
section housed poor families when the 
man died. Later the tenements dis­
appeared and homes of the wealthy 
were built. No bread was needed nor 
would it be accepted.

Under such a foundation as is pro­
posed, the self perpetuating directors 
would have authority to meet chang­
ing conditions. A  donor may specify 
the general use to which the fund 
must be put but the actual use will 
be determined by the directors.

Those who give to the foundation 
would do so with that understanding.

The foundation will provide the 
machinery for the permanent admin­
istration of bequests without cost and 
in the most efficient manner. All the 
safeguards of a trust company will be 
provided. To show their own faith 
in it, San Francisco’s wealthiest men 
and women and most generous givers 
will adhere to the plan.

It is believed that persons will be 
induced to give part of their surplus 
wealth for community betterment 
when they realize the funds will be 
efficiently and wisely handled for all 
time. Large or small gifts will be 
received.

The Rockefeller, Carnegia, Russell 
Sage and other foundations will be 
studied by those men during the sum­
mer and the next meeting will be in 
October, when an advance in the pro­
ject is expected. Those instrumental 
in the movement believe that such a 
foundation would eventually be able 
to care for practically all community 
needs as well as do away with hit and 
miss charity.

MADRID.— Spain, although enjoy­
ing a modest trade compared with 
the great powers, nevertheless holds 
in the vaults of the Bank of Spain 
a board of gold surpassed, in Eu­
rope, only by the gold reserves of 
London and Paris.

Outside of Europe, Spain is dis­
tanced only by New York and Tokyo. 
The nation’s gold ' reserve is today 
estimated at around $505,000,000.

Before the war her gold reserve 
was $95,000,000. She began draw­
ing gold from the United States dur­
ing the war until now she has become 
what the London money market calls 
& “ gold trap.”

painless, Paris has become thorough­
ly Americanized in her amusements.

The Americanization of Paris is 
seen best long the boulevards, al­
though it has spread rather generally 
all over France.

Its first sign is in the theatre. The 
movies show now about 88 per cent 
American films and those theatres 
which stood out for French films soon 
found that patriotism did not pay. 
Bill Hart, “ Chariot” —  as Charlie 
Chaplin is called in France, Douglas 
Fairbanks and Valentino are just as 
well-known in Paris as they are in 
America.

From North and South America, 
Paris imports her music, relegating 
to the discard the centuries of musi­
cal tradition of which the intellectual 
Frenchman was proudest. Negro 
jazz bands held sway for several 
years but they have lost favor some­
what and are replaced now by Amer­
ican college boys on vacation.

Argentina Dances
From Argentine have been brought 

up dance orchestras which are the 
greatest rivals . of the American 
bands. In the theatres, none of the 
plavs of the winter has been a great­
er financial success than a transla­
tion of the popular American hit, 
“ No, No, Nanette.”

The American army introduced 
chewing gum to France. But with 
the franc worth so little in the ex­
change market, chewing gum comes 
high and many a stenographer and 
“ midinette” in the dressmakers’ at- 
ticks have had to sacrifice their gum.

Paris has adopted America’s out­
door advertising ideas with much 
guslo, and here she has put- to work 
her fine artistic touch to produce il­
luminated signs and posters which 
rival the best in America. The boule­
vards from the Madeleine, past tee 
opera to the new opening of Boule­
vard Haussmann, .are a blaze of 
colored lights at night and rival 
Broadway.

Electric Bulletins
One of the novelties is an electric 

newspaper upon which fresh news de­
spatches are flashed in contstantly 
changing letters. The passerby can 
glean the world’s news while walking 
a city block.

