MADE HER KILL

Young Waoman Says Brutalities
Brought Aunt’s Death

Lillie: Belle 'Hirt, 27, who is alleg-
ed to have shot and killed her aunt,
Saleme Hivt, 68, at their home in
Clyde, on last Thursday -and who is
now under bhond for $15,000 made
by the citizens of her home town, is

i known by many Eastland c¢ounty peo-

ple, she and her aunt having anpear-

ied here as prosecuting ‘witnesses in
*a criminal case in October, 1917.

Attempted Saicide

It was during the progress of a
companion case to the one tried here
and just before starting from their
home to Baird, where she was to
again go on the witness stand, that
Lillie Hirt, shot herself, an account
of which is given by her in her al-
leged “statement regarding the kill-
ing of her aunt.

Following i3 the statement she is
alieged to have given newspaper men
while she was being held in the Cal-
lahzan county jail:

“She was lying in bed Thursday
afterrioon and I got the two pistols,
the .32 caliber that belonged to my
brother and the .38 ecaliber that my
father shot 'himself with. I thought
of the beatings
and I shot at her first 'with the .32
as she lay in bed.

Shot Her In Bed.

The first shot fired by Lillie Beile
while her aunt lay in bed, missed,
but the second shot from the .38 frac-
tured but did not enter the skull.
The third chot fired as her aunt lay
vrone upon the floor went through
the woman’s shoulder and clipped off
part of her left ear. The fourth and
last shot entered the back of the old
woman’s head and passed through

she

{ her brain, causing death.

The woman’s father, John Hirt,
chot' himseelf to death at Clyde sev-
eral -years ago. When he died he
left an estate of $20,000 to 'his
daughter. The girl .and her brother
lived with: the aunt, who had am
estate of $50,000.

As next of kin, the girl and: her
brother are heirs to the $50,000.

The girl’s brother, Charlie, ran
away from home a year ago "and
has not been heard from since that
time, according to the girl,

finally, without comment, passed a
hill providing that the Bible shall be
read every day in all the ‘commén
schoola of the' state.

$26,000,000 Cash

DALLAS, March 28-—Deposits in
federal reserve member banks in the
eleventh ” federal district increased
$26,000,000 in I'ebruary, when sub-
stantial drawings uswally are made,
according to' the monthly review of
the Dallas bank today.

While there has been some in-
crease in the demand for eredit ac-
commodations, the demand has been
lighter than wvsual and commercial
banks have generally been able t
take care of their customers 'with
only’ small loans from federal banks;
according to the report.
