'MATERIAL IS 
EN ROUTE FOR 
BIG NEW PLANT 

Chestnut & Smith Spending 
$250,000 Four Miles West 

of Ranger. 

Material is en route for the erec-
tion of the $250,000 gasoline absorp-
tion plant of Chestnut & Smith which 
is to be built on the Roper farm, four 
miles west of Ranger, according to 
a statement made by Superintendent 
Yonkers of the company yesterday. 

The plant will handle between 10,-
000,000 and 15,000,000 feet of gas 
daily and turn out between 6,000 and 
7,000 gallons of gasoline. The com-
pany already has two or three other 
gasoline producing plants in Ranger 
and proposes shortly to install a large 
absorption plant at Breckenridge, ac-
cording to a statement by Mr. 
Yonkers. 

Chestnut & Smith secure their gas 
supply from about 100 wells of the 
Prairie company, much of which comes 
from the Lane and Duncan wells. Af-
ter work is started completion should 
be made within sixty days. 

Production Increasing. 
Mr. Yonkers roughly estimates that 

the present gas wells within a radius 
of five miles of Ranger are making 
150,000,000 cubic feet of gas. The 
gasoline content of the gas now cool-
ing from these wells is of better qual-
ity than that of the newly brought-in 
wells. In fact, Mr. Yonkers declares 
that the production of gas in the Ran-
ger field is increasing. A few wells 
which were making only a few thou-
sand feet per day have been increased 
tenfold merely by a cleaning process. 

Mr. Yonkers expects to move his 
family to Ranger in the next few 
weeks. "Then," he. said, "we shall be-
come full-fledged citizens of Ranger." 
He believes that the best days for 
Ranger are in the future and cannot 
understand why people in distant 
places are under the impression that 
this city is undergoing a desertion 
simply because no large wells are be-
ing brought in in this immediate area. 
He has hope that development of this 
territory for more oil will be begun 
in the near future. He has his doubts 
about the Ranger oil field having done 
its "do," and believes that when con-
ditions again become normal in the 
oil realm, Ranger will again easily 
bounce into a coveted position among 
the oil producing fields of the south-
west.

Keen Observers See Come-
back in Condemned Tract 

Now Nearly Proven. 

The fact that the larger companies 
during the hectic days of the oil de-
velopment condemned a large tract 
of territory between Caddo and Fran-
kell may make for the development 
of another oil producing area right 
at Ranger's door and disclose two new 
paying sands, one of a shallow nature 
and the other a sand deeper than the 
customary Ranger depth. 

The new proven field once con-
demned is now practically defined as 
being about eight miles long and of 
undetermined width. In the days 
when the big companies were exploit-
ing this field it was customary to go 
to 3,250 and 3,450 for the big pay and 
if the pay was not found at those 
depths, to pass it up. A number of 
wells of such depth were put down in 
the region contiguous to the Nannie 
Walker tract, with the result that on-
ly dry holes, gas and only a little oil, 
were developed. But when a well was 
put down a few months ago to a depth 
of 3,575 to 3,580 feet on this condemn-
ed territory and came in for 1,000 bar-
rels, it was denominated a freak by 
the larger companies. This well six-
teen months later is producing 150 
barrels a day. In this same territory 
another 900-barrel well was brought 
in at 2,000 feet in a sand hitherto un-
known or undiscovered in this sec-
tion. This has brought to light the 
fact that there is evidently two new 
sands in this territory about which 
the larger companies knew nothing 
whatever. 

According to well informed reports, 
not less than twenty new rigs are now 
going up in the new proven territory 
between Caddo and Frankell with 
prospects that in a short time a sec-
ond Ranger pool will be opened and 
the old fire of the early days of 1919 
and 1920 will be rekindled. 

The fact that this new sand has 
been found below the usual Ranger 
sand may revive drilling throughout 
this territory, especially a deepening 
of those wells which were producers 
at the shallower depth. It now looks 
as if the new Caddo-Frankell-Ranger 
field will develop some wells of great 
interest and revive former great ac-
tivity.

