Accordingsto the negro, who is a
preacher, he passed Duffey’s store
while going to his home nearby, about
11 o'clock, and heard the men quar-
relling, A little later he watched and
saw them looking up and down the
road. 'He also said he saw them in

One Man Watched.

When the men were brought before
him in the Eastland jail, he told
George Murphy of the local police
department just which man stood on
watch and other details of the killing.

He fixed the time of the shooting
at 11:10 o’clock by the fact that he
had just wound his watch and hung
it over his bed, a custom which he
said he followed every night.

Garnes and Owens were arrested
fourteen miles south of Ranger two
days after the killing by city and
county officials after they had made
an all night hunt seeking their home.
When found evidence was also found
that whisky making had been going
on in the house they lived.in. All
the evidence thus far gathered points
to the fact that the shooting arose
over a sale of liquor. This fact local
police believe they established on the
morning following Duffey’s death.
