ST, LOUIS, April 18.—Chemists
are arriving {rom all over the United
Stales for the spring meeting \of the
American Chemical soc¢iety which is
to open’ heve tomovrow and continue
six days for discussion of the new !
develvpmam. in chemistry and their |
effeet upen virtually every import-!
ant, industry in the eountry. |

by-products and lower the cost of
living, “however, are the chief pur-
poses of the sessions which are ex-
pected to be attended by 1,500 or
more chemical ‘experts as well as
technical advisers of large agricul-
tural and manuacturing interests,
