Snyder gave the figure In com-
menting on & report from Interna)
Reévenue Commissioner John B,
Dunlap or a year's intensified
drive against lax fraud, with spe-
clal empbasis on squeezing taxes
out of the underwarld.

In April, 1951, Dunlap organized
an Investigation staff of more than
2000 agents to plunge Into the
shadows of underworld finance,
find out how much of the nation's
eriminal earnings might belong to
Uncle Sam, and try to gel logether
encugh evidence to force collec
tion.

Dunlap's report dealt with requits
of this drive, and also with the
work of the bureau's regular Intel
ligence wstaff, which waliches for
tax fraud on the part of the nor-
mal run of people,

The revenue bureau lumps to-
gether as “racketecrs,” for the
purpose of investigation, all cases
dealing with illegal earnings. Al
such cases go to the special rack-
et squads organized last year. This
would include persons not ordinari-
ly thought of as racketeers, such

Woodman was busy today at hig
office in Arlington Informing each
Dallas distributor that Fort Worth
distributors, contacted individually,
had agreed to meot the new price
of 3T40 per hundredweight for
Class 1 milk,

The price of $4.20 for Class 2
milk used in cheese, bulter and
other milk products would not be
changed and the hlend price would
average about $7 for August. The
blend price In July avaraged $8.60.

Although distributors would have
© receive Office of Price Stabiliza-
tlon approval for Increasing the re-
tall price, it was learned most dis-
tributors had consulted the OPS of-
fice here before indicating they
would pay more to producers.

This year may be an exception, but oo
often jt is true that the total vole in the
second primary fall to approach that of
July. The people ought to remember that
the job of paming all officials ls only half
done in the (irst primary, and that the
second race Is the ode that finally names
the winner, Even the heat ought not to be
a deterrent to keep one from the polls

Although thers is not much Intensive
campalgning on the surface, there are
many indications that some strong efforts
are being made in the races remalning
In Howard County, These have even re-
sulted In questions of how golling places
are conducted and questions about special
supervisors,

Everybody wants a falr and honest elec-

tion, and nothing less can be tolersted,
by candidstes, by eshection officials, or

by the publie. But sometimes, In the anx- -

fety of a heated campalgn, an aspirant
to office may make accusations or ralse
doubts which he would not olherwise do
In times of deliberation. Such practices
usually cause hurt to the extent that no-
body ts,

So, then, some deliberation might be in
order, in last-mimite campaigning and in
last-minute efforts to sway voltes,

The chore of the ordinary voting oltizen
—and It not always Is a dmple one—is
o separate the wheat from the chaff, in
the matter of campaign propaganda; 1o
consider the full merils of each candl
date, on background, record, platform, and
—this 18 important-—potentialitios for serv-
lng the eounty in the future.

Don’t let whispered innuendoes take the
place of calm judgment, as Lo the com-
parative qualities of a would-be publie
servant. Our job Is to try our level best
to decided on the best man, snd then to
cast our vote for him.

The Harry-Adlai Relationship
Is 'Not Cozy But Comfortable’

WASHINGTON<Gov. Adlai E. Steven-
son's visit to the White House prelty well
nipped In the bud at least one burgeoning
Republican hope. There Is no longer much
likelihood of a falling out between the
Democratie. candidate and Prealdent Hare-
ry § Truman. It may be added that the
prophets began to predict such a falling
owt, and the Republican: began to hope
for i, quite a litke tpe after the danger
had really past.

The roal story of the eurious and some-
what uneasy Truman-Stevenson relation-
ship is relatively simple in outline. From
the very first, as was pointed out very
early In this space, there- was a major
issue to be settled hetween the President
and the nominee. Would Stevenson declare
his Independence, or would he allow him.
self to be overshadowed by Truman?

Truman wanted two things, which meant
overshadowing Steyenson almost complete-
ly. He wanted to campaign nearly as
actively as the candidate himaelf, In his
famillar whistlestop manner. And he want-
ed 1o keep his hand on the campaign or
Ranization, by continulng Frank McKinney
in hix post as chalrman of the Domoeratie
National Commitiee.

