RECORD LIST
OF ATHLETES
WILL COMPETE

By Associated Press

URBANA, 111, Feb. 14—A record-
breaking list of entries is in prospect for
the fourth annual relay carnival of the
University Illinois to be held here
March 5.

Last year more than 300 athletes com-
peted in the meet and judging from the
entries thus far received, there will be a
far greater number in the competition
this year. Many of the universities are
entering their star athletes in the speeial
events, besides sending their relay teams.

A comparison of the records made in
the last three relay carnivals at the Uni-
versity of Illinois with world's records
show that the western indoor classic has
been the scene of many record-breaking
performances.

In 1917, Waldo Ames, one of the great-
est hurdlers that ever donned an Mlinois
suit, smashed two world's records, run-
ning: the 75-yard low hurdles in 8 2-5
seconds, and the TH-yard high hurdles in
0 3-5. The record in the TH-yard lows
had stood since being made in 1913 by
R. R. Templeton of San Francisco, and
equalled the following year by J. J. Eller
of New' York. Their performance of 9
seconds was thought to be unbreakable,
until Ames took. three-fifths second from
it in one of the greatest races of the
meet.

These records were doomed to go, how-
ever, when, two years later, Carl John-
son of Michigan and TLe Gendre of
Georgetown met in the final heats of both
races. The tall Michigan star won both
races, lowering the low hurdle mark to 8
and the high to 9 2-5

In 1920 the performances of Jack
Scholz were notable, The little Missouri
flver got away  to a perfect start in the
75-yard dash and equalled the world's ree-
ord.of 7 3-5 for the distance. This mark
has stood for many years, jointly held
by Bennie Wefers, Archie Hahn and
Howard Drew,

One of the reasons for the unusual
record-breaking performances year in and
vear out is the quality of the track. The
Th-yard straight-away is one of the finest
in the eountry. It is carvefully built up
each year with southern clay, and kept
in the finest condition the year around.

The fact that the carnival is one of the
first big meets of the year also adds to
its attractiveness. Coaches are always
anxious to try their men out in order
that thev can Adiseaver the weak spots of
tlie team and have time to remedy these
conditions before the outdoor season
starts. The enormous size of the armory
makes it possible to have all the field
events except the weights, and the con-
ditions for jumping and vaulting are

PROVIDENCE, R. 1., IPeb. 14.—A. re-
form of manners and morals of the
younger set has.been inaugurated by lead-
ing representatives of the undergraduate
body of Brown university.

Among the specific reforms are aboli-
tion of:

“The bare knee kiss.”

“Peétting parties.”

The toddle and similar extreme dances.

Parties continued until after breakfast.

“Rome toddled before it fell,” might
be termed the slogan of the reformers.

Already something has been achieved
by the denunciation by the Mothers’ club
of dances for children of 16 years and
younger which last later than 11 o'clock.
The next step is setting a 2 o’clock limit
for college dances, whether *“proms” or
in fraternity houses. If this rule is not
adopted by the student body, the frater-
nity alumni are expected to take prompt
action.

A state of affairs known to exist in
wany college towns and in every city of
any size in the country was dragged into
the light by the Brown Daily Herald in
an editorial, “Quite a Distance This Side
of Paradise,” in which the writer said:

“The modern age of girls and young
men is intensely immoral, and immoral
seemingly without the pressure of eir-
cumstances. At whose door we may lay
the fault, we cannot tell. TIs it the result
of what we call ‘the cmancipation of
woman,” with its concomitant freedom
from chaperonage, increased intimacy be-
tween the sexes in adolescence, and a
mere tolerable viewpoint toward all
things unclean in life? This seems the

perhaps both sexes are equally at fault.

“Whosoever the fault may be (and that
is not such an important question, since
both sexes are equally immoral), the
whole character of social relations among
younger people is lamentable.

It is a matter of general knowledge
that the corset is no longer part of some
girls’ party apparel. Here, as elsewhere,
the ladies’ dressing rooms at dances be-
come the vepositories of the stays of
these who, under the vigilant eyes of
their mothers, have dounned these articles
Lefore leaving home.

“Petting parties,” as they are termed
here, are all that the -phrase implies.
The automobiles parked behind the uni-
versity building where dances are in
progress offer a convenient vetreat for
couples seeking greater privacy than the
dimly-lighted corners of a gymnasium.
