BALTIMORE, M. D., April 9.— 

Automobiles that will never wear out 
are apossibility in the future.

That was revealed today at a meet­
ing- of the American Chemical Soci­
ety. At the same time , scientists 
were told of a new oil developed from 
common red peppe,r that can save 
many lives now lost through asphyx­
iation.

If anyone leaves a gas burner turn­
ed on, accidentally or otherwise, 
without burning the gas, or if there 
is a gas leake in the house so that 
the gas is not burned, the oil will 
make all persons in the gas filled 
room immediately sneeze so violent­
ly that they will dash out for relief 
in the fresh air.

Non-Crosswise Metals.
Dr. J. H. McKay, chairman of the 

section of the convention studying 
prevention and causes of corrosion of 
metals, discussed the possibilities of 
never wear out automobiles.

Sixteen groups of chemists, he said, 
are now engaged in studies designed 
to produce metal alloys which will 
be impervious to corrosion. The aim 
of these chemists includes production 
of metal alloys. If such alloys can 
be developed commercially, then au­
tomobiles will last indefinitely.

The Lenten season always gives 
us a good excuse for serving the 
many interesting dishes which we 
are inclined to forget during the 
rest of the year. Our imaginations 
are stimulated to extra effort in 
preparing well seasoned and appe­
tizing food which will both nourish 
and please the members of our fami­
lies.

Have you ever made Creole rice? 
First, cook the rice so that it will 
be fluffy and white. The easiest
way is to follow the Chinese meth­
od. Put two cups of rice, four cups 
of water, and two teaspoons of salt 
into the top part of a double boiler, 
and cook over the direct flame for 
10 minutes, then steam over hot 
water for 10 minutes or longer. 
When the rice is thoroughly cooked 
there will be no water to pour off 
and ever ygrain of rice will be dis­
tinct.

In a saucepan melt two table­
spoons of shortening and in it cook 
two sliced onions, one shredded 
green pepper, and ope pimento.. Add

•the rice and mix well and season 
With paprika, chili powder and salt 
if necessary. Pack the rice mixture 
into a bowl which has been butter­
ed. The rice can be unmolded onto 
a platter and served with a cheese 
sauce. The cheese sauce is made by 
melting two tablespoons of butter 
and mixing it with two tablespoonsj. 
of flour, one-half teaspoon of sail 
and a dash of paprika. Add one cup 
of milk and cook until well blended 
and smooth, then add one-half cup 
of grated cheese. .

In every nieal we need fuel, build­
ing and regulating foods. The rice 
gives fuel, the milk and cheese build­
ing material.- We must serve some­
thing with’ the Creole rice which will 
add regulating substances. A green 
salad and bran, muffins will do this. 
Prepare the muffins by creaming to­
gether two tablespoons of bacon fat 
and four tablespoons of sugar. Add 
one egg and beat well. Add one cup 
of all bran, one cup of buttermilk, 
and one cup of flour, sifted with one 
half teaspoon of soda, one teaspoon 
of baking powder and one-half tea­
spoon of salt. Bake the muffins in 
a moderate ove nfor about 20 min­
utes.

At this time of year lettuce, ro 
maine, chicory, or dandelion greens 
may be used for salad. A deliciou 
dressing can be easily prepared by 
mashing the .hard cooked yolks of 
two eggs in a bowl and adding oil 
and vinegar until you have a dress-

•’ lg of the right consistency. Season 
ie dressing with salt, paprika, chop­

ped chives, and catsup or chili sauce. 
The whites of the eggs may be chop­
ped and used in a sauce to be served 
with fish at another meal, or the 
whites and yolks may be separated 
before being cooked and the yolks 
cooked in boiling water and the un 
cooked whites, saved for frpsting or 
for a meringue for pie or pudding.

NEA Service Writer . ®
rASHINGTON — "The . Meta­

morphosis o f Mellon” might

“out of his sheU.” As a private 
capitalist and financier, Mellon led 
a  life of seclusion.

Pittsburg, he was more of a 
tradition than a flesh-and-blood hu­
man being. He frequented no 
clubs. He attended few functions.

As a member of the cabinet, 
Mellon’s human contacts have 
broadened. Not only have his of­
ficial duties brought him in direct 
touch with a greater number and 
a more varied range of individ­
uals, but the social’ necessities of 
his position have assisted in the 
thawing out process.

Dinners, receptions, public and 
semi-public functions of many 
kinds have claimed his attendance. 
And while these are understood at 
first to have been the bane of his 
life, they are so no longer. Where 
he first endured them, Tie now ac­
tually enjoys them.* * *

FtlENDS who have watched 
this metamorphosis in Mellon 
declare that he is today a 

younger and happier man than 
he has been for years. The icy re­
serve of the private capitalist has 
melted. The hard exterior of the 
chilled-steel financier has mel­
lowed. He is shedding his ex­
clusiveness.

He is *getting to like 
folks and affairs. And—what in 
Mellon’s case is regarded as final 
and conclusive proof of thq change
