State Superintendent W  rites 

About Certificates, Age 
Anid Transfers.

In a “recent letter addressed to all 
county and city school superintend­
ents in Texas, State Superintendent 
>S. M. N. Marrs, calls attention to a 
number of matters of vital impor­
tance to the holders of certificates 
to teach in.the schools of the state; 
to those interested in transferring 
pupils, free school age, supplies for 
schools, etc.

The first item mentioned is that 
of teachers’ examinations and cer­
tificates: “ There will be a county
examination held throughout the 
state, Aug. 17 and 18, in order that 
builders under the old law may com­
plete their examinations for perma­
nent certificates, the recent certifi-- 
cate law providing for the continua-j 
tion of these examinations, but no 
more ‘ permanent or permanent pri­
mary certificates will be issued. Onlyj 
two kinds of certificates will be is­
sued oh examinations after Septem- j 
her— elementary and high school, j 
arid the elementary may be built 
upon to secure the high school cer­
tificate. These certificates are sec-j 
ond class because they are obtained 
by examination.- All certificates ob­
tained by examination after Sept. 1, 
1925, will be second class and all! 
(hose obtained through college train­
ing vdll be first class.”

Value of Certificates.
“ The second class elementary cer­

tificate is legally valid in any public 
sdhool in the elementary grades, but 
tjie second class high school certifi­
cate is. legally valid only in unclassi­
fied high schools of the third class. 
All certificates issued prior to Sept. 
1, 1925, have the same validity as 
heretofore. The certificate issued, 
valid for . life, to a person who l as 
taught six years on a- state first 
grade certificate since 19.10 is only 
a first grade certificate and not a 
permanent certificate within the 
meaning of the law. It has not been 
legal to issue a county certificate of 
any kind since Sept. 1, 1923.”

.The letter states that the cor­
respondence in the state superin­
tendent’s office af Austin indicates 
that a mistaken idea prevails con­
cerning the free school age. This 
extends from 7 years to 21 years as 
heretofore, the bill offered in the 
legislature to reduce the age to 6 
years having -failed to pass.

In regard tq transfers, the stale 
superintendent’s letter says: “ Since
the> court of civil appeals has not 
given any written opinion in the case 
of transferred pupils, they will- re­
ceive credit for their state and coun­
ty apportionment; but tuition should 
be paid the district to which the 
transfer is made after the free term 
has expired. In the -case of high 
school students, this tuition should 
be paid by the state; and for pupils 
below the high school, the tuition 
should be paid by the district. Un­
fortunately, the last legislature de­
clined to authorize the payment of 
this tuition by the state, and the bur­
den falls upon the district or the par­
ent. If the home district does not 
offer the grade in which the child is 
classified, the district trustees should 
p a /  its tuition in a neighboring 
school for so long a term as is main­
tained in the home district.

Transfer'Limit Aug. 1.
The letter states that the usuai 

supplies, including teachers’ regis­
ters, will be sent out the latter part 
of August *nd that requests being 
received for such supplies are being 
filed and will be filled at that time.

Miss Beulah Speer, Eastland coun­
ty school superintendent, states that 
Aug. 1 is the time limit for the trans­
fer of scholastics, and that only 
emergency transfer for high school 
purposes will be allowed by the coun­
ty board after that date. All trans­
fers should be made with the county 
superintendent.

PLAIN VIEW, July 25.—An attack 

on the estimated cost ofthe - Fort 
Worth and Denver proposed exten­
sion in the lower Panhandle by the 
Santa Fe rail counsel featured the 
week-end session of the interstate 
commerce commission hearing here 
today.

The Denver’s construction etjim|';e 
for about 200 miles of trackage was 
$2,280,000.

The morning session was taken up 
largely by testimony favorable to 
granting the Denver’s application 
that has featured the hearing the 
last three days.

Several Slaton residents and busi­
ness men testified during the rebut­
tal evidence this afternoon that the 
Santa Fe service had been entirely 
satisfactory. Decision on the rail ap­
plications will probably not be hand­
ed down for sever ay weeks, - due to 
the necessity of preparing the data 
for inspection, it was indicat'd.

MacMillan Arctic 
Party Now on Way  

to Etah, Greenland

ABOARD THE MACMILLAN 
FLAGSHIP BOWDOIN,, En route to 
Greenland, by Radio to the-National 
Geographical Society and the United 
Press, July 24— (Delayed)-—Whoop­
ing cough at God Haven and all 
down the Greenland coast prevented 
the MacMillan expedition from land­
ing at that port. The epidemic was 
another in the series of paradoxical 
difficulties which have faced an ex­
pedition prepared to brave ice bergs 
and extreme cold, but taken un­
aware by a mosquito plague, several 
days of warm and humid weather

a. m. The Peary, with Governor 
Rosen-Dahl of North Greenland, left 
two hours earlier, expecting to put 
in at Umanak, Greeland/'at 7 a. m.

aboard. By tomorrow evening she 
also expects to be on her way to 
Etah where the exploration flying 
with the United States navy planes 
win be^in.

Fire Chief Murphy 
Returns From Vacation’

SWAMFSCQTT, Mass., July 25. 

President.'Coolidge will support Lin­
coln C. Andrews, nevf prohibition 
czar, to the utmost in reorganizing 
the federal prohibition system. An­
drews-, wh'o is assistant secretary of 
treasury, has been named to have 
charge of prohibition enforcement, 
and is to be given a free hand in 
selecting his regional heads, accord­
ing to the summer white house.

The president has watched en­
forcement of prohibition under 
Commissioner Haynes and has found 
no obstruction to Haynes’ work 
caused by politics, but believes that 
Andrews’ plan will be more success­
ful because of better organization 
behind him.

Others Indicted
CHICAGO, June 25.— Nine men, 

including Maj. Percy Owens, federal 
prohibition director for this district, 
and his predecessor in the offico, 
Ralph Stone, were indicted here to­
day by the federal grand jury on 
charges that they conspired to ex­
tort money from sacramental wine 
dealers. Officials say that dealers 
made more than $1,000,000 profit 
cut of illegally withdrawn wines.

