WASHINGTON, April 24.—Offi-

cial Washington is uneasy; suddenly 
a war cloud, black and ominous, has 
arisen in the west. Half a dozen 
P1-chosen words from .Japan's am-
bassador, a' palpable ,threat, a plain 
and deliberate threat aimed to fright-
en the American congress into alter-
ing its plan for stringent immigra-
tion legislation, has put *the senate 
into an ugly mood—so ugly that sev-
eral members of that body, spoke 
their plain opinion of japan's action 
without mhicing words.

It 
is understood that Mr. Williamson 
has the backing of democratic lead-
ers in Baird, Putnam and other Cal-
lahan county communities, and his 
popularity in Eastland county is well 
established. 

Although several candidates al-
ready are in the,field for state sena-
tor, for the seat now occupied by 
Joe Burkett, candidate for the gub-
ernatorial nomination, Mr. Hagarnan 
and Mr. Williamson are the first can-
didates brought forward for repre-
sentative. Because of their popular-
ity throughout the district it is said 
they may have no opposition.

4 WHEELER IS 

FALLING FLAT 
Witnesses Testify for Defense 

and Committee Member 
Makes Adverse Move.

WASHINGTON, April 24.—The 
"defenSe" continued to pile up 
points in the senate investigation of 
the indictment of Senator Wheeler 
of Montana. 

William G. Seeley, a Washington 
attorney, gave Wheeler a clean "bill 
of health" so far as his alleged ap-
pearance before the the interior de-
partment in land permit cases for 
Gordon Campbell of Montana was 
concerned. 

Seeley said he had been retained 
by Campbell to look after his permit 
cases with the department here, that 
he had never consulted Wheeler in 
any of them and that he had never 
seen Wheeler at the interior depart-
ment. 

L. V. Beaulieu of Los Angeles, at-
torney for Gordon Campbell, testify-
ing yesterday, denied that Wheeled 
had ever represented Campbell eith-
in oil lease or government permit 
cases. He said Wheeler had flatly 
refused the only request ever made 
for legal advice. 

At the beginning of the hearing, 
Senator Sterling, republican of South 
Dakota, insisted that Wheeler waive 
all immunity rights, to which Wheel-
er readily assented. 

Sterling asked Wheeler about a 
letter purporting to have been writ-
ten by Edwin Booth to Wheeler and 
his law partner, James H. Baldwin, 
relating to oil leases. Senator Bor-
ah insisted that the letter itself 
should be produced. Wheeler denied 
any knowledge of such a letter, and 
Senator Sterling acknowledged he 
had-never, seen it, but had notations 
from it. He declined to' 'tell-  Where 
or from whom he had obtained the 
notations. 

"It is peculiar that one member 
of this committee should be supplied 
with knowledge of this document and 
the other members of this committee 
ignored," said Senator Carraway, 
democrat, Arkansas.

DISMISSAL OF 
TWO OFFICERS 

STARTS GOSSIP 
Deputy Sheriffs Relieved of 

Cornnissions After Search 
for Liquor; Barton Absent. 

Conflicting stories were being told 
today over the summary dismissal 
from the Eastland county sheriff's 
department of two deputies, who 
make their residence in Ranger.. 

When the sheriff's office in East-
land was questioned about the tak-
ing away of commissions from Depu-
ty Sheriff John Anderson and Joe 
Calder, Office Deputy Ed Bettis, in 
the absence of Sheriff Barton, said 
that he "might know about it, but 
I might have it wrong." 

He referred a newspaper reporter 
to Sheriff Barton, who will return 
from Wichita Falls tonight or in the 
morning, he said. Bettis admitted 
that he knew of the dismissal of the 
two Ranger deputies before Barton 
left for Wichita Falls, Tuesday, but 
he did not talk to the sheriff about 
the reasons for it. 

From, a reliable source at the 
court house in Eastland and close 
to Sheriff Barton, it was told to d 
reporter for this newspaper that the 
men in question were, deprived of 
their commissions because of "gen-
eral inefficiency." 

Attempts to get statements from 
Anderson and Calder today were fu-
tile. The men could not be located. 

