PRESIDENT VETOES BILL
INCREASING PENSIONS,
EXPENSE TOO GREAT

WASHINGTON, May 3.—Presi-
dent Coolidge today vetoed the Bur-
sum pension bill. The president’s
action followed reports made to him
by the pension officer and director
of budget, General Lord.

Mr. Coolidge is sending a message
to congress on the veto, basing his
disapproval of the measurs mainly on
ground. of expense. The bill repre-
sents an expenditure of anproximate-
ly 55 million dollars and grants in-
creased pensions to veterans, wid-
ows, dependent children and nurses
of the civil, Mexican, 1912, Spanish-
American, Philippines 'and Boxer
wars and to maimed soldiers in all
the wars, including the World war.

The Mexican war pensions would
be increased from $50 to $72 a
month. Widows from $30 to $40
and $45, while dependents and chil-
dren would receive $6 to $8.

Of Eastland County

The Cull Moorman and Tom Har-
rell well, located on the Shugart
tract, 15 miles south of Ranger,
brought in a 4,000,000-foot gasser and
50-barrel oil well. The well looks
like it will average 200 or better
when drilled in, acording to the drill-

ROY WELLS IS BADLY |

Will Establish Texas Head-
quarters in Ranger and Build
Casinghead Plant Near.

The Phillips Petroleum company
will resunic activities in the Ranger
district again after an absence of
several years. The company has se-
cured a site 15 miles south of Ran-
ger for the manufacture of casing
head gasoline and will maintain head-
quarters at the old Phillips Petrole-
um camp. 'The general offices of the
Texas division will be in Ranger, and
the varicus heads of the departments
are expected to arrive sometime next
week.

Work will start on the $150,000
plant next week and as more holdings
are sccured the plant will be enlarg-
ed. Manufacturing plants of the com-
pany are also maintained at Pioneer,
Breckenridge and Graham. These
plants will all be under the super-
vision of the Ranger office.

The Phillips Petroleum company,
one of the largest casinghead gaso-
line. manufacturers in Texas, and,
with the Chestnut & Smith corpora-
tion, the largest of such companies
operating in Texas, will make Ran-
ger one of the most important cen-
ters of this industry.

“Some people claim that the rock
pressure of the Ranger tountry has
been exhausted, and it is not possi-
ble to operate at a. profit,” said a
well known oil operator. “Latest re-
ports. on- the rock pressure of the
Mook-Texas 10,500,000-foot -gasser,
brought, in  last summer, is 925
pounds to the square inch. This re-
port does not indicate that the pres-
sure. has all been exhausted in the
Ranger territory.”

The Mook-Texas well is located on
the Minnie Shelby, William Van Nozr-
man survey, seven miles northeast
of Ranger.

The manufacture of casinghead
gasoline 13 rapidly being recognized
as one of the most important branch-
es of the oil industry. More im-
portance is being placed every day
on the value of the ‘industry to the
oil men.

Petition for Court Order to Keep Former Govermor’s Name

Alleged to Be Inelirible. y

Ballot Filed in Houston;

HOUSTON, May 3. — Judge

John Maddox today filed suit in
Judge Ewing Boyd’s court here
to restrain the name of Jemes E.
Ferguson, former governor of
Texas, from appearing on the dem-
_ocratic ballot in the July prima-
ries.

Judge Maddox alleges that Fer-
gusen was impeached while gov-
ernor and is not now eligible to

hold office. . Judge Boyd has set
the case for hearing May 186.

Ferguson was elected governor
in 1914, and served one term, be-
ing re-elected for a second term,
but soon after was impeached by
the house and tried by the senate,
resigning the office of governor
the day before the senate brought
in a verdict of impeachment on
several of the charges in the com-
plaint against him.

RANGER WATER
SOON WILL BE
ALL FILTERED

Contract Awarded for Filtra-
tion Plant and Two Stor-
age Tanks.

