At Conference

CLEVELAND, Ohio, Jan. 20.—  
The conference on church comity, 
called by three great national inter­
denominational agencies to consider 
problems of overchurching and tin­
der churching in communities, held 
in opening session here this morning 
with the Rev. John A. Marquis, sec­
retary of the -board of national mis­
sions of the Presbyterian Church in 
the U. S. A., delivering the keynote 
address.

The Rev. Hermann N. Morse, di­
rector of the department of budget 
and research of the Presbyterian 
Church in the U. S. A., and C. Lu­
ther Fry of the Institute of Social 
and Religious Research presented 
preliminary statements' of fact.

The conference was called by the 
Federal Council of the Churches the 
Rev. S. Parkes Cadman, D.D., presi­
dent, the Home Missions council, 
the Rev. Charles L. White, D.D., 
president, and the Council of Women 
for Home Missions, of which Mrs. 
John Ferguson is president. Its aim 
is to set before the churches the facts 
regarding overlapping of churches in 
Communities and neglect in others, as 
presented by authorities in this field.

Well-known church secretaries en­
gaged in the home mission field also 
will lead later discussions, among 
them the Rev. Malcolm Dana, D.D., 
director of rural work of the Congre­
gational churches, and the Rev. Ern­
est M. Halliday, D.D., general secre­
tary of the same body, the Rev. Alva 
W. Taylor of Indianapolis, secretary 
of the board of temperance and so­
cial welfare of the Disciples of 
Christ, the Rev. Charles H. Sears, 
city executive for the Baptist 
churches of New York and Brooklyn, 
and Ralph S. Adams, head of the de­
partment of country life of the Re­
formed Church in the United States. 
The Rev. Dr. William R. King, ex­
ecutive secretary of the home mis­
sions council and secretary of the 
church comity conference, will pre­
sent practical plans for co-operative 
work by the churches.

Miss Florence E. Quinlan of New 
York, secretary of the Council of 
Women for Home Missions, will lead 
discussion on women’s work. The 
Rev. Charles L. White, president of 
the home missions council, conducts 
the devotional exercises at the ses­
sion.

Robbery O f Bank W as  
Just Four W eeks

Three jurors had been secured in 

the Marshall Ratliff case when Judge 
George L. Davenport adjourned court 
for lunch at noon today. These were 
obtained from the first venire of 
150 men, which was exhausted late 
Thursday afternoon.

Talesmen, picked up by the sheriff 
under the directions of the court, 
were being examined this morning.

The defense this morning renewed 
their motion for a change of venue. 
The court overruled the motion.

The three jurors secured are: Ed 
Munn, pipe line worker of Olden; 28 
years of age; was born in Comanche 
county and has been at Olden eight 
or nine years. He is married but has 
no children. Is a church member and 
has lived in Eastland county 12 
years.

J. H. Cheatham Jr. and Eastland, 
24 years pf age; is an employe in the 
office of the Arab Gasoline corpora­
tion. Married but has no children. 
Formerly lived at Fort Worth.

Nine Challenges Used.
J. V. (Jess) Harbin of the Flat- 

woods community, four miles south 
of Eastland; farmer; married, having 
wife and one child. Has been in 
Eastland county for the past 34 
years.

The defense has exhausted nine of 
its 15 pereVptory challenges while 
the state has used five of its 15.

When the 100 talesmen picked up 
by the sheriff reported this morning, 
defense attorneys offered a motion 
to have these drawn in the same 
manner in which veniremen are 
drawn. The court granted the mo­
tion. More than an hour’s time was 
consumed in drawing the additional 
veniremen.

Only two veniremen were exam­
ined this morning. At this rate of 
progress it will require at least until 
Saturday evening to secure the ad­
ditional nine jurors to complete the 
panel.

Robbery Four Weeks Ago.
Just four weeks ago this after­

noon four bandits, three of them un­
masked and the fourth disguised as 
Santa Claus, entered the First Na­
tional bank of Cisco and with drawn 
pistols forcibly obtained $12,400 in 
money and a large amount of se­
curities from the employes of that in­
stitution. As the bandits left the 
bank they engaged in a gun battle 
with officers and citizens. G. E. 
(Bit) Bedford, chief of police of 
Cisco; George Carmichael, policeman, 
and L. E. Davis, one of the bandits, 
were fatally wounded. Some six or 
eight other persons were more or less 
seriously wounded. The money and 
securities was recovered.

After a pursuit that lasted one 
week, Robert Hill, Henry Helms and 
Marshall Ratliff, alleged members of 
the bandit gang, were captured. All 
of them were wounded. All were 
landed in the Eastland county jail.

Marshall Ratliff, the alleged Santa 
Claus_ of the bandit gang, is now on 
trial in the 91st district court of 
Eastland county on a charge of rob­
bery with firearms. A similar in­
dictment was returned by the East- 
land county grand jury against 
Helms and Hill. The trio is also un­
der indictment for murder in two 
cases and on another charge of rob­
bery with firearms.

The state has asked for the death 
penalty in the event that Ratliff is 
found guilty as charged in the indict­
ment by the jury that is now being 
selected to try him. He has able 
counsel who are contesting every inch 
of the ground.

SUNDAY SCHOOL LESSON FOR SUNDAY
By H. W. WRYE 

“JESUS AND THE LAW ”
Text, Mark 2:18-22; 3:1-6.
Golden Text: “ Think not that I 

came to destroy the law or the 
pronhets: I came not to destroy, but 
to fulfill”— Matt. 5:17.

The lesson last Sunday closed with 
Jesus feasting in Matthew’s house to­
gether with His disciples and a great 
company of publicans and sinners.

The self-righteous Jewish leaders 
hoping to stop the tide of popularity 
of Jesus, pointed out that they and 
John the Baptist’s disciples fasted, 
while Jesus and His disciples feasted. 
Fasting was enjoined, (Joel 1:14; 
2:12-13) and the critics argued that 
the popular Teacher and His sup­
porters were neglecting a strict re­
ligion of the law. Jesus referred 
them to John’s testimony concerning 
him as “ the Bridegroom” of the 
church, reminding them, that such

austerities would be unsuitable of a 
bridegroom to fast, during the days, 
allotted for the nuptials, which were 
usually spent in festivity; but if any 
calamity tore him from them, joy 
would be turned into mourning, and 
their feasting into fasting. In like 
manner, it would be improper for 
His disciples to fast, while they had 
the comfort of His presence; but He 
should soon be taken from them by 
crucifixion and ascension; and then 
they would meet with hardships and 
trials which would (render fasting" 
seasonable. Fasting is for man, not 
man for fasting, and that exercise is 
beneficial when applied in case of 
illness. It is wholesome, self-dis­
cipline. The spiritual faculties rise 
and assert themselves in a remark­
able way when the physical appetites 
are subordinated.
