CINCINNATI, Ohici, Jan. 19.—  

One man was killed and more than 
30 persons were injured when a freak 
twister swept through sections of the 
Miami Valley today. The storm first 
struck at Cummingsville where many 
buildings were demolished and then 
leaped to Newtown, Hamilton and 
Washington Courthouse leaving a 
trail of wreckage and halting traffic.

The damage was placed at $500,- 
000. Richard Cruger, Dayton, Ohio, 
salesman, was killed at Washington 
Courthouse when the wind swept a 
pile of bricks from atop of a building 
on his automobile.

Twenty injured had been received 
at hospitals here shortly afternoon 
and rescue crews and relief workers 
led by city and Red Cross officials 
were attempting to penetrate the 
debris in an effort to establish if 
there are more dead.

MOSLEM PEER IS 73.

LONDON, Jan. 19.— Lord Headley, 

Britain’s only Moslem peer, is 73 to­
day.

He has been married twice, the last 
time as recently as 1921. His faith 
in the Moslem religion apparently has 
not affected his business life for he 
has successfully carried out big en­
gineering contracts in many parts of 
the world.

He recently visited India with the 
avowed intention of facilitating a 
reconciliation of Moslems and Hin­
dus. His task was considerably eased 
by address of King Amanullah of A f­
ghanistan in Bombay, urging the 
Moslems to respect the religious sus­
ceptibilities of the Hindus.

While in Bombay, in connection 
with his conciliatory efforts, Lord 
Headley made a speech reiterating 
his fervent devotion to the Moslem 
faith.

BRITISH PLAN UNEARTH RECORDS 
OF TIME WHEN ROME RULED THERE

The Bankhead Poultry Producers 
association of Eastland county has 
added to its facilities recently by 
making arrangements whereby it can 
now dress out poultry.

Dealers can now purchase hens or 
fryers dressed for the market, 
through the association. The asso­
ciation is also planing to pack and 
store poultry this year and hold it for 
a better market. This is also true 
of eggs.

There is a period during the year 
for both poultry and eggs, that prices 
are so low that it is difficult for the 
the producers to make a profit. 
The association by storing these pro­
ducts when the price is at the bottom, 
can not only supply the market with 
a good product, when eggs and fryers 
are scare, but aid the producer to 
make a reasonable profit the year 
around.

During the fall and early winter 
months good eggs, esipecially are 
scarce and hard to get. For the past 
few months, the association has been 
unable to supply local markets as 
fully as desired. This has resulted 
in many storage eggs, and eggs of a ll1 
classes being shipped in. The assc-j 
ciation. this coming spring will store | 
sufficient eggs to handle this situ a- j 
lion. And unlike many storage eggs! 
that the housewife has been com-1 
pelled to buy in the past, every Bank- 
head egg that will be stored, will be 
infertile and carefully graded and 
will thus be far superior to the 
ordinary run of storage eggs.

The association, tcday, is in better 
shape than ever before, and it is felt 
by the management that 1928 will be 
a banner year.

OKLAHOMA CITY, Jan. 19.— 
Murder charges were filed here to­
day against Miss Elsie LeMay, driver 
of the automobile which last night ran 
down and killed Henry S. Rudy, 81, 
civil war veteran.

Miss LeMay pleaded not guilty 
when arrested.

Police had charged she was in­
toxicated when she drove the car into 
Rudy as he crossed the street.

Charge Made That 
Missuri Pacific 
Is Grabbing Port

LONDON— Unearthing the remains 
of Roman fortresses and amphithea­
tres of the days when Britain paid 
tribute to Rome will play an impor­
tant part in the archaelogical work to 
be undertaken in the British Isles 
during 1928. Further searches for 
fossilized skeletons of prehistoric man 
will also be made during the coming 
year.

One of the most promising projects 
according to archaelogical authori­
ties in London, is the work which is 
to be accomplished at Caerleon. Here 
an amphitheatre, with all the gran­
deur of imperial Rome, is to be ex­
cavated as are also the remains of 
a legionary fortress.

The work upon the amphitheatre is 
being supervised by Dr. E. M. 
Wheeler, in conjunction with the Na­
tional Museum of Wales. Funds for 
the excavations have already been 
raised and it is expected that before 
the middle of 1928 most of the work 
will have been finished. When the 
amphitheatre is completely cleared it 
will be handed over to the British 
government for permanent preserva­
tion.

