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REDUCE COTTON 
ACREAGE, PLEA 
MADE FARMRES

Commissioner cf Agriculture 
Terrell Declares This Is 
Farmers Best Weapon

By United Press.
AUSTIN, Feb. 2.— The situation 

is most favorable for the farmer by 
reason of last season’s cotton crop, 
State Commissioner of Agriculture 
George B. Terrell said today in is­
suing an appeal to farmers not to 
lose that advantage by increasing the 
acreage of the 1928 crop.

Acreage, he pointed out. is one of 
the most important factors bearing 
upon ccitton prices.

In the absence of any farmers’ 
organization strong enough to fix a 
profitable price and keep a surplus 
off the market, Terrell urges acreage 
reduction as the farmers best weapon.

“ It has been proven repeatedly,” 
he said, “ that a small crop brings 
more actual money than a large 
crop.” He cited rhe 12,789,000 bale 
crop of 1927 selling1 for $80,000,000 
more than he 18,000,000 bale cron 
of 1926.

Hundreds of thousands of acres of 
cotton have died of root rot in the 
past few years, Terrell said, and this 
land should have a rest from cotton 
as the best means of curtailing that 
plant disease.

“ Texas,”  he said, “ has nearly 
enough feed to last this year and 
sufficient early feed, croups should 
be planted to finish up the crop, and 
an abundance should be planted for 
next year’s supply. If we will make 
all farms self supporting we are not 
likely to raise too much cotton, and 
it would be a good policy to put more 
lands into pasture for livestock and 
let some lands rest and recuperate.”

Final solution of the problem of 
marketing the cotton crop profitably, 
the commissioner suggested, is or­
ganization of a cotton finance cor­
poration in the South strong enough 
to hold any temporary surplus until 
demand justifies a profitable price.

He outlined an organization of 
growers, business men and bankers 
that could furnish $5,500,000 capital 
in Texas. Price of cotton declined 
recently, he argued, because of talk 
of increased acreage The price will 
not advance until the acreage is de­
termined, he added.

Lockeny Man Has 
Invented Grain 
Handling Device

LOCKNEY, Feb. 2.— Seventy-five 

capitalists, grain dealers and farmers 
have inspected the combination grain 
sorghum heads dump and thresher 
recently invented by Ray C. Ayers, 
local grain man.

R. W. Seawell, Dallas patent at­
torney and R. D. McBride, repre­
sentative of Dallas capital, wore pres­
ent and stated that this machine 
would fill a long needed want to the 
farmers and grain dealers of this 
section, in that, a 50 per cent saving 
in the handling of the grain sorghum 
heads could be made civer the former 
methods employed v

The device, as shown by Ayers, 
consisted of a grain dump, especially 
designed to handle grain sorghum 
heads; a system of conveyors, in­
stalled in a manner to allow only 
the proper amount of heads to< be 
carried to the threshing cylinder; a 
threshing cylinder that is approxi­
mately four times as large as that 
usually employed in an ordinary 
grain thresher, and accomplishing a 
higher grade of work; a storage room 
to care for excess hdads. This ma­
chine all housed under one roof.

All present expressed the view that 
the machine would not only reduce 
the cost of handling the grain by the 
elevators, but would be a great time 
saver to the farmer due to the fact 
that the unloading feature would be 
completed much faster by mechanical 
means than by the former method of 
unloading with forks.

Million A  Day
Is Going Into 

Reserve Bank
By United Press.

DALLAS, Feb. 2.— Approxi­
mately $1,000,000 a day in cur­
rency and silver is now being re­
ceived at Dallas federal reserve 
bank from its 537 member banks 
in this district, according to J. L. 
Hermann, assistant cashier.

This amount will continue to 
come until about June 1, but after 
that time the sum will gradually 
decrease, Hermann said.

