COUNTY FINE
Rain Comes at Right Time for 

Cotton, Peanuts and 
Feedstuff s.

Crop rospects in Eastland county 
continue very promising. The re­
cent rains were all that could be ex­
pected and came just at the right 
time. Cotton, which had begun to 
shed some because of the dry wea- 
ihei’, immediately began to refruit 
after the rain and is now doing nice­
ly-County Agent R. H. Bush, who has 
made a tour of the county within 
the past few days, says that very 
little complaint is heard of the boll 
weevil and that so far as he is able 
to determine but little injury is being 
done any crops by insects.

While most of the farmerg have 
their cotton crop in good condition 
they are still working it and Mr. 
Bush says this is advisable. Feed 
crops and the peanut crop are good

In some parts of the county farm­
ers are expecting to begin picking 
cotton not later than the fifteenth 
of this month and everywhere the 
gins are getting ready to begin op­
eration.

Texas State Banks 
in Fine Condition, 

Steadily Improving
By United Press.

AUSTIN, August 6j—Texas State 
Banks are better off than ever, com­
missioner Austin said Wednesday af­
ter study of the new current State­
ments for June 30, compared with 
last year. Total resources of 846 
banks this year was 306,929,565.

For the' 942 banks reporting last 
year the total was $24,298,575 great­
er, but the resources of the 96 banks 
which failed, consolidated or nation- 
ized, more than offset the apparent 
decrease, the commisioner said.

The cash and exchange statements 
total $60,021,221 for June 30, more 
than all state banks last year show­
ed, The deposits were $8,080,598 less 
than last year, totaling $192,637,7,5 
With the 96 banks missing.

Liabilities of all state banks this 
year total $306,929,565, a decrease of 
$24,298,575. Public monies on de­
posit include $3,012,040 state, $12,- 
024,172 counties, $8,576,372, munic­
ipalities, and $516,066 schools. Pay­
able bills total $5,007,138 and redis­
counts $2,151,689.

Three Aviators Who 
Try to Fly Over Lake 
Michigan Are Missing

Coast guards conduct­
ed a search throughout the lake re­
gion during the night,-but found no 
trace of the men or lanes.

RANGER MAKES 
GOOD SHOWING

Taxes Figured Close, Howev­
er, and Failure to Pay Taxes 

Cuts Down Operations,

HOUSTON, August 6. — Stewart 

‘Jake” Jacoubs, vetera nright han- 
ier for the Bekumont club, has been 
purchased by the Houston Bucks, it 
was announced here last night. A1 
Diviney, right hander of the Houston 
slub, will go to the Exporters in the 
trade. Jocoubs will report immedi­
ately.

In view of a movement that has 
been started to put before the people 
of Ranger a proposition to vote an 
issue of street improvement bonds, 
the following figures, taken from 
the city’s books at the Ranger city 
hall, are interesting in that they 
show the taxable resources of the 
city and the present indebtedness.

In round figures Ranger has real 
and personal property to the value 
of $4,500,000 assessed for taxation. 
Much of this property is assessed at 
far less than its actual value, some 
claim, which is one reason for the 
high tax rate of $2 per $100 valua­
tion. This should give the city $90,- 
000 each year to meeting interest 
and sinking fund on bonds and pay 
other expenses of the city, but dur­
ing the last two years only about 85 
per cent of the taxes have been col­
lected.

Additional Revenue.
The city has an additional reve­

nue, however, derived' from the 
earnings of its water plant and from 
fines collected by the police. To­
gether these amount to about $30,- 
000, probably about $25,000 being- 
revenue from the water plant. The 
water plant pays all its expenses and 
a little more, but fines collected 
through the police court do not take 
care of all expenses of the police de­
partment.

