BUREAU SENDS FLIERS TO THEIR UEATH
PROMISE MUCH

Gales Will Be Opened Thurs­
day Morning, Following 

Parade. R. Q. Lee 
To Speak.

The Central West Texas fair will 
formally open at Eastland tomorrow 
morning at 11 o’clock with a band 
concert at fair park entrance, follow­
ed' by an address by Hon. R. Q. Lee 
of Cisco, president’ of the West Texas 
Chamber of Commerce. The threc- 
dav program will include a style 
show, put on by Eastland merchants, 
Thursday night-; a football game be­
tween the Eastland Mavericks arid 
DeLeon High schooj Friday after­
noon, a terrapin derby Thursday 
afternoon; harness' and running 
horse races each day in the after­
noon, and many other splendid fea­
ture's.

A big street parade, which will 
form at 10*30 Thursday morning at; 
the corner of West Moss and Nortii 
Lamar streets, will pass through the 
business section of the city and on to 
the fair grounds. In this parade 
will be 50 or more horses, hundreds 
of automobiles, chuck wagons, which 
are relics of the old-time cow camps, 
wild steers and buffaloes belonging 
to the rodeo which will be one of the 
entertainments at the fair.

Will Open on Time.
A large crew of workmen are en­

gaged in putting up tents, buildings, 
lights, etc., at the fair grounds and 
Secretary Briggs of the fair associa­
tion stated this morning that every­
thing would be in readiness for the 
fair to open on schedule time. Some 
of the' rides of the amusement com­
pany wilt be running tonight, it is 
stated.

A much larger number of horses 
have been entered for the races than 
wao- a ĵticxnated. Entry records now 
show 2JY race hoses and 20 saddle and 
harness horses have been entered. 
There will be both running and har­
ness races each afternoon at 2 
o ’clock. On Saturday afternoon 
there Will be a children’s horse show. 
There will also be hurdle jumping 
each night at about 8 o’clock by a 
trained horse.

All agricultural, stock and other 
exhibits, of which there- are to be a 
considerable number, are being 
placed as rapidly as possible and will 
all be ready for the opening. Among 
these displays are several from the 
rural .'communities of the county. 
These ~wcrc arranged from exhibits 
shown at the various community 
fairs and are very interesting.

Much Interest Aroused.
Interest in the fair has been 

growing rapidly during the past 
week, especially in the rural com­
munities and other towns in this sec­
tion of the country. Special days in 
honor of the various towns in the 
territory surrounding Eastland, have 
beck designated arid such towns have 
advised the fair management that 
they would be represented by large 
delegations on their day and that 
their citizens would, attend the fair.

Contractors having the contract to 
decorate the city' have had a large, 
number of men at work for three 
days and already have the majority 
of the .buildings in the downtown dis­
trict decorated. They have yet to 
decorate the street intersections, 
however, but this will be completed 
by the time for the fair to open.

Secretary Briggs of the fair as­
sociation as well as the other offi­
cials of the associations, arc very 
anxious that as many Eastland 'peo­
ple as have ears that can be, used in 
the parade, bring them downtown 
and either drive, them themselves or 
get someone to drive them in the pa­
rade. They are also desirous that 
Eastland people attend the opening 
of the fair. The places of business 
will he closed Thursday morning, 

the opening, day from 10:30, when 
the parade starts, until 12, noon.

Law Promises Order.
Chief of Police Elmer Lawrence 

stated this morning that Eastland 
would bo given full and complete po­
lice protection during the three-day 
fair, -which opens tomorrow morning. 
“ I am swearing in 15 or 20 extra 
policemen and will swear in more if 
it is-necessary to properly police the 
town for the Central West Te-xas 
fair,” (Ihief Lawrence said.

ft was staled at the Eastland 
sheriff’s' department this morning 
that there would be a number of 
deputy sheriffs on the grounds at 
the fair park to assist in handling 
the crowd,-.

ARCHER CITY, Texas, Sept. 28. 

