Caillaux and His Delegation

Ranger on Eve of Important Change

In the Mantenance and Management
Of Ranger Chamber of Commerce

(An Editorial.)

Pending - before the Ranger city
commission is. a proposition to taks
over the managemen: and mainten-
ance of the Ranger Chamber of Con.-
merce. This has been done in various
cities of Texas with marked success.
San Angelo, Cisco and Amarillo be-
ing couspicuous examples. It 4s en-
tirely non-political and wonld effdet
a big saving for the business inter-
ests which now maintain the Cham-
ber of Commerce, inasmuch as it dis-
tributes ‘the cost equitably among 4ll
the property interests that benefit
by the operations of the organization
that direects its efforts to the prog-
iess and advancement of the ecity.

The. plan proposed in Ranger is
similar to that in operation in other
cities of Texas. From a list of 50
names submitted to the city com-
mission, directors arve chosen to serve
cne, two and three years, and the
vacancies created each year there-
after by expiration of terms of serv-
ice are filled by the commission from
other lists of citizens submitted, The
directors elect their own 'officers and
have entire charge of the work of
the organization.

The expenses of the Chamber of
Commerce are provided, according to
the proposal before ‘the Ranger city
commission, by a tax of two mills on
each one dollar valuation, provision
for which was made in the city char-
ter when -it was voted. While this|
would not provide a very large sum
of money, the tax valuations in Ran-
ger being only about $4,500,000, the
fund would be sufficient té carry on
the work of the Chamber of Com-
merce even better than at present
and at no further expense to the
business interests that now support
it. And the seeretary, being reliev-
ed of the necessity of collecting dues
from members each month, would be
able to give his undivided attention
to the purpose of the organization.
In Ranger, as elsewhere, the secre-
tary has to devote so much time to
the collection of dues (which he
should not have to do at all) that it
interferes with his real duties.

Ranger’s tax rate last year, state,
county and ecity, was $5.34, including
the school tax. The total tax in
Breckenridge on a property valua-
tion of about $5,000,000.
