Due to* the fact that the invita­
tions for the American legion ban- 

i) quet were put in the mail a day later 
than was expected, the reservation 
list will be held open until tomorrow 
noon, the banquet committee an­
nounced today.

Sessions of the Carl Barnes post 
of the American legion, Ranger, are 
becoming ' very interesting. Prob­
ably they have always had a chqrm, 
but with the added membership has 
come an added charm. When the 
membership has doubled again, as 
Dr. H. A. Logsdon, post commander, 
says it will, no member will ever 
want to miss a meeting.

It may be the Carl Barnes post 
will hove a hall within the near fu­
ture where all the members may 
gather comfortably. Something was 
said about it lhst night at the meet­
ing in the banquet room of the De- 
Gi'off hotel, where the post now 
meets each week because its hall in 
the Guaranty bank building is too 
small.

Plans For Banquet.
The meeting last night was given 

over largely to completion of plans 
for the banquet in the Gholson hotel 
next Saturday night, celebrating the 
Carl Barnes post's second anniver­
sary, when Col.' Alvin Owsley, for­
mer national commander of the 
American legion, will be the guest of 
honor.

Representative citizens from all

JACK STUART 
ARRESTED IN 

HOSPITAL BED
Warrant Charges Eloping With 

and Wrecking Automobile 
While Befuddled.

GIRL OF BRITISH NOBILITY
SUES RECALCITRANT LOVER

LONDON, Feb. 19.— Desire for 
money recompense, an emotion often 
attributed to American chorus girls, 
has invaded the British nobility. 
Adelaide. Margaret Constance Lub­
bock, granddaughter of the 14th Earl 
of Eglariton is the plaintiff and 
Frank Williams the defendant. Ade­
laide alleged the wealthy 50-year-old 
bachelor refused to wed her after go­
ing so far as to buy the ring.

Jack Stuart, about 30, was served 
with a warrant late yesterday after­
noon, less than an hour after being 
brought to the Clinical hospital, 
Ranger, to be treated for injuries, 
charging him with “ operating a ve- 
vicle while under the influence of in­
toxicants and operating a car with­
out owner’s consent.” Stuart was 
injured when the car, a Ford coupe, 
turned turtle into a ditch about two 
miles out of Ranger on the Caddo 
highway, and was badly wrecked.

The complaint was filed by Mrs. 
Stella Ricker, at  ̂ local hotel, in be­
half of her sister, Mrs. Blanche 
Barnes, wifh Justice ’ of the Peace 
Ike Irwin of precinct No. 2, Ranger. 
Mrs. Barnes, to whom the car be­
longs, is out of town and the car was 
in charge of Mrs. Ricker. The war­
rant was served on Stuart by Con­
stable Ted Hamilton v/hile Stuart 
was in the hospital.

Stuart is convalescing at the Clin­
ical hospital from a severe shaking 
up and numerous bruises. A pass­
ing motorist in a Chevrolet car first 
picked Stuai’t up after the wreck and 
it was reported that when they start­
ed off he jerked the wheel from the 
hands of the driver and ran the car 
onto an ambankment, partially 
wrecking it. Another car then pick­
ed him up and brought him into Ran­
ger.

It is alleged by Mrs. Ricker that 
Stuart was under the influence of 
an intoxicating beverage known as 
“jake” and that he had been hanging 
around the hotel throughout the 
morning, and that around noon he 
saw the negro porter with the keys 
to her sister’s car. Demanding the 
keys from the porter he drove the 
car out of town. Upon being noti­
fied by the porter of what had oc­
curred, Mrs. Ricker said that she at­
tempted to catch him. However,' 
Stuart, got away and left town, 
wrecking the car on the Caddo hlgh-
vray-
. According to Fire Chief .Murphy, 
who went to the scene of the wreck, 
the coupe is completely smashed, 
being hardly worth repairs. No in­
surance was carried on the car with 
the exception of fire and theft, but 
in case of theft the insurance com­
pany is compelled to pay for all dam­
ages to the car in the .event iL is re­
covered.

