AUSTIN, Feb. 18— Establishment 
of state and county dispensaries for 
distributing intoxicating liquors is­
sued for medicinal purposes, so as 
to take the distribution of intoxi­
cants from the drug stores is propos*- 
ed in a bill that has been drawn up 
by Senator Robert'A. Stuart of Fort 
Worth and which, he announced 
Tuesday, he proposes to offer as a 
substitute for the Price liquor bill, 
set for special order in the senate 
next Tuesday morning.

Under the provisions of the Stuart 
bill, the state board of control would 
be the wholesale distributing agency 
for the state. Retail distribution 
would be through the county .clerks. 
Applicants for whisky in addition' to 
being required to have a physician’s 
prescription would have to file affi­
davit with the county clerk, stating 
for what purpose the liquor is de­
sired, nature of disease, etc.

Profit on the sale of liquor through 
the state dispensaries would be lim­
ited to 100 per cent of the cost. With 
the exception of 25 cents allowed the 
county clerk as ex-officio fee for 
each affidavit taken by him in dis­
tributing the liquor, the proceeds ac­
cruing to the state from the sale of 
the liquor would go to the school 
fund. Senator Stuart estimated that 
this would amount to about $1,500,- 
000 a year.

Delve Into Problem Dur­
ing Summer.

WASHINGTON, Feb. 18.— A spe­

cial congressional committee sitting 
all sum'mer may delve exhaustively 
into the whole problem of national 
defense as a result of testimony by; 
high army and navy officers to the 
house aircraft investigating commit­
tee in secret session.

Dissatisfied by the showing made 
by staff officers and not convinced 
that the national defense is being 
properly coordinated and balanced, 
some of the representatives propose 
to ask for an inquiry to be conducted 
jointly by house and senate.

This development followed a pre­
liminary move by the house commit­
tee in asking Secretaries Weeks and 
Wilbur to send their personal repre­
sentatives before it to give, in strict­
est confidence, answers to their ques­
tions.

Assistant Secretary of the Navy 
Robinson and Rear Admiral Jones, 
appearing for the navy, and Major 
General John L. Hines, chief of staff, 
and Major Wilby, his aide, appeared 
for the war department. Subjected 
Lo a cross fire of questions, their 
replies revealed:

That the United States has onl^ 
one-fifth the number of planes the 
war department plans call for.

That less than two per cent of the 
general staff officers a,re air offi­
cers, although the air service is one 
of the major arms of defense.

That America’s insular position has 
planes theoretically allotted to their 
defense, but out of 106 pursit planes 
required only 21 are on hand, and 
of 58 bombarding planes and 106 
attack planes called for the army 
has only 24 and 6ne respectively.

A report was circulated 
that five men were trapped in the 
fcuins of the denio'lished buildings 
and firemen were digging in the 
ruins today for the bodies. The dam­
age was estimated at $110,000.

The bomb was concealed in the 
Landonia building and exploded at 
5:30 a. m. The William Penn Trust 
company and the Franklin Savings

damaged by the blast. The building- 
next to the Landonia was virtually 
demolished and toppled over into the 
street. Scores of persons in the 
neighborhood were hurled from their 
beds by the tremendous force of the 
explosidh.

Fire broke out immediately after 
the explosion and men and women 
fled from their homes in the neigh­
borhood. Fire Marshal Parr said the 
nature of the explosion indicated 
positively it was caused by a dyna­
mite bomb.
