The total bonded indebtedness of] 
the city of Ranger is about $800,- 
000, but nearly $200,000 of this 
amount was issued for the purchase 
and improvement of the Ranger 
water system, which takes care of 
the interest and sinking fund for 
that bond issue. Other portions of 
Ranger’s indebtedness are spread j 
over a term of years so that both’ 
interest and principal, with the aid 
of the refunding bond issue, may be 
taken care of without any undue 
strain on the taxpayers.

Lightens Tax Burden.
Heretofore Ranger has had an an­

nual payment of $50,000 to pay on 
the principal of the bonds that have 
been refunded, and in addition an 
interest payment of about $40,000, 
payable semi-annually. The refund­
ing bonds cut the principal payment 
each year to between $25,000 and 
$28,000. The interest payments re­
main the same. The payment due 
this month on principal and for in­
terest, about $71,000, was raised by 
Ranger and paid. The tax levy had 
been made to take care of that ob­
ligation."

LIFE OF SISTER WITH 

INCURABLE DISEASE

PARIS, Feb. 17.-—-Taking her cue 
from the acquittal, eight days ago of 
the Polish actress, Stanislawa Umin- 
ska, who shot her lover because he 
suffered from an incurable disease,
Anna Levassor, a poor dressmaker, 
ended the agony of her tubercular 
J?ister. When her revolver which 
had brought death to the sick girl, 
failed to fire as she turned it on her­
self she gave herself to the police.
She said:,

“ I have killed my sister because 
she preferred death .to the hospital.”

With the stoicism of the hill folks, 
Lee Collins, Lather of Floyd, who 
had waited patiently near the mouth 
of the shaft for the diggers to com­
plete their task, said it was a con­
solation to him to know "his son was 
with the angels.

The rescuers removed dirt from 
about Collins” -body*-that covered him 
to the waist line. Until physicians 
examine the- body the approximate 
time of his death cannot be deter­
mined. It was reported, however, 
from the condition of the body that 
it was apparent life had departed 
long before the rescue party broke 
through into the cavern. *

Troops are still' standing guard 
about Sand Cave which it was said 
is never to lure another victim as it 
lured Collins. The original entrance 
is to be blasted with dynamite - to 
prevent others from entering and 
the rescue shaft will be filled up.

In accordance with instructions 
from Governor Fields by long-dis­
tance telephone, Adjutant General 
Kehoe has ordered an autopsy to 
ascertain if by Any possibility Col­
lins was the victim of poison or of 
any other death than entombment. 
Also the food and drink left in the 
cave by early volunteer parties is to 
be analyzed. Officials said they sus­
pected none of poisoning Collins, but

AVOID RISKS
Eastland Fire Chief Warns 

Then to Keep Off the 
Fire Trucks.

Chief Michael of the Eastland fire 
department has issued a warning to 
children and others, who have a 
habit of catching onto the fire trucks 
while they are going to and from 
fires, that they do so at their own 
risk. He also asks the co-operation 
of the parents of the town in keep­
ing their children from getting about 
the fire trucks when they are mov­
ing to or from a fire.

“ When a truck is in motion and 
going to a fire it is about all those 
operating it can do to handle the 
machine and keep from running into 
someone on the streets, and while 
they are thus occupied there are a 
number of children and others who 
have made a practice of swinging 
onto the trucks and riding them to 
and from fires,” IVfr. Michaels said.

WATCHING FOR 

AUTO THIEVES
Several Arrests In Brecken- 

ridge May Reveal Master 
Mind; Cars Recovered.

BRECKENRIDGE, Feb. 17.— Dis­
solution of the organized motor car 
stealing group in West Texas is the 
goal for which officers throughout 
the state are striving and with a 
clean-up being staged by Brecken- 
ridge officers feel some progress has 
been made. But the men apprehend­
ed even if proven guilty as charged, 
are not suspected of being the master 
mind.

Five men have been arrested with­
in the past week by Stephens county 
officers, who have also seized a num- 
Qr of automobiles in connection with 

the arrests. The Stephens county 
grand jury returned six indictments 
against two of the men. Three in­
dictments each were returned against 
C. L. Bruce and D. D. Shaw, who 
the sheriff’s department had prev­
iously lodged in jail. Two other men, 
who gave their names as Howering- 
ton and Bird were taken to Brown- 
wood and Coleman respectively, 
where they were wanted by offi­
cers.

Four automobiles, have been re­
covered by the sheriff’s department 
in the clean-up and the police de­
partment of Breckenridge have ad­
ded one more to the list. All of the 
cars have been identified and it is 
thought that positive proof on the 
organized gang will be obtained with­
in the next few days.

An important discovery was made 
when Walter Hammond of Abilene, 
accompanied by District Attorney M. 
S. Long, and Assictant Chief of Po­
lice Light Jennings, identified his car 
on the streets of Breckenridge. A 
man who asked them why they were 
watching the car said he had bought 
it from a firm in Eastland several 
days previously. It was found that 
this car and two others had been reg­
istered in Shackelford county the 
same day. The same firm was listed 
as vendors and purchasers of the 
three cars. The name of the fake 
firm had been' used by the purchaser, 
it is alleged.

Fisher has recently returned from 
a tour of American universities. The 
English Speaking- union here gave 
him a lunch. Fisher spoke. And he 
-.aid a mouthful.

“ I am particularly interested in 
the educational institutions of 
America and Canada,”  lie said. “ In 
many cases they excited in my mind 
the most unholy feelings of envy,

“ There seems not a college in 
America or England which does not 
appear to have a well trained retinue 
of obedient millionaires.

“ At one trustees’ meeting I heard 
one such gentleman quietly murmur. 
‘Well, I think we had better begin 
with 10 millions.’ ■>

“ Think of the Harkness college at 
Yale, the new buildings at Toronto, 
the magnificent campus if the Uni­
versity of Wisconsin, the great new 
buildings at the University of Chi­
cago! .

“ Really, we ought to send our 
rich men to America to learn how to 
endow colleges.”

As to the “ moral blizzards,” that 
picturesque phrase of Fisher’s sent 
his audience with cheers and laugh­
ter.

“ America is the land of bold and 
sanguine experiment,”  he declared. 
“ It is often described as the Land 
of the Dollar. It is not always that.

“ Sometimes it is swept by a moral 
blizzard, and before that biizzard all 
politicians go down like ninepins. 
One such blizzard is prohibition.

“ It is too soon for us to pass a 
final Judgment on that au'daeious en­
terprise in social legislation, whieh 
has been followed by some palpable 
and_ serious evils, more particularly 
a wide defiance of the law.”

He was- called unruly, wild 
apd willful, but when he was placed 
on a farm, where there was a large 
number of hens and chickens, two 
dogs, a horse and a cow, as well as a 
large family, from gx-andfather to 
baby grandson, the “ wild, unru/ly, 
willful boy” was satisfied and hap­
py. What he seemed to need' was 
the companionship of the dependent 
creatures, as well as'the understand­
ing of human beings. It is said that 
many boys have resisted a desire to 
run away, from what they consider 
harsh or unfair treatment, by the af­
fection "they bear for some animal 
about the place. An animal. never 
tells tales, answers back,’ or scolds, 
and is always ready, for a frolic 
which usually brings a boy’s spirit