A  RESOLUTION PROVIDING FOR NOTICE OF INTENTION TO BE
GIVEN OF THE PROPOSED PASSAGE OF AN ORDINANCE SUB­
MITTING AMENDMENTS TO THE CHARTER OF THE CITY OF
RANGER, TEXAS:

WHEREAS, it is considered to be the best interest of the City that an 
ordinance be passed submitting certain proposed amendments to the Char­
ter of the City to the vote of the people, and

WHEREAS, the existing Charter of the City and the provisions of 
Chapter 13, Title 28, Revised Statutes of the State of Texas, 1925 Revision, 
provide that notice of said intention be published:

BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COMMISSION OF THE CITY 
OF RANGER, TEXAS:

1. That notice of intention of the City Commission of the City of 
Ranger, Texas, to submit to the qualified voters of said City three proposed 
amendments to the Charter, hereinafter fully set forth, be given by pub­
lishing a copy of this resolution in some newspaper published within said 
City for at least twenty days, said publication being accomplished by in­
serting said advertisements in the newspaper in at least ten issues thereof, 
the first insertion being not less than twenty days from the date said or­
dinance is to be passed.

2. That said ordinance shall provide for the submission to the qual­
ified voters the following amendments to the Charter:

PROPOSED AMENDMENT NO. 1:

Article 11 of the existing Charter is amended by adding immediately 
after section 2 a new section to be numbered 2-a, which shall be as follows:

“ Section 2-A. The City of Ranger, in addition to all other powers, 
hereunder shall have all of the rights and powers granted to cities and 
towns under the provisions of Title 28 of the Revised Statutes of 1925, said 
rights and powers to be cumulative of any and ajl other powers held by 
said City.”

PROPOSED AMENDMENT NO. 2:

Amend article IV of the Charter by adding a new section to be num­
bered Section 2, which shall be and read as follows:

“ Section 2. No bond shall be issued unless they shall have been au­
thorized at an election held for the purpose, except funding and refunding 
bonds which shall not require an election exeept as otherwise herein pro­
vided. The City Commision shall have the authority to pass all necessary 
ordinances to provide for the funding or refunding of the whole or any 
part of the existing debt of the City, or of any future debt by cancelling 
the evidences thereof and issuing to the holders bonds or treasury war­
rants with or without coupons, bearing interest at an annual rate not to 
exceed six (6) per cent per annum, provided, however, that the outstand­
ing bonds of the, City may always be refunded into bonds but the outstand­
ing warrant and note indebtedness of the City may be refunded into bonds 
only to the extent of the notes and warrants outstanding at the time this 
Charter amendment is adopted and said note and warrant indebtedness 
outstanding at any time in the future incurred for the purpose of perma­
nent street improvements may be refunded into bonds, but no other future 
note and warrant indebtedness stall be refunded into bonds except when 
refunding bonds are authorized at an election held for that purpose.”

PROPOSED AMENDMENT NO. 3:

Amend Article IV of the Charter by adding a new section to be num­
bered Section 3, which shall be and read as follows:

“ Section 3. The City Commission shall have the power, when in its 
discretion it deem expedient and necessary, and at any regular meeting, 
to pass an ordinance or ordinances authorizing the issuance of interest 
bearing time warrants, with or without interest coupons, not to exceed in 
amount $25,000.00 at any one time, for the purposes for which bonds are 
authorized to be issued under this Charter, such warrants to bear interest 
not to exceed six per cent per annum, payable annually or semi-annually, 
and to mature at such times, and to be payable at such places, as may be 
fixed by the City Commission: but before any such warrants shall be issued 
or sold, they shall be submitted to and approved by the Attorney General 
of this State and registered in the office of the Comptroller of the State 
of Texas, At the time any such warrants are ordered to be issued, the 
City Commission shall levy a sufficient tax to provide for the payment of 
the necessary annual interest on, and to create a sinking fund for, such 
warrants so authorized to be issued. They shall be signed by the mayor, 
countersigned by the City Secretary, shall state the purpose for which they 
are issued, the place where payable, and shall bear the seal of the corpo­
ration.”

KINGS BA.Y, Spitsbergen.— Hardy 

residents of these islands, only 800 
miles from the North Pole, laugh 
when strangers speak of Spitsbergen 
as the rim of the earth. To them the 
real “ old north” is mang miles fur­
ther on, among the nameless settle­
ments near Point Morris Jessup, 
Greenland. There people among the 
strangest in the world live in primi­
tive conditions known nowhere else.