SAVED SHIP FROM DESTRUCTION 

VESSEL GOES 
AGROUND AND 

450 IN PERIL 

Facing death and danger, men of the 
navy displayed the dash and daring, 
the courage and quick action that are 
the best traditions of the service 
There were heroes in the ranks, as 
well as on the bridge, and scores of 
them performed deeds that deserve to 
go down in history. 

There were several cases in which 
plain American sailors saved ships 
trom damage or destruction. ' But 
there are few stories of the war more 
thrilling than that of John Mackenzie, 
chief boatswain's mate, and the Rem-
lik. 

The Remlik, an armed yacht taken 
from its luxurious career at the begin-
ning of the war and converted into a 
submarine fighter, was at its duty on 
patrol off the coast of France. A ter-
rific storm was raging and the Rem-
lik was having all it could do to hold 
its own in the heavy weather. 

U-Boat Is Sighted. 
Suddenly there was a cry from the 

lookout: 
"Submarine, 400 yards off star-

board?" 
"General quarters" alarm was 

sounded, and all stations were 
manned. Two periscopes had been 
sighted. The after-gun's crew stayed 
e' its post, trying to get a shot at 
the U-boat, in spite of the fact that 
big seas were breaking over the ves-
sel. 

Before they could fire, however, the 
submarine submerged. 

Then followed one of the queerest 
situations that could arise at sea. The 
Rernlik and the submarine were both 
so tossed about by wind and wave 
that neither could use its weapons 
against the other. 

The Renilik's gunners kept their 
guns trained in the general direction 
in which they suspected the U-boat 
was lying; the U-boat presently 
bobbed up again, but at once sub-
merged as the guns turned toward it; 
twice more it poked its periscopes 
above the surface, only to withdraw 
them, as a scared snail withdraws its 
horns, when the guns swung into line 
for a trial shot. 

On board the Remlik there was an 

intense eagerness to drop a depth 
bomb. 

Bomb Breaks Loose. 
Could this have been done the U-

boat would have joined those which 
never returned to Germany, but as 
lung as it was impossible for the 
Rernlik to make more than two knots, 
it was impossible to drop a depth 
bomb without running the danger of 
almost as much damage to herself as 
to the enemy. 

Through all the perils and excite-
ment of this encounter John Macken-
zie did no more than his duty, which 
was neither more nor less than any-
body else did. 

But the grdater danger was yet to 
come. 

The depth tombs which the Remlik 
crew had itched to drop in the U-
boat's neighborhood were kept in boxes 
near the stern of the boat. They were 
big, bulky things, filled with high ex-
plosive-safe enough while held in 
leash, but ceadly if the two pins that 
held the firing mechanism were re-
moved: 

The waves breaking over the ship's 
stern tore one of the boxes loose, top-
pled it over, rolling the bomb out of 
it. The box went overboard, but the 
bomb slid and sloshed and rolled about 
on the deck.

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RANGER MUST 
BE SANITARY 

AFTER MAY 1 
Sanitary service will be compulsory 

twice a month where such service is 
necessary after May 1. This state-
ment was made yesterday by Dr. R. 
H. Hodges, sanitary commissioner, 
and is in accordance with an ordi-
nance that is now in effect. 

The ruling means that it is not in 
the province of the householder to say 
whether he wants the service, but it 
is compulsory upon him to take it 
twice each month. 

Dr. Hodges said that he had no 
desire to be hard on anyone, but that 
the summer season was approaching 
and with it the danger of typhoid and 
other ills and that it was essential to 
the common weal that every preven-
tive measure possible be taken to keep 
dc wn illness. 

In discussing the situation the com-
missioner said that much needed to be 
done in a sanitary way and that it 
would be done as quickly as his de-
partment could get to it. He also 
said .that it was his intention to see 
that the sanitary laws are obeyed. 

"However," he declared, "I antici-
pate no trouble in this respect. I be-
lieve when the people understand the 
necessity for this enforcement and 
realize that trouble will follow 
where the laws are not obeyed they 
will co-operate with the sanitary de-
partment." 