It was more than two weeks ago when
Stevenson made it clear that he could
not go along with Truman on sither of
these eruclal polnts. In fact the real erisis
between the two men seems lo have been
reached rather soon after the Democratie
conventlon, when Stevenson indicated that
be did not wish 1o retain MeKinney as
national chalrman, This was the definitive
doclaration of Independence. At the same
time, Sfbvenson also made It pretty clear
that he did not wish the President o
carry out his plan for whistlestop cam-
paigning

The news reached Truman during his
post.convention vacallon at Independence,
Mo. According to those close to him. (he
President was st first both hurt and Anger-
ed by the seeming rebuff. Samewhat na-
ively, be had expected Stevenson (1o be
guided by him In oM things, and the first
shock of disillusion was severe.

Yet Truman is always a good soldier.

He has a downright religious respect for
political traditions—and there Is no wtrong-
er political traditlon than the right of a
Presidential candidate to boss his own

campalgn. Moreover, after reflection, Tru-

man also saw the force of Stevenson's ar-
gument, that he needed a chance to make
his mark with the voters as a major polit
cal personality in his own right.

There was some further maneuvering,
undoubtedly, befors the President and the
party leaders accepted Stevenson's high.
ly parsonal cholce of Stephen A. Mitchel)
to succeed McKinney as natlonal chair-

man. Nonetheless, the real lssue between .

Truman and Stevenson had already heen
settled long before the President relurn-
ed to Washington, Hence the Truman-
Stevenson meeting at the White House
could be, and was, rather cut-and-dried
The atmosphere between the two men has
been deacribed, by one who should know,
a8 "not coxy but comfortable.” They
made their joint campaign plan easily and
not without serlous argument,

There Is sound strategy In the plan
they agreed on—speeches by both Steven-
son and Truman on Labor Day; Intensive
erpas-country” campaigning by Stevenson
thereafter; and further speeches or per-
haps a short campaign tour by Truman
after Oct. 1. The plan minimizes the
chances of any Truman-Stevenson cross-
ed wires,

Accldents can always happen, of course,
but there Is mow only one major: ares
where it ls reallstic to look for a Truman-
Stevenson disagreement. This Is  the
area of such -great poMcy questions as ely-
il rights and the Taft-Hartley law, This
area is not supercharged with personal
tensions, as was the lssue of Stevenson's
Independence of, or dependence upon, Tru-
man. Yet it can concelvably make trouble,
nonetheless.

The truth ls that Gov, Stevenson has
shown a tendency to take a compromise
line on clvil rights, on labor and even on
the tidelands oll question. This the Presi-
dent thinks neither right nor politically
wise.

GOP Seen With Gains Toward
-Winning The Independent Vote

PRINCETON, N. J., —The outcome of
the Elsenhower-Stevenson election race is
in the hands of the nation’s 14 million
Independent voters.

To win, Eisenbhower must attract the
lion's share of this vote. Normally It goes
heavily Democratic—in fact, the G.0.P,

has never polled more than 43 per cent of
the Independent vole In the last three
presidential elections.

At the moment, however, the Republi-
cans are making substantial headway
with the Independent growp. Six out of
every 10 Independents polled by the Insti-
tute say they want to see the RepubMeans
win this time,

Whether the G.O.P. can hold this ad-
vantage until election day remains to be
seen. A substantial number of Independ-
ents say that they may change their minds
by November,

All persons who classify themselves as
Independents were asked:

“If the presidential election were being
bheld today, which POLITICAL PARTY
would you like tp see win—the Republl-
can party or the Deisocratic party?™

The vote of those Independents who indl-
cated a definite preference or expressed
a "leaning” toward one party ls as fol-

But 37 per cent of the Independents say
they may, and another 19 per cent don't
know whether they will or nol—making
a total of 56§ per cent who might alter
their present chelce.

LUNCH-BOX HINTS

Variety Required
For School Meals

“A tisket, a tasket a brown and
yellow basket.'

And as always mothers will be
called upon to put variety into the
meals that go into the pails.

Just as much thought should go
into preparing a lunch that will be
eaten at school as for a meal at
home.

And to ald you in your lunch hox,
meal preparations here are a few
pointers.

Sandwiches are the main attraec-
tion of a lunch box so to avoid
monotony vary breads and use egg
fish, cheese, meat, poultry, vege-
table and peanut butter fillings.

Wrap sandwiches wseparate In |
waxed paper, aluminum foll or
sandwich bagn to keep them fresh
and avold mingling of flavors.

Avold the morning rush by hav-
ing frozen sandwiches for a lunch
box.