Others indicted are-: Dr. Louis
Quabrai, proprietor of a wine com­
pany; George R. Bruce, former Il­
linois state, representative; Henry 
Schlau, alleged lieutenant to Owens 
in the deal; Morris Zimbroff, Albert j 
Bennett and Bernard Luntz, former | 
prohibition agents, and Louis Abbr- 
son, a wine dealer.

it is alleged that Bennett and 
Luntz organized fake Jewish congre­
gations and forged fictitious names 
to' permits to withdraw sacramental 
wines. Wine dealers were then 
forced to pay $.300 for permits to 
obtain the wines.

the defense to be offered by Russell 
j Scott in his insanity trial, is a re-c­
ognized malady, according to prison 
authorities and alienists here.

“ Stir” is the slang term prisoners 
have given to prison. Scientifically! 
the disease is known as psychosis. 
The disorder seizes some men after 
they have committed a crime and 
are transferred from the free and 
easy life t0 the monotony of a pris­
on cell.

Din W. O. Krohn and Dr. Douglas

on psychosis m a book they have re­
cently published.

Judge Cliffe, in his 
decision, declared relinquishment of 
the records was not an abrogation of 
the packers constitutional rights. He 
said the records were necessary to 
help the department carry on the in­
vestigation of the alleged violation of 
the agriculture laws'.

tcok an appeal.

BRITISH COAL 
MINING STRIFE

Returning from a two weeks vaca­
tion in Wichita,N Kansas, and other 
points, visiting relatives, Fire Chief 
G. A. Myrphy of Ranger, reported 
that crops looked fairly good in that 
section of the country. Coming 
back through Oklahoma and Texas, 
Chief Murphy said that the crops, 
and especially the cotton crop, was 
hurt somewhat by the intense heat 
of the past few weeks. Making the 
trip by automobile, Chief Murphy 
was able to get a good view of the 
general conditions of the country he 
passed through and he said that Ran­
ger, and the immediate vicinity was 
in far better shape than most of the 
country.

Attorney General Moody said that 
he regretted it is believed necessary 
to secure the consent of an agency 
of the, federal government before a 
railway can even be built In Texas.

The defense attorney filed an ap­
peal and asked that a stay of sen­
tence be 'granted until he could go 
before a higher court, Judge Smith 
granted a stay and the appeal will be 
tiled in 30 days, Mrs, Cunningham 
is charged with killing three of her 
children although she was tried for 
Walter’s death only.

David Cunningham, 2Uyear-oid 
son, who was also poisoned shortly 
before his mother’s arrest, three 
months ago, tonight reitei’ated his 
belief in her innocence, David is 
virtually paralyzed from the effects 
of arsenic which police charge was 
given by his mother. He5 appeared as 
a defense witness.

County Attorney W. J. Barnes, 
representing the state, told the 
court that it was the prosecution’s 
contention that the murder was pre­
meditated and committed with mal­
ice aforethought and that therefore 
the defendant was not, under the 
law, entitled to bail. The defense 
offered-testimony raising the ques­
tion of the sanity of the. defendant. 

Constable Testifies.
Joe Lilly, constable of the Saban­

no precinct, was the first witness 
called by the state. He testified 
that he bad been called to the Hous­
ton .home during the morning fol­
lowing some trouble between J. M. 
Ray and his son, Togo, and the 
Hoiistons. 'He stated that he arrived 
at the Houston home about 1 :30 
o’clock, stayed about the place some 
time! and at about 2:30 started to the 
home of Jim Ray, who lived about 
one-half a mile north of the Hous­
ton home.

Witness stated that when he was 
about 140 yards from the Houston 
home he heard a gun shot and turn­
ed and started back to Houston'.1! 
house in a trot, and lhat before he 
had gone far he saw someone run­
ning on the opposite side of the 
fence row and that the party, who 
was a man, had a rifle or some such- 
gun. He said he did not recognize 
the man. Witness later went to the 
Jim Ray home with Sheriff Bob 
Edwards, Deputy Virgil Foster and 
Chief of Police Elmer Lawrence of 
Eastland and arrested Togo Ray.

Witness also stated that he ex­
amined the ground across the road 
from in front of the Houston home 
and said that he found signs which 
indicated that a man had stood there 
some time. An empty Vifle shell was 
found at this place #by"bther parties, 
the witness said.

Mrs. A. ,V. Sellers, state witness 
and a neighbor of the Houstons, 
said that she' went to the Houston 
home early in the morning. She saw 
Mrs. Houston and Togo Ray holding 
a rifle while standing in the front 
yard. Witness said she talked to 
Togo and advised him to go home, 
that it was easy to get into trouble 
but sometimes hard to get out of it. 
He smiled at her, she stated, and did 
not seem to be angry. Jim Ray and 
Houston were at the barn talking 
and witness did not hear their con­
versation, she said. Jim Ray soon 
came up and said that if the women 
would turn the gun loose he would 
take Togo and the gun and go home, 
which he did.

Defendant’s Confession.
County Attorney Barnes took the 

stand for the state and read a con­
fession, which he said was made to 
him by Togo Ray the night following 
the afternoon that he was lodged in 
jqil. Ray, in this statement, said 
that .he was 19 years old and that 
he shot Houston. He said' that he 
shot him from the brush across the 
road in front of the Houston home; 
that he waited there about five min­
utes before shooting Houston be­
cause there was a lot of people 
around Houston and he couldn’t 
shoot without endangering the lives 
of others. 1 ‘

J, B. Ray, of Tahoka, brother of 
S. B. Houston’s former' wife and of 
J. M; Ray, father of Togo Ray, tes­
tified that he had always noticed a 
mental deficiency in Togo and that 
he had watched him growing up and 
hoped that he would outgrow the

Hagaman’s Farm .In Lackland: 

Addition Scene of Blaze; j 
Poultry Houses Saved,

Fire originating- from a leaking- 
hot plate in the residence of D. W. 
Malooh, manager of the Hagaman 
poultry plant, Lackwood addition, de- 
steyrod the office and residence 
building and the water tower in the 
rear, this morning about 10:30 
o’clock.

According to Mr. Maloon, manager

0* the noultry ranch, owned by M. H. 
Hagaman of Ranger, he had left fire 

turner the hot plate, heating water on 
it, and had gone out to one of the 
outhouses. About ten minutes later 
he looked up and saw the entire rear 
of the building in flames. Running 
to the house he tried to get to the 
telephone, but the flames by that 
time had surrounded the phone and 
were lapidly going through the roof. 
A neighbor seeing the blaze then 
turned in the alarm. The first alarm 
was answered by the combination 
truck, the pumper remaining^ at the 
station. Seeing- that the blaze was 
getting serious and that it was well 
underway when they arrived, Chief 
Murphy sounded the second alarm, 
calling- the pumper to the scene.