Main street gossip could throw no 
light on the -summary dismissal of the 
men, other than that Anderson, Cald-
er and Deputy Constable L. T. Sea-
bolt were involved in a shooting in-
cident on Thurber hill early Monday 
morning. Seabolt, however, indig-
nantly denied that the shooting had 
anything to do with the loss of the 
commissions. Fotir shots were fired, 
two striking the car. 

"Calder did not shoot at the car," 
Seabolt told a reporter. "He merely 
threw his spotlight on the car. An-
derson and myself did the shooting 
when we had to." 

Seabolt said the officers had been 
unjustly criticized, but that they had 
commanded the driver of a car, a 
Chevrolet' touring auto, to stop sod 
that they could search for liquor. 
The officers took their position on 
Thurber hill after information had 
reached Ranger that an auto load of 
liquor was coming through. 

"We stopped 25 or 30 cars, but 
this car was the first one to drive 
away before we could search it," he 
said. "He told us after we found 
him in town that he thought we were 
hi-jackers, ,but he could easily see 
we weren't." 

The car was searched in Ranger, 
but no liquor was found. The driv-
er's name wasn't learned by the of-
ficers. 

Seabolt said he attributed Sher-
iff Barton's action to scandal mon-
gers, who, he said, carried the dis-
torted story of an arrest of a Ran-
ger man to his office.

Transfer of 231 passengers aboard 
the steamer Ruthlander, disabled 325 
miles north of San Francisco, to the 
steamer Ruth Alexander, was order-
ed today by the Admiral line.

Goat raising will be an industry 
to be reckoned with in Eastland coun-
ty in another year when the county's 
productive resources are figured out. 
Goat milk and wool which make goat 
raising profitable, according to those 
who have interested themselves in 
the business, is calculated, if the in-
dustry flourishes, to bring more 
money to county banks. 

Among Ranger men who now have 
several or more goats in their herds 
are Gene .Reynolds, R. T. Earnest and 
J. B. Ames. All of these men have 
become interested in the goat in-
dustry lately. The first two men are 
said to be chiefly interested in the 
milk production, while Ames will de-
velop his herd for wool productive 
purposes. 

Has 50 Registered Goats. 
Ames now has 50 registered head 

of, goats on a ranch, a short distance 
south of Ranger. With purchases of 
additional head and from breeding, 

e/he says he will have 200 head by next 
spring. If his experiences is suc-
cessful, he intends to increase his 
herd to 3,000 head within the next 
two years. 

"There are some big ranches that 
can be used for herding," Ames said. 
"I'll get herders and turn my goats 
loose on the grass and brush." 

Ames said his experience with 
goats so far does not lend strength 
to the common belief that goats need 
an "enormous" acreage of grass to 
feed on. "I turned 11 head into a 
half of acre 10 days ago," he said. 
"There was one tree in it and not 
much brush. You can't tell where 
they have eaten the grass in some 
places. And-they are fattening." 

The market price for wool last sea-
son is said to have been 50 cents a 
pound. A goat can be sheared twice 
a year, it is said, and at the least, 
should be shorn of 10 pounds and on 
up. This should make a minimum of 
$5 with last year's wool price pre-
vailing. And with three "kids" in a 
year's breeding which have been 
bringing $5 each on a minimum, this 
would mean a gross return of $20. 

'it is argued that a greater profit 
is to be had from a goat herd than 
a cow herd, because of the less ex-
pense in feeding. Goats are predis-
posed towards brush, it is said, and 
eat it with as much relish as grass. 
One man interested in the industry 
said he was going to put his goats 
to work clearing his ground of 
brushwood.

Threat Starts Opposition. 
Congress is in no mood to show 

the white feather. Robust.  American-
ism feels that we are too proud and 
courageous to permit a threat from 
any' nation to alter our determina-
tion of purely domestic questions.