Contracts for the Ranger Water
works filtering plant and two addi-
ticnal water storace _tanks were
awarded yesterday by the Ranger
city commission affer an all day ses-
sion ;with the various concerns sub-
mitting bids. The total amount con-
tracted to be paid is $37,768, which,
according to Commissioner Irank
Brown, who has charge of the wat-
er department, is a saving of $7,5600,
or that much less than the estimate
of cost made when negotiations for
the purchase of the water works sys-
tem were under consideration.

The contract for the storage tanks
was given to the Chicago Bridge and
Iron works of Dallas. Two tanks
are to be constructed, one 500,000-
gallon tank %o cost $9,300 and one
20,000-gallon tank to cost $2,900.

The filtering eguipment is to cost
$10,930. The building contract was
given to a Ranger firm, Bordeau
Bros. The total cost will be $14,000.

FARMERS ARE
RUVING FARMS
IN THE COUNTY

Many Working With Money
Borrowed From Federal
Bank; Loans to Stockmen.

Approximately $85,000 has been
loaned to Eastland county farmers
by the Eastland branch of the Fed-
eral Land bank of Houston since it
was established here last fall, accord-
ing: to Earle Johnson of Iastland,
who has charge of the business here.
These loans are made for any term of
years up to 34 and draw 5% per cent
interest. The loan may be paid off
at any time.

Eastland county farmers, accord-
ing to Mr. Johnson, are getting these
loqn.ﬁ: for the purpose of paying off
existing liens on their farms and to
purchase homes. It is one of the
requirements of the Federal Land
bank that the owner of the land on
which a loan is sought .must own af
least one-half of the royalty on the
land.

_ Mr. Johnson is making prepara-
tions to loan money to farmers and
stockmen on most any collateral they
have except land. These loans are
to be made at 7% per cent interest
and from six months to three years’
time. Mr. Johnson will be the remn-
resentative for this company in East-
land and all adjoining counties.

MISSOURI RIVER ON A
RAMPAGE THREATENED
TO CUT OUT NEW CHANNEL

HARMONY, Mo., May 3.—Crews
of workmen were battling tonight to
prevent the Missouri river from cut-
ting a new channel here. Two bridges
and rich farm lands valued at two
million dollars were in danger from
the river which was overflowing its
banks and threatening the Chicago
& Alton right of way.

The town of Glasgow, Mo., would
be isolated if the tiver channel
should be broken. The new course
would cut off several thousand acres
of Saline county lands and attach
them to Howard and Chariton coun-
ties. Embankments are being thrown
up and a call made for cement rein-
forcements. Late reports said the
river was receding, but the swift cur-
rent threatened to undermine the
improvised dikes.

RUSSIAN AMBASSADOR TO
GERMANY LEAVES IN HUFF

BERLIN, May 3—Russian Ambas-
sador Krestivsky departed hastily
this afternoon for Moscow, offended
because Berlin police had entered the
building of the soviet delegation in
the pursuit of a prisoner who had
slipped from their grasp.

The soviet embassy protested to
the. German foreign office, but the
police contend they were entirely
within their rights in chasing a fugi-
tive who had escaped suddenly and
that the Russian dignity had not been
wounded intentionally.

CUEAN GOVERNMENT ASKS
: MUNITIONS FROM U. S.

WASHINGTON, May 3. The Cu-
ban government has asked the Unit-
ed States to send a large quantity
of ammunition for use in quelling
the revolution on the island, it was
learned at the state department to-
day.

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TILDEN ROW
MAY CAUSE LSS
OF DAVIS CUP

By HENRY L. FARRELL
(United Press Sports Editor)

NEW YORK, May 3.—Injection of i
personalities by the 'United States
Lawn Tennis association into the con-
troversy with William T. Tilden, the
national champion, has" placcd the
United States in a positior where it is
in danger of losing possession of the
Davis Cup. :

The Davis Cup is .one of the most
valuable ‘traphies in the world of
sport. It is 'emblematic = of  the
world’s tennis championship, and, as
has been pointed out in the past, it
is the only ‘trophy that really rep-
resents a championship of the whole
world.