The Caerleon excavation committee 
has invited Mr. Nash-Williams, keep­
er of archaeology in the National Mu­
seum of Wales, to take charge of the 
work on the fortress. Particular at­
tention will be paid to its defence 
structures, including the stone wall 
with its internal earthen ramp and 
exterior network of ditches.

Another project expected to be 
completed in 1928 is the work of un­

covering- an ancient Roman forum at 
Wroxeter, in Shropshire, which has 
already been started under the direc­
tion of Professor Donald Atkinson, of 
Manchester university. This under­
taking is regarded as very important 
in archaeological circles as it will en­
able a comparison of the forums of 
the outlying parts of the Roman em­
pire with the more magnificent ones; 
in Rome itself.

Students of Romano-British rela­
tions are eagerly looking forward to 
the results of the coming year’s 
work in the vicinity of Birdoswald 
where important excavations have al­
ready been made along the famous 
Hadrian wall. Various Roman fort­
resses are also known to be buried 
near here.

Among the regions to be explored 
in the next few months for remains 
of prehistoric man is the vicinity of 
Harlow, Essex, which is believed 'to 
have been inhabited by man during 
the earliest stages of the Bronze 
Age. Crude weapons and tools fash­
ioned from bronze which have already 
been found there have inspired scien­
tists to make further investigations.

A number of caves in Scotland 
will also be explored in an effort to 
locate fossilized skeletons of the Pal- 
aeonlithic period.

Further investigations are planned 
for the coming months near Incna- 
damph, in Sutherland, where several 
long, narrow human skulls were re­
cently found, representing a men­
tality just a little above that of 
higher animals.

AUSTIN, Jan. J '— A new skirmish 

in the battle between the Missouri 
Pacific and the Southern Pacific is 
seen here in a protest filed by the 
Southern Pacific against alleged 
grabbing of the Corpus Christi port 
by the Missouri Pacific.

When the Corpus Christi deep 
water port was assured the Southern 
Pacific and the Missouri Pacific be­
gan a race for it. The Missouri Pa­
cific took the “ Sausage” as the San 
Antonio, Uvalde & Gulf was popular­
ly designated. The Southern Pacific 
took the San Antonio & Aransas 
Pass.

The Southern Pacific was not espe­
cially warm toward Corpus Christi 
for the terminal facilities. Its line 
ran into Aransas Pass and Rockport 
as well. The Southern Pacific said 
it could not afford to favor one over 
the other. The Missouri Pacific ran 
into that sector of the gulf only at 
Corpus Christi.

The terminals were built by public 
bond issues in conjunction with the 
federal government establishment of 
the channel for shipping. Suddenly 
the Southern Pacific discovered that 
the Corpus Christi board handling the 
port had turned operation of the 
terminals over to the Missouri Pa­
cific.

Though all lines enter, the South­
ern Pacific claims this gives the Mis­
souri Pacific an unwarranted advan­
tage in many ways. Most important 
is the opportunity to seize and send 
over the Missouri Pacific most of the 
unrouted freight that enters the ter- j 
minal.

DEMOCRATS 
STAND BACK 
OF ROBINSON

WASHINGTON, Jan.' 19.— Senate 

democrats expressed confidence to­
day in the leadership of Senator 
Joseph T. Robinson of Arkansas who 
yesterday condemned Senator Hef­
lin’s attack'upon Governor A1 Smith 
of New York and the Catholic 
church.

The following resolution was 
adopted by vote of 33 to 1 with 12 
democrats absent:

“ Resolved that this conference cf 
democratic members of the senate 
express its confidence in the leader­
ship of Senator Robinson and in his 
service on the special committee 
named to investigate the alleged 
secret Mexicah documents.

The resolution was presented by 
Senator Glass and was discussed 
nearly an hour.

No notice was taken in the discus­
sion of Smith’s candidacy for the 
presidential nomination and no move 
was started to condemn Heflin.

Heflin absented himself from the 
meeting and made no effort to carry 
out his threat to seek removal of 
Robinson from democratic leadership 
and from the senate committee which 
investigated the forged H&irst Mex­
ican documents.

Flyers Fail To 
Lower Records 

In Endurance

MILLS FIELD, SAN FRAN­
CISCO, Jan. 19.— Another at­
tempt of Captain Charles Kings- 
ford-Smith and Lieutenant George 
Pond to capture the world endur­
ance record ended in failure today.

They landed at the airport here 
this morning after their plane had 
been in the air for 50 hours and 
four minutes.