“ The money is sent in from the 
member banks for the credit of 
their reserve accounts and it is 
unusually large at this time of 
year because of the movement of 
crops and the banks have more 
cash than is actually needed,” he 
explained.

“ From August to November the 
Federal Reserve Bank ships a large 
amount of currency to the smaller 
banks,” he said.

Officers and 
trustees of the institution are being 
congratulated on their decision to 
build only fire-proof structures.

When the school property has been 
improved it is said it will be one of 
the most beautiful anywhere in 
western Texas.

Hickman drove up to the school 
during the noon recess on Dec. 15 
and came to the office and asked for 
the Parker girl, according to the tes­
timony of Miss Britton.

Marian was called to the office and 
was told that her father was ill and 
that she was wanted at home immedi­
ately, she continued.

There was nothing about the ac­
tions of Hickman to arouse the least 
suspicion of his motive of asking for 
the girl, she testified.

The teacher’s voice was hardly 
audible as she told the story and she 
seemed to regret the fact that she 
had permitted the girl to leave school.

Ask Appointment 
Of 5 Alienists To 

Examine Remus

LIMA, Ohio, Feb. 2.— A petition 
for the appointment of five alienists 
to examine George Remus, former 
millionaire bootlegger confined in the 
state hospital for the criminally in­
sane here was filed in the appellate 
court today.

The petition was the second step 
in a move to liberate Remus, who 
was committed to the asylum several 
weeks ago after a jury found him not 
guilty of slaying his wife, Imogene. 
The verdict made Remus’ commit­
ment mandatory.

A petition for Remus’ release on 
habeas corpus was filed late yester­
day and hearing was scheduled for 
tomorrow.

Adolph Hotelling a short while ago 
confessed to the brutal murder of a 
little girl in Michigan and declared 
that he was prompted by his reading 
of the Hickman narrative.

A few days ago a little schoolgirl 
in Dallas received a mystei’ious call 
to hurry home— that something ter­
rible had happened. A teacher inves­
tigated and found that the call did 
not come from her home. A few days 
later two Dallas youths were arrested 
and are said to have admitted they 
tried to entice the little girl from 
school.

Their method is so much like that 
employed by young Hickman that one 
can hardly believe they were influ­
enced by any other motive than to 
duplicate the Hickman scheme in se­
curing possession of the little child.

FURTHER RECOGNITION.

There is considerable significance 
to be attached to the visit to Texas 
this month of a delegation of Wiscon­
sin business men headed by the gov­
ernor of the state, Fred R. Zimmer­
man. It begins to look as though the 
tide had changed and now instead of 
Texans making tours of other states 
to gain recognition for the state, 
other states are making tours into the 
heart of Texas.

A few years ago it would have 
been a difficult matter— almost an 
impossibility to induce 150 business 
men of Wisconsin or any other state 
that far away to include Texas on a 
goodwill business trip.

Dur­
ing the past few years the fame of 
Texas has been rather widely distrib­
uted over the whole of the country 
and the business men of Wisconsin 
are coming here to get first hand in­
formation and to get in touch with 
the business opportunities in Texas.

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Trans-Atlantic 
Flyers Seeking 

Life Insurance
V By JOHN O’BRIEN,

United Press Staff Correspondent.
PARIS.— French professional avi­

ators, those who probably will under­
take Atlantic flights in 1928, are com­
plaining that little or no provision has 
been made for them or their families 
in case of death of serious accident. 
Military fliers, active and reserve, 
are insured by the state.

Sadi Lecointe, one of the greatest 
aviators of France today, explained 
the position to the United Press. He 
pointed out that army reserve pilots 
who have to fly one hour a month in 
training centres subsidized by the 
government are insured for 100,000 
francs. Moreover, their training 
periods count toward promotion.

“ In time of war the professionals, 
who constitute a highly trained re­
serve, are inferior in rank to the 
regular reserves. In time of peace 
the professionals, who save the state 
large amounts of money— the cost of 
training reserves is about 12,000 
francs a man a year— receive nothing 
from the government.