Ranger’s original total bond issue 
of $975,000 has been reduced to 
$724,000, with all interest paid. More 
than one-quarter of the bonded in­
debtedness has been paid. Formerly 
the payments on principal and inter­
est totaled1 $98,000 each year be­
cause of the short term bonds 
originally issued, but the principal 
bond issue was refunded last year 
to extend over a longer term, so the 
uUnual interest and sinking fund 
payments have been reduced to 
about $78,000. The bonds carry an 
average interest rate of 5 V2 per 
cent. The* bonds refunded total 
$220,000 and are dated Feb. 10, 
1924. They extend over a 20-year 
period.

Bond Issues.
Following are the several bond is­

sues in Ranger and how they stand 
at the present time:

Funding 20-year bonds (original 
issue Feb. 10, 1920) 5 V2 per cent 
interest, $315,000, amount outstand­
ing $210,000.

City hall 20-year 5% per cent 
bonds, issued Feb. 10, 1920, $80,000, 
amount outstanding $54,000.

Fire station, 20-year 5 Y2 per cent 
bonds, issued Feb. 10, 1920, $40,000, 
amount outstanding $30,000.

Street improvement 5Vz per cent 
20-year bonds issued Feb. 10, 1920, 
$265,000, amount outstanding $170,- 
000.

Sewer extension, 5% per cent 20- 
year bonds issued Feb. 10, 1920,
$50,000, amount outstanding $35,-
000.

Water works 6 per cent bonds is­
sued Feb. 10, 1924, and running for 
20 years with privilege of retiring 
in 1932 or thereafter, $190,000, out­
standing $190,000.

Hospital 6 per cent bonds, issued 
in January, 1922, for 15 years with 
privilege of retiring in 1928, $35,- 
000, outstanding $35,000.

The present tax rate is. not suffi­
cient to meet all fixed charges and 
care for the expenses of the city, it 
is claimed, and an equalization board 
soon is to meet to determine if the 
city tax rate shall be raised. Op­
erating expenses of the city amount 
to about $48,000 annually. _ After 
paying interest and sinking fund on 
bonds, which total $78,000~, the city 
has left only $42,000 for operating- 
expenses, including water and police 
xeceipts, when all taxes ax-e paid.

The remainder of depositors are 
likely to receive their checks within 
the next 10 days, according to A. W. 
Taber, in charge of the bank for the 
state banking department. Mr. Ta­
ber said the total amount of checks 
received was about $215,000, on|y a 
small part o f , which goes to persons 
living outside of Ranger. The re­
lease of this money that has been 
tied up six months will be a great 
aid 4 0  business in Ranger. An ad­
ditional $150,000 will be turned 
loose when the remainder of -the 
checks are received.

All persons living in Ranger who 
are expecting to receive checks from 
the state guaranty fund are request­
ed to call at the Peoples State bank 
and get them. Checks for persons 
Jiving out of town will be mailed to 
them and all uncalled for checks 
after about 45 days has elapsed will 
also be mailed.

This is the belief of a prominent 
librarian here who in discussing the 
drop in book sales which is hurting 
many lines of publications, declar-. 
ed: “ Lack of money to buy them
and lack of room to keep them in is1 
what is hurting the sale of books to 1 
the general public. ‘ j

“ People are converting their 
houses into flats and in the trans-] 
formation the large library spaces l 
we used to have for books have gone 
out of existence.

“ Sales of books to libraries how­
ever have considex-ably increased, 
offsetting in part the drop in sales 
to the general public. Sales too to 
the circulating libx-aries where for a 
small siibscx-iption a reader may have 
a book for a week or 10 days, have 
also increased considex-ably.

“ It is not that people are .reading 
fewer books; but on account of the 
small space they have to keep books 
in they prefer to get them from li- 
bx-aries and return after reading.”

It is the dedication and formal 
opening of the new aviation field 
and auto race track in the new Oil 
Belt fair grounds here.

What is claimed by Leo Rice, of 
the American Automobile associa­
tion, to be one of the best auto race 
tracks in the south has just been 
completed. It is a five-eighths stand­
ard track and Rice, who has been 
hex-e all this week, declares he ex­
pects outstanding x-acing records to 
be broken on this new track. There 
are already close to 20 entries for 
the auto races, including well known 
racers from several different states. 
A cash purse for the winiiers has 
been provided.