Three men, two of them alleged 
thieves, and the sheriff of Archer 
county, were shot to death in a gun 
battle 80 miles south of here late 
yesterday. The battle was started 
when Sheriff Harrison Ikard arid 
Deputy Sheriff Hanford of- Archer 
City closed in upon three men al­
leged to have looted a warehouse at 
Graham, Texas. A third member of 
the theft ring escaped during the 
battle but was captured today.

ALL DAIRY COWS

Rangers 12,000 People Sup­
plied by 13 Dairies and 

Many Farms Will 
Be Protected.

The annual inspection of all dairy 
cows, as demanded by state officials 
and the city’s welfare, is to be made 
immediately, according to Wade 
Smith, sanitary inspector. The city’s 
dairies arc being put qn notice that 
they must procure proper blanks and 
have their plants gone over by a 
qualified veterinary without delay. 
The certificate of such an inspector 
is absolutely necessary as a prerequi­
site to continuing to 'sell milk in the 
city, it is said. Any cows showing 
the least sign of tuberculosis, or 
other diseases arid any insanitary 
conditions prevailing in or about any 
dairy, will result in elimination from 
the herd or elimination of the dairy­
man from the city’s milk vendors, 
under the rigid requirements of the 
law.

Asked what effect this would have 
on farmers who sell milk in Ranger, 
Mr. Swift said:

“ Not only are farmers allowed to 
sell* milk in Ranger. They are en­
couraged. But they must see to it 
that the same cleanliness and sani­
tary conditions are observed as re­
quired of the dairymen.”

It develops that it now takes 18 
dairies and a number of farmers to 
supply Ranger’s 12,000 people with 
in ilk.

Production of Helium 
Gas to Be Doubled By 

Perfected Process

Cotton Crop Forecast 
Shows Slight Gain In 

Production Figures

WASHINGTON, Sept. 28.— Cot­
ton production this year was today 
forecast as 13,931,000 bales by the 
department of agriculture on the 
basis of a condition o f 53.8 per cent 
of normal. Sept. 16, and an indicated 
yield per acre of 148.5 pounds.

The production figures compared 
with 18,740,000 estimated on the 
basis of Sept. 1 condition; 18,960,- 
000 bales on the basis of Aug. 16 
condition ,and last year’s production 
of 1.8.62?,936 bales.

'Cotton of this year’s crop ginned 
to Sept. 16 aggregated 4,279,928 
running bales, counting round baler 
as half bales.

Herd Which Pays for Itself 
O ff of First Kid Crop 

and Two Clips

J. B. Long, another Ranger farm­
er who is making Angora goats pay 
large dividends, has just shipped his 
fall clip of 505 pounds of mohair and 
73 pounds of kid hair to market, 
an he has a report indicating that 
the total clip will net him $851.05. 
This is based on a price of 85 cents 
a pound for the kid hair and 78 cents 
a pound for the common mohair.

This, from a herd of 225 grown 
goats and 65 kids, a total of 290, 
all full blood Angoras.

This herd has a remarkable his­
tory. It was started on Mr. Long’s 
326-acre farm of what is commonly 
known as $10 an acre land, lying 12 
miles northwest of Ranger, three 
years ago. The farm had never paid 
much, having only 50 acres of clear­
ed land. It is in reality more ranch 
than farm. Mr. Long has lived on 
it for some 30 years. He began 
goat raising at the suggestion of his 
son, P. C. Long, a Ranger barber, 
as an experiment in which neither 
father nor son had unlimited faith. 
During the entire three years as the 
herd has grown from a handful to 
the present number, Mr. Long has 
not spent one•cent for feed. The 
goats have lived and thrived off of 
the browsing they get. And as a 
result of that browsing, they have 
cleared the land of all weeds and 
underbrush and it is as pretty a pas­
ture, covered with curly mesquite 
grass, as" one will find in many days 
travel.