James E. Fer­
guson. the stigma which was placed 
thereon by his impeachment and con­
viction while serving as governor of 
the state of Texas, and,

Whereas, said’ bill has been finally 
passed by the senate of Texas and 
is now pending before the house 
upon a report of the committee to 
which it was referred, and,

Whereas, one of our representa­
tives, namely, the Honorable J. 
Frank Sparks is a member of said 
committee and voted adversely on 
said bill, and,

Whereas, in the recent election 
for governor of Texas the issue as to 
the removal of said stigma from the 
name of ex-Gov. James E. Ferguson 
was made a direct issue in that Mrs. 
Miriam A. Ferguson, who was the 
choice of the democrats of Texas 
for governor stated openly and on 
every occasiofi when she. publicly 
appeared in said campaign that the 
chief motive inducing her to enter 
the campaign was to remove said 
stigma from the name of her hus­
band, and,

Whereas, Eastland and Callahan 
counties, which compose the district 
which sent the Honorable J. Frank! 
Sparks to Austin as its representa­
tive were decidedly and emphatical-! 
ly in favor of the said Mrs. Miriam 
A. Ferguson for governor of Texas, 
and thereby stamped their approval 
upon the proposition of removing 
said stigma from the name of ex- 
Gov. James E. Ferguson, and,

Whereas, the action *of said Hon­
orable J. Frank Sparks in voting 
against said bill in the committee 
aforesaid is positive proof that he is 
not in accord with the expressed 
sentiment of the people of Texas 
generally and of Eastland und Cal­
lahan counties especially, and is not 
representing them in one of the mat­
ters upon which they have expressed 
themselves, and,

Whereas, it is the desire of the 
people, of Eastland county to express 
to the said J. Frank Sparks and all 
of the people of Texas their disap­
proval of his acts in opposing sjpid 
bill.

Message to Sparks

Mitchell Repeats • 
Former Criticisms 

With More Emphasis
By United Press.

WASHINGTON, Feb. 19.— Briga­
dier General William Mitchell, as­
sistant chief of the air service to­
day told the house air craft investi­
gating committee that he has not 
been summoned Mo the white house 
by President Coolidge,. as reported. 
Thereupon Representative Perkins?, 
New Jersey, republican, chairman of 
the investigating committee, assumed 
full responsibilty for circulation of 
the report that Mitchell had been 
called to the white house to be offer­
ed the choice of resigning or demo­
tion, declaring he had been given 
the information by “ an authority 
that always has been good.”

Mitchell, while'on the stand, re­
vealed that General Patrick, chief of 
the air service, had recommended his 
reappointment as assistant chief aft­
er March 26. Mitchell reiterated 
that the war and navy department 
were responsible for the lack of air 
development, and said:

“ Our plans of defense against an 
air attack are the worst of any couh- 
tary in the world.”

He told the committee that the 
United States has only 19 pursuit 
combat planes and 15 pilots for them.

The committe decided to subpoena 
Secretary of War Weeks, aftc-r ex­
amining a press release given out at 
the war department yesterday stal­
ing that the United States had 1200 
planes, to ask him “ where the planes 
are.”

Representative Reed of Illinois, re­
publican, urged the commitee to 
adopt a resolution introduced by Rep­
resentative LaGuardia, progressive of 
New York, and former world war 
aviator, opposing the demotion of 
Mitchell because of his opposition to 
high army and navy officals.

“ It is no use,” said Representative 
Prall. New York, republican, “ if he 
is to have his head cut off, we can’t 
stop it.”

“ Tf this man is not reappointed,” 
Reed said, “we will never get an 
army or navy officer to give us his 
honest views.”

Trial of Aircraft 
Efficiency Prives

SAN PEDRO, Calif., Feb. 19.—  
Brigadier General Mitchell’s claims 
to the superiority of air craft over 
battleships were endorsed by Pacific 
naval officials today, following a se­
ries of bombing demonstrations in 
the local harbor.