Commander Byrd, before his flight 
to the Pole, planned to establish his 
base among these Eskimos, who num­
ber two or three hundred. He may 
go there in the summer of 1927. If 
so, he will find them as Peary left 
them years ago— dirty, hospitable and 
profoundly content.

Peary was the first man really to 
become acquainted with them and 
live to bring back the story. His ship 
wintered several times at Point Mor­
ris Jessup, and some of the natives 
accompanied him to the United 
States.

Mrs. Peary also took along a girl, 
Egrarisuark, who was called “ Bill” 
and exposed for a while to all the ad­
vantages of civilization.

The Peary Eskimos pined for their 
igloos and frozen walrus meat, and 
went home. Two of them became pom- 
inent in ‘the tribe merely by reason 
of the tall stories they told. They 
were eclipsed by one Samik, however, 
who became a plutocrat when Peary 
gave him a wooden rowboat in which 
to fish.

Through his wealth, Samik won 
the hand of “ Bill,” who after her 
study abroad was regarded as the 
tribe's choicest peach.

As the stories here go, Mrs. Samik 
proved a good wife, unspoiled by her 
sojourn in the southlands. The last, 
traveler to see her said she had for­
gotten all her civilized ways and was 
no more squeamish about what went 
into the stew than any of her sisters 
who had not had the advantage of a 
finishing trip abroad.

Nowadays the only knowledge the 
tribe has of the outside world is when 
a chance explorer or Scottish whaler 
happens to come near enough for a 
kajak-man to row out and trade some 
blue fox skins, or when a very infre­
quent Danish trading agent comes.

CHICAGO.— Every man and wo­

man, even every child ten years old, 
knows that m ordinary hfe emer­
gencies arise, which are urgent, re­
quiring instant attention. When the 
house is on fire they know that ac­
tion must be taken at once or with 
the least possible delay. They can 
see the. fire; they know from experi­
ence that failure to act means loss 
of the house.

The same individuals who act so 
prcmtply, so mteligenty in ordinary ( 
emergencies too often show utter lac* 
of intelligence in their action when \ 
confronted' with an emergency sur- j 
gical condition in themselves or in 
the family. j

They want to wait; they want to! 
confer with a far away spouse or par- . 
ent. In other words, they defer. ! 
They use none of the intelligence dis- I 
played by the most ordinary indivi- j 
dual in case of. fire. They will w ait j 
til tomorrow or until after the wed­
ding.

They question secretly the diag­
nosis of the most learned physicians 
and surgeons, and place their own 
conclusions in opposition to those of 
the most skillful diagnosticians. They 
do not believe they have appendicitis 
or a perforation or an internal hemor­
rhage, or intestinal obstruction; it 
doesn’t feel quite like what they 
think such a condition ought to feel.

Hence procrastination in urgent 
surgical conditions accounts for a 
large percentage of the total' mortal- 
tiy. (In acute apendicitis the death 
rate should be not more than one in 
a thousand if the operation is done 
before t'he appendix ruptures. It is 
at least fifty in a thousand if rupture 
is allowed to occur. _

Surgical skill cannot alter this dis­
crepancy; it can be altered only by 
the patient accepting the operation- 
at such time as will offer him the best 
results.

Those who have to do the work, 
who have to sign the death eertifi- 

j cate, are unanimous in their opinion 
that the layman should use the same 

■ rule of action as in case of fire and 
, make up his mind before ‘hand that 
1 when these surgical emergencies arise 
I he will act with the same promptness

life.

His articles attracted con­
siderable attention because of their 
criticisms of what he considered the 
weak points in the American meth­
ods.

Refused Ambassadorship.
Dr. Eliot’s fame, not only in edu­

cational matters, but in economic, 
political and social affairs as well, 
was so great that when he resigned