Wade Swift, the newly appointed 
sanitary inspector, has been acquaint-
ing himself with the ordinances along 
this line against the time he will take 
office next Monday.

him. Waiting for what seemed a bet-' 
ter chance, he, made a third attempt' 
to grab it.

Remlik gave a roll that flung the huge I 
charge back upon him, almost crush- I

ing him. He barely saved himself,';  
but turning quickly fell upon the bomb' 

• and held it. Upending it in a mo-
mentarily steadier interval, he sat 
upon it—sat calmly until lines could 
be run to him with which he lashed 
it down. 

Saves Ship and Crew. 	' 
In recommending that the medal of 

honor, the highest decoration Ameri-
ca has to give, should be conferred 
uptin Mackenzie, the commanding of-
ficer of the Remlik said: 

'Mackenzie, in acting as he did, ex-
posed his life and prevented the prob-
able losg of the ship and entire crew. 
Had this depth-charge exploded on 
the quarter-deck with the sea and wind 
.that existed at the time, there is no 
doubt that the ship would have been 
lost." 

Among the destrdyers of the Unit-
ed States navy you will find the John 
Paul Hones, Decatur, Lawrence, Far-
ragut, Porter, Dewey and Ingram. 

"Where did you get that last 
name?" somebody asks. "The others 
are familiar, but who was Ingrain?" 

The Ingram is the first ship of the 
navy to be named after an enlisted 
moan, and it was my pride and pleas-
ure to break a long-established prece-
dent by thus honoring the memory of 
an American hero; who, in this life, 
never rose above the rating of a gun-
ner's mate. 

Osmond K. Ingram served on the 
Cassin, and the Cassin was patrol-
ling in Irish water—where submarines 
were thicker than almost anywhere 
else in the seas. 

-On Oct. 15, -1917, the Cassin sighted 
a U-boat, and put on all speed to 
leach the spot where the periscope 
had shown. But the quarry nad sub-
merged. The ,Cassin kept up, tile 
search. A half hour passed and there 
was no sign of the enemy.  

Time for Quick Action. 
Then, suddenly, a torpedo was 

sighted. It was running 'at high 
speed and headed for the Cassin. 
When discovered it was less than 400 
yards away. ' In order to avoid it the 
Cassin must act in seconds—almost 
:milt seconds. 

-"Double-emergency-full-speed" was 
.signaled to the engine room, and the 
rudder put hard left. 

Just as in the case of the Remlik, 
the stern of the Cassin was stored 
with depth-charges. 

Gunner's Mate Ingram, cleaning the 
muzzle of his gun, saw that the tor-
pedo was headed straight for the stern
of the Cassin. If it exploded there, 
detonating the depth-charges it might 
sink the ship. 

Fully aware of the peril he was run-
ning, lngram, without a minute's hes-
itation' ran aft and began to strip the 
depth-charges rd throw them over-
board. 

The Cassin had made a quick turn, 
and for a moment it looked as if the 
torpedo might pass astern. But, when 
it was only fifteen or twenty feet 
away, it leaped, porpoise-like from the 
water and struck the ship. 

Hero Instantly Killed. 
There was a terrific explosion. Gun-

ner's Mate Ingram was killed instant-
ly. But the Cassin remained afloat! 

With rudder gone and stern shat-
tered, it kept going, even though it 
could go only in circles; and its crew, 
when the U-boat emerged to see' what 
had happened, opened fire. Dismayed 
at this show of fight the U-boat 
ducked again and quit the combat. 
' Help came for the Cassin, and she 

was taken to port, repaired and re-
turned to service. 

But Gunner's Mate Ingram had giv-
en his life to save the ship and her 
crew. 

That is why the long-established 
precedent was broken and an Amer-
ican naval ship was named after an 
enlisted man. 

I rather think the American people 
will say I was justified in breaking 
the precedent. 

There were so many deeds of dar- 
ing, so many instances of personal 
bravery, that these seem to character-
ize the entire service and I feel so 
strongly that only opportunity was 
needed for anyone of the half million 
to distinguish themselves, that I 
might.write beside the whole service 
—"Heroes All."