“ I always leave the pumper at the 
station to protect the business dis­
trict,”  said Fire Chief Murphy-, “ as 
in nine cases out of ten Putlyinj* dis­
trict firfes are only minor blazes and 
water is not available;” " The plug in 
the Lackland addition is jit- the end 
of the main, which is only four inches 
in size, and, coupled with a line, of 
hose 1500 feet long-, the pressure, 
was low.

WHAT marks the differ­
ence between the good 
hitter and the just fair 

batsman?
I recently put that question 

to Ty Cobb. Certainly there 
is no one better qualified to 
answer.

"The good batter works to get 
the pitcher in the hole and once 
he does he always seeks to take 
advantage of that edge,” he replied, 
i “When the good hitter gets the 
count two balls and no strikes he 
knows he holds the upper hand. 
Realizing the pitcher will come over 
with the next one, he always has 
his cut at it.

“The just fair batter after getting 
the pitcher in the hole; proceeds to 
let him work out of it by refusing 
to offer at the “cripple,” as ball 
players call a pitched ball, which 
the twirler tries to get over the 
]plate, regardless of his stuff.

“The good batter profits by the 
pitcher’s handicap, the fair batter 
throws away his advantage by try­
ing for a base on balls.”

All the great batters I have ever 
called balls and strikes on, adhere 
to Cobb’s theory of taking advantage 
of the pitcher while he is in trouble.

I venture to say that Hagen as 
national open champion made 10 
times the amount of money that 
Walker did last year.

Calumet Home Economics Ex­
pert Explains Process and 

Tells Its Advantages.

By Marian Jane Parker, Home Eco­
nomics Department Calumet 

Baking Powder.
Cooking by steam was a fairly 

primitive process— witness the olct- 
lashioned clambake, with hot rocks 
and wet seaweed producing steam to 
cook the clams, lobsters and corn. 
But pressure cooking is more than 
cooking by steam; it is steam under 
pressure— an entirely different thing.

About Boiling Point.
It seems difficult for people to 

realize that water boiling hard has 
the same temperature as water boil­
ing gently, it being 212 degrees. To 
get a high temperature the steam 
must be held in, creating a pressure 
which makes the degrees run up to 
even 275.

Most cookers go to thirty pounds 
pressure and represent temperatures 
as follows:

Boiling point, 212 degrees; five 
pounds pressure, 228 degrees; ten 
pounds pressure, 240, degrees; 15 
pounds pressure, 4 250 degrees; 
pounds pressure, 260 degrees; 
pounds pressure, 267 degrees; 
pounds pressure, 275 degrees.

Because of the higher tempera­
tures, foods cook more quickly than 
at the boiling point and we find the 
tougher pieces of meat, more woody 
vegetables, large hams and corned 
beef, dried beans and peas cooked in 
a surprisingly short time. Two or 
three hours cut'down to three-quar­
ters to one hour saves time and fuel.

For ordinary cooking, 15 pounds 
pressure, or 250 degrees, is used. 
Canning takes five or ten pounds 
pressure, depending on the individ­
ual product, but never is the full ca­
pacity of 30 pounds needed in house­
hold processes, so there is ample mar­
gin. *

What can be cooked in the pres­
sure cooker is a frequent question. 
Anything that can be boiled or 
steamed, braised or pot roasted. 
Foods that need hours of cooking, as 

j breakfast cereals, dried beans, boiled 
| ham and corned beef, are especially 
suitable for this treatment.

Combinations that go to make a 
meal— meat, vegetables, and pudding 
— will cook over one burner, and per­
haps the fruit for the morning’s 
breakfast. Attention is concentrat­
ed to a short space and fuel and time 
cut down to a minimum.

Three In One
Good as it is for a single food, 

the pressure cooker shows up at its 
best when several foods are cooked 
at once. It would be a waste of 
good space if the cooker was not 
filled to capacity and every ounce of 
pressure utilized to the full. So when 
a pan of beans or cereal is cooking, 
the other pans may hold other dishes. 
Thus a whole dinner is possible at 
once.

Menu
Braised chicken with mushroom,

gravy, mashed potatoes, buttered 
eets, steamed fruit pudding, supple- 
merited by a salad of lettuce and 

grapefruit with French dr essing, and 
a lemon sauce for pudding.

The way of managing this is as 
follows: A very large hen, guaran­
teed to be tough, and weighing 5MV 
pounds, was dresspd, trussed, rubbed, 
with flour and salt and browned in 
the bottoni of the cooker in fat, 
turning from side to side until even- 

jly browned. Water was added to the 
| pan arid a rack adjusted over the 
! chicken to support the pan. 
j In the lower pan were .put the po- 
jtatoes and beets, both well scrubbed 
but skins left on. A half cup of 
water was added (though it might 
have been omitted). In'the top pan 
was a spicy pudding, with potatoes 
and cai'rots for the base (watch the 
tested recipes for exact directions). 
This was poured into a covered bak­
ing dish.

The cooker was put together and 
held at fifteen pounds pressure for 
three quarters of 'an hour. The din­
ner was ready to take out— the po­
tatoes were peeled and mashed with 
milk, butter and seasoning; beets 
were skinned, diced and buttered, 
and gravy from the chicken thick­
ened. ■

Contrary'to expectations, the color 
of 4;he beets did not run into the 
potatoes, aifd the potatoes were not 
injured by cooking a longer time 
thari was necessary. As a matter of 
fact, onions were” also cooked with 

j these vegetables to see if the color 
of flavor would spread. Neither did, 
and the onions were an edible addi­
tions to the chicken gravy'.

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Sighing for New Worlds to Conquer, Explorers’ Club 
Seeks Depths of Earth to Probe Ancient 

Mysteries of Plutonic Realm.

fm*'VLAN’S first home was a cav- 
I M  I ern; his earliest shelter a 
L.iiij J  cave. Like the fierce 

beasts with which he con­
tended for the mastery of 

the earth, he crawled into a hole to 
take refuge from the wild storms 
and bitter temperatures of prehis­
toric time. And today, after a thou­
sand centuries of evolution, there 
lingers yet in his consciousness a 
dim, primeval longing for the dark 
underground recesses and sunless 
labyrinths in which his savage 
forebears made iheir successful 
stand against the : incredible hard­
ships of existence;

So inextricably is the Present 
mingled with the Past that it of­
ten happens, when the modern ex­
plorer scrambles on hands and 
knees through the tortuous pas­
sages and corridors, that he treads 

•i all unwittingly upon the mausoleum 
of his ancient ancestors, buried 
layer upon layer in the accumulat­
ed rubbish of centuries.