For in-
stance, when Germany threatened in-
vasion of Belgium and France, the 
premier of the latter country inquir-
ed by note as to the attitude of Eng- 
land; Sir Edward Gray replied very 
briefly that in such an event "His 
Majesty's government Would consult 
with the government of France." The 
latter government read just one sin- 
gle meaning in that line—that Eng-
land's army, her navy and all of the 
resources of her far-flung empire 
would be thrown into• the contest on 
the side of France. 

When one thinks of that delicately 
worded sentence and of all the tre- 
mendous consequences which flowed. 
from its penning, the present crisis 
assumes its true proportions. 

Watch for Unannounced. 
The United States has never brook-

ed dictation as to her domestic poli-
cies; she is not liable to begin at this 
hour. It would seem that there are 
few courses open if war is to be 
avoided. One course which has often 
been adopted in similar situations is 
to recall the ambassador who gave, 
the offense, leaving at least the in-1 
ference that he exceeded instructions 
or acted upon his own mistaken ini-
tiative, but in this case Japan backs 
him up. It is hardly conceivable 
that Hanihara woul d utter such 
serious words without clear and posi-
titVe instructions. America need no 
longer have doubts as to the real 
attitude of Japan toward this coun-
try. 

While the ambassador may yet be 
made the scape-goat, as Japan is 
hardly in condition for war, we will 
not hear the last of the matter for 
many years. The Japs are warlike, 
have a good navy and a good army, 
and in case of hostilities would at-
tack up at our back door, so to speak, 
Hawaii first. They are over-proud 
and sensitive and play much politics 
at home; their victory over Russia

Declare:, Officials Like Daugh- 
erty and Fall Are Allies of 

Bols,heviks.

WASHINGTON, April 24.-"Such 
unfaithful servants as Daugherty and 
Fall have made more bolsheviks in 
America in a few .weeks than a hun-
dred soviet agents could make in a 
decade," Senator Wheeler of Mon-
tana, declared today in replying to 
former Attorney General Daugher-
ty's defense speech in Columbus, 
Ohio, last night. 

Wheeler's statement to the United 
Press was provoked by what he term-
ed, Daugherty's "cunning but base-
less insinuations:: that he and Sena-
tor Brookhart, republican, Iowa, 
were inspired by soviet officials to 
investigate the department of jus-
tice. 

"In his array of distorted facts," 
said Wheeler, "Daugherty has -taken 
refuge behind the last resort of mod-
ern knaves, striving desperately to 
divert the public Mind from their 
own corruption. When all else fails, 
they throw out the 'red peril' buga-
boo. His pitifully absurd smoke 
screen will only, meet with ridicule. 

"But this discredited official does 
not 'exaggerate the danger that 
threatens the republic if Daughertys 
and. Falls are not driven from office. 
That is the danger the senate com-
mittee, by baring 'corruption in the 
department of justice, is seeking to 
avert. There is a rising tide of dis-
content in America. Government by 
blackmail and the private sale of the 
public domain have brought it to the 
danger point. Nothing can check it 
if the bolshevik makers are left in 
office. That is the task to which the 
senate committee has dedicated it-
self. Washington must be made un-
safe for -grafters of the Jesse Smith 
and Howard Mannington type, bos-
om friends of Daugherty. It must 
be made impossible for another 
Daugherty to dispense the czarist or 
soviet Russian justice in the legal 
department of justice."

NEW YORK, April 24.-War 
against. Tex Rickard, waged by rival 
New  York promoters, is to see a new, 
offensive during the coming summer, 
when .an attempt is to be made to 
keep him out of New York. 

Jimmy Johnston, who promoted at 
the Yankee stadium last summer and. 
who turned over Johnny Dundee's 
contract to his brother so as to com-
ply with the ruling of the boxing 
commision, that a man cannot act as 
a promoter and a manager, has been 
selected as the leader of the offen-
sive. 

Johnston announced that the own- .  
ers of the Giants and the Yankees, 
had reached an agreement to allow 
him to make the matches and handle 
the fights that are to be held in the ,  
Yankee stadium and at the Polo 
grounds. He said that he would be 
connected with both clubs and • that 
no other promoter could get in either 
park with a match. 