The Davis Cup strayed away from
the United States several years ago,
and it was brought back from Aus-
tralia only after the United States
had paid thousands of dollars to send
teams across the world after it, and
after Bill Tilden and Bill Johnson
had made the sacrifice of time that
represented thousands of dollars to
them to travel around and battle for
the trophy.

To a nation that is inclined to
boast of its prowess on athletic fields
the Davis Cup means much. It is as
much to be desired as the interna-
tional polo cup and the America
(yacht) cup.

With Tilden available, the chance
for any foreign nation to take the
cup away from the United States
this summer was véry small. With-
out Tilden, the chance is very good.
Tilden could be counted upon for
two points in the challenge round
and two points are g big start in a
five-point match.

Tempest in Teapot.

There is much controversy between
the association and Tilden to make
the public feel, “let’s have no more
of it.” Tennis fans are interested
chiefly in the' playing of the game,
and not in controversies about who
is to run the game. : .

There is no doubt that the asso-
ciation felt it was doing something
to preserve the game when it ruled
that a player who engaged in literary
work for a substantial compensation
was not a real amateur, at heart.
There is also no reason to believag
that Tilden feels that he is doing
anything wrong when he accepts a
contract to write articles on and
about tennis for newspaper publica-
tion.

The association, after hearing an
appeal from Tilden for exception
from the rule, stated, unofficially,
that it could not grant him immunity
from the rule.

Tilden then announced that only
one course was open to him and that
at the end of 1924 he would be fore-
ed to withdraw from amateur com-
petition to pursue his literary work.

Rather graciously, Tilden offered
his services for any purpose desired
through the season of 1924, and then
proceeded  to go quietly about his
business.

The
association had told Tilden that he
could not play and write, and Tilden
answered by saying that he would re-
spect the sovereignty of the associa-
tion and that he would write and not

A
bomb was exploded in a coach of a
passenger train, causing serious in-
jury to a guard, who sustained a
broken leg, and. lesser injuries to a
number of the passengers.

The strike was called by the social-
ists and labor union as a protest
against the new pension law, which
would allow all workers to retire on
pension from government funds aft-
er 25 years of service.

In the spring of 1918 he came to
Eastland and accepted a position as
deputy county clerk. From the coun-
ty clerk’s office he went with the
Eastland County Abstract company,
which position he resigned after two
years, to go to Ranger where he was
in the employ of the Banner Ice
Company, which position he resigned
to accept the one in the district
clerk’s office.

Mr. Collie- is a member of the
First Methodist church in Ranger, is
an Elk, member of the Knights of
Pythias lodge in Eastland and a
‘member of the Dramatic = Order
Knights Khorassan. Always polite
and agreeable in his dealings with
the public, he is universally popular
with the patrons of the office.

Mr. Collie resigned as deputy dis-
trict clerk May 1, in order to give
the time to an active campaign over
the county. :

“The office is not a political of-
fice;””  said” Mr. Collie.. “It. is a
clerical position, not administrative
in its scope, but requiring technical
knowledge and ability to give atten-
tion to details. I believe that my
experience ,both in the office of
county clerk and the office of dis-
trict clerk, has given me an insight
into the work of both that fits me
for the place I seek, and in that be-
lief I am asking the consideration
and votes of my fellow citizens.”

GERMANY GOES
T0 POLLS OVER
BIG QUESTIONS

Reds and Reactionaries May
Gain; Too Early for Anoth-
er Monarchy.