At 2:30 o’clock this afternoon 20 

veniremen had been examined in an 
effort to get a jury for the trial of 
Marshall Ratliff, charged with rob­
bing the First National bank of 
Cisco, with no jurors accepted. Both 

'the defense and the state have exer­
cised two challenges in an effort to 
get the first juror for the trial.

Only about 00 of the veniremen 
summoned in the case remain from 
which to select a jury, a large num­
ber of the original 150 men having 
been excused on various accounts 
heretofore or did not appear at all.

The case against Ratliff, the al­
leged Santa Claus of the bandit gang 
who, on Dec. 23, robbed the First 
National bank of Cisco, was called 
for trial upon its merits Wednesday 
afternoon after two and one-half 
days had been consumed in hearing 
testimony on a change of venue mo­
tion filed by the defense. The par­
ticular charge on which Ratliff is be­
ing tried is that of robbery with fire­
arms. Another similar charge and 
two charges of murder, one for the 
death of G. E. (Bit) Bedford, and 
one for the death of George Car­
michael, officers shot during the 
holdup, are pending against Ratliff. 
The state is asking for the death pen­
alty in the case against Ratliff.

Much Time Taken.
Much time was taken up this 

morning in arguments by counsel 
over the motion for a continuance 
filed yesterday by defense attorneys 
on the ground that the defendant 
Ratliff was not mentally and phys­
ically able to go to trial. Judge 
Davenport, after hearing a number of 
witnesses for both the state and de­
fense on this phase of the case, over­
ruled the motion. The district at­
torney, however, raised the question 
this morning of the necessity of the 
motion being heard before a jury. 
Agreement was reached on this and 
the court ordered the attorneys to 
proceed with the examination of the 
veniremen.

Mrs. Rilla Carter, mother of Rat­
liff; Mrs. R. E. Tongate of near 
Brooks-Smith in Brown county, sister 
of the defendant, and Mrs. Etta Gal- 
yen of Bangs in Brown county, sister 
of Mrs. Carter, occupied positions 
just outside the railings about the 
court’s desk ahd the witness stand, 
throughout the morning and listened 
attentively to the proceedings.

Bill Bedford of Desdemona, broth­
er of G. E. (Bit) Bedford, chief of 
police of Cisco, slain at the time of 
the robbery of the Cisco bank, sat 
near the witness stand yesterday and 
this morning and displayed a keen 
interest in the proceedings.

Conscientious scruples, fixed opin­
ions and friendship for one or more 
of the parties slain in the holdup were 
the principle reasons for the excuse 
of the veniremen examined this 
morning.

Has Fixed Opinion.
W. A. Justice of Eastland, the first 

venireman examined, was excused be­
cause he had a fixed opinion as to 
the guilt or innocence of the defend­
ant.

F. K. Marshall of Pioneer was ex­
cused because he had conscientious 

'scruples as to inflicting the death 
| penalty.
I Roy Allen, Eastland, an employe 
' of the Arab Gasoline corporation, 33 
i years of age and married, was ex- 
j cused when he stated that he would 
i not inflict the death penalty in a case, 
where robbery with firearms was 
charged.

The action followed a conference 
here today between District Attorney 
Joe Montague of Crockett county 
and Governor Moody.

The movement is considered sig­
nificant in view of Governor Moody’s 
challenged statement to republicans 
and wet democrats that prohibition 
can be enforced.

Removal of the rangers from 
Marfa to McCamey will leave the 
burden of guarding the border from
liquor smuggling to the federal 
forces.

Moody has charged the republic­
ans with negligence in keeping out 

! foreign liquor.

AERONAUTIC EXPERTS PREDICT
GLOBE CIRCLING IN 20 DAYS

(United Press Staff Correspondent)
PARIS.— “ Around the world in 20 

days”  will be practical in a few 
years, according to calculations of 
French aeronautic experts based on 
the numerous flights from Paris to 
the Far East accomplished in the 
last two years.

From a detailed examinuation cf 
these flights it is apparent that the 
actual flying time over long dis­
tances was only a small part of the 
time taken, due to delays cn the 
ground. Thus, Uelletier d’Oisy, who 
flew from Paris to Saigon, a distance 
of about 7,000 miles, in 18 days, lost 
three days at Karachi, India, another 
day at Agra and three mere at Cal­
cutta. • The Americans, Brock ar.d 
Schlee, flew from Paris to Rangoon, 
6,300 miles, in ten days, having lost 
one day at Constantinople, owing to 
passport formalities. Francesco de 
Pinedo made the Paris-Bangkok 
flight, 6,900 miles, in 12 days with­
out having been held up at any point.