“ Pierre E. Flandin, who was un­
der-secretary for aviation in 1921, 
proposed that a special fund be set 
apart for civilian aviators but this 
has never come before the chamber. 
On the other hand the government 
has proposed to parliament a bill au­
thorizing insurance of 25,000, 50,000 
and 100,000 francs in case of death 
for aviation corporals, sergeants and 
officers.

“ We have therefore founded the 
Association of Professional Aerial

Navigators, with Henry Faillant as j 
chairman, the aim of which is to in- j 
duce the government to participate i 
in a plan by which all civilian profes­
sional aviators would be insured for 
a minimum of 45,000 francs. The 
government, the aviation companies 
and the aviators would each pay a 
part of the premiums. If the aviator 
desired he could pay a higher prem­
ium for a correspondingly higher 
policy.

“ There are about 250 professional j 
pilots. If t he plan went through the 
government part would be half a mil­
lion francs and that of the companies 
something less. Even though the fi- 

j nancial crisis has not yet been entire­
ly settled this seems nothing in com­
parison with the 194,000,000 francs 
provided in the budget for civil avia­
tion.”

CLEVELAND, Ohio.— More than 

200 out of the 305 local churches in 
the United States receiving aid from 
one of the major denominations are 
in localities that have at least one 
other protestant church, according to 
C. Luther Fry of the New: York Insti­
tute of Social and Religious Research.

The major portion of the funds, 
spent for home mission work, which 
with some denominations approxi­
mate 90 per cent, goes to native wlfite 
churches, Fry declared.

The balance of from 10 to 25 per­
cent is spent for the upkeep and 
monetary losses of negro, Indian or 
foreign churches, he said. Five de­
nominations, it was estimated, dis­
tribute $5,000,000 a year in home 
mission work.

The east’s first important indoor 
meet of the season takes place tonight 
in Madison Square Garden, where a 
galaxy of track and field stars will 
compete in the annual games of the 
Millrose A. A.

While tradition decrees that the 
high spot of the evening shall be the 
running of the historic “ Millrose 
600,”  the fact that this is an Olympic 
year has stimulated interest and 
competition in a number of other 
events.

Most of these youngsters who will 
be competing tonight are ambitious 
to go to Amsterdam. They are start­
ing now to lay the foundation for 
their claims tc recognition by the 
selection committee of the American 
Olympic Association.

Take the case of the sprinters. 
One or two races do not necessarily 
stamp one performer as better than 
another, if they are reasonably close. 
So many minute things count in a 
short dash of 60, 70, or even 100 
yards.

The United States will send tc< 
Amsterdam a squad of sprinters in­
cluding the fastest now running in 
any country. But what those who 
select the team are most interested 
in is consistency. They want sprint­
ers who can be counted upon to get 
away fast and keep going when that 
starting pistol lets go at Amsterdam 
on July 29.

An “ in-and-outer,”  even if he has 
slipper up tw the tape ahead of a 
more consistent rival on one or two 
occasions, might not prove as valu­
able as the man he managed to heat 
once or twice, provided both were

capable of winging the century in 
something like 9 7-10 seconds

One of the features of tonight's 
meet will be a sprint series at 40, 
50 and 60 yards.

The 40-yard dash will be run first 
and then the 60, with the two fastest 
men in each of these events qualify­
ing for the 50-yard dash in lieu of 
a final heat.

Karl Wildermuth, Georgetown star, 
whose sprinting has been the most 
consistent of the present season, 
probably will start. Chet Bowman of 
the Newark A. C., who was timed in 
9 3-5 seconds while winning the na­
tional A. A. U. 100-yard champion­
ship at Lincoln last year, is -another 
starter.

Others are A1 Miller, the 200 
pounder, formerly of Harvard; Alf 
Leconey of the Meadowbrook Club, 
and Alderman, former Michigan State 
star.