Fifteen planes carx-ying- about 30 
Dallas citizens will fly from that 
city to aid Breckenridge in the open­
ing of her new aviation field. A 
number of United States army 
planes are promised from Kelly 
field, San Antonio, as Breckenridge 
has already been designated as a 
landing point in transcontinental 
aviation. Between the auto x-acing 
events there will be aerial demon­
strations by the many ships that are 
promised to fly to this city to aid in 
the big celebration. Other .events 
of interest are also promised and 
Manager O. C. Goodwin of the Oil 
Belt fair has been working night and 
day for weeks, leaving nothing un­
turned to make this the biggest event 
of the kind that has ever been staged 
in this section. Preparations are 
being made for an attendance of 
lxiore than 15,000.

The Oil Belt fair park grandstand 
which is being completed today, will 
seat 3,000 and is one of the most 
substantial and permanent struc­
tures of its kind anywhere.

MERGER BEHIND 
NEW MOTOR CAR

Revolutionary Design and Pow­
erful Brand of Synthetic 

Gas Are Features

LOS ANGELES, Aug. 6.— An auto­

mobile of revolutionary design,_ 
driven by a new and powerful brand 
of synthetic gasoline is about to be 
offered to the public, it was revealed 
by a chemical engineer to the United 
Press today.

Financiers behind the project, 
which involves a $5,000,000,000 
business merger, are not ready to 
make afi official announcement of 
their plans, but details of the pro­
posed gigantic deal have been lab­
oratory gossip among technical men 
for months, according to this infor­
mation.

The proposed merger involves Gen- 
ex-al Rotors, Standard Oil, the Du­
Pont Chemical corporation and oth­
ers, it was learned. General Motors 
will install the sensational engine in 
their five makes of automobiles, ac­
cording to the pi’oposed scheme. The 
DuPont company will make the new 
gasoline out of raw material gath­
ered by the Standard Oil comapny.

Local officials of the three gigan­
tic corporations refused to confirm or 
deny the contemplated project.

LAWYERS ARGUE 
OVER RUSSELL 
SCOTT’S SANITY

CHICAGO, Ang. 6.— The state to­

day completed its effox-ts to prove 
that Russell Scott is sane and should 
hang for the murder of Joseph 
Maurer. The state rested after Dr. 
Krone, its star alienist, testified that 
he considered Scott to be in conU 
piete command .of his faculties.

Scott’s attorneys waived cross-ex­
amination of Dr. Krone, and W. W. 
O’Brien started his arguments on 
behalf of the condemned man. 
O’Brien attacked the examination of 
Scott as unethical, indecent and un­
fair and the conclusions of state’s 
alienists as x-idiculous.

“ It is ridiculous to say that they 
can look at a man and say if he is 
sane or not,”  O’Brien shouted.

Eloquently O’Brien dwelt on the 
terrific nervous stx-ain imposed on 
Scott by his eleventh hour escape 
from hanging. He pictured Scott 
wincing from the sound of hammers 
sounding in the gorx-idors as carpen­
ters erected the spaffold.

“ We insist that the cell madness 
brought on by the horrible strain, 
the many months in jail and the con­
dition akin to shell shock, that Scott 
is insane,”  O’Brien said in conclus­
ion.

“ We ask you to pick up that man, 
ĵ iis wounded soldier and cax-ry him 
to the insane asylum \*here he be­
longs.”

Assistant State’s Attorney Harry 
Pirtzger then started arguments for 
the state.

A  ONE-LEGGED COURT.
Senator Pepper, of Pennsylvania, 

has a new plan for injecting the 
United States, , into the world court, 
that is said to have been endorsed 
by President Cdolidge, which he be­
lieves will be accepted by the next 
congress.

Are we 
to be used as a “ big stick” /to bully 
nations' that demand the bight of 
self-deferriiinatipn? A court of that 
type would Hot deserve the jparne.