The goats .net the owner around 
$4 a head annually. It is figured 
to keep a goat on each acre of rough 
land. The entire farm is enclosed by 
a wolf-proof fence. The clip off 
of five months old kids rah consid­
erably better than a pound to the 
kid— 73 pounds in all. The male 
goats are being sold o ff at $12.50' a 
bead' fo r . kills for breeding purposes, 
it is said, and when the deman<1 is 
insufficient to use them all -they 
grow arid increase the herd beyond 
the farm’s capacity, they are sold 
for mutton— chevon. Many of the
males bought for breeding purposes 
cost Mr. Long $25 to $50 each. Hej 
figures his first kid crop and two 
clips paid all the expenses- of start­
ing him in the goat business.

In addition to this fine herd of 
goats, Mr. Long has a flock of 37 
sheep, kept on the same farm, the 
clip of which netted 87 Ms cents a 
pound. He also has oil prospects, his 
farm lying within 400 yards of the 
460-barrel J. C. Thompson well to 
the west, and about the same dls- 
tanee from the 35-barrel Coop a 
well on the farm adjoining him on 
the south. A well is. now being drill­
ed on Mr. Long’s farm which, oil­
men believe, will be a good pro­
ducer.

WASHINGTON, Sept. 23.— Now 
'hat the feasibility and efficiency of 
the airmail service has been proved 
by ;he postoffice department, the 
government should make definite 
plans at once to lease existing routes 
to private companies, Postmaster 
General Harry New told the special 
aircraft board today. He pointed 
with pride to the operation of the 
mail planes arid said that commercial 
aviation is possible.

At the outset of his remarks, New 
made it plain that the postoffice de­
partment has no place or part im 
any difference existing in the war 
or navy. departments over aviation. 
He told of unsuccessful attempts to 
establish an air route between Wash­
ington and New York, between Chi­
cago and St. Louis and between 
the twin cities and ascribed the fail­
ure of these routes to the short dis­
tances between terminals.

New said that shortage of funds 
had prevented maximum develop­
ment. of the air service. “ If we had 
more money to use I think we could 
produce better results,”  he said.

Inquiry Into Wreck of DirigU 
ible Shenandoah Shows 

Flight Made Over Lans- 
dowen’s Protest.

LAKEFIURST, N. J., Sept. 23 — 
The trip of the Shenandoah on which 
the dirigible was wrecked was or­
dered against the reconimendations 
ol Commander Lansdowne, who 
sought to have it postponed, it was 
shown by documentary evidence in­
troduced at today’s session of the 
naval inquiry into the disaster.

dirigible had not been tested.

When he received 
orders in. make the flight, he tele­
graphed the bureau on August 4

In the United States
NEW YORK, Sept. 23.— The 

French debt commission arrived in 
New York today on its way to Wash­
ington which it will , seek to arrange 
for the payment of the French debt 
to the United States, now aggregat­
ing about $4,200,006,009. Arrange­
ments had .been nuide for the trans­
portation of the Commission to 
Washington" in a private ear.

The coming o f Joseph Caillaux, 
French finance minister, at the head 
of the commission constitutes a high 
point in the extraordinary career of 
this statesman. He has engaged in 
many battles ot wit, as a statesman 
before the war, as the accused on 
charges of dealing With the enemy, 
as a political campaigner seeking to 
regain his seat in the French parlia­
ment and as the man to lead France 
out of her financial confusion, and 
now finally as head of the French 
commission to arrange a settlement 
of his country’s debt to the United 
State's.

Neither M. Caillarix or any mem­
ber of his eommissfori would disclose 
details of the terms to be proposed 
to the American government.

JEWS IN RUSSIA.

The Russian government by ad­
ministrative action has created a 
State department for facilitating a 
definite plan for encouraging a con­
tinuing Jewish settlement on the 
land. Under the jurisdiction of this 
bureau, called the Comzet, the Rus­
sian government has set aside 57,- 
000 acres of land in the Odessa re­
gion, 87,000 acres in the other sec­
tions of the Ukraine, 27,000 acres 
in White Russia, to which 40,000 
more are being added’ by the White 
Russian government this year, and 
50,000 acres in the Crimea. Most 
of these are lands expropriated from 
the former regime. A government 
appropriation of 500,00 rubles 
($250,000) has been set aside to aid 
the colonists in establishing them­
selves on their holdings.