Five giant seaplanes dropping 
bombs u*ith deadly accuracy on a 
moving target from an altitude of 
7,200 feet and beyond the range of 
modern anti-aircraft guns demon­
strated conclusively that the battle­
ships are easy prey for the aircraft, 
according to Lieutenant Commander 
J. S. Strong of the naval bombing 
squadron No. 2, which staged the 
test.

tive Dewey Young of. Collingsworth 
county has prepared a bill to be in­
troduced in the legislature which per­
mits the limited manufacture of car­
bon black for commercial black from 
natural gas in Texas. The bill is 
expected to arouse a battle royal ip 
the legislature. Young is introduc­
ing the bill, it is stated, at the re­
quest of constituents in gas produc­
ing counties of the Panhandle and 
E. B. Pickens of. Pampa is in Austin 
to work for passage, of the bill.

Gray of Lipscomb will support the 
measure, it is said. The Panhandle 
has the largest gas field in the world, 
according to Pickens and others who 
are seeking enactment of the bill, 
and but little market for the gas. 
Millions of cubic feet of natural gas 
are in the wells on land owned by 
the people of the Panhandle, but it 
is worthless to the owners, most of 
whom are cattlemen who have suf­
fered severe financial losses during 
the last several .years, and to whom 
a carbon black market for their gas 
would mean a boom.

Provokes Discussion.
But even in the Panhandle the 

carbon black bill is the topic for 
warm discussion. It has provoked 
a series of discussions in Amarillo. 
Chambers of commerce all over have 
adopted resolutions, pro and con, on 
the proposed bill. Leading citizens' 
of Amarillo are due to arrive in Aus­
tin to fight the measure. Others 
want it passed.

The Young bill provides that “ per­
mits for the manufacture of carbon 
black valid for five years from the 
date of issuance may be granted 
after hearing had with ample notice 
to the public, Where it is made to 
appear by the evidence that there is 
no reasonable expectation, presently 
or in the near future, of the utiliza­

tion of the gas for domestic or in­
dustrial purposes, or where it is 
shown that the gas from the terri­
tory from which such carbon black 
plant is to be supplied is not suffi­
cient in volume to justify its trans­
portation for domestic or industrial 
use.”

Would Conserve Gas.
The bill would not allow the erec­

tion of the plants unless it is proven 
that it “ is impracticable to . seal the 
gas and conserve it in its stratum 
until it is practicable to transport 
same and use it in domestic and in­
dustrial consumption, provided that 
gas shall not be taken from any well 
for the purpose of the manufacture 
of carbon black to any amount ex­
ceeding 25 per cent of the daily po­
tential capacity of such well.”

Another section provides that 
“ whenever the supply,of natural gas 
for domestic or industrial use for 
any city or town shall become inade­
quate or seriously endangered, and 
the supply of Avhich comes from any 
fields in which permit or permits to 
burn gas for the manufacture of cai*- 
bon black have been issued, the rail­
road commission may, upon petition 
and by appropriate order, divert 
enough gas from carbon black manu­
facture to meet the present shortage 
or insure an adequate supply for the 
immediate future.”

FRANCE MUST 
HAVEGUARANTY 

OF PROTECTION
Will Not Listen to Disarma­

ment Proposals Without
Security Pact,

PARIS, Feb. 19.— With British 
opposition ,to the Geneva protocol 
still a vivid memory, the French gov­
ernment continues to remain silent 
in face of reputed reports of a new 
disarmament conference. Political 
leaders have made no attempt to

. conceal the disillusionment occasion 
afford the courts an opportunity of l ed by Britain’s stand and ask how
passing upon its validity.

Dr. C. H. Car­
ter, called to the scene of the acci­
dent, which is seven miles north of 
Eastland, said he found Morton dy­
ing when he arrived.

A crew of men were engaged in 
hoisting a large smokestack, which 
is said to weigh two tons, to its po­
sition on what is termed a pre-heat­
er, when a chain broke allowing the 
heavy smokestack to fa ll.. Other 
workmen succeeded, in getting out 
from under it, but Morton, foreman 
of the work, was knocked down and 
it roiled , over him.

Hubert Morton, is the son of Mr. 
and Mrs. J. II. Morton, Eastland 
county pioneers, arid, was born and 
reared in Eastland. He was married 
■and has several children. . The fam­
ily home is located on th» Eastiand- 
Rgnger highway just east of town, 
near the Point Filling station, where 
he has been working at odd times 
when off duty to clear up a little 
plot of land and build a home. He 
had the reputation of being a, hard 
worker and one of the best men in 
the country. He had been an em-