•But whether or not such caves 
yield evidences" of Paleolithic oc­
cupation, they remain an unfailing 
source of interest, not only to the 
scientist, but to the average per­
son, who finds a strange delight 
in. venturing into the mysterious 
darkness »of this subterranean 
realm.

An Age-Old Mystery 
What tremendous forces rived 

these mighty crevices in the living 
rock? To what limits do they ex­
tend, and what unlighted secrets 
do they hold? It is an old question, 
which offers a perpetual challenge 
to the restless curiosity and intel­
lectual hunger of Man.

Not long ago the country was 
swept with horror at the fatal out­
come of a daring attempt to pene­
trate the hidden mysteries of the 
earth. Crawling alone through a 
precipitous crack in the crumbling 
rock near Cave City, Kentucky, a 
man was pinned beneath a fallen 
boulder in a constricted pocket 
sixty feet below the surface and 
there died after 18 days of torture, 
despite the best* efforts of his 
would-be rescuers to extricate him. 

Ohe more such attempt, less trag- 
. ic and more picturesque in its as­

pects, was made recently in the 
famous Endless Caverns of Vir­
ginia, a vast maze of tangled pas­

sages and vaulted grottoes which 
stretch for miles beneath the 
Shehandoah Valley, to what limits 
no man. knows. Thirteen men and 
one, woman went dowft. into the 
Stygian bl^kness of the caves to 
search for their ultimate coniines, 
fo r  days they pursued their quest, 
penetrating into subterranean re­
gions -where no human foot had 
ever trod, before. ‘And in the end, 
after many adventures, they were 
forced to turn back unsatisfied, baf­
fled by the jealous guardianship 
which Nature keeps over the hid­
den secrets of her domain.

In Shenandoah Valley 
The Endless Caverns abe cut in 

the extensive geological formation 
known as the Shenandoah lime­
stone, a portion of the great Ap­
palachian Valley which stretches 
from Birmingham in the south to 
Albany in the north, walled in by 
thef parallel ridges of the Allegheny 
and Blue Ridge Mountains.

At certain places, where these 
caverns approach close to the sur­
face, the crust of the dgrtb has 
given away, leaving sinkholes and 
orifices. Such a one, at Newmar­
ket, Virginia, ten miles from Staun­
ton, has been known since an ear­
ly period of American history as 
the entrance to the famous caves 
which popular tradition has rep­
resented as endless.

A Serious Undertaking 
It was in an effort to disprove 

this legend by actual investigation 
that the party organized by the Ex­
plorers’ Club gathered thejje. They 
were equipped with all the para­
phernalia which is associated with 
subterranean exploration: power­
ful focusing hand flashlights .with 

> £n aipple reserve supply of bat­
teries, coils of rope, food, geolo­
gists' hammers, cameras, calcium 
flares for photographic work, first- 
aid kits, and hob-nailed boots with 
the oldest" of old clothes. The lat- 
t< items are always advisable 
when exploring underground, for 
much of the going is through mud 
and over slimy, wet surfaces.

Thus attired, the individual mem­
bers of the party gave little tevi- 
dence of their distinguished posi­
tions in the ordinary walks of life. 
One might have been pardoned, for 
instance, for failing to recognize 
the tall person in The battered cap, 
venerable sweater, and muddy rid­
ing breeches as Dr. Chester A. 
Reeds' Associate Curator of In­
vertebrate Paleontology at the 
American Museum of Natural His­
tory in New York.

Neither was there any visible

clue which might have led to the 
identification of the rather shabby 
gentleman in the old hunting jack­
et as George K. Cherrie, the emi­
nent ornithologist. Nevertheless 
it was this same man who made no 
less^than 37 trips to South Ameri­
ca in the interests of the Museum 
of Natural History, and as a co­
sharer in the dangers bf the fa­
mous Cherrie-Rooseve’ t expedition 
to the River of Doubt, was alone 
responsible for bringing the former 
President back alive after the lat­
ter had contracted the tropical dis­
ease which finally caused his death.

Well-Known Explorers 
Here also, effectually disguised 

in the least chic of sports cos­
tumes, consisting of an ancient and 
very much worn golf suit, wak Car- 
veth Wells, fellow of the Royal

Geographical Society, an(  ̂ well 
known for his daring explorations 
in jungles and*arctic wastes. With 
him was a gentleman done out in a 
♦nondescript and obviously discard­
ed lounge suit, already smeared 
with mud. He was Henry Collins 
Walsh, president of the Explorers’ 
Club and leader of the present •ex­
pedition.

At his elbow, ready to furnish 
stimulants to the fainting adven­
turers from ,hi^. trusty canteen, 
stood Dr. Robert N. Keeley, sur­
geon who accompanied Peary on 
one of his dashes to the Pole. The 
others were garbed with a similar 
degree of informality.

The initial part of their journey 
was through a well-known and fre­
quently travelled section of the 
caverns. Owing to the enterprise 
of the owners, who have placed the 
property on a money-making basis 
by charging admission to the pub­
lic, the previously explored areas 
are equipped with electric light and 
such aids to navigation as are re­
quired for the safety and comfort 
of the patrons.

Under the glare of this brilliant 
illumination the scene was one of 
great splendor and beauty. The 
path wound along through lofty 
caves where glittering stalactites 
hung in countless hundreds from 
the roof, like giant icicles of col­
ored crystal. Beneath were corre­
sponding stalagmites, rearing up 
from the floor to meet them as the 
slow drip of water from above 
brought infinitesimal quantities of 
dissolved lime to add to their stat­
ure. Everywhere the rock was 
carved and graven into sinuous fig­
ures and fantastic images by the 
underground rivers which once had 
flowed this way. And after a mile 
and a half they arrived at the limit 
of the known portions of the cave.

Here the real business of the ex­
pedition was to begin, and prepara­
tions were made to venture into 
the unknown. All was dark be­
yond, the arching galleries and 
empty vaults fading into a black 
nothingness. Flashlights were made 
ready, for these would be the chief 
light supplf for the balance of the 
exploration; a long rope was pass­
ed from member to member of the 
party, fastening them together, and 
the march began.