This means, it is believed, that 
Rickard will not be able to use either 
of the big baseball parks and that he 
will have to fall back upon his big 
pine bowl in Jersey City. 

Rickard, however, insists that he 
could put one or two big matches in 
the Polo grounds, if he wanted to 
do it, but that he had decided that 
baseball parks were not the piopei 
place in which to stage boxing 
matches. It has been reported that 
the boxing commision feels the same 
way about it, and that some rule 
may be passed which will make the 
parks less attractive to promoters. 

The Dempsey-Firpo fight at the 
Polo grounds last summer resulted 
in a large number of complaints be-
ing filed with the boxing commision. 
Ticket-holders complained that they 
were unable to get their seats or that 
they could not see the ring from 
their seats. During all the excite-
ment of the first round, when Demp-
sey was down three times and Firpo 
was down seven times, the fans 
jumped to their chairs and obstruct- 

ed the vision of those behind them. 
Chairs crashed under the burden and 
general disorder resulted. 

Rickard was frank In admitting 
that there were many good reasons 
for complaint, and he said after the 
fight that he was through with ball 
parks for big championship matches. 

William Muldoon, former chairman 
of the commission, said after he had 
been reappointed to a place on the 
commission that he would favor and 
support Any rule that would stop or 
discot.u•age the promotion of.boxing  
in the ball parks. He suggested, :7or 
one means, that no seats be pitched 
on the field and% that the fans be 
forCed to watch a fight from the 
same seats and the same places that 
they watch a ball game. 

This was considered a rather radi-
cal step and a compromise plan may 
be effected whereby the field seats 
will be limited to a very small num-
ber. Under the most favorable con-
ditions, with practically no restric-
tions as to the number or location of 
the seats; ball park boxing was not 
successful here last summer. The 
owners of the Giants lost more than

Press.)-The fondness of the Prince 
of Wales for a touch of color to his 
clothes is brightening the entire 
scheme of masculine styles here-and 
therefore, to a considerable extent 
throughout the world. 

When the heir to the throne was 
injured recently during a steeple-
chase  race he was wearing a scarlet 
polo jersey under his pink riding 
coat. This combination is typical of 
his love of. color. It had never been 
done before on an English race-
course-but now scarlet jerseys un-
der pink riding coats are quite the 
thing for riding a steeplechase. 

The prince is also responsible for 
inaugurating the idea of a white vest, 
instead of black, with dinner coats-
characteristic of his general impulse 
for lighter rather than darker effects 
in dress. 

However, the white vest with din-
ner jacket is the only instance in 
which the prince has strayed away 
from the conventional so far as for-
mal or semi-formal garb is concern-
ed. That is, unless you count turn-
ed-back cuffs on a morning coat. 
He does insist upon that. But other-
wise he wears his formal togs in the 
way the fashion-plates prescribe. It 
is in sport things-golf, riding, hunt-
ing and general knock-about stuff-
that the prince makes the fashion

platea himself, at least in the way of 
splashing on' a bit of color. 

For-instance, after. he has finish-
ed riding and,has changed from hunt-
ing , coat to tweeds he likes to re-
tain. the scarlet jersey, which he had 
made fashionable for steeplechasing. 
Sweaters with fancy friezes around 
the.;  borders, and knitted woolen 
gloyes, with diamond patterns, eith-
er black and white or gay colors, are 
other fashions he has recently start-
ed for outdoor. sports. 

The prince is exceedingly partial 
to spiffy 'tweed lounge suits, cut 
with swing and dash,, and he gets his 
color into this outfit by a gorgeous-
hued handkerchief .  , generously dis-
played from the outer' breast pocket. 

The one thing the prince sometimes 
wears that hasn't, had widespread 
imitation is the Jodhpur. This is a 
riding garment worn in India by na-
tive princes. .It fits with glove-like 
tightness from .the ankle to the bnee, 
and above the knee it balloons like 
Turkish trousers. Most men find it 
entirely impossible to get into the 
things-that is, the lower part of 
them. Even the prince, with unlimit-
ed assistance at his command, must 
experience considerable difficulty, for 
he only wears. jodhpurs rarely, and 
apparently will continue to have the 
style all to himself.

project have arrived at the conclus-
ion that any attempt to raise the 
ships would only result in their dis-
integration, and that the only way 
to save them would be to drain the 
lake and then carefully remove the 
layer of mud under which they lie. 