By CARL D. GROAT
(United Press Staff Correspondent)
BERLIN, May 3.—Germany’s bit-
ter reichstag election campaign end-
ed today. :
Tomorrow the nation goes to the
election urns prepared manifestly to
register a huge swing toward reac-
tion. Police reinforcements in many
quarters are placed to insure peace-
ful voting. '

As the campaign closed it was ap-
parent the real issue is the acept-
ance or non acceptance of the Dawes-
Young reports as a basis for the set-
tlement of the reparations problem.
Reactionaries are terming the ex-
perts’ report a minature of the Ver-
sailles treaty and condemning the
proposed program as subjecting Ger-
many to a new slavery, while the
socialists are advocating complete ac-
ceptance of the report as the sole
means of achieving peace. This is
expressed in a slogan coined by Chan-
cellor Marx, who said: “We can’t
fight with canes and umbrellas, hence
it is silly even to think of non-ful-
fillment of the experts’ recommenda-

| tions.’”

Gains on both extreme wings, for
the communists and for the folkists
and nationalists are foreseen.

For the purposes of” the election
the nation is divided into 35 election
districts, which in turn are grouped
into 16 election unions. Each: elec-
tion district has its sub-districts, like
“‘wards” in America.

The voters have a wide choice,
with between one and two dozen par-
ties listed on the ‘“‘unified ballot”—
an innovation this year in comparison
to the separate ‘“‘party tickets” pre-
viously issued at the polling places.

All Over 20 Vote

Germany has equal suffrage, and
everybody over 20 years of age has
a vote insofar as he or she does not
belong to the army, is not a convict,
is not insane, and has not been de-
prived of’ the honors of citizenship
by criminal process.
The woman’s vote is expected to
be heavy, but without unusual influ-
ence, as past experience here shows
the women vote about as their men
folks do—only perhaps slightly more
reactionary.
Every 60,000 votes means one
reichstag deputy. A system has been
devised for pooling partial sixties in
a district and again for pooling them
in an election union.
Forecasts today indicated that the
“right” parties would register a gain
of 30 or 40 more delegates, leaving
the folkist, mnationalist, folksparty
and Bavarian folksparty block with
about 180 seats in the new reichstag.
That is not a majority. :
On the other hand, the communists
are ‘expected to gaine between 20
and 30 seats, chiefly at the expense
of the socialists, giving the reds 40
or so seats in the coming parlia-
ment.
Thus, it will be seen that the re-
actionaries will have no clear ma-
jority, but the forthcoming govern-
ment will nevertheless have a na-
tionalistic tinge. However, it is more
than likely that the present middle
coalition (likewise a minority re-
gime) will again come ' into being,
though whatever combination is made

@ [ will probably not last beyond Christ-

mas.
Hope for Dictator
The reactionaries, hope, however,
to have sufficient strength so that
they can perhaps get a dictatorship
erected and parliament disselved.
Outside observers believe that
though the new nationalist swing may
bring with it serious consequences
for Germany, it may, nevertheless,
be beneficial in the long run by

2 proving to the nation that men of

the stamp of Ludendorff-—his elec-
tion to the reichstag as a folkist
seems assured—cannot help, but in-
stead can only, harm their ‘“Vater-
land” at this time.

In other:words, the general pre-
diction is that while the nationalists
will have a marked victory tomorrow
their influence will be short lived,
and the German republic will awak-
en in the next few months to find
that the Pan-Germans have not been
able to rule better than the hither-

For Manv Years Artists Had
Nothing Better to Bind
, Colors.

Not all the pictures that pass for
oil-paintings are actually done with
oil, according to the authorities of
[the Fogg Art Museum at Harvard
! University, and for hundred of years
| before oil was adopted at all, paint-
ers in Italy, in France, in England,
in Spain, and elsewhere, had beén
painting their pictures with the hum-
ble cgg.

From the 12th century, say those
in charge of the Harvard museum,
we have pictures on wood and cloth
painted in Italy and in other coun-
tries with egg. Early in the history
of the art, the white of the egg ve-
placed vegetable gums as a binding
| medium for many of the pigments of
{the illuminator; the white and the
yolk were mixed together, with water
and sometimes with the juice of the
fig-tree, to form a “tempora.” ( And
with such temperas fine colors were
ground, and laid ' on a pure white
plaster-covered surface.

of that article was closely examined.