Of course, none of these men flew 
at night. It is. therefore deduced 
that, even at present, the Paris-Java 
flight, of a little more than 8,000 
miles, can be made in seven days. 
As the circumference of the earth is 
24,000 miles, the entire circuit could 
be made in three weeks. But for this 
it will be necessary to arrange the 
various “ jumps,” each of which would

be made by a different machine with 
a fresh pilot.

The airplanes of 1927 are vastly 
superior tc> those of three years ago 
as far as the motors and radius of 
action are concerned but the limit of 
human endurance has not varied. 
This is especially the case when it is 
a question of a constant effort over 
ten or more days. On this account 
much could be expected cf an air­
plane, if the personal equation did 
not have to be taken into considera­
tion, which cannot be expected when 
one man takes a machine on a long 
flight.

No railroad administration, for 
instance, would ask cine engineer to 
take one engine across a continent. 
There must be a series of relay sta­
tions where the future Phileas Fogg, 
who in the Jules Verne novel, circled 
the globe in 80 days, can jump from 
his airplane into another and keep 
on going on his journey from New 
York, to New York via Paris, Con­
stantinople, Rangoon, Shanghai, Yo­
kohama, Alaska, Vancouver and Chi­
cago.

As far as commercial flying has 
progressed it may be taken that 1,200 
miles a day is the average distance 
possible. When special measures have 
been taken to make night flights safe 
the time for the world girding flight 
will be appreciably diminished.

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WILL IT BE EVER THUS?
The time of year is rolling around 

when schools, colleges and universi­
ties select the most popular, most 
valuable and most every other kind 
of student in the institution. And as 
this is done it will be well to watch 
and see just what brand of students 
are selected. You probably will find 
that scholastic accomplishment is 
given scant recognition if it is given 
any recognition at all.

One college in Texas has already 
made selections, six students being 
named and not one of them was rec­
ognized for scholastic attainment—  
no mention of classi'oom work was 
made.

The captain of the football team 
led the list as might have been ex­
pected and the second man men­
tioned was another star on the foot­
ball eleven. Athletic achievements 
also appear to have been responsible 
for the selection of the third and the 
fourth and the other two were se­
lected because of student body lead­
ership. Scholastic achievement was 
not mentioned one time.

We would not be put in the atti­
tude of condemning athletics in our 
schools and colleges. It is a very im­
portant phase of scholastic life. We 
believe our schools would deteriorate 
without athletics but we doubt the 
advisability of subordinating every 
phase of school life to athletics.

Our schools and colelges these 
days are equipped with extensive and 
expensive laboratories affording stu­
dents abundant opportunity for re­
search in the field of science. But 
how often do we .hear a student do­
ing this? Just how often is scholas­
tic attainment of any kind recog­
nized anywhere except by the facul­
ty?

It is no uncommon thing to hear 
of a football player shedding croco­
dile tears when the coach takes him 
from the game because of some in­
jury. But we have never yet heard 
of a sick student complaining when 
the professor suggested he should 
leave the classroom or the laboratory.

There is a reason for all this and 
the reason very plainly is hero wor­
ship. In this day and time no stu­
dent, whatever his scholastic efforts 
and attainments can hope to secure 
the publicity that is given a he:*o of 
the athletic field. Pep squads num­
bering hundreds accompany the foot­
ball team on its trips. How many go 
along to cheer the debating teams?

There are thousands of people over 
this state who can name every mera-

The Ranger Chamber of Commerce 
has received an invitation which is 
extended to all presidents and secre­
taries, county judges, county farm 
agents and officers of wolf clubs, to 
attend a meeting of the Heart of Tex­
as Secretaries association to be held 
at Brady, Friday, January 20.

R. C. Landon of San Antonio, 
head of the Bureau of Predatory Ani­
mals of the United States Biographic­
al Survey, is to be the principal 
speaker of the meeting.

The object of the meeting is to dis­
cuss the raising of goats and sheep 
in the various counties that are in­
fested with wolves and other preda­
tory animals.

Wayne C. Hickey, secretary of the 
Ranger Chamber of Commerce, in 
speaking of the possibilities of East- 
land county becoming a goat and 
sheep raising center of West Texas, 
said that the county was very well 
suited for such an industry with the 
exception of the plague of wolves. 
He said that unless the ranchers 
fences his property with expensive 
sheep and goat wire, the loss from 
wolves would eat up the profit of 
the business;. It has been estimated, 
according to Mr. Hickey, that the 
rugged country in Eastland county, 
that is not suited for farming can 
easily support 1,000,000 sheep and 
goats.