Another sprinter little known in 
the east, who will be making his de­
but tonight is Robert Greenwade of 
the New Mexico State Teachers Col­
lege

Greenwade has challenged Charley 
Paddock and everyone else to a 300- 
yard sprint around the Garden track.

“ I have run against European 
sprinters in Sweden, Finland and 
Germany,”  writes Greenwade, who 
toured Europe in 1926 with Johnny 
Kuck, the weight tosser cf the Kansas: 
A. C. “ These men had beaten Pad- 
dock and beat some of them myself 
at Stockholm and Helsingfors.”

The former Kansan has been clock­
ed in 31 1-5 for the 300, and 48 sec­
onds for the quarter.

PARIS.— Robert Landregin, French 

air pilot, has a plan whereby flying 
amateurs can buy a single seater 
monoplane, with a 25 H. P. motor, 
for about the same price as a Ford 
car. He has asked for 24 persons 
to go in with him on the deal, be­
cause the basis of the plan is serial 
construction with a minimum of 25 
machines.

Landregin said he has discovered 
a French constructor willing to turn 
out 25 such airplanes at a cost of 
$400 each without motor and a mo­
tor constructor who will equip the 
airplane at a cost of about $200. If 
the sale of one hundred machines is 
assured the price of the airplane, 
with motor, would be only $550- 
Adding about $150 for instruments, 
the total price would be between 
$700 and $750.

“ Until airplanes are constructed 
in series like the popular automo­
biles,” explained Landregin, “ private 
airplanes will be costly and as long 
as the machines are costly nobody 
will build them in series because buy-, 
ers will be few. We must get out of; 
this vicious circle. The government j 
might be willing to subsidize an avia- j 
tion club with a capital of perhaps! 
$10,000, the members of which couid j 
thus guarantee the purchase of a 
sufficient number of baby airplanes1 
to induce a constructor to> devote his 
attention to my plan.”

BANDITS MAKE LUMBERMEN BUILD
THEM HOUSES IN EASTERN CHINA

By United Press.

HARBIN, China.— Movement of 
the best Chinese troops from North 
Manchuria to the war fronts has led 
to a great decrease of bandit activity 
in this country.

Large bands of bandits have cen­
tered their activities at r  g  :e cf the 
larger timber concessions on the 
eastern section of the Chinese East­
ern railway. At many places they 
have forced Chinese and Russian 
lumbermen to erect dwelling houses 
for them and also have employed 
them to dig trenches to be used in 
case of attack by soldiers.

The administration of the conces­
sions is forced to provide the ban­
dits with food, clothing and cash or 
see its stocks of timber go up in 
flame.

Not only are private concessions 
thus molested but the concession of 
the Chinese Eastern railway at Shit • 
ouhedze finds itself in the same 
plight. A new branch line had been 
completed this fall leading to a fresh 
forest tract but work along it had 
to be stopped on account of the pres­
ence of 1,000 brigands who demand­
ed $25,000 for non-interference. A 
detachment of Chinese troops sent

to that region was ambushed.
Other bands have invested high­

ways along which grain is carted to 
the railway and exacted a toll from 
each cart. Attacks and plunder of 
cart and motor caravans have also 
bccom a frequent event.

Only a few days ago six motorcars 
carrying passengers and freight from 
Tsitsihar to Baichen were attacked 
by a large band. Five of the motor- 

! cars were captured, several passen- 
igers being killed or wounded. Only 
| one car in charge of a Russian driv- 
, er, and carrying $50,000 belonging to 
a Tsitsihar bank, was able to break 

I through the attacking line and. reach 
j its destination, its body riddled by 
bullets.

A gruesome case is reported from 
the neighborhood cf Hailin station 
where bandits- kidnapped 12 Korean 
farmers and demanded a ransom of

service commission at his elbow and 
ail that’s necessary is to plow 
through 115 pages and unearth the 
most interesting portions for public 
inspection.