More than 25,000 new Jewish 
farmers, comprising 4,000 families, 
have already established themselves 
in pioneer colonies in the Russian 
farming interior. They have now 
more than' 400,000 acres under cul­
tivation. Thousands more are fol­
lowing their trail in a headlong ex­
odus, enacting an epic, a new version 
of the “ covered wagon” Oon the Rus 
sian stepees, and other thousands 
have applied for assistance. It is 
stated that with American aid 25,- 
000 more families, roughly 100,000 
people, can be settled on the land of­
fered in Russia by the end of 1927. 
To this end a campaign is to be 
launched to raise a fund of $15,000,- 
000.

TERRAPIN RACE 
TO BE RUN A T 

EASTLAND FAIR
All E n t r i e s  Must Be At 

Grounds By 11 Tomorrow 
Morning. More Than 

100 Entered.

One of the most interesting fea­
tu res  of the program of the Central 

West Texas fair, which opens in 
Eastland for a three-day run Thurs­
day morning, is the terrapin derby. 
At least this contest seems to be at­
tracting much interest as more than 
100 terrapins have already been en­
tered, according to Joseph M. Wea­
ver, master of terrapins.

Mr. Weaver announced yesterday 
that those wishing to enter terrapins 
for the race must have them at the 
fair grounds not later than 11 
o’clock Thursday morning in order 
that they may be properly entered 
and numbered. The entrance fee will 
be $2 for each terrapin and any per­
son may make as many entries as 
he desires. Those not having terra­
pins may get them from the East- 
land Chamber of Commerce or Lu­
ther Bean at 25 cents each.

The race between the terrapins 
wjll start at 1:30 o ’clock and there 
will only be one race. A 100-foot 
circle, in the center of which will 
be a small circle, will be the race 
track. All terrapins entered in the 
derby, will be released at a given sig­
nal inside the small circle and the 
one reaching the outer ch*cle line 
first will be declared the winner of 
the race, the second one the second 
best, etc.

At all of the fairs where a terra­
pin derby has been held, it is said to 
have attracted more attention than 
any other part of the program as it 
is very new and unique, and East- 
land is to be no exception to the 
rule, those promoting the derby as­
sert.

In this article Mrs. Chitwood ex­
plains how she fries foods so deliciously, and gives four valuable 
recipes.

Whenever I think of the frying pan, I 
think of Crisco, the digestible vegetable 
shortening and cooking fat—for I have 
to and Crisco as big a help in my work 
(especially frying) as the frying pan is.

Two carrots, 1 small turnip; I 
medium sized onion, 1 sweet green 
pepper, 2 stalks celery, 2 cabbage 
leaves, 4 cups diced tomatoes, 2 whole 
cloVes, 2 sprigs parsley, 1 bay leaf, 
11-2 cups corn cut from the cob, 2 
teaspoons salt, 1 teaspoon sugar, 2 
tablespoons butter, 1 tablespoon flour, 
1-8 teaspoon pepper.

Wash and peel onion, pare carrot 
and turnip and remove, seeds and 
white pith from pepper. Put these 
vegetables with celery and cabbage 
through food chopper. Put into soup 
kettle, cover with boiling water and 
simmer ten minutes. Add tomatoes 
pared and cut in small pieces with 
cloves, parsley a,nd bay leaf. Add 2 
cups boiling water and cook about 
forty-five minutes, stirring fre­
quently. Add the com, uncooked, 
salt, sugar and pepper and cook ten 
minutes longer. Add butter and flour 
rubbed together and boil five nlinutes, 
stirring constantly. Put through a 
vegetable dicer, reheat and .serve.

The soup need not be strained 
unless children under school age are 
to eat it.