Council of War
Almost at once they met with an 

apparently insuperable difficulty. 
Before them yawned a chasm, com­
pletely blocking the path. Investi­
gation disclosed no possible de- 
toUr; it was evident that the gulf 
must be bridged or the exploration 
must be abandoned at the start.

A council of war was called and 
various suggestions made to meet 
the situation. The advisability of 
sending back for bridge building

materials was discussed and re­
jected. Someone then brought for­
ward the idea of spanning the 
crevice with a rope. This plan ap­
peared to have possibilities, and 
the flashlights were trained upon 
the opposite edge of the crevice 
with a view to finding a suitable 
anchorage. Fortunately one was 
afforded—a stout old stalagmite 
which lifted its stubby finger. on 
the very brink of tlje abyss.

A running noose was prepared on 
the end of a strong rope and the 
problem then became that of throw­
ing it so that it would fall over the 
rock pinnacle and hold fast. Sev­
eral fruitless attempts netted noth­
ing, and it began to be felt that a 
serious oversight had been made 
in omitting Will Rogers from the 
list of invited guests. ' a:-

At last, however, a lucky cast

the roof of a house, and overhang­
ing a sixty foot chasm. To pro­
ceed, it was necessary to traverse 
this treacherous shelf, where the 
water trickled down over a coating 
of ooze, to fall over the edge into 
empty blackness. Here, again, • ad­

sent the improvised las3o securely 
around the column, and in no time 
at all a volunteer had swung him­
self across the, black void, where 
the rush of water sounded with a 
distant murmur below. Another 
rope was passed, and both drawn 
tight, one serving as foot-bridge 
and the other as a handline. Then 
one by one the party crossed over.

More Trouble
They went on, only to encounter 

further hindrances to progress. At 
one point, where the way fun­
nelled down to a small hole in a 
rock wall, one of the bulkier ex­
plorers got himself firmly wedged 
in his efforts to get through. Car- 
veth Wells, member of the Royal 
Geographical Society of England, 
distinguished for his explorations 
in the Malay jungle and in Lap- 
land, was pinched firmly by his 
midriff for the better part of a 
quarter of an hour while his mirth- 
ridden comrades made desultory- 
efforts to get him out.

Beyond; the only path lay across 
a narrow ledge of rock, sloping like

vancing with infinite care, a volun­
teer-acted as pioneer, stretching a 
rope along the upper edge of the 
-ledge. Grasping this, the others 
worked their Way along sideways 
on hands and knees, meditating 
upon the cheering reflection that 
if they slipped their bodies couid 
never be recovered.

But all was .not hardship upon 
this journey. The moving rays, bf 
the flashlight fell upon innumera­
ble scenes of a gorgeousness al­
most beyond description, blazing 
like jewels in the first light that 
ever had fallen upon them. Many 
queer formations were found, such 
as the great rock shaped like a 
mitten, which gave out a clear mu­
sical note when struck; the weird­
ly realistic Angel Wings; the 
countless Lily Pad, Coral, and 
Snowdrift formations, and others 
too numerous to mention.

An 80-Foot Root
At one place the roots of a tree, 

far above on the surface of the 
earth, had penetrated 80 feet down 
through a crack yn the rock into

the cavern, where it ran do>n 
through the hollow center of a 
stalactite and emerged at its end. 
In another spot two cracks in a 
high wall intersected to form a per­
fect cross, rimmed with glittering 
lime-stone encrustations.

No signs of human life were dis­
covered, although Dr. Reeds found 
the remains of a bear which had 
fallen intd the caves  ̂ and perished 
of starvation. His jaw-bone was 
retrieved from the mud, and the 
marks of his .claws were visible in 
widely -^separated portions of the 
cavern. How he had managed to 
make his way in the utter dark­
ness through the perilous laby­
rinths of the cave will forever re­
main a mystery. The tpeth of the 
poor brute showed the effect of 
his gnawings upon the surrounding 
rocks as the pangs of hunger as­
sailed him. An estimate of the age 
of the deposit in which his jaw­
bone was ^discovered places the 
date of his misfortune at approxi­
mately three hundred year* ago.

At another point, the furthest

reached by the exp’orers, numbers 
of small bats were found flying in 
the inky darkness. One of these 
was captured by Mr. Cherrie, who 
prized it highly, placing it in his 
pocket and bringing it home with 
him for future examination.

Relics of Ancient Life
In addition to these, the only 

sighs of animal life were the fossil 
remains of worms, believed to be 
remnants of the marine life of the 
primeval ocean whose waves once 
swept these shores. It is regarded 
as extremely doubtful t whether 
these particular caverns ever were 
used by early man as a shelter, as 
no slightest trace of his occupancy 
has been found.

Curiously enough, the tempera­
ture of the cave remains unchang-' 
ed in all seasons of the year, main­
taining a mean level of about 56 de­
grees, no matter whether .there is 
mid-winter or full summer in the 
outer world. In this comfortable 
atmosphere, neither too cold nor 
too warm for moderate bodily ex­
ertion, the explorers experienced 
a singular absence of fatigue. They 
could walk for hours, scrambling 
over ail’ manner of difficult ter­
rain, without tiring in the least. 
Similarly, the effect of the pure, 
coo^ air of the cave was to dispel 
hunger. Such, at least, is the be­
lief of the members of the party.

So little demand did hunger 
make upon the explorers, be the 
reasons- what they may, that the 
only food consumed in a full day’s 
tramping in the caverns was the 
handful of biscuit carried by each 
individual in his pocket. Water 
was to be had everywhere, but the 
favorite drinking place was a nat­
ural fountain, where the clear liq­
uid welled up pure and cold from 
a basin transparent as alabaster 
and beaded with the most delicate 
arabesques.

Under Massanutten
For the better part of two miles 

the party picked; its way through 
the winding tunnels which ran on 
and on in the hollow of the great 
limestone fold. Their wanderings 
brought them beneath Massanutten 
Mountain, which projects abruptly 
from the Shenandoah Valley, imme­

diately over the lowest portion of 
the limestone stratum. ’

For days they carried on th>Jr 
quest, working further and further 
in the darkness beneath the broad 
fields and leafless woodlands lying 
bright under the pale winter 'sun. 
The tortuous passages bored ever 
onward through the rock, ascend^ 
ing and descending, turning md 
twisting, branching and dividing 
into innumerable communicating 
crevices, with occasional broadep- 

ings into glittering galleries arid 
magic caverns where every 

turn of the flashlight re­
vealed new wonders 

and fresh beauties 
to draw murmurs 

of appreciation 
from the behold­
ers.