Lake Nemi is of volcanic origin, the 
crater of a dead volcano containing 
some 36 millions of cubic metres of 
water. Two electric pumps would 
drain the lakes in a year. Then six 
months of digging would be required 
to uncover the first galley. 

The cost of the work is figured at 
about five million lire. 

The present conditions of the 
crafts are not known. The records 
show that one of them broke in a 
previous effort to raise it in 1446, 
when Giovan Battista Alberti, one 
of the greatest engineers-of the Ren-
naissance, undertook to bring them to 
light. 

Very little is known as to how 
they happened to sink. According to 
a tradition, Tiberius and probably 
Caligula used to entertain on board 
these galleys. Then for a long time 
the ships were left in care of slaves. 
One day they must have sprung a 
leak and gone down with everything 
on board. 

Whether or not they were first 
looted, is also a question. The lake 
itself was known as Diana's Mirror. 
In a thick forest covering the hills 
surrounding it there was worshiped 
Diana Taurina, a cult as mysterious 
as that of Mitras. The high priest 
of the temple was usually a man 
wanted for neinous crimes. Once in 
the temple he was safe, but in order 
to become high priest he had to kill 
the man filling the office. 

REMOVING STAINS.

white cotton material by soaking in 
peroxide of hydrogen. After an hour 
or two stains will completely disap-
pear. 

To remove peach stains, wet the 
stain, apply cream of tartar and 
place in the sun.

IN TEXAS MAKES 

GOOD PROGRESS 
Has been Extended to 193 

Counties, 115,880,25E Acres 
' 4 in State. 

Gulf coast area and the other cover-
ing 26 counties in the Panhandle. 
Ellis county was also surveyed in 
detail in 1910, making about 24,000,-
000 acres surveyed that year, though 
most of it was only in reconnois-
sance. This was the largest area 
surveyed in' any one year, though in 
1922 when Harris, Reeves, Dickens 
and Coleman counties were complet-
ed in detail, covering 4,231,000 
acres, and 29 counties in the West 
Central Texas area comprising 18,-
000,000 acres were surveyed in rec-
onnoissance, the greatest single 
year's accomplishments were record-
ed.

TO THE PUBLIC: 
In Tuesday's Telegram Earl Con-

ner takes an unkind shot at me and 
my aspirations for sheriff of this 
county. Earl is not entirely satis-
fied that I am not a klansman, and 
Earl is not entirely satisfied that I 
am not trying to city-slick him. Now, 
of course. if this had occurred be-
fore the boom, while Earl was the 
justice of the peace lawyer for the 
T. & P. railway company, I would 
not have thought it necessary to an-
swer it. However, since- Earl has, 
since the boom, become the general 
attorney of the reported road graft-
ers, he has gained sufficient notorie-
ty that I feel in justice to myself 
that I- should answer him. 

In the first place, Earl says that 
I did indicate to some of the mems 
hers that I would like the indorse-
ment of the club. It is true that I 
talked with many of the members 
and expressed a desire to have their 
united support, and would have made 
a strenuous effort to secure the in-
dorsement had I not investigated the 
manner in which candidates were in-
dorsed for office. I first learned 
that the executive committee of the 
club would recommend the names 
of candidates to the entire club as 
a body and the club would then in-
dorse or refuse to indorse. How 
ever, upon further investigation, I 
learned that Mr. Conner was not fol-
lowing this plan, but on the contrary 
was refusing to submit the names 
to the membership, but passing on 
them himself, assisted.by John,Butts 
of Cisco, and probably one or two 
more. Of course, most of us know, 
Judge Butts. He was also one of the 
attorneys for the road gang. 