A banquet will be given at the 
Hotel Brady at 12 o’clock Friday and 
this will be followed by a series of 
talks from, prominent men in the 
sheep and gclat business.

Ninety-three cf them made oil 

wells averaging 254 barrels.
Seventeen of them made gas wells 

averaging 10 million cubic feet. 
Sixty-four were dry, and at the end 
of year nearly fifty wells were in 
incomplete status.

In other words 61 per cent of total 
number wells drilled made producers.

Eastland county produced 83,000,- 
000 barrels oil during 1927. This is 
an increase of 365,000 barrels over 
1926.

On January 1, 1927, the daily pro­
duction lei Eastland county was 7,000 
barrels. On January 1, 1928 it was 
8,050 barrels.

The daily peak production for the 
county for 1927 was during* May 
when it reached 9,150 barrels.

Averaging this for the year 1927 
it shows daily production of 3,450 
barrels. At end of 1927, 3,500 bar­
rels daily was from wells added to 
the county during the year.

Eastland county had an approxi­
mate figuring the open flow capacity 
of its gas wells at that time.

At end of 1927 the daily open 
flow capacity of the gas wells in the 
county is closely estimated at 200,- 
000,000 cubic feet.

Eastland county is the hub around 
which the pipe line systems of Texas 
are built.

It, has pipe line connections north, 
east, west and northwest almost to 
the boundaries of the state in each 
direction. During 1927 four major 
trunk pipe lines either originated, 
traversed, or terminated in Eastland 
county.

These were: Gulf-Magnolia line 
to Panhandle, Humble P. L. to Pan­
handle, Gulf P. L. to Midland, Texas 
and Magnolia P. L. to Midland, 
Texas.

In addition to the 3,000,000 barrels 
of oil produced in Eastland county 
during 1927 nearly 40,000,000 bar­
rels of crude from adjacent counties

Eastland county has produced 1 and from the Panhandle and West
since latter part ictf 1927 a total of 
79,900,000 barrels crude oil.

Considering* the total number of 
producing wells and the total amount 
produced during 1927 it shows a daily 
average per well o f 8 3-4 barrels. 
This reduced to dollars and cents 
during the year at the average price 
for the crude and its gravity indi­
cates a daily income per year per day 
of only $12.75.

Eastland county has produced 
since latter part of 1924 a total of 
262,000,000 gallons of gasoline from 
casing-head gasoline plants, which 
represent a total of 167 gasoline 
units in operation in the county, or 
32 gasoline plants. The county pro­
duced 71,000,000 gallons of gasoline 
during* 1927.

Its daily production of gasoline ap­
proximately 200,000  ̂ gallons. Enough 
gasoline was produced from casing­
head gas in Eastland county during* 
192?7 to average a daily income of 
$1,000 per well for the total num­
ber of producing wells in the county, 
at the average price per gallon.

Gasoline production for the county 
shows an 8,000,000 gallon decrease 

■ from 1926. This was due to market 
! conditions.

Valuable Private 
Library Is Given 

By Argentinian
By United Press.

BERLIN.— What is reputed to he 
the most valuable private library in 
Argentine has just been presented to 
Germany. Announcement of the gift 
says that the donor is the Argentinian 
scholar, Dr. Ernesto Quesada, whose 
collection of books embraces 81,774 
volumes. The library was founded by 
Dr. Quesada’s father, once Argentine 
minister to Germany. Books on his­
torical, sociological, juridical and lit­
erary topics occupy are in the library 
which is now to come to Germany.

Dr. Ernesto Quesada himself re­
ceived his higher education in Leip- 
sie’, where he studied history under 
the late Professor Lamprecht. Sub­
sequently, Dr. Quesada became at­
torney general of the Argentine and 
professor of political economy at the 
university of La Plata, besides attain­
ing distinction as the author of more 
than 160 scientific works.

The University of Chicago, as well 
as other educational institutions, are 
reported to have offered large sums 
for Professor Quesada’s library. Dr. 
Quesada gave the library to the Prus­
sian government as a gift on condi­
tion that the collection be regarded 
as the cornerstone of a South Amer­

ican institute in Berlin. j
The Prussian government offered 

the Argentine savant a professorial 
chair at the University of Berlin. It 
is doubtful whether Dr. Quesada will 
accept this offer, beyond delivering’ 
an occasional lecture here, as his 
health forbids the rigors of regular 
professorial activity. He is expected 
soon to take up his residence in 
Switzerland.