Going outside the report for a mo­
ment, it ought to be said that the 
commission, which has the job of ex­
amining and certifying the vast ma­
jority of government employes, has 
done as good a jab as anyone ever 
had a right to expect. It functions 
without regard to political considera­
tion and has been able to withstand 
political pressure, perhaps not entire­
ly as it claims— although that is a 
matter of argument— but certainly 
to an astonishing degree.

Civil service was instituted by con­
gress in self-defense. Not so very 
many years ago, the average member 
of congress spent an enormous 
amount of his time filling the scores 
of jobs at his disposal from among 
hundreds of applicants for it. He 
still has patronage, but no more than 
he can handle, and he doesn’t have to 
make so many enemies by refusing 
applicants for whom there aren’t 
enough jobs to go around.

But to get back to civil service—  
this commission, when it finds that 
politics is entering the business of se­
lection of federal workers, is empow­
ered to investigate and act as it 
deems justifiable.

In those jobs where the appoint­
ing' officer and the politicians can 
pick one man out of a list of three 
eligibles certified, politics very often 
wins. But if the commission finds 
that prior to an examination for a 
postmastership or some such job un­
der its control, the world has gone 
around that So-and-so has been pick­
ed by the politicians and that he is 
bound to be selected, no matter who 
gets a higher rating, it often sends 
out a representative to drum up 
trade, stirring up real competition 
which frequently becomes so hot that 
the politicians’ man can’t land among 
the first three.

The annual report shows there 
were 559,138 employes in the entire 
executive civil service at the close of 
the last fiscal year, which was a de­
crease of 1,567 from 1926. Some 
423,000 jobs are subject to competi­
tive examination.

A majority of civil service workers 
are postal employes, more than 308,- 
000, which added 2,755 employes dur­
ing the year, while other services 
were showing a decrease of 4,322.

There were 60,000 civil service 
employes right here in Washington 
and! the rest outside, but o f course 
there are goodness knows how many 
thousands who are connected with the 
government here who aren’t under 
civil service.

France Collects 
Huge Residence 

Tax Every Year j
j

PARIS— The question of what be- j 
comes of the residence tax paid by j 
foreign visitors tc( certain designated j 
cities and watering places in France ! 
coming under the heading of tourist I 
resorts has been asked by many I 
Americans who have to pay the tax. J 
It consists cf from five to ten per 
cent of the hotel bills in addition* ro 
all the supplementary charges. 
French people, who are, of course, 
subject to the tax just as are foreign­
ers, also are asking the question.

How important the question is may 
be seen when official records are 
studied. The town of Nice, for in­
stance, took in 3,264,700 francs in 
1926 for residence tax, Vichy got 
1,325,900 francs and other cities, 
smaller amounts, the total for the 
year being abouat 17,000,000 francs, 
or about $700,000. Deauville paid a 
comparatively small amount, only 
178,000 francs; (({7,000) because the 
iseason there, is only a couple of 
weeks in midsummer.

According to the terms of the law 
authorizing the collection of this 
special tax the proceeds are to be 
used_ for the “ development, be'auti- 
fication and salubrity of the resort.” 
The money is turned into the cof­
fers of the municipalities and the 
perfects! of the respective depart­
ments are held responsible for the 
use to which it is put. But there 
is so much red tape' and cryptic 
regulation about the making of re­
ports that even the National Tour­
ist Bureau, which initiated the tox, 
admits its inability to tell what has 
been done.

In an official report on the tax in 
the town of Enghien-les-Eains, near 
Paris, which amounted to 20,945 
francs ($800) in 1926, it is an­
nounced that the money was used toi 
construct a drainage system. “ But,” 
asks Robert Guerin, who made an 
exhaustive study of the subject, 
“ would Enghien have gone on for­
ever without a drainage system if the 
foreigners had not gone there and 
paid the tax?”