At 1 a 8 t, filing 
through a narrow 
orifice a f t e r  a 
long hour of dif­
ficult going, they 
emerged i n t o  a 
lofty, v a u l t e d  
chamber w h i c h  
was more lovely 
than any yet dis­
covered. By com­
mon consent they 
sat down to rest.
A Subterranean 

Palace.
From their dry- 

ledge they conlfi 
just see the fur­
ther end of the 
chamber, s o m e  
two hundred feet 
distant, where the 
rays of their elec­
tric torches were 
focused,.in l o n g  
pencils of light 
upon a bewilder­
ing display of nat- 
u r a 1 sculptures 
a n d  colorations;^. 
Ninety feet abo^ , 
the r o o f  glim­
mered like that 
of a cathedral, 
s t u d d e d  with 
graceful pendants 
and inverted pin­
nacles of trans­
lucent. s t o n e ,  
which hung in 
countless thou­
sands from the 
s o a r  i ng ridges 
and groined re­
cesses of the 
dome. "

On the uneven floor of the cav­
ern stood other thousands of point­
ed stalagmites, like the columns o f 
a gnome's palace, built up through 
the centuries by the lime-laden wa­
ter falling drop by drop ' from 
above. Some, more ancient, hail 
crept toward the roof until, in the 
less lofty portions, they had touch­
ed and fused with the stalactites 
jutting down to meet them. In the 
setting of the surrounding dark­
ness these slender pillars of cloudy 
crystal refracted the brilliant 
beams of the flashlights with an in-, 
describably beautiful effect.

In the considerable time which 
elapsed while they sat there ex? 
amining the details of the marvel? 
ously intricate fretwork all about 
them, it was decided to call this 
grotto Walsh cavern, in honor of 
Henry Collins Walsh, leader of the 
expedition. , ,

The Endless Tunnel'
As they approached the rock 

walls at the far end, vlvid-hued and 
deeply pocked by the corroding 
waters, they discerned the opening 
of the further tunnel, leading off 
again into the bowels of the earth. 
It was large and round, and carved 
out in rippling lines of flow by the 
prehistoric river. ,(

Every indication pointed to its 
continuation for miles,, and the 
sight of it gave the explorers 
pause. These caverns had extend? 
ed thus far without any sign . of 
diminution; there was every prob­
ability that they would stretch oft 
unchanged for a like or greater dis­
tance. It was judged, from the 
evidence of the strata and the gen- ; 
eral nature of the formations, that 
they might exist in their present 
state throughout the entire length 
of the limestone deposit For all 
practical purposes, therefore, they 
might be considered endless. * 

Here, then, the hardy adventur­
ers turned back! TO all it was ft 
source of keen disappointment that 1 
they could not pursue to its end 
this continual succession of gor­
geous sights and thrilling experi­
ences. But time and facilities were 
lacking for a more extended explor­
ation at that moment. Later, they 
hope, it will be possible to make 
another attempt to plumb the un­
charted depths of earth, and trace 
the Endless Caterna to their end.

Great Commoner Lies 
Down to Rest-Goes 
Quietly Across Divide

William Jennings Bryan Dies of A pop lexy  W hile Asleep in His Room 
After Luncheon; His-Wife Goes Into Room  to Aw aken Him and 
Finds He Has Passed A w ay.

(By the United Press)
DAYTON, Term., July 26.— William Jennings Bryan, dem­

ocratic leader for the last thirty years, was found dead in his 
bed at 4 o’clock this afternoon. Physicians said his death was 
caused by apoplexy.

Bryan appeared to be in his usual good health at the din­
ner hour. He attended church this morning and ate a good 
dinner.- Afterwards he said he would lie down and rest and 
retired to his room. At 2:30 o’clock Mrs.- Bryan heard him 
moaning and went in to see if he needed anything/ He ap­
peared to be asleep and stopped moaning when she entered 
the room, so she thought he was merely having an uneasy 
dream an.d did not awaken him.

Nothing more was heard'from him, his moaning ceased 
and he -vyas thought to be sleeping quietly, but at 4 o’clock 
Mrs. Bryan went into his room to awaken him an dfound he 
was dead. He had passed out quietly sometime between 2:30  
and 4 o’clock. Physicians said he had probably been dead for 
an hour when his wife went to awaken him! ,

Bryan had been making a hard fight for fundamentalist 
doctrine and had been particularly active in his opposition to 
the theory of evolution, as pertaining to the creation of the 
world, in the trial of John C. Scopes, the young Tennessee 
teacher convicted a few days ago of having violated the law 
of Tennessee in teaching, evolution in his classes. Hg had cross-, 
edswords in debate with Darrow, the great Chicago lawyer, 
and in spite of the heat had worked unceasingly.

Always a vigorous'man, little thought was given to the 
fact that he was working very hard for a man of advanced 
years, although he was not really old, being only 65 years of 
age, and, while he complained of the heat, and especially of 
the hot courtroom where he sat for hours day after day, he 
never complained of being ill or of feeling worn out. In fact, 
it is probable that he did not feel ill and expected to live many 
years longer and continue his fight for the fundamentalist 
doctrine. He just went to sleep, and while he slept the sum­
mons came to. him to cross the great divide, to quit his mortal 
role and put on immortality, and hetwent from the sleep that 
attends a fatigued body to the sleep that knows no awaking, 
quietly, peacefully, unafraid.

Bryan was a citizen of Nebraska when he was first, nomi­
nated for the presidency of the United States. A number of 
years ago he moved to Florida, which had been his home ever 
since, but he did not spend many months of the year there. 
He was one of the greatest lecturers this country has ever 
known, always in demand, and always traveling from statg 
to state and from town to town.

Because of the shock of his sudden death, no funeral 
arrangements have yet been made. Burial may be in the 
national capital near the grave of President Woodrow Wilson, 
whose first secretary of state he was and whose nominationt 
and election was due to Bryn more than any other one man. 
Or he may be buried at his Florida home or in the cemetery at 
Lincoln, Neb., which was his home for many years.

Dayton is in mourning tonight, for the people of this city 
were with Bryan, heart and soul, in the fight he made for the 
fundamental doctrine of religion,, and(the people are sorrow­
ing not only because a great-leader ha^ been called to his long 
rest but because they feel the fight he put up here in this city, 
disdaining the heat that almost prostrated many a younger 
man, brought about his death.