One of the objections and the prin-
ciiml objection that most of us have 
had to the klan is that we believed 
they should not dictate the politics 
of our county. I am yet convinced 
that they should not do so. However, 
the klan, I am informed, - at least 
submit the names of 'the candidates 
to be favored by them, to the entire 
membership, whereas Mr. Conner 
goes the klan one better. He submits 
the matter to Earl Conner, and if 
Earl Conner is not satisfied with the 
proposed candidate, then Earl re-
fuses to consider him further. 

The field work incident to the de-
tailed soil survey of Wichita county 
was completed this week, and the 
work of compiling a complete report 
and map is now in progress. Publi-
cation of the report and map will be 
made by the bureau of soils, United 
States department o£ agriculture, 
and will require several months. The 
field work, the mapping and writing 
of the report have been in charge of 
W. T. Carter Jr., chief of the divis-
ion of soil survey, Texas experiment 
station, under a co-operative al-
rangement with the bureau of soils. 
Mr. Carter will turn his attention 
next to field work in Milam county. 
Nacogdoches and Hidalgo counties 
are also in process of being survey-
ed. 

The soil survey has now been ex-
tended to 193 counties in Texas, 
covering an area of 115,880,256 
acres, of which 26,338,856 acres re-
ceived . a detailed survey, the remin-
der having only been given a recon-
noissance survey which serves gen-
eral purposes where large areas of 
uniform soils occur until such time 
as a development of farming activi-
ties may call for the more exhaustive 
detailed survey. This reconnoissance 
work has been done in the western 
part of the state and much of the 
territory will likely not require de-
tailed service for some time yet. Ex-
cepting the trans-Pecos region, the 
entire western two-thirds of the state 
and covering 134 counties, is now 
surveyed in reconnoissance. Within 
this area several counties and smaller 
areas have also had a detailed sur-
vey. The unsurveyed counties far-
ther east will, no doubt, be surveyed 
in detail as rapidly as; they can be 
reached. Reconnoissance surveys 
would not be very practical in most 
of, these counties owing to their 
varied soils. 

The territory which has, so far, 
been surveyed in detail, comprises 40 
counties and 19 areas in other coun 
ties, ranging in extent from 64,000 
acres in several cases to 540,00d 
acres, as in the case of the Brazoria 
area which covers nearly all of Bra-
zoria county, surveyed in 1901, was 
first to receive this service in Texas. 
Since this time, one to five areas have 
been completed each year, in some 
instances as many as four entire 
counties receiving a detailed survey 
in a single year. The first recon-
noissance survey was made in 1909, 
covering San Patricio, Nueces, 

CaMeron, Starr, Duval, Zapata 
and Webb. counties, an area of 10,- 
759,680 acres. In 1910 two areas' 
were surveyed in reconnoissance, one 
covering 12 counties in the Central

ROME, Italy.—Will it be ever pos-
sible to show the lovers of antiques 
a Roman imperial galley, fully rigged 
and fitted in exactly the same state 
as when Tiberius entertained on 
board of it his court of patricians, 
jesters. concubines and sycophants, 
about 2,000 years ago? 

The question is being asked in con-
nection with the raising of two gal-
leys in the lake of Nemi, 20 miles 
from Rome, but the answers are 
varied. The project is not new. At-
tempts to salvage the crafts were 
made on several occasions, the first 
in 1446, and the last in 1896, hut 
they were complete failures, owing 
to the primitive means used.

C ROWS are one of the greatest 
pests and the most destruc- 
tive bird which afflict the 

Ifarmer. After thirty years spent 
in the' field fighting crows,' hawks 
and owls, it is my judgement, based 
on my expeilenee that the crow 
has no redeeming features. 