The story of his accession to the 
throne will live as long as the po­
litical history of the. United States. 
The Chicago convention of 189.6 was 
controlled by the free silver men. 
Silver was the issue. The gold men, 
however, were making a bitter fight. 
“ Silver Dick” Bland of Missouri was 
the probable nominee. As the de­
bate grew bitter, a young man, with 
flowing black hair, made his way to 
the platform.

“ Who is he?” asked one.
“ Oh, just a dub congressman from 

Nebraska. They’ll choke him off be­
fore long.”

Half an hour later the entire con­
vention was cheering “ the dub from 
Nebraska,” while the state standards 
were carried in parade down the 
aisles and grouped in* front of Ne­
braska.

B land W as B eaten .
David B. Hill, one of the great 

democrats, was seated down in front. 
When Bryan started, Hill’ /looked 
bored and yawned. .When Bryan 
reached his climax and thundered: 
• “ You shall not press down upon 

the brow of labor this crowd of 
thorns; you shall not crucify man­
kind upon a cross \of gold”— and 
even before that never-to-be-forgot- 
ten parade of standards about the 
hall, Hill turned to one of his friends 
and said: “ That ends Bland’s and
every other boom in the convention.”

It did. Bryan wa's the nominee.
Strange to say, the speech wasn’t 

new, either. Bryan had delivered it, 
climax and all, a dozen times, but 
never under such dramatic circum­
stances. .

Bryan made a Wonderful cam­
paign. He traveled 18',000 miles, 
spoke at every stopping place and 
was defeated by William McKinley 
by 271 electoral votes to 176 for 
Bryan. Senator Mark Hanna of 
Ohio had carefully planned the cam­
paign for McKinley. The “ free sil­
ver” issue was held up to scorn as 
the fallacy of a populism gone mad 
— an evil that combined all the weak­
nesses and, at the same time, all the

destructive forces of greenbackism 
and populism. Bryan was derided 
as a second “ Sockless Jerry” Simp­
son. “Free Silver would close the 
factories and the working man would 
starve,” was the cry of thousands of 
orators and hundreds of newspapers. 
“ Full dinner pail” parades were or­
ganized by employers all over the 
nation. McKinley made a “ front 
lawn” campaign at Canton, Ohio, thc; 
forerunners of the “ front porch” 
campaigns of later years. McKin­
ley was posed as the champion of 
conservatism, the defender of prop­
erty rights. Suave, dignified, im­
posing, McKinley looked the part. 
The republican press spoke of Bryan 
in terms compared with which 
Charles Evans Hughes’ characteriza­
tion of the bolsheviks was a compli­
ment, To the republican orators 
Bryan was a wild-eyed torch-bbajrer, 
ready to wreck the United States.

K illed by F ree S ilver.
Free silver killed Bryan political­

ly, insofar as elective office-holding 
was concerned, as dead as oil killed 
others; gold some, and free trade 

j others. Although the 1896 eam- 
! paign was the only one that Bryan 
i made on a strictly free silver plat- 
’form, the mass of the voting public 
could never be convinced that Bryan 
was not a hair-brained theorist, 
whose cult was ruin. Long after the 
body of Mark Hanna had rusted to 
dust fn a Cleveland cemetery, the ef­
fect of the bitter campaign of 1,896 
kept its veto on Bryan’s elective am­
bitions.

In many ways Bryan was a states­
man in advance of his times. He

of a career full of oratory. The 
erect young .form that had electri­
fied' the 1896 convention had grown 
somewhat paunchy, the long, jet- 
black hair erf yesteryear had begun 
to turn and was much thinner. But 
Bryan had the same force, the same 
magnetism, the same fire, the same 
easy flow of thought and language, 
the same eloquence. Cockran, the 
great Irish orator of Tammany Hall, 
was cool, keen, logical and incisive. 
And when it was over the conven­
tion rose and cheered its old hero to 
the echo. For perhaps the last time, 
Bryan saw the standards of the 
states plucked from sockets and car­
ried in parade— for him. It was a 
tribute to the great party leader who 
was passing— had just passed.

V ^ted A gain st Bryan.
Then the delegates calmly return­

ed to tjeir seats and voted against 
Bryan’s eloquence and for his op­
ponent’s logic and their own personal 
preferences. It was the party’s part­
ing salute to a peerless but stricken 
political gladiator.

Four years later— a littlb less-— 
Bryan attended the meeting of the 
democratic national committee at 
Washington and was barely noticed. 
Gone alike were his friends and foes. 
Many were dead, including the bril­
liant Cockran, his San Francisco ad­
versary. Others were retired from 
polities. Still others had been vio­
lently retired by the voters. It was 
as if Napoleoii had returned to the 
field of Waterloo. “ Champ” Clark, 
on whose ambition Bryan bad 
trampled at Baltimore, had passed 
on.

He 
believed an absolute withdrawal was 
the least apology Lodge could have 
made.

But that as it may, the Lusitania 
ultimatum, marked the retirement of 
Bryan from official life.

an was in it, if possible. Although 
rot particularly fond of baseball or 
football, he was a good runner and 
jumper, but his first attempts at 
declaiming were not so successful. 
In the various debates and oratori­
cal contests at Illinois College in 
which he entered it required quite 
a number of attempts before he car­
ried off a first prize. He persisted, 
however, and when he graduated in 
1881, Bryan was chosen to make the 
valedictory address.

It was while going td| college at 
Jacksonville that Bryan met M!i§s 
Mary Baird, the daughter of a mer­
chant living in Perry, 111. Mary Baird 
also was studying at Jacksonville 
There began a love affair that re­
sulted in marriage’ in 1884, and gave 
Bryan a wife and a g-reat helper in 
his political life all in one. Three 
years later, Bryan, called to Lincoln, 
Neb., on/ business, was so impressed 
with the beauty of the city that he 
made plans for moving there.

Enters Public Life
Bryan now1 entered into public 

life by becoming an active worker for 
the democratic organization and go­
ing to the state convention as a dele­
gate. Bryan was elected to con­
gress in the campaign of 1890.

Bryan’s activity in congress won 
him a place on the ways and means 
committee- and tjien came another 
important event in his career as pub­
lic speaker. This was his tariff 
speech, delivered March 16, 1892,

He now aimed higher and after 
refusing to be a candidate for re- 
election to the house in 1894 an­
nounced that he would run for the 
senate,

, This campaign gave Bryan his first 
real taste of defeat, but did riot dis­
hearten him. The republican land­
slide wiped away his efforts and his 
opponent, Thurston, was elected.