I have often been asked the 
;question, "Wlibld you say that the 
crow is beneficial in any way to 
the farmer?" My answer is that 
'the crow's range of diet is known 
'to include six hundred and fifty-
'six different things. His bill of 
,fare includes 51, species of birds 
;and very naturally it comprises a 
!few bugs and _worm's. But when 
the crow eats a nest of young 
quail or a nest of mocking birds, 
the has shut off the .destruction- of 
thousands of insects where he 
;would have destroyed a few. 

e.-(
Waiving aside the few insects he 
might eat, it is a most consery 

I tive statement to say that it costs 
the farmers of this country a dol-
lar per head per year to feed the 
crow. , 

An estimate made in Oklahoma 
puts the numb-ar of ,:his bird in 
that. state between ten million and 
fifteen million. Years ago at one 
prow roost in' Culpepper, Va., it 
iwas estimated' there were 200,000 
crows. I suppose it would be fair 
to state that the U. S. contains  
now some two hundred million of 
these birds,-every one of which at 
this time of 'the year when gdane 
birds are nesting, and crops 'are 

being planted, is industriously 
searching out the eggs and young 
of useful birds so that he may de-
vour them, or pulling up freshly 
planted crops. 

Damage to Farms . 
As an instance of the damage 

they do to farms, the case might 
be cited of G. C. Will ams, Rock-
castle, . Va., who came from the 
West and bought. 6.60 acres of the 
rich farmland lying along the 
James River in Goochlarid County, 
Va.

One town in the United States 
has succeeded in reducing its 
tuberculosis death rate 68 per cent_ 
In only seven years. It has ac-
complished this at a cost which is 
not prohibitive. Framingham, 
Massachusetts, has demonstrated 
that public health is purchasable 
and that the returns are more than 
commensurate with the cost. On 
the basis of this demonstration, 
tuberculosis, which until recently 
headed the list of death causes, 
may be definitely classed among 
the controllable diseases. 

The death rate from tuberculosis 
In Framingham, since January 1, 
1917 has declined from 121 per 
100,000 population to 38 per 100,-
000 in 1923. 

How it was done is, or should be, 
of interest to every community in 
America. 

This first great health demon-
stration, under the auspices of the 
National Tuberculosis Association, 
was made possible by an appro-
priation of nearly $200,000 by the 
Metropolitan Life Insurance Com-
pany. e  a!‘`ramingham,  a town of 
17,000 was selected in 1916 as a 
typical, American industrial com-
munity. Since then, through the 
aid of - local health and medical 
agencies, and commercial concerns, 
every effort has been made to find 
tuberculosis Games, to tire*  them 

• • 
DIN'ING ROOM • 
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successfully, to prevent the dis-
ease, and to build up under local 
leadership, adequate health mach-
inery for a town of this size. 

From the beginning the people 
of Framingham have shown an in-
creasing conviction of the value of 
disease preventive measures. The 
Board of Health has expanded its 
activities along infant welfare and 
tuberculosis prevention lines. The 
local school authorities have great-
ly expanded medical, nursing, den-
tal, clinical and health education 
services. The leading industries 
have encouraged the periodic 
health examination of workers and 
facilities for their care. All this 
has resulted in the prevention of 
illness and the prolongation of We. 

And the improvement was 
fleeted not only in the tuberculosis 
death rate; the deaths among bab- I 
ies were reduced 40 percent. dur-
ing the period of the demonstra-
tion. Framingham is a betterl 
place to be born and a better place; 
to live than it used to be. Dur-
ing 1922 and 1`-;23 the people of 
the town cheerfully spent six times, 
as much for health work as was 
available prior to the demonstra-
tion. 

Many other cities are - taking 
their cue from Framingham.' What 
has been done can be done. If 
Framingham's lesson is well learn- - 
ed tuberculosis may before long lie ;  
definitely ranked as one of the 
diseases under complete control. 

No phase . of modern busi.n.ass, 

perhaps, has undergone as system-
atic a revision as that having to

The total enrollment for 
all classes during 1923 was more 
than the actual number of em-
ployees, thus shOwing that some of 
them are taking two or more stile-
jects. 

The success of this system of 
building executive material ha,  ys 
been e"ektinitely proved. 	Many of 
the men and women holding such 
positions with the Metropolitan are 
graduates of such classes and many 
still attend them. 

In addition to these schools, 
directors -have been provided for a 
Men's Glee -Club and a Women's 
Chpral Society; -a military band 
and an athletic association and the 
company encourages all the re-
creational and social activities of 
the workers by furnishing them 
with places to meet and to enjoy 
themsel ves.