In the fall of 1894, Bryan en­
tered upon newspaper work as chief 
of the editorial staff of the Omaha 
World-Herald, giving much of his 
time to this work, until the national 
convention of 1896.

At this time, Bryan also branched 
out as a lecturer, and in addition to 
his speechmaking on behalf of the 
democratic party he took up Chau­
tauqua work. This was the real 
beginning of his travels over the 
United States.

Then came the presidential cam­
paign of 1896 and the Chicago dem- 
ocrtic national convention.

Bryan, after his second" defeat for 
president, started “ The Common- 
ner,”  a political magazine, at Lin­
coln, which, with his lectures, writ­
ing and newspaper work, gave him a 
comfortable fortune.

The Baltimore Convention
After Bryan’s defeat by Taft in 

1908, the presidential campaign of 
1912 brought Bryan into the public 
eye again.

As head of the Nebraska dele­
gation, Bryan went# to. the democra­
tic national convention with instruc­
tions to support “ Champ” Clark, hut 
when the convention deadlocked and 
the Tammany delegates swung over 
from Undewood to Clark, Bryan 
swung his forces to Wilson and gain­
ed the latter?s nomination.
• Prior to this, in 1911, Bryan had 
issued a public statement, in which 
he gave up his life’s hope, saying:

“ I shall nev^r be president, but I 
would rather go to my grave with 
the consciousness that I have done 
right, i that I have done all in my 
power to give to my country the 
best possible form of government, 
than to be president.”

“The just fair batter after getting 
the pitchep in the hole,' proceeds to 
let him work out of it by refusing 
to offer at the “cripple,” as ball 
players call a pitched ball, which 
the twirler tries to get over the 
plate, regardless of*his stuff.

“The good batter profits by the 
pitcher’s handicap, the fair batter 
throws away his advantage by try­
ing for a base on balls.”

All the great batters I have ever 
called balls and strikes on, adhere 
to Cobb’s theory of taking advantage 
of the pitcher while he is in trouble.

There Is no 
color to his methods or dress.

I venture to say that Hagen as 
national open champion made 10 
times the amount of money that 
Walker did last year.

have plenty of personality If he is 
to be popular and make the most of, 
It.

| pressure— an entirely different thing.

About Boiling Point.
It seems difficult for people to 

realize that water boiling hard has 
the same temperature as water boil­
ing gently, it being 212 degrees. To 
get a high temperature the., steam 
must be held in, creating a pressure 
which makes1 the degrees rub up to 
even 275.

Most cookers go £o thirty pounds 
pressure and represent temperatures 
as follows:

Boiling point, 212 degrees; five 
pounds pressure, 228 degrees; ten 
pounds pressure, 24(1 degrees;

pounds pressure, 275
Because of the higher tempera­

tures, foods cook more quickly than 
at the boiling point and we find the 
tougher pieces of meat, more woody 
vegetables, large hams and corned 
beef, dried beans and peas cooked in 
a surprisingly short time. Two or 
three hours cut down to three-quar­
ters to one hour saves time and fuel.

For ordinary cooking, 15 pounds 
pressure, or 250 degrees, is used. 
Canning takes five or ten pounds 
pressure, depending on; the individ­
ual product, but never is the full ca­
pacity of 30 pounds needed in house­
hold processes, so there is ample mar­
gin.

What can be cooked in the pres­
sure cooker is a frequent question. 
Anything that can be boiled or 
steamed, braised or pot roasted. 
Foods that need hours of cooking, as 
breakfast cereals, dried beans, boiled 
ham and corned beef, are especially 
suitable for this treatment.

Combinations that go to make a 
meal-—meat, vegetables, and pudding 
— will cook over one burner, and per­
haps the fruit for the morning’s 
breakfast. Attention is concentrat­
ed to a short space and fuel and time 
cut down to a minimum.

Three In One
Good as it is for a single food, 

the pressure cooker shows up at its 
best when several foods are cooked 
at once. It would be a waste of 
good space if the cooker was not 
filled to capacity and every ounce of 
pressure utilized to the full. So when 
a pan of beans or cereal is cooking, 
the other pans may hold other dishes. 
Thus a whole dinner is possible at 
once.

Menu
Braised chicken with mushroom, 

gravy, mashed potatoes, buttered 
beets, steamed fruit pudding, supple­
mented by a salad of lettuce and 
grapefruit with French dr essing, and 
a lemon sauce for pudding.

The way of managing this is as 
follows: A very large hen, guaran-

i teed to be. tough, and weighing 5Va 
pounds, was dressed, trussed, rubbed 
with flour and salt and brpwned in 
the bottom of the cooker in fat, 
turning* from side to side until even­
ly browned. Water was added to the 
pan and a rack adjusted over the 
chicken to support the pan.

In the lower pan were put the po­
tatoes and beets, both well scrubbed 
but skins left on. A half cup of 
water \vas added (though it might 
have*been omitted). In the top pan 
was a spicy pudding, with potatoes 
and carrots for the base (watch the 
tested recipes for exact directions). 
This was poured into a covered bak­
ing dish.

The cooker.was put together and 
held at fifteen pounds pressure for 
three quarters of an hour. The din­
ner was ready to take out— the po­
tatoes were peeled and mashed with 
milk, butter and seasoning; beets 
were skinned, diced and buttered, 
and gravy from the cfricken thick­
ened.

Contrary to expectations, the color 
cf the beets did not. run into the 
potatoes, and the potatoes were not 
injured by cooking a longer time 
than was necessary. As a matter of 
fact, onions were also cooked with 
these vegetables to see if the color 
of flavor would spread. Neither did, 
and the onions were an edible addi­
tions to the chicken gravy.

“ The danger comes not from the 
fact that it is the child’s second 
summer because of the possibility 
there is at that time of giving a child 
food that does not agree with it. The 
fact that a child has arrived at an 
age when it may take solid food 
should not mean that it be fed the 
same as grownup persons or even 
the older child.

“ It should be kept on a prescribed 
diet and no departures permitted. 
Strawberries and cream from a vis­
itor’s plate, an over-ripe banana 
generously shared by an older child, 
tastes from the picnic sqpper of ham 
and pickles or like offenses against

“ Keep the baby as cool as pos­
sible and give it plenty of fresh air.
